A SURVEY ON THE DECORATION AND FURNISHING
MATERIALS LISTED IN THE CONSTRUCTION REGISTER OF THE
AYAZMA MOSQUE (1758-1761) .

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The construction .registers, which were kept during the construction
process of the buildings built by the Ottoman sultans and the state to
document payments for every item, including the smallest details, are
valuable sources for the history of art and architecture. Although the main
purpose in keeping these registers was financial, they include valuable
information on the names and amounts of the building and furnishing
materials, where and whom these materials were purchased from, in which
parts of the building they were used and the craftsmen who worked through
out the different stages of the construction process.

The Construction Register of the Ayazma Mosque (1) is a manuscript of
35 pages. The first page of the manuscript states that payments for the
construction of a mosque at the location known as the Ayazma (2) Garden
at Uskiidar by the Ottoman Sultan Mustafa IIT to honor the souls of his
mother Mihrisah Sultan and his brother Sultan Siileyman started on Zilhicce
19, 1171 (August 24, 1758). The Register consists of two parts. The first
part lists the expenses from Zithicce 19, 1171 (August 24, 1758) until the
end of Receb 1173 (middle of May 1760), and the second part from the
end of Receb 1173 (middle of May 1760) until Cemaziyelevvel 1, 1174
(December 9, 1760) (photograph 1). The manuscript was signed by the bina
emini (person in charge of the financial and organizational aspects of the
construction) es-Seyid ishak Aga on Sefer 4, 1175 (September 4, 1761),
approved and stamped by a secretary of the Treasury, and sealed by Sultan
Mustafa Il showing his acceptance. The materials purchased are listed in
the register chronclogically with the amounts (the number, the size or the
weight), the unit price and the total price of each item in the register. All
the materials used for the decoration of the building such as gold and silver
plating, paints etc., the hanging decorative elements such as oil lamps,
ostrich eggs, tassels etc. and the furnishings that were purchased from the
curtain sellers and the quilt makers used for the decoration of the Mosque
will be studied in this survey.

In this register the list of the dyes used for the paintwork of the Mosque
and hiinkdr késkii (imperial lodge) shows that red, yellowish orange, blue,
black and white paints were purchased. The other colors were obtained by
mixing these colors. Kirmiz, zencefre, siiliigen and giilbahar were used 10
