JAHANNAM

Jahannam is a designation for hell and is related to the
cognate Hebrew word gebinnom (“Hinnom Valley™), origi-
nally a site near ancient Jerusalem where children were
immolated as sacrificial offerings, which subsequently be-
came a garbage dump. In early Jewish and Christian eschatol-
~ ogy, Gehenna was believed to be where wrongdoers would be
punished by fire in the hereafter. This is the meaning Jahannam

carries in the Qurian (where it is mentioned seventy-seven

times), the hadith, and later Islamic eschatological discourses.
Itis often used synonymously with “the Fire” (“par”), and in
juxtaposition to “the Garden” (“janna”), the Islamic paradise
of the blessed.

The Qur’an depicts Jahannam as an infernal dwelling or
refuge with seven gates (counterparts for the seven heavens)
awaiting unbelievers, hypocrites, and other sorts of offenders
(#:140; 15:43-44). It will be the fiery abode of jinns and
satans, as well as humans (11:119; 19:68), including polytheists
and “people of the book” (98:6). Indeed, according to one
verse, all will go to Jahannam, but God will save the pious and
abandon wrongdoers there on their knees (19:72). Polytheists
and their idols will become fuel for its fire (21:98). The
authoritative hadith collections, such as those of al-Bukhari
(d. 870), Muslim (d. 875), and Tbn Hanbal (d. 855), expand
upon these Qur’anic discourses, detailing its horrific features
and inhabitants, Hadiths describe it as a pit of fire seventy
times hotter than earthly fire, guarded by the angel Malik,
into which plunge the damned who fail to cross 2 narrow test
bridge (a/-sirat) that traverses it. They enumerate the kinds of
sinners punished there, among whom are the Jahannamites—
Muslims who have committed major transgressions, but who
will eventually win entry to paradise.

The most elaborate descriptions were formulated in the
tenth century c.k., and later commentaries and eschatological
textsare those ofal-Tabari (d. 922), al-Samarqandi (d. c. 983),
al-Ghazali (d. 1111), al-Qurtubi (d. 1273), Ibn Kathir (d.
1373), Ibn Qayyim al-Jawziyya (1350), and al-Suyud (d.
1505). In these books, Jahannam is said to consist of seven
hierarchical levels, the highest for Muslims and the lower
levels for Jews, Christians, Zoroastrians, polytheists, and
hypocrites. Commentators furnished it with geographic fea-
tures such as blazing mountains, valleys, rivers, and seas, as
well as houses, prisons, bridges, wells, and ovens. They also
provided it with venomous scorpions and snakes to torment
its inhabitants. In modern times, Jahannam remains a popu-
lar sermon topic.

JAHILIYYA

The word jabiliyya, rendered as ignorance or barbarism,
occurs several times in the Qur’an (3:148; 5:55; 33:33; 48:26).

Used pejoratively to describe pre-Islamic Arabia, itmeans the - -~

period in which Arabia had no dispensation, no inspired
prophet, and no revealed book. '

The seven Mu‘allegat, written down in Umayyad times, .. ...

are believed to be a collecton of prize-winning pre-Islamic
poems on the courage and endurance of its warriors, recited
in contests at the annual fair at “‘Ukaz. Fragments of similar
poems are also found in the Kitab al-aghani of al-Isbahani (d.
967). The ideal Arab virtues referred to in this literature are
musw’a (courage, loyalty, and generosity). and “rd (honor).-
Courage was reflected in the number of raids undertaken, and
generosity in the readiness with which one sacrificed one’s
camel for a guest. Killing was discouraged. Murder resulted
in blood feuds and vendetta. Three months of the year (Rajab,
Dhu-l-Qa‘da, and Dhu-1-Hajj) were pronounced sacred, how-
ever, when no fighting or raiding were permitted:

Trade had brought wealth to some, but the poverty of
many was disregarded, and there was no strategy to care for
them. Females were regarded as a burden and many were ~
killed at birth. Muhammad viewed this attitude as ungodly.

