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‘ALl MOTTAQI, suaiku ‘ALA’-AL-DIN B,
HOSAM-AL-DIN “ABD AL-MALEK, a saint and Hadith
scholar of India (885-975/1481-1567). Born at
Borhanpur, he was first a pupil of Shah Bajen Cedt,
though he received the Cesti investiture from Shah
Bajen’s son, Shaikh ‘Abd-al-Hakim. In Multan he
became the pupil of Shaikh Hosam-al-din Moltani
Mottaql. During the reign of Bahiddorsih (932-
43/1525-36), he lived for a time at Ahmadabad but left
thecity when Bahadordah was defeated by Homayiin in
941/1535. Finallly migrating to Mecca and Medina in
953/1546, he lived there in the company of Shaikh
Abu'l-Hasan Bakri and Ebn Hajar Haytami; from
another Meccan resident, Shaikh Mohammad Sakawi,
he obtained the Qaderi and Sadeli investiture as well as
further instruction in Hadith. ‘AL Mottaqi com-
manded respect for his piety and leaning not only from
contemporary scholars but also from rulers: Both the
Ottoman emperor Solayman II (926-74/1520-66) and
the Gujarat Sultan Mahmiid I1J (943-61/1537-54) gran-
ted stipends for the pupils of his madrasa. “All Mottaqi
was a prolific writer, mostly in Arabic. Zobayd Ahmad
lists eighteen of his extant works, including a major
collection of Hadith, Kanz al- ommal (8 vols.,
Hyderabad, 1312-13/1894-96). He inspired an Indian
school of Hadith study that thrived for over 300 years
and produced numerous outstanding scholars and
saints. He died in Mecca (Ethé: Medina) on 1 Jomadat
975/4 November 1567 and was buried at Ma-‘lah
outside the city.

Muttaqi, Shaikh Ali
(1480A.D. —1567A.D.)

Shaikh ‘Ali Mutttaqi’s ancestors were from
Jaunpur, while he himself was born at
Burhanpur in 885/1480-81. When he was either

seven or eight years old, his father, Shaikh
Husamu’d-Din, the son of ‘Abdu’l-Malik and
the grandson of Qazi Khan al-Muttaqi, took ‘Ali
Muttaqi to Shah Bajan Chishti Burhanpuri in
order to make him his disciple. Soon after
Shaikh Husamu’d-Din died and the young
‘Ali’s education was supervised by his
mother and relatives.

As a youth, ‘Ali Muttaqi joined the court
of the Sultans of Mandu and became wealthy.
Soon his ecstatic tendencies prompted him to
renounce the world and adopt sufism. He ob-
tained initiation into the Chishtiyya order from
Shaikh ‘Abdu’l-Hakim (the son of Shaikh
Bajan), securing from him also a khirga of
khilafat (succession). However, his piety and
abstinence, the main features of his personal-
ity, remained unsatisfied by the routine of the
Chishtiyya khanqgah of Shaikh *Abdu’l-Hakim.

After a move to Multan he began practis-
ing austere ascetic exercises under Shaikh
Husamu’d-Din Muttagqi, for about two years he
also studied the Tafsir Baizawi and the Kitab
‘Avn ai-ilm under his new pir. Apparently
Shaikh Husamu’d-Din highly respected Shaikh
‘Ali Muttaqi for his personal qualities and
would humbly bring him books. If Shaikh ‘Ali
Muttaqgi admitted him to his cell they would
discuss various subtle intellectual and mystical
problems. If the Shaikh refused to allow him in
Shaikh Husamu’d-Din would not demand entry.

Some time later Shaikh ‘Ali Muttaqi left
Multan to seek other pirs. His provisions in-
cluded two bags, one filled with rice, lentils,
flour, butter, oil, salt and cooking utensils and
the other containing the Qur’an and some im-
portant books including the “4vn al-ilm to which
he often referred. He rerely stayed in mosques
but would rent small houses when remaining for
any length of time in a town.