The religion of the pre-Islamic Bedouin was primarily -

animistic, while urban populations, such as the Meccans,
worshiped a supreme God, al-llah, and its three daughters, al-
“Uzza, al-Lat, and Manat. Hubal was the chief deity of the
Ka‘ba. Women weré required to circumambulate the Ka‘ba
in the nude. Various tribes in different regions identified with
different gods to whom they turned for immediate favors.
There was no belief in an afterlife or a day of judgment.
Muhammad, who preached the existence of one, invisible
God, taught that man would be judged for his actions, and
rewarded accordingly. He fought to establish Islam in Arabia,
and had the pre-Islamic idols systematically destroyed. Thus,
he claimed, Islam brought an end to jzbiliyya. Nevertheless,
several pre-Islamic observances have been incorporated into
Islamic ritual, such as the circumambulation of the Ka‘ba, and

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AL—HUDAYBIYYA AND THE CONQUEST OF MECCA:
A reconsideration of the tradition

According to Muslim tra‘dition,2 shortly after the hijra, following a di-
vine revelation, the Prophet ordered his followers to face the sanctuary
at Mecca in prayer, and henceforth Islam regarded the Meccan sanctu-
ary as its own, the centre of the Muslim cult. For some time, however,
the Muslims were unable to visit the sanctuary and perform the rituals
of the cult there since it was still in the hands of their enémies, the
Quraysh of Mecca. In 6/628, nevertheless, the Prophet ordered his fol-
lowers in Medina to set out for Mecca. The aim was to perform a minor
pilgrimage (‘umra) at its sanctuary. This expedition never reached its
intended destination, for, at al-Hudaybiyya, close to Mecca, Quraysh
prevented the Muslims from progressing any further. However, at that
time the Prophet reached an agreement with Quraysh, according to
which the Muslims would be allowed to come to Mecca to make an
cuymra in the next year. Consequently, in 7/629, the Prophet and his
followers came to Mecca and completed an “umra: this is known as ‘um-
rat al-gad@’ or ‘umrat al-gadiyya. In the following year, 8/630, the
Prophet again came.to Mecca with his followers, this time to carry out
the conquest of the town, using as casus belli the violation by Quraysh
of one of the terms of the treaty of al-Hudaybiyya. This event, the con-
quest of Mecca, is genei‘ally known in tradition as al-fath, and it in-
volved, of course, not only the conquest of the town but also the establish-

On the more vexed question of “historical memory", it is harder to
draw firm conclusions beyond saying that the memory was vague at
best.

Franz Rosenthal points out in his work Knowledge Triumphant'
that the derivatives from the root ‘Im? form roughly one percent of the
vocabulary of the Qur'dn. As far as frequency of occurrence is
concerned only four words - qala, kana, Allah and Rabb - surpass the
derivatives of “L.m by a large margin? The hypothesis which I wish to
set forth in the present paper may, if valid, go some way towards
accounting for this statistical fact.

In the above-mentioned work (p. 32ff.) Rosenthal also makes
some observations concerning the term Jahiliyya. He considers -
correctly as I believe — that Goldziher’s interpretation of the term as
naming primarily "barbarity”" rather than "ignorance" is not applicable
in the case of the Qur'dnic passages - four in all - in which the term
occurs. His own explanation is that it does not represent an abstract
noun formation,* but is a collective plural signifying "ignorant persons.”
The expression al-jahiliyya al-ila (Qur'an) could, as he admits, give
rise, from his point of view, to a difficulty, but he believes that the
expression could be understood as signifying "previous jahiliyya," (in
which case jahiliyya could mean "ignorant persons"). Because of these
linguistic considerations Rosenthal (p. 34) holds it to be extremely
unlikely that jahiliyya is, as has been suggested, "an attemnpted loan
translation of a concept such as agnoia in the Acts of the Apostles, 17:
30, where khronoi agnoia clearly means the period of paganism.