After collecting fuel in the jungle he would
cook enough food to last for some days. As he
got older he ate so little that one portion of
cooked food would last five to six days. Wan-
dering from one place to the next, he lived in
the jungle, concentrating on methods to achieve
purification and piety. No-one was allowed to



‘ALT MUTTAQ]

“Alt Muttaqt

‘Ali b. Husam al-Din b. ‘Abd al-Malik
b. Qzadi Khan, known as “Muttaqi”
(885-975/1480-1568) was a leading hadith
scholar, reform-oriented Saiff, and political
advisor in the sultanate of Gujarat. He
wrote approximately sixty books about
hadith, Stfism, and morality.

A) Lire
Born in Burhanpiir in 885/1480, ‘Alr
Muttaql was initiated into the Chishtiyya

brotherhood (fariga, it. “way”) under Baha™

al-Din Shzah Bajan (d. 911/1506). He
served in the court at Mand’d in his teens,
but soon afterwards renounced worldly
ambition. In his extreme asceticism and
interest in reviving the shari'a, ‘Al Muttaqi
was influenced by the millenarist Mahdawt
movement of Sayyid Muhammad JawnprT
(d. 910/1504-5). Sectarian violence in
Gujarat led him eventually to oppose the
Mahdawis. In Multan he became the only
known disciple of the ascetic Stff Husam
al-Din b. Muhammad (d. 975/1567)
learning from him to limit Stfism to the
Prophet’s sunna. In his first written work,
Tabyin al-turuq 1a allahi ta‘alla (Exposition of
the ways towards God) (see Ma‘sumi), ‘Alf
Muttaqt argued that all paths of Stfism
require the solid foundation of legal recti-
tude, observance of shari'a, and knowledge
of hadith in affirmation of Aba Hamid al-
Ghazali (d. 505/1111). The Mughal inva-
sion of Gujarat in 941/1534 interrupted
his mature career m Ahmadabad, and, with
the exception of two temporary returns to
Gujarat, he lived in Mécca in exile untl
his death in 975/1567.

B) Sturism

“Dissatisfied with the outward formali-
ties of inherited saintly authorty and the
way masters trained disciples among his

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* contemporary Suf colleagues, [‘All Mut-

taqi] travelled to Multan to search for the
true principles of the path of spiritual de-
velopment” (Dihlawi, <ad al-Mutiagin, 7b).
‘Ali Muttaqgi’s travels were an experiment
in absolute trust in God (fawakkul) and
death of self-will (al-mawt al-ikhiipari) that
inspired written works on Safism without
a guide, like Hidayat rabbt inda fagad al-
murabbi (My Lord’s guidance if one has
no master for training) (Kugle, Die before
dying, 145-55).

He denounced Stff masters who relied
on music or philosophy and led a perse-
cution of the Shattari Stfis Muhammad
Ghawth GwaliyarT (d. 970/1562-3) and
Wajth al-Din ‘Alawt (d. 998/1590) (Kugle,
Heaven’s Witness, 30-6).

In Mecca he underwent a Saff initia-
tion that combined the Shadhili, Qadud,
and Madyani farigas. This combined ini-
tiation was propagated by reformist Saffs
who traced their origins to the SGff jurist
Ahmad Zarriiq (Kugle, Usuli Sufis and
Rebel between spirit and law). Referring to
Zarriq’s texts, ‘Ali Muttaqi tried to hmit
who could claim to be a saint and what
a saint’s overt social signs would be, in
terms of dress, behaviour, and livelihood.
He constructed a lineage for his reformist
style of Sttfism in Unwat al-salaf wa-l-khalaf
ft ltasawwuf al-mustanbat min al-kitab wa-I-
sunna wa kalam al-salaf (The tightest bond
of forefathers and descendants on how
to be a STfi as derived directly from the
Quran, the Prophet’s example, and our
pious ancestors), claiming that the Qur'an
provides Sufism’s basic vocabulary and
the fjadith specify its essental forms. In
a commentary (Dabife li-usil al-tariga,
“Fixing the Meaning of Zarriqg’s Prin-
ciples of the Path”) on Zarriiq, ‘Al Muttaqt
writes: “The essence of fLadith studies and
its primary aim is just this: to follow the