Of all those who have argued against the authenticity of pre-Islamic poetry,
two names stand out: D.S. Margoliouth and Tiha Husayn.! The two were united
in that theirs was the most comprehensive and sweeping criticism of that poetry
and both wrote in the twenties within one year of each other. Of the plethora of
replies that this attack elicited, two may be singled out, both written in the fifties,
namely those of Nasir al-Din al-Asad and AL Arberry,” ripostes to Taha Husayn
and Margoliouth respectively. The dust may be said to have now more or less
settled on this question. Most sober scholars go along with Th. Néldeke, H.A.R.
Gibb, Levei della Vida, T. Andrae, G.E. von Griinebaum, Francesco Gabrieli, and
more recently W. Heinrichs, in vouching for the authenticity of this poetry with
the obvious exceptions and reservations on certain verses and fragments, in much
the same way that the ancient Arab critics, such as Ibn-Sallim, had done. But
doubts seem to linger in the consciousness of some. In the not too distant past,
‘Abd al-Rahmin Badawi revived interest in the views of Tiha Husayn.? Coming
as it does from a leading Egyptian intellectual, this revival of interest in Tdha
Husayn cannot be ignored."'

A return to Taha Husayn’s views in their entirety is utterly unnecessary since
al-Asad has replied to most of his objections in the most satisfactory fashion, as
did Arberry in his reply to Margoliouth.

1. The Historiographic Challenge

1. The Methodological Confrontation .

More than fifteen years have passed since Patricia Crone stunned the world of oriental-
ism by positing dramatically new hypotheses regarding the role of Makkah in sixth to sev-
enth-century A.D. trans-Arabian trade. Seeking to discern the economic dynamic of the
early Islamic state, her thesis contended that both the composition and direction of Hijazi-
Najdi trade in the era leading up to the rise of Islam were not as they bave been commonly
portrayed. Her presentation derived its strength from its sophisticated scientific analyses of
the prevalence of specific commodities, particularly “spices,” in contemporary trade flows.
Its core analysis centered upon certain critical commonalities between sixth to seventh-cen-
tury Makkan imports and exports, and in its effort to make trade patterns fit, even specu-
lated that the Qurashis’ primary base of commercial operation was not where modern
Makkah stands today. The essence of this theme was compellingly argued in part 2 of her
1987 work, Meccan Trade and the Rise of Islam, which she titled: “Arabia Without Spices.”

Crone’s work has been aggressively attacked by various scholars in recent years—an as-
sault that has focused, in particular, upon her employment of what is termed “negative evi-
dence argumentation”: to wit, the absence of source references to trade implies the actual
absence of trade. Such analytic techniques, of course, are not uncommon in medieval histo-
riography, nor are they unique to Islamic scholarship. Six decades earlier, it will be recalied,
it was a decline in references to eighth-century trans-Mediterranean commerce, documented
primarily in Western ecclesiastical sources, that produced the Pirenne thesis positing that an
Islamic trade blockade had precipitated Western Europe’s “Dark Ages.”

That the results are similar should come as no surprise. Both arguments have failed to
persuade because each confronts the complex challenge of seeking to recomstruct the struc-
ture of any economy, medieval or modern, based on evaluating a market-basket of com-
modities cited in export trade. The examples found are often too sporadic to have serious
economic consequences. Despite the fact that some seventy-five percent of its governmental
revenues are generated by oil production, for example, modern Saudi Arabic typically gen-
erates less than three percent of its gross domestic product formation from non-oil export
earnings. In both modern and medieval contexts, then, using select trade data as barometers
of economic dynamism does not invariably yield accurate results. In Crone’s case, they
have produced quite controversial results. Indeed, seldom have hypotheses predicated upon
an absence of commercial evidence invoked such intense scholarly scrutiny. R. B. Serjeant,
in a 1990 article, for instance, describes her contentions as:

calculated to attract publicity by shocking Islamists through the strange theories that it advances
on pre-Islamic Mecca, novel theories to be sure, but founded upon misinterpretation, misunder-
standing of sources, even at times incorrect translations of Arabic.!

Age of Ignorance

"This phrase is 2 common translation of the
Arabic word jahiliyya used by Muslims to
refer to the historical period in west-central
Arabia covering the centuries immediately
prior to the mission of Muhammad, a pe-
tiod characterized by ignorance of the di-
vine truth. To the original audience of the
Qur'an, however, it almost certainly re-
ferred primarily to the moral condition of
those individuals and their society which
led them to oppose the mission of the
Prophet (sec OPPOSITION TO MUHAMMAD)
and only secondarily, if at all, to 2 defined
historical epoch. It is also possible that the
word was a kind of collective plural of “ig-
norant person” (jahil), as has been asserted
by F. Rosenthal (Knowledge triumphant, 33-4).
As to the nature of this moral condition,
1. Goldziher and T. Izutsu have argued
that the primary meaning of the root, j-4-}
from which jahiliyya is derived, is not “ig-
norance” but “barbarism,” especially the
tendency to go to extremes of behavior.
According to this view the original anto-
nym was not im {knowledge) but kilm (mo-
ral reasonableness, self-control). I. Goldzi-
her (a5, 201-8) has adduced considerable
evidence for this from pre-Islamic Arabic
poetry, while T. Tzutsu (Concepts, 28-35) has
examined key passages from the Qur'an
and the biography of the Prophet {see sTra
AND THE QUR'AN). The word jéhiliyya is of-
ten translated “pagandom” or “heathen-
dom” and it may be argued that its effec-
tive antonym is isldm (g.v.), as it certainly is
for many later writers (see IGNORANCE).
The texts of the four passages where the
word jahiliyya occurs in the Qur'an tend to
bear these prints out, though not conclu-
sively. The contrast between jahiliypa and
lilm seems particularly clear in @ 48:26:
“When the unbelievers stirred up fierce ar-
rogance in their hearts, the fierce arro-

gance of jahiliyya (hamiyyat aljakiliya),
God sent down his tranquility upon the
messenger and the believers and imposed
on them the command of self-restraint
(taqui).” T. Izutsu (Concepts, 31) interprets
“the ferce arrogance of the jakiliyya™ as
“the staunch pride so characteristic of the
old pagan Arabs, the spirit of stubborn re-
sistance against all that shows the slightest
sign of injuring their sense of honor and
destroying the traditional way of life.”
Q3:154 speaks of “a band anxious for
themselves, wrongly suspicious of God
with a suspicion (zann) of the jahilipa.”
Here j@hiliyya may mean ignorance, but a
lack of trust in God would seem more spe-
cific. g 5:50 reads, “Do they seek a jahiliyya
judgment (hukm jahili)?” i.e. a judgment by
pagan rather than divine standards. Here
islam would seem the likely antonym. Fi-
nally, @ 33:33 admonishes the wives of the
Prophet: “Stay in your homes and do not
make a display of yourselves in the manner
of the first [or old] jahiliyya (al-jahilipya al-
ild).” Only here does it seem plausible,
though not necessary, to interpret
“ahtliyya” as an epoch.

These passages illustrate some but not all
of the contrasts between the beliefs and
values represented by jahiliya and those of
the Qur'an. The key difference is the atti-
tude toward God. The Qur'an insists that
only God is to be obeyed and worshipped.
The pagan Arabs did recognize God as
creator of the world and as a kind of re-
mote figure to be approached in certain
crisis situations (g 29:65), but they also rec-
ognized other deities closer at hand, such
as the three Meccan deities, al-Lat, al-
“Jzza and Manat, who were thought to in-
tercede with God (Q 53:19-20; see SATANIG
verses). The Qur'an calls this the associa-
tion of other beings with God (shirk), and
treats it as the worst of sins, the one thing
God will not forgive (¢ 4:48; see BELIEF

In his intellectual autobiographical lectures
given in Cairo — Ana wa-al-nathr (Cairo,
1960) and Ana wa-al-shi‘'r (Cairo, 1959) —
Jabri admits the influence of classical Arabic
and French literatures on his own writing,
expressing admiration for al-Mutanabbi,
Ahmad Faris al-Shidyaq and Anatole France.

Jahiliyya

"~ Jahkiliyya-(time of ignorance’), is a designa-
tion for the pre-Islamic period. As a religious
term occurring four times in the Koran,
Jjahiliyya denotes a timespan during which the
belief in God has fallen into oblivion and
which is ended by the rise of a new prophet. In
particular, it is the common term for the period
immediately preceding the mission of the
Prophet Muhammad. As a term relating to
literary history, it was already used by Ibn
Sallam al-Jumahi, who classified poets by
Jahilt ‘pre-Islamic’ and Islami ‘Islamic’. This
scheme was later expanded by the term
mukhadram for poets whose lives extended
over both periods.

For later generations, Jahili literature was
almost synonymous with poetry. Neverthe-
less, the plots of many pre-Islamic prose
stories have been preserved in the narrations
of the Battle Days or in sagas that were later
conceived as biographies of poets (cf., for
example, the story of ‘al-Mutalammis’ let-
ter’). Much more reliable was the trans-
mission of poetry, and most scholars today
assume that the former scepticism about the
authenticity of pre-Islamic poetry was
exaggerated.

Pre-Islamic poetry is mainly bedouin in
character, i.e. it glorifies the values of the
freeborn, rich and martial bedouin hero and
depicts the life of the desert. However, neither
the poets nor their audience were ordinary
bedouins, but rather members of an almost
aristocratic group of tribal leaders mainly
occupied with political affairs and warfare.
Important centres of literary activity were the
courts of the Ghassanids and especially the
Lakhmids, vassal-kings to the Byzantine and
Sassanian Empires respectively. Some major
poets like al-Nabigha al-Dhubyani were court
poets almost exclusively working in their
service. Urban poets who did not imitate
‘bedouin’ models, like “Adi ibn Zayd or
Umayya ibn Abi al-Salt, were of minor
importance. A small category of poets is
formed by ‘outlaws’ rebelling against estab-
lished tribal values (see sa‘alik).

The earliest poems that have been pre-
served date from the beginning of the sixth
century. At that time, poetry had reached its
highest level among the clan Qays ibn
Tha'laba (cf. al-Muraqqish al-Akbar; ‘Amr

ibn Qami’a). Imru’ al-Qays from Kinda, the
most influential pre-Islamic poet, is a gener- : -

ation younger. Gradually, the art of poetry

spread among the other tribes and regions of -

the Arabian peninsula.

The bulk of the poetry composed during the
Jahiliyya is made up of monothematic occa-
sional poems (gita‘, sg. git'a, lit. ‘fragment’)
of minor literary importance. Most of the more
ambitious poems are polythematic odes; to
which the term gqasida (the term in Arabic
literary theory for every long poem) is applied.
Ornginally, the gasida was a dipartite poem
consisting of a nasib followed by a second
part, which might belong to a genre like fakhr
(self-glorification or the glorification of the
tribe), hija’ (lampoon) or madihk (eulogy), or
consist of a message of any kind. In many
dipartite odes, praise of the poet’s camel
immediately follows the nasib. The camel
description could thus be regarded as a separ-
ate section linking the nasib to the final
theme, sometimes in the form of a fictitious
desert journey (rahil). Thus came about the
tripartite  gasida, which, however, never
entirely replaced the dipartite form. Camel
descriptions—are often expanded by animal
episodes, a genre that came into being when
the comparison of the camel with a swift wild
animal was extended to a longer description of

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THE "SACRED OFFICES" OF MECCA
FROM JAHILIYYA TO ISLAM

Gerald R. Hawting

After Qusayy had won control of Mecca and its sanctuary from
Khuzi‘a, we are told by Muslim tradition, he settled his fellow
Qurashis in the town. He then distributed certain important offices
associated with the service of the sanctuary and the wielding of
political authority in the town among some of his sons. These sons in
their turn transmitted the offices to their posterity, and in time certain
families descended from Qusayy came to have hereditary rights to
certain offices. :

My aim here is to discuss, in part at least, the origin of the
material on Qusayy and these offices, and its function in Muslim
tradition. I am especially concerned with two characteristics of the
Qusayy traditions (including the traditions about the history of the
offices). First, I have been struck by the lack of contact between these
traditions and other traditional material relating to Mecca and the
sanctuary, the way in which the material about Qusayy and the offices
seems irrelevant to the other material and vice versa. Secondly,
concerning the office known as the sigaya, it seems that the traditions
about it and traditions about the well of the sanctuary have become so
entangled that it often appears that possession of the sigaya and
control of the Zamzam well are the same thing. I hope it will become
clear that originally the traditions about the sigaya had nothing to do
with Zamzam. Discussion of these features of the traditions suggests
some more general conclusions about the material on the "sacred
offices".

The traditions differ in the information they give about the
number of offices involved, their names, and which particular

Z
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descendants of Qusayy came to possess them.! A frequently reported
saying of the Prophet seems to indicate that only two of them were to
survive into the Islamic period - the hijaba (which tradition identifies
with, and sometimes refers to as, the sidana) and the sigaya. Making
an exception to his general insistence that all of the “glories" (ma'arhir)
of the Jihiliyya were to be suppressed (literally, "they are beneath my
feet"), the Prophet is said to have confirmed the hijaba in the
possession of ‘Uthman b. Talha of the family of ‘Abd al-Dar b.
Qusayy, and the sigaya either in the possession of the descendants of
‘Abd al-Muttalib b. Hashim b. ‘Abd Manaf b. Qusayy generally, or else,
more specifically, in that of the descendants of ‘Abbads b. ‘Abd
al-Muttalib? A

In the Islamic period, we are told, these two offices continued
to exist and to be transmitted. The hijaba is identified with the
guardianship of the key to the door of the Kaba and is the
prerogative of a group known as B. Shayba. These last are held to be
descendants of Band ‘Abd al-Dar, the family to which ‘Uthmin b.
Talha belonged. The sigaya, which came to be associated with the
provision of Zamzam water for the pilgrims, is said to have remained
with the descendants of ‘Abbis b, ‘Abd al-Muttalib for some time but
then, at a time and in circumstances which are obscure (the sources
seem to tell us nothing about it), it was taken over by the
non-hereditary (at least in theory) guild of the Zamazima?

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TE OF THE ARABS AT THE ADVENT OF

Long before the advent of Muhammad, the Unity of God,
and His Oneness, as preached by Prophet Ishmael had begun
to decay, and at the birth of Muhammad, the Arabs had com-
pletely deviated from the path -of sempiternal glory which the
previous prophets had taught them. From pure Theism they
started to worship hundreds of' gods and goddesses, deities
that they made with their own hands, out of matter absolutely
material. These man-made simulacra of rude stone, lifeless and

inanimate as anything created without protoplasm were made -~

supreme and genuine by their modellers who were blmded
' in their idolatry. The Kaaba, the House of Allah, was ther”
made the sanctuary of three hundred and sixty different gods.
Regarding these gods, the Holy Quran refers to ten in number,
Al-Lat, Al-Uzzah, Manat, Suwaa, Yaghoutha, Yaouka, Nassra,
Wadd, Al Jibt and Taghout.

The Prophet of Islam belonged to the Koreish tribe, the
noblest and most opulent of the many Bedouin tribes. The
Koreishites worshipped the gods, Al-Jibt and Taghout, while the
tribes of Jodam and Lakhm worshipped Jupiter. The Himyarites
worshipped the sun and the tribe of Assad prayed to Meeury.
Among the numerous gods were venus, and she was positioned
in the Kaaba together with the god of fortune, the sun-gods
and other gods and goddesses of geographical formations.
Dedicated to seven planets were seven temples. The Arabs
divided into so many tribes and families choose their own
temples in preference to the gods they worshipped. These
idolatrous properties were treasured as national worshipping
grounds. The idol Hubbal was thought to te the har-binger of

rain and so were other gods responsible for warfare, agricul-
ture, poetry and winds. Above all other religions was' pra-
ctised gross idolatry and the entire Arab community believed in
superstition. So deep rooted was their crex:ience in superstition
that many believed that the soul left the body when it died,
taking various shapes ; if the death of the deceased had been
violent, the soul would probably take the shape of a bird of
prey and the carrion bird would fly over the grave crying ‘give
me drink, give me drink’, Until the dea_th was avenged, the
‘bird would not fly away, '

Through frequent trade relationship with Persia, the Arabs
became to be introduced to thes Zoroastrian religion of fire-
worshipping and magic, which dommated the entire Per51a.

Absorbed in polytheism and spperstition, the Jews them-
selves, who were flecing from the ef(tortionate swords of Rome
alighted in Arabia to settle. They travelled to many localities
and succeeded in proselytizing a few “lost’ tribes. In due course
and accumulated all the
wealth they could acquire.. Their zeal for réligion far surpass-
ed that of the Arabs ; and after some years their religion
spread far and wide into the Arabian Peninsula. Some ninety
years or more before the Jewish religion was brought to Arabia,
Abu Assaud, King of Yemen, is said to have introduced to the
Himyarite tribe, the Judiac faith. The successors of the
Yemenite King were eager and blood-thirsty to spread Judaism
even by compulsion and persecution. Zul Nowas, a éuécessor,
used the sword and fire to persuade those that would not ‘yield
to his commands.

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to that surplus produce which is in excess of the cost of cultiva-
tion, The cultivator is here asked to pay the rent due from
him out of this surlpus

(b) Nature of Crops : The nature of crops raised from any
piece of land will also affect the amount of the produce and
hence its rent. A land capable of producing rich commercial
crops will be subject to a higher rent in comparison with land
which produces less expensive crops.

(c) Nature of Irrigation: The amount of rent will also vary
with the changes in the type of irrigation used to raise crops
from any land. The greater the capital employed by the cultiva- "
tor to irrigate his land, the lesser will be the amount of his rent;
and vice versa.

(d) Allowance for the Cultivator’s Labour : Before deter-
mining rent of land, an allowance has to be given to the
cultivator for his labour, While calculating his expenses of
cultivation, due regard is paid to his personal labour in the
process of cultivation. This principle is deduced from the
following verse of the Holy Quran :

“No soul will be wronged in the least, and ye shall be repaid
the rewards of your deeds.” (36 : 54)

The use of the words “no soul will be wronged in the least”
remind us to be just and fair in our dealings with all the parties
concerned. As such, it is therefore absolutely necessary that
the cultivator should be given a generous and fair allowance for
his labour in cultivation. Land which requires more labour
(as those watered by wells etc.) must pay low rent; while land
which requires less labour (as those irrigated by rainfall) must
pay higher rent.

Thus all the above-mentioned factors, i.e., nature of land,
nature of crops, nature of irrigation and expenses of cultivation,
mciudmg the labour of the cultivator, must be taken into con-
sideration in determining rent of land. The first four Caliphs
of the Holy Prophet always took great care in determmmg rent
so, that it was not unfair or harmful to any of the parties
mvolved in the contract of cultivation. They tried their utmost
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to protect the rights and interests of both the cultivator and the
landowner.

Rent Collection: After discussing the principles which
determine rent of land in an Islamic State, we will now describe
the actual methods of rent collection in vogue in Arabia and
other conquered countries before and after the advent of Islam.

Before the Advent of Islam :

(a) Madma In the old days, before the advent of Islam,
the following methods of rent collection and payment were in
existence in Madina and other conquered countries :

(i) Reserved Plots for the Landowner : It was a common
practice in Muadina that more fertile plots of land were reserved
in licu of rent for the landowner and the worst plots of land
were given to the cultivator.

It is described by Rafey bin Khadij whose family did more
cultivation than any other inhabitant of Madina, He says that
they used to rent land and reserve a certain portion of the land
for the landowner, who took whatever it produced in exchange
for the use of his land. Sometimes calamity fell on that portion
and nothing grew in it, while the other fields remained safe ;
and sometimes calamity fell on the rest of land and the portxon
remained safe,!

(ii) Berter Irrigated Land for the Landowner: Another
method was that the landlord took the produce of the land
watered by wells and canals, while the cultivator received the
produce of land irrigated by rainfall.

Rafey bin Khadij describes this method in these words ;
People used to give land for cultivation, taking what grew on the
water-courses or near the canal banks in rent and sometimes in
exchange for extra produce. Sometimes one thing was lost,
while the other remained safe ; and soemtimes the other was
lost and that remained safe. In this way sometimes nothing was
left for the cultivator.

(iii) Portion of the Produce for the Landowner : According

‘Ina dark perind of history when nothing but ruin, squalor
and desolation remained of what were once great civilizations,
when oppression, exploitation of the weak and the rigi‘\t of might
prevailed, when human rights had ceased to be, xiecognised,
when superstitions and hedonic cults flourished in ﬁxdny places,
was born Muhammad, the Prophet of Islam, (peaceibe on him)
on Monday the 12th Rab®i-ul Awwal (corresponding to the 29th
August, 570 a.p.) at Mecca in the desert country of Arabia.

From the earliest times, the people of Arabia have been
divided into two classes—(1) the dwellers of the cities and the

dwellers of the desert—the bedouins. The dwellers of the cities,

The concept of jabr (free will) has been a
perplexing one in Islamic philosophy, and
goes right back to the time of the Prophet.
At its heart is the question of gadar (decree),
by which it was usually assumed that what-
soever God decrees will come to pass, as he
is omnipotent. This was taken by some early
theologians to mean absolute predestina-
tion. However others, the imam ‘Au among
them, stated categorically that human beings
have a measure of free will and can choose
their own actions for good or evil. The early
theological school known as the Qadarites
argued that people have power over their
own actions, and the Mu‘tazilites affirmed
that people have not only the freedom to
choose their actions, but the responsibility
to choose wisely.

However, just as in ChnsUan philosophy,
this position raises the problem of where
human responsibility ends, where the buck
stops. The Mu‘tazilites, while asserting free-

~dom of choice, seem to indicate that this free-
dom is grantéd to us by God. IsN HazMm was
later to take up much the same position; he
argued that without divine gnidance, human
souls incline naturally to evil. Those who com-
mit evil acts do so of their own free will for
they have chosen to defy God, and are there-
fore punished for their disobedience. This in
turn leads to the problem of evil, of why God
can permit people to act in evil ways, when
he has the power to stop them from doing so.

AL-Kmoi tried to get around this by asserting
that God is without attributes and is therefore
beyond such moral judgments as “good” and
“evil.” ‘Ayn al-Qudat Hamapani proposed
that what we perceive as evil is in reality good
in the long run, like taking unpleasant medi-
cine to cure an-illness.

A more compelling argument was that of Abu
Bakr aL-Razi. He argued that a measure of free
will was essential if human beings were to truly
know God, for the acquisition of knowledge
is itself an act of will. In order to understand
God’s guidance and turn away from evil, we
must at the same time exercise our intelligence
and turn away from ignorance (jabiliyya). Free
will and knowledge thus become closely linked,
as do ignorance and evil.

The term jabiliya (ignorance) has several
meanings. One is a general reference to those
lacking knowledge, specifically, “knowledge
of the Qur’an and the faith of Islam,” indeed,
knowledge of God. Opinions have been and
remain divided as to how to treat those who
are ignorant, ranging from peaceful tolera-
tion and pity to more forceful actions.
Jahiliya can also mean the “time of igno-
rance,” that is, the time before the Prophet.

‘Abstract: “Al-Jahiliyya” evokes \rivid images ;of idol worship, tribalist antago-

nisms, and violence commonly assumed to be emblematic of the Muslim repre-
sentation of pre-Islamic Arabia as a “barbaric” anarchical society. Such associa-
tions, however, overlook manifold complexities of the era’s portrayal in classical
Arabic literature, and this paper calls for a more nuanced reading of classical
narratives of al-Jahiliyya. Exploration of the word’s semmantic shifts evidenced in

Arabic lexicography and Qur’anic exegesis between the third/ninth and seventh/

‘ thirteenth centuries reveals that only after the fourth/tenth century did the now

common Jahiliyya stereotypes become virtually synonymous with pre-Islam. Via
a survey of third/ninth century Arabic writings, this paper also explores how and
why certain discourses articulated rather positive memories of pre-Islamic times.

The Prophet Muhammad’s emigration from Mecca and his establishment of a
Muslim community in Medina is the nodal point for traditional periodizations of
Islamic history. The event inaugurates Year 1 of the Muslim calendar and signifies
the end of the pre-Islamic era. Pre-Islamic time is commonly called al-Jahiliyya,
a term derived from the word jahl, which connotes ignorance and passion, and
so the period’s label axiomatically imposes normative parameters on the whole
era of history. This has led English writers to call pre-Islamic time the “Age of
Ignorance,” “impetuous passions,”? the “Age of Barbarism,”? or even the “Age
