Abstract

The now little-known early Abbasid poet Ya'qitb b. al-Rabi‘was famous for his elegies
on his slave woman, Mulk. While scholars such as al-Mubarrad transmitted them,
along with a biography patterned on the “sold slave-girl” tale-type, al-Mutanabbi pla-
giarised them and reversed their message. This yields a corpus which can contribute to
an Abbasid history of emotions. Approaches to the history of emotions are discussed in
an introduction, and key elements of the corpus are translated in Appendices I to I1I.

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CHAPTER 14

The Poetics of Cultural Identity:
Al-Mutanabbi among the Biiyids

Over the course of his professional life, the poet Aba I-Tayyib al-Mutanabbi
(d. 354/965) served a diverse roster of wealthy and influential patrons, includ-
ing most famously the Hamdanid ruler in Aleppo, Sayf al-Dawla, and the
Ikhshidid ruler of Egypt, Kafiir. Toward the end of 963, on the heels of a trou-
bled reception in Baghdad that followed al-Mutanabbi’s escape from the court
of Kafrr, the poet received an invitation to Arrajan in the southwestern part of
the Iranian plateau from the Biiyid vizier, Abii ’l Fadl Muhammad ibn al-Amid
(d. 359/970). This marked the beginning of the poet’s “Persian’ period. From
February 965 until his death in August of the same year, al-Mutanabbi com-
posed a total of 13 poems (ten full-length odes and three shorter occasional
pieces) in honor of first Ibn al-“Amid and later his pupil, the Bityid prince
‘Adud al-Dawla (d. 372/983), son of Rukn al-Dawla, one of the founders of the
dynasty. Al-Mutanabb¥’s relationship with these Bayid patrons brought him
face-to-face with a new political and cultural reality that necessarily chal-
lenged the worldview generally reflected in his poetry. The issue we will be
considering here is whether and how cultural and ethnic difference affected
al-MutanabbT’s poems for his Bityid patrons and what the implications for the
evolution of elite Arabic poetry were.

In the Arabic panegyric, Arab imperial might, Arab ethnic values, and Arabic
poetic mastery had traditionally been tied together. Well into the third/ninth
century, long after the inception of the ‘Abbasid caliphate largely through the
agency of the Khurasanis and Persianized Arabs, the Arabic Ppanegyric contin-
ued to cast the imperial ideal as being not just Muslim, but specifically Arab.
No longer the golden age of caliphal absolutism, the world into which Abi
’I-Tayyib al-Mutanabbi (915-65 CE) was born witnessed the loss of ‘Abbasid
authority over its vast lands and the disintegration of a once-unified empire,
In this atmosphere of waning ‘Abbasid hegemony and the devolution of the
empire into a collection of independent principalities,! al-Mutanabbi contin-
ued to champion a disappearing ideal of Arab glory and ethnic chauvinism. In

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the poems he composed in honor of Sayf al-Dawla, the prince of the Aleppan
branch of the Hamdanid dynasty, for example, al-Mutanabbi equated the
glory of political dominance and military might with Arab identity and even
with Arabic poetic prowess, thus enacting a pivotal identification between
the poet and the political figure who was the object of his praise. Not only
was the glory of the Islamic empire thematized, but Islamic triumphalism was
conflated with Arab ethnic chauvinism. Al-Mutanabbf's racial pride was and

is legendary, and in an era when the vast majority of Muslims were non-Arab, -

al-Mutanabbi persisted in articulating a poetics of empire in which commu-
nal glory was defined by the triumph of a heroic code intimately tied to Arab
cultural identity. What happened then to his poetry when his paying patrons
were no longer ethnic Arabs, and political dominance, as a basis for panegyric,
had perforce to be separated from ethnic identity? While most al-MutanabbT’s
poems to his Bityid patrons remained squarely within the realm of the conven-
tional in Arabic panegyric, in one poem, which we will examine here, the eth-
nic differences between poet and patron constitute the generative mechanism
of poetic innovation that had profound implications for the development of
Arabic poetry. ‘
The Bityids were a dynasty of Daylamite soldiers who were able to take advan-
tage of the weakened state of the ‘Abbasid caliphate centered in Baghdad to
establish independent. control over central and southern Iran, and eventually
much of Mesopotamia\, during the tenth century. Persian culture dominated
the Iranian plateau during this period. Even the now-enfeebled ‘Abbasids, who
were largely indebted to Iranians not only for their rise to power but also the
continued functioning of their administration, took on many of the aspects of
Sasanian ceremonial aimed at aggrandizing the ruler and separating him from
all but the closest members of his entourage.? Like their rivals, the Ziyarids
and the Samanids, who adopted the customs and appurtenances of Sasanian
kingship, the Biiyids fashioned themselves and their reign as a reappearance
of the lost Iranian monarchy. In 962 a silver coin commissioned by Rukn al-
Dawla, one of the founding brothers of the dynasty, bore the inscription in
Pahlavi: “May the glory of the King of Kings increase,” and pictured him wear-
ing a crown after the fashion of the Persian kings. Over the course of their
years in power, the Bityids' pretensions to kingship increased, reaching their
peak during the reign of Rukn al-Dawla’s son, ‘Adud al-Dawla, the most out-
standing of the Biiyid overlords, and the second of the two Bityid patrons for
whom al-Mutanabbi composed panegyrics. In 969 ‘Adud al-Dawla had a gold

1-Mutanabbi is one of the most celebrated
Apoets in the Arabic literary tradidon. He

was born Ahmad ibn al-Husayn in the city
of Kufah, Iraq, in 915, then traveled around the
Muslim world for most of his life. As a young
boy, al-Mutanabbi spent time with the Bedouins
of Samawa, a region between Kufah in Iraq and
Palmyra in Syria. The Bedouins were believed to
have spoken the purest form of Arabic, and al-
Mutanabbi’s sojourn with them helped him de-
~ velop a firm command of the language; a skill
that later in life filled him with great pride. At
the end of 928, al-Mutanabbi moved to Baghdad,
then to Syria in hopes of pursuing a career as a
panegytist, or writer who creates praise poetry
for a patron. After spending some time wander-
ing through Syria to no avail, a frustrated al-
Mutanabbi organized a rebellion, which *must
have been political as well as religious” (Blachere,
p. 769). The poet allegedly became known as al-
Mutanabbi (literally, “the person who claimed to
be a prophet”) after the rebellion. But in the end,
al-Mutanabbi and his followers were defeated
and the poet was jailed. Around 937, after two
years in prison, al-Mutanabbi resumed his trav-
els and his career as a panegyrist. He moved from
one patron to another, slowly building his rep-
utation but not atraining real fame untl 948,
when he associated himself with the emir
(prince) of Aleppo, Sayf al-Dawlah (d. 967). Be-
coming Sayf al-Dawlah’s foremost court poet, al-
Mutanabbi composed some of his finest odes in
praise of this emir and his military enceunters
with the Byzantines. After nine years in Sayf al-
Dawlah’s court, the poet left Aleppo, moving 1o

Egypt, Iraq, and elsewhere in hopes of settling at
the court of a new patron. His travels ended
abruptly in 965 when he was killed under mys-
terious circumstances. Though his life was cut
short, his poems have endured, especially those
of his golden period at Sayf al-Dawlah’s court.
Among the most famous, “Ode on the Recon-
quest of al-Hadath” glorifies the emir's bravery
and victory, and thereby confirms his legitimacy
as the rightful Islamic ruler of Aleppo.

The Politics and Poetics of Ceremony
Al-Mutanabbi’s ¢Id-poem to Sayf al-Dawlah

The dominant genre of the classical Arabic ode throughout the Islamic
period, indeed down through the neo-classical poets of the first half of
the twentieth century, was the panegyrical gasida, that is, the poem of
praise to the ruler or patron.* The present paper takes as its working
premise the need to establish a poetics appropriate to the evaluation of
this_body,_of poetry._that_was intimately and functionally bound up in

courtly politics and ceremonial. The paper focuses on a gasida whose
ceremonial function and historical circumstance are explicitly recorded
both within the poetic text itself and in the commentaries of the scho-
liasts upon it, al-Mutanabbi’s panegyric thymed in the letter 4al presented
to the Hamdanid prince Sayf al-Dawlah on °Id al-Adha 342/953. My
argument ‘will be that ceremonial and ritual are not accidental or cir-
cumstantial, but rather constitute essential and formative elements of the
poem; and further, that the ceremonial and ritual aspects that are quite
explicitly perceptible in this particular gasida are equally present and
formative in other poems in which they may have heretofore eluded our
detection. In this respect the present study builds upon my earlier work
in Arabic poetry (Stetkevych 1991: part 2; 1993; 1994; 1996; unpub.) as
well as work in other fields on ceremony and art (see MacCormack
1981; Cannadine and Price 1987; Connerton 1989; Sanders 1994).

The historical, ritual, and ceremonial dimensions of this gasida are
given in all the major al-Mutanabbi commentaries and are as well extric-
able from the poetic text itself. As al-Ma“arr tells us, al-Mutanabbi
composed this poem in the month of Dhi al-Hijjah 342 as a panegyric
and an °Id al-Adha (10 Dhi al-Hijjah 342A.H.= 15 April 954 A.D.)

‘Alids are subjects in their own lands and authority is in the hands of women and
menials ... The Quran is always to be found being recited in their dwellings, while in
yours are strings and melodies. .. Wine is not pressed in their camps while in yours
there is no protection from evil. No hermaphrodite keeps them company and you
will not see amongst them any monkey with servants ... May God bless them
whenever their names are mentioned as they are mankind's shelter and refuge’ (255.1
5q.)-

Mutanabbi, whose most celebrated patron was Saif al-Dawla, produces one
reference to aid given him by the caliph - 'the caliph protects his blood with heroes,
as the Indian sword is protected by the scabbard' (266.2). This is matched, however,
by a scornful reference to the power exercised by the Turks in Iraq, coupled with an
unconvincing threat: T shall leave frowns on the faces of the horses, with war more
firmly based than leg on foot ... with every active (fighter) who is waiting for me to
transfer to him the rule exercised by the servants (the Turks)' (32.7). Beyond the
Islamic frontiers the Byzantines still head the list of enemies, and in their ranks
Mutanabbi now notes Bulgars together with Slavs (404.4) and the Riis (376.3). In
the popular epic of Dhat al-Himma the only effective opposition to Byzantium is
provided by the Banii Kilab, but for Abf Firas and Mutanabbi the Kilabis become
enemies to be pursued by Saif al-Dawla, who is himself the bulwark of Islam's
northern frontier. In glaring contrast to his pure Arab ancestry is that of the black
Kaftir, a former slave who had risen to become master of Egypt.

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F955%0n its larger scale, then, the fragmentation of the Islamic world at this period

reproduced the fragmented microcosm of tribal society in early Arabia. Within this
context it can be argued that the secular code of poetry, subsidiary as it was the
sacred language of religion, could still attempt to provide a unifying force. Disunity,
however, was, humanly speaking, inexhaustible, and it remains to be seen to what
extent the established poetic techniques of identification had more to contribute or
whether they were near to exhaustion.

Little alteration of technique can be seen in the treatment of time and place by
Mutanabbi and Abi Firas. Abt Firas refers to Abli Tammam (12.5), as well as to the
Umayyad poets al-Akhtal, Jarir and Farazdaq (122.5). Proverbs rather than
mythology supply him with references to the eloquent Sahban and the tongue-tied
Bagqil (172.6). There is a reference to the Himyaritic king Dhti*-1-Kila® (182.3), and
in contrast to the praise lavished on the Persians by Abti Nuwas, Dhii Qar, the Arab
Bannockburn, regains its position as a supreme source of Arab pride (229.4). ~

Mutanabbi expands the list with familiar representatives of antiquity such as ‘Ad
(79.9, 292.6, 386.9), Thamud (16.2), Jurhum (292.6) and Tasm (462.13). The OId
Testament is represented by Jacob and Joseph (448.8), Moses (64.11) and Noah
(62.8) and the New Testament by Christ (54.1, 65.6, 183.1) and Lazarus (54.1,
65.6). There is a general reference to the Chosroes of Persia (21.1) and a particular
one to Parwiz (189.3).The protagonists of romantic love are Majniin Laila (94.3) and
‘Urwa b. Hizam (408.5), while the cultural revolution of the early “Abbasid period
produces not only Hipppocrates (122.12, 354.6) and Galen (53.6), but Aristotle
(541.4) and Ptolemy (541.6). For the most part, however, the past is of importan?e
specifically in relation to the poets' own experiences, expressed characteristically in
descriptions of journeys and campaigns.

Abu Firas refers to Mecca (233.6), Nejd (64.5) and Khurasan (29.10), but for the
rest his poetry, like his life, is centred in Syria. He writes: 'in Aleppo i§ my
provision, my grandeur and my boast, while in Manbij is one whose approval is the
dearest of my treasures (his mother)' (153.3)'. He was captured by the Byzantines
and wrote:'though I have come to Kharshana as a prisoner, how many times have 1
surrounded it as an attacker and seen fire plundering its houses and palaces’ (155.1).
Mosul (92.11) and the Jazira (264.1,290.1) are at one limit of his range and the Alis
(Halys) river (176.1) at another, but his most detailed references come in accounts of
his pursuit of the Ban Kildb 'on an evening when they left ‘Arga® and reached
Shaizar in disarray in the moming' (146.2). The same poem goes on to mention al-
Jabat, Tadmor, Homs, al-Rastan, the Horns of Hama and Kafartab, while in another

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The Poetics of Political Allegiance

Praise and Blame in Three Odes
by al-Mutanabbi

Polstics and Poetics

In this chapter we will examine three odes by the most celebrated poet
of the Islamic age, Ahmad Abii al-Tayyib al-Mutanabbi (303-354 H./915-
965 C.E.), to explore the ways in which the qgasida is manipulated conceptu-
ally to express varying concepts of legitimacy or illegitimacy and presented
performatively to establish or abrogate bonds of political allegiance, to ne-
gotiate and regulate rank and status. In doing so we will take as our starting
point the role of the panegyric qasida as an object in a ritual exchange. It is
of interest that at this period the Abbasid caliphal court at Baghdad is no
longer the magnet for the greatest poetic talents of the day: as the caliphate’s
political power declined, so did its attraction for poetic talent and ambition.

In the mid fourth/tenth century we find the greatest poct of the age
moving over the course of his career from one local dynastic court to an-
other, all of them nominally under <Abbasid tutelage. Chief among these
are (1) the court at Aleppo of the Flamdanids, an Arab Taghlibi (or maybe
originally Kurdish) dynasty, where al-Mutanabbi served as panegyrist for
the illustrious emir Sayf al-Dawlah from 337,/948 until his flight in 346/
957; (2) the Turkish Ikhshidid dynasty in Egypt and Syria with its capital
at al-Fustit, whose black eunuch slave regent, Kafiir, was the recipient of
both panegyric and invective from al-Mutanabbi; and, after his flight from
Egypt in 350,962, (3) the Shiite Iranian (Daylamite) dynasty, the Biiyids
(Buwayhids), who ruled Iraq and Persia and were the true power behind the
puppet caliphate, and whose celebrated vizier and litterateur Ibn al-“Amid in
Arrajin became al-Mutanabbi’s patron, followed by the Biiyid ruler ‘Adud
al-Dawlah, then at Fars.!

The political and military instability of the period and the resultant pre-
cariousness of the local dynasts made for a poetry quite grounded in the
realpolitik of the time and for a sense on the part of the poet that he, too,
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could be a player in the atmosphere of incessantly shifting political and mili-
tary alliances. With true power in the hands of these warlords and petty
dynasts, the awe and attraction of the ideologically maintained but practi-
cally impotent caliphate waned, and even the greatest panegyric of the day
focused on the personal, usually military, accomplishments of individual lo-
cal patrons. At the same time, the power vacuum at Baghdad opened the
field for a fierce competition for authority, legitimacy, and prestige, and thus
a market for the skills of a panegyrist who could frame sheer military po-
litical success in the myth and ideology of legitimate rule.

Al-Jahiz and Mawnss: Rituals of Exchange

Let us begin by noting that the idea that the panegyric might compro-
mise the poet’s virtue is not merely a Western or Romantic notion. To the
contrary, we read in the classical Arab critics, on the authority of such schol-
ars as the renowned second /eighth century founder of the Basran school of
grammar, Abll ‘Amr ibn al-“Al@> (d. ca. 154,/770), that poetry’s fall from
the golden age of the Jahiliyyah was occasioned precisely by the sycophantic
blandishments of the panegyrists of the Islamic age.? The issue of artistic
sincerity or truthfulness as it regards panegyric poetry centers around the
practice of payment for poetry, which is perceived, as the title of Leslic
Kurke’s study of Pindar’s epinikian odes, The Thaffic in Praise, suggests, as
a prostitution of art.® The basic perception is that the patron pays the poet
to tell flattering lies about him. In truth, the situation is far more complex,
as the following anecdote from A/-Bukhal@ (The Book of Misers) by the
renowned third/ninth century litterateur al-Jahiz (d. 255/868-9) will il-
lustrate:

And then there is what Muhammad ibn Yasir told me about a governor in
Persia—it was either Khalid Kha Mahrawayh or someone else. He said:
One day this governor was in his council chamber busy with his accounts
and affairs and completely engrossed in his work when suddenly a poet
appeared before him and recited poetry to him in which he praised him
and magnified him and glorified him. When he finished the governor said,
“That was excellent!” and then turned to his secretary and said, “Give him
ten thousand dirhams.” The poet was overcome with joy, and when the
governor saw his state he said, “I see that my words have had quite an
effect on you! Make that twenty thousand dirhams!” At this the poet al-
most jumped out of his skin. When the governor saw that his joy had
doubled he said, “Your joy doubles along with my words. Give him forty
thousand!” And the joy almost killed him.
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his own tradition, which explains the non-Egyptian style of his stcles. The steles curved by hun
remained in Egypt where they no doubt inspired other artisans.

While admiring the painstaking approach of the author in tabulating all the letter and
ornament forms in her detailed study of the various steles, the reviewer nevertheless found
this small book rather disappointing. Flury’s comments, with which her book begins, are at
their most provocative in their mention of Nayin. Yet Schaeider never touches on this larger
perspective at all. The only evidence that she can take in u broader view is the last couple vl
paragraphs of the text, where she emphasizes the quality and importance of Hijazl lapidan
work, and notes in passing that a Meccan craftsman signed a plague put up in the Mosque ol
the Imam Ibrahim in Mosul. By refusing to be drawn further into the questions raised by the
movement of lapicides in early Islamic times she huas done her excellent analyucal work
disservice, and 1 fear has destined this volume to be an accumulator of dust i a library
basement rather than a stimulator of thought in & university seminar roon.

STELES ISLAMIQUES DE LA NECKOPOLE D'Assouan, 11 (Nos. 301—450). Publiées par "Agp aL-

‘Vol. 11, containing nos. 151-300 of these tombstones, was reviewed in JRAS, 1984/1, pp.
1245 (where, as is now obvious, it was wrongly stated that this comprised the second and final
instalment of the stones). The present volume foliows the same patiern as the preceding ones:
a large, clear photograph of each stone, with u physical description on the facing page,
including the Arabic text transcribed and with notes of any peculiaritics of script. This busic
description is by Dr *Abd al-Tawwiib, and that he has been able to make sense of so many of
these fragmentary of very worn inscriptions is a tribute 1o his skill as an epigrapher. Mlle Ory '
notes, however, often bring significantly dilferent readings, ubove all for the dutes and
personal names, and in regard o the latter, she has carefully sought out further attestations of
unusual names in other written Arabic sources. Finally, on pp. 203—4, we have yet further
emended readings proposed by Dr 'Asim Muhammad Rizyg. Yet even three minds have not
been able to resolve or identify certain puzzling names, the ductus of which is quite clear, ¢.g.
the man's name F/q.y.f/q.w. (no. 433).

As noted regarding Vol. 11, the great value of the texts lies in their information on the
onomastic of the population of Upper Egypt and adjacent parts of Nubia during this period
301-39/913-50 (when Egypt was under the rule of ‘Abbisid governors and then of the
Ikhshidids). There are very many unusual names for both men and women, if these have been
correctly read. They can most easily be isolated through use of the excellent, copinus indeaes
of personal names, nisbas, titles, etc. of Mme Ory. One might mention, of masculine names,
Buhiir (304); Balal (337); Fulayh (369); Qasayy (Qasi?) (405); Subii (a hyperconistic of the
name, attested in Egypt, Sabur?) (419); und of feminine ones, Khanna (311); Bajala (315,
325); Nusaf (“justice™) and Wayt, both slave girls (412, 431); Qalum (in the intended sense ot

“reed”, i.e. for a slender woman?) (416, 442). Nisbuy trom local villages include al-Bilagi -

(372) and (?) al-Halli (424). There are many nisbus and nouns of profession, usually of fairly
lowly callings, if one excepts surraf (349), su'igh (411) and guzzaz (449). Interesing are the
traces left in onomastic by the obvious Coptic Christian antecedents of several of the dead
persons: Andriya (Coptic Andrea) (330), the frequeat Baydus (338, eie.), lbrahim al-Batng
(360) and the 1bnat Ustani, which Mile Ory suggests is a shortened hypercoristic of Qustantin
(with Lower Egyptian pronunciation of gdf us u glottal stop?) (390).

When the texts are so often upgrammatical and only legible with ditliculty, there is much
room for differing interpretations. Some small points may be made here. No. 324 1 6, reud
Kathir/Kuthayyir rather thun Kuthayr. 341 1 2, Rizg's suggestion ot ‘Abir ("a blended
perfume, including saffron™) instead of ‘Anbar (usually o swme for male slaves) for thiy
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mawliis seems acceptable. 384 1. 6, Ory’s note: why not Khattab rather than Haggab? 421, 1. 4,
as Ory notes, clearly Umaym, which must stand for the well-known name Umayma. 423 1. 7,
read Zahra' for Zuhra,

HATIMI AND HIS ENCOUNTER WITH MUTANABBI: A BIOGRAPHICAL SKETCH. By S. A. BONEBAKKEK.
(Verhundelingen der Koninklijke Nederlandse Akademie van Wetenschappen, Afd.
Letterkunde, Nicuwe Reeks, Deel 122.) pp. 61. Amsterdam etc., North Hollund Publishing
Company, 1984.

Abii ‘Ali Muhaummad b. al-Hasan al-Hatimi was a literary critic and philologist of the
IVih/Xth century (d. 388/9Y8 in Bughdad) whose main claim to fame rests on (wo risalay
bearing on the celebrated Arab poet al-Mutanabbi and going under a variety of titles. Of these
risilus the more important is that of which the correct title - established from MS. Escorial

. 772 —is rightly, in my view, held by Bonebakker to be “ar-Risila al-Mudiha ft Dhikr Sariyuat
Abi 'I-Tayyib al-Mutanabbi wa-Sagiy Shi'ril” (p. 15). Written at the instigation of the
Buwayhid wazirai-Muhallabi, this work, as is clear from the title cited, 1s an attack on
Mutanabbi’s poetry. It is, however, at the sume time an attack on the man, his manners and
his behaviour, constituting, in Bonebakker’s view, “perhaps one of the most accomplished
picces of carricature (sic) from mediseval Arabic literature™ (p. 16).

The Madiha, the second risila on Mutanabbi, matters of authenticity, the number of
Hiumi’s authentic writings, and the meeting between Haumi and Mutanabbi all pose
problems, which are in fact adumbrated in Bonebakker’s longish article “‘al-Hatmi” in the
Supplement to the new edition of the Encyclopuedia of Islam (1982), pp. 361 f. The main,
though not the sole, aim of this present publication — which is not 50 much a book as un
extended periodical article — is to present a more detailed account of such problems than wus
cither possible or desirable within the bounds of an encyclopaedia article. A particularly
welcome feature of Bonebukker’s study is the close scrutiny to which he subjects manuscripts
and versions and the careful manner in which he has assessed their merits and defects. Whike i
is true, as he himsell says (p. ), that his work leaves many questions ununswered, it is ditficult
to see what more he could have achicved with the data at his disposal.

Of Bonebakker’s admiration for Hatimi there can be no question: ™. . . his commenis are
perhaps the most convincing analysis by a mediacval scholar of a post-classical poet’s failure 10
create a style of his own while drawing on the traditions of his classical predecessors of the
ancient, the carly Islamic, and the carly Abbasid periods . . . his judgement is often well-
founded and one almost ends up feeling that Mutanabbi was, after all, a mediocre poet who
was not only lacking in originality, but also had insufficient competence in grammar,
lexicography, and rhetoric, and sometimes gave evidence of incredibly bad taste™ (p. 44).
Speaking for myself, T cannot say that | entirely share Bonebakker's enthusiasm for Hitmi
with regard 1o Mutanabbi. While it is true that the latier could and did produce some poetry of
poor or indifferent quality, he produced gasidas of outstanding artistry — qasidas which muke
ime doubt whether [ could ever end up almost feeling that Mutanabbi was & mediocre poct.
But then I suppose | view his work on the basis of criteria quite different from those of the
medieval critic, who was, for instance, only too ready to see paradiorthosis as plagiarism, and
to ignore such things as varied emphasis, subtle trunsitions, and overtones.

As in almost all publications there ure, in thut here under review, misprints (“*carricature”’
{p- 16), “paralles” (p. 21) ), but they are neither NUINErous NOT serious.

THE HISTORIC ENCOUNTER BETWEEN AL-MUTANABBI
AND AL-HATIMI: ITS CONTRIBUTION TO THE
DISCOURSE ON GHULUWW (HYPERBOLE) IN ARABIC
LITERARY THEORY'

Abstract

Literary seances historically served as platforms for discussions and intellectual
competitions. The discussion arising from the encounter between al-Mutanabbi
(d. 965) and al-Hatimi (d. 998) concerning hyperstatement, metaphor, and aesthetic
emphasis in poetic expression betrays a familiar but not an uncommon hiatus in per-
ception and conceptualization between the Arab poet and his evaluator in the liter-
ary tradition. This study attempts to chart the course of development of a coherent
theory on hyperbole from the earliest period of theoretical speculation in Arabic
until the emergence of a formal theory. The study uses the text and the subtext of
the recorded encounter between the two protagonists as contained in al-Hatimi’s
work.

The two protagonists of this study are the poet, Ahmad b. al-Husayn al-
Mutanabbi (d. 354 A.H./965 C.E.), and the poet-critic, Abt ‘Ali Muhammad
b. al-Hasan, otherwise known as al-Hatimi (d. 388/998). The year was
351/962 or 352/963, the city of the encounter was Baghdad, in the court-
yard of a certain Humayd, a literary Maecenas whose home had become
a rendezvous for admirers of al-Mutanabbi interested in studying his
poems directly with him. Al-Hatimi had decided to visit the home for reasons
other than demonstrating love and appreciation: he wanted to deflate the over-
blown status of the poet to that of a literary subaltern, with stolen, and

In-
trigues drove him away first to Egypt, back
to Baghdad, and further east to Persia, but
he was no longer successful, and on his
return journey, he was killed in an attack by
Bedouins. Arabic literary historians have
engaged in great controversies round the
personality of al-Mutanabbi, but he is
generally agreed to be one of the greatest,
if not the greatest, of all Arab poets. He

began his poetic career as an admirer of the
great panegyrists of the past (Abl Tam-
mam, al-Buhturi, qgqv), on whom he
modelled his verse. The time he spent in
Syria introduced him to the neo-classical

gasida (qv), and in the years following his -

imprisonment his original talent could be
seen while he was writing at the court of
Sayf ad-Dawla. He was outstanding as a
panegyrist, and his eulogies could serve as
the prototype for later Arabic poetry of this
genre; he was also a master, however, of
philosophical verse, love poetry and other
traditional genres, with a very subtle style
sometimes verging on precocity.

MUTANABEI, al-, ‘Pretender to Prophecy’, nickname of the poet
abu-al-Tayyib Ahmad ibn-Husayn (915-963). He was born in al-
Kiifah, the son of a water-carrier from a family of Yemenite origin.
In his youth he left his home-town and went to Damascus to study,
but like many others before him spent much of his time in the Syrian
desert with Bedouin tribes who enjoyed the reputation of being masters
of the purest and most perfect Arabic. There his poetical talent, aided
by an astounding memory, found the right soil for rich development.
His intense ambition nourished by the conviction of Arab racial super-
iority urged him to seek by all possible means that power and influence
which he felt was due to him. This was probably the motive for his
joining one of the frequent radical politico-religious movements of that
period, and for claiming a prophetic mission, a venture which landed
him in prison. To this episode he owed his sobriquet ‘Pseudo-Prophet’.
After a few more years as a poorly paid wandering panegyrist he suc-
ceeded in attracting the attention of prince Sayf al-Dawlah of Aleppo,
a liberal patron of poets and scholars. This illustrious member of the
Hamdanid* dynasty welcomed him to the circle of brilliant men at his
residence (948). There Mutanabbi remained nine years and reached
the zenith of his poetical career. He gained numerous sincere admirers,
but his pride provoked so much envy and animosity that he finally lost
Sayf al-Dawlah’s sympathy and was obliged to leave his court.
After a short stay with the governor of Damascus he accepted an in-
vitation to al-Fustdt (present-day Cairo) by al-Kafar*, who from a
slave and eunuch had risen to be the ruler of Egypt. Without personal
fortune, and dependent upon the generosity of his protector, the poet
remained there for two years flattering an upstart whom in reality he
despised. Unable to endure any longer the vulgarity of his master he
published a sharp lampoon against him and secretly left the country.
He went to Baghdad with the intention of joining the vizier Muhallabi,
but the intrigues of the courtiers made his stay impossible. He went on
to Persia, and though he found a splendid reception at every one of the
many courts there, he longed to return to his native country. On his
way homewards he was killed by pilfering Bedouins. A number of his
unpublished manuscripts were destroyed on this occasion.
One generation after his death, when the jealousies of envious detract-
ors and the glorification of interested flatteres had died down, al-Mutan-
abbi was generally recognized by his compatriots as one of the greatest
Arab poets. The fervour of his poetical inspiration and the flight of his
diction are praised down to this day. Although public taste forced him

CHAPTER 17

AL-MUTANABBI

AL HAMORY

LIFE

Abii ’l-Tayyib Ahmad b. al-Husayn, known as al-Mutanabbi, was born in
303/915 into a poor Kufan family. He took up the career of professional
panegyrist while still a boy, and early began his travels in search of patrons.
For years he had to content himself with offering hyperboles to men of
modest distinction. In 322/933 we find him in prison in Hims (Homs):
according to most Arabic sources, he had attempted to lead a bedouin
revolt in the Syrian desert. The religious tincture of his call (of which his
collected verse may retain some samples) earned him, according to this
tradition, the name al-Mutanabbi, “He who sets up as a prophet.” This
appears to have been his only try at advancement by extraliterary means.
Gradually he grew in fame, and his patrons in rank. The nine years he spent,
from 337/948 to 346/957, at the court of the Hamdanid prince Sayf al-
Dawlah! in Aleppo were his longest stay with any orie patron, and must
have been the most satisfying. Sayfal-Dawlah was an Arab prince —a matter
of great importance to Mutanabbl — and he truly possessed the virtues —
generosity and courage — that are the twin pillars of the Arabic panegyric. It
was not an altogether easy relationship: Sayfal-Dawlah was quick to anger,
and Mutanabbl had more pride than pliancy. But respect appears to have
been mutual. Sayf al-Dawlah accepted Mutanabbi’s conditions for the
ceremonial recitals: the poet would not have to kiss the ground before the
prince, and would not stand to recite.2 At court, literary rivals and other
enemies intrigued against Mutanabbi, at length with success. He fled to
Egypt, dedicating his praises to Kaftr, a former slave and now ruler of the
country. Muranabbi appears to have entertained hopes of a high
government post. This was denied him; he fled once more and made Kafur
a theme of venomous satire. His next journeys took him to Baghdad, then
to Iran. After a stay with the Buwayhid amir ‘Adud al-Dawlah in Shiraz, he
returned to Iraq in 354/965. On the road bedouins attacked his party and
killed him.

POLTRY AND PERSONALITY

“His verse,” we read in al-Thaalib?’s (d. 429/1038) survey of the poetry of
the fourth Islamic century, Yatimat al-dabr, ““fourishes alike where scholars
meet for study and where friends join for pleasant conversation. It is upon
the pens of epistolarians and the tongues of orators. Itis sung by singers and
chanted by wandering preachers (gawwalin). It fills the books of writers and
anthologists .. .”” He has ardent partisans and ardent detractors, “and this is
the chief indication of the abundance of his gift, of his superior
achievement, and of his peerlessness in his age”. Abu °l-*Ala” al-Ma“arri
{d. 449/1057) referred to Mutanabbi as “the Poet”’;according to a plausible
report, he would head a quote with “Abla Nuwas says”, “Abu Tammam
says”, “‘the Poet says™.3 Ablh Tammim, al-Buhturl and al-Mutanabbi were
thought of as the panegyrists par excellence; they invited comparison. For
al-Sharif al-Radi (d. 406/1016), AbGi Tammim was an orator, Buhturi a
delicate painter in words, Mutanabbi a leader of armies. For Diya’ al-Din
Ibn al-Athir (d. 637/1239), AbG Tammam was the supreme invenror of
conceits, Buhturl was pre-eminent in the graceful nobility and music of
language, Mutanabbl “wished to follow in the path of Abi Tammim,
could not equal him . . . but excelled in his aphoristic verses and showed
particular invention in the descriptions of battle”. Of all the poets, Ibn al-
Athir found Ab Tammaim and Mutanabbi richest in original conceirs, and
he writes: “the fortunes of the man were more brilliant than his poetry, for
in truth he is the seal of the poets.”* Muranabbl’s particular glory, on this
view, is that, the lastin a line of great panegyrists, he stands at the summit of
a tradition. In a similar appraisal of Mutanabbt’s place in the history of
Arabic verse, Taha Husayn, a critical but sympathetic reader, judges that
Mutanabbi, the model for his successors (imam /i *l~shuy“ara’), must bear the
blame for the vices — laboured conceits the chief among them — that they
adopted.> .
The medieval critics’ lists of vices and virtues are useful to the reader who
would place Mutanabbi in his age. The handiest of these are Thaalib’s; for
the European reader, the main lines of attack and defence are detailed in
Blachére’s Un Poéte arabe du 117¢ si¢cle. Such lists are, it is true, largely
predictable, generated by conventional do’s and don’t’s. On the debit side,
instances of substandard or bizarre words, arbitrary grammar, and
obscurity of expression are offered, along with such breaches of decorum as
the employment of ill-omened phrases at the beginning of poems, and the
like. There are pages after pages of quotations to substantiate the charge of

tims without shedding their blood. Thus ended the
Abbasid caliphate.

MUTANABBI, AL- (Abit ’I-Tayyib Ahmad ibn al-
Husayn) (915-965), Arab poet born in Al-Kiifa, Iraq.
As a boy he entered on the career of professional
panegyrist. The one major suspension of this career
occurred before he was twenty: he may have fo-
mented a religio-political revolt among the Bedouins
of the Syrian desert; he certainly spent some time in
prison. On being released, he once more looked to
poetry for a living. He owes to this episode the nick-
name al-Mutanabbi, “the one who set up as a
prophet.” Nothing in the mature poet’s work sug-
gests religious enthusiasm.

The period of greatest success in the career of the
panegyrist coincided with the best work of the poet.
This period began in 948, when al-Mutanabbi ar-
rived in Aleppo at the court of the Hamdanid ruler
of northern Syria, Sayf al-Dawla. An association of
mutual advantage developed. Sayf al-Dawla was a
generous prince, a patron of learning and the arts,
and an indefatigable campaigner against the Byzan-
tines. In him al-Mutanabbi found a hero of sufficient
stature for his poetry. Sayf al-Dawla received poems
that would ensure the fame of his triumphs (or that
might, on occasion, palliate a defeat), and he re-
warded the poet richly. Certainly there was mutual
respect. The biographer Ibn Khallikan reports that
al-Mutanabbi “obtained the authorization of being
seated in the presence of Saif al-Dawlat, when recit-
ing to him the poems which he was to compose in
his ‘praise; and he insisted on being dispensed from
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saluting the prince in the usual manner, which was
by kissing the ground in his presence” (Ibn Khalli-
kan’s Biographical Dictionary, Mac Guckin de
Slane, trans., [ [1843]).

In 957 the relationship turned sour. Al-Muta-
nabbi journeyed to Egypt. He at first praised the
Ikhshidid ruler Kafiir; then, his hopes of a high post
in government thwarted, set upon him with fero-
cious satire. He fled Egypt and found patrons in
Baghdad, then in Iran. On his return trip to Iraq in
965, a band of bedouins attacked the party of trav-
elers and the poet was killed.

During his last stay in Baghdad al-Mutanabbi
helped establish the basic corpus of his poetry by
reading and explaining it to a number of scholars.
The bulk of his work consists in the panegyrics and
occasional elegies of the professional poet. Many of
these poems merely list a variety of admirable traits
in the patron; in others the praise is hung on partic-
ular events. Some of his poems are more personal in
theme, such as an elegy on the death of his grand-
mother and a poem written while bedridden and fe-
verish. Some lie between the private and the public,
as the poem of reproach—a kind of disillusioned
lover’s quarrel—addressed to Sayf al-Dawla after the
relationship between poet and prince had chilled.

The poems are highly rhetorical, both in their lin-
guistic form and in their presentation of the world.
Lines balanced by antitheses, chiastic arrangements,
paronomasia, and the like advertise the patron’s gen-
erosity, wisdom, and military glory. There is a de-
light in hyperbole:

His station is above the noble deeds that have been hus-
banded by other men; his achievements are all virgins.

and paradox:

You have robed yourself in the dust of battle, as if you
considered it impure to see the air pure.

or (on a dead lady):

The mercy of God, our Creator, is the balm upon the
face shrouded in beauty.

The requirements of panegyric are often balanced
by words of fierce personal pride, and at times by
thoughts of the vanity of the world and the con-
temptible nature of its inhabitants.

The best of his work has extraordinary power of
language, and is carefully composed. In the follow-
ing example the conventions of panegyric gain vi-

aL-MUTANABBI, ‘“he who professes to be a
prophet’’, the surname by which the Arab poet Asu
'L-TAYv1B AuMAD B. aAL-HUsayN AL-Dju’F is usually
known (cf. in Ibn Khallikan, Wafayat, Cairo 1310, i,
36, two genealogies, which do not agree, going back
to his great-grandfather). Abu "1-Tayyib was born in
Kafa in 303/915 in the Kinda quarter, whence the
ethnic al-Kindi sometimes given him. His family,
although in very humble circumstances, claimed de-
scent from the Yamani clan of the Dju‘fi, and he
himself all his life was convinced of the superiority of
the Arabs of the South over those of the North (cf. al-
Wahidi, Sharh Diwan al-Mutanabbi, ed. Dieterici, 48-9;
al-Yazidji, al-“4rf al-tayyib, 29 [these two works will be
quoted as Wah. and Yaz.]). The boy received his
early educatron in his native town and soon distin-
guished himself by his intelligence, his prodigious
memory aud his precocity as a poet. He now passed
under 3hi¥ influences, perhaps Zaydi (cf. ‘Abd al-
Kadir  al-Baghdady, Khizana, 1, 382, 12 = ed.
1348/19¢9-30, i1, 303, where the editor proposes how-
ever t¢ read ‘arabiyya instead of ‘alawryya), which
served az prelude to his philosophical development, a
subject to which we shall return. Circumstances were
however 1o accelerate the speed of Abu 'I-Tayyib’s
religious Jevelopment. Towards the end of 312/924,
perhaps under pressure from the Karmatians [see
KARMATI! who had just taken and sacked Kifa, Abu
'I-Tayyib and his family made a first stay of two years
(cf. al-Sam‘ani, Ansab, 506b: al-Badi‘i, al-Subk al-
munbi, 1, 6) in the Samawa, the region lying between
the Sawad of Kufa in the east and Palmyrene in the
west. The Bant Kalb, who led a nomadic life in these
desert steppes (al-Hamdani, Djazira, 129), had been
much cultivated by the Karmatian da%s. It is possible
that the young poet at this time came into contact with
some of these heretics. It is, however, not very prob-
able, in view of his youth, that this first contact had
any definite effect upon him. On the other hand, this
stay among the Bedouins certainly gave Abu ’l-
Tayyib that profound knowledge of the Arabic
language of which he was later so very proud.

On returning to Kafa, at the beginning of 315/927,
Abu ’l-Tayyib seems to have decided to devote
himsel” entirely to poetry. At this time, he most
acmired the great panegyrists of the preceding cen-
tury, Abl Tammam and al-Buhturl [g.00.]. Like
them and like the majority of his contemporaries, he
saw 1n poetry a sure means of attaining wealth and
power. He at once attached himself to a certain Abu
I-Fadl »f Kafa, te whom he dedicated a short piece
(Wah., 17-21; Yaz , 10-11). Though not yet a convert
to Karmatism, but in any case a complete agnostic—
the praises which he allowed to be offered to him show
this—this individual seems to have exercised a con-
siderable influence on the religious and philosophical
development of al-Mutanabbi (cf. also Khizdna, i, 382
= i1, 304). Prepared by the Shi*i atmosphere in which
he had passed his childhood and by the relations

which he had had with the Karmatians in the
Samawa, Abu ’I-Tayyib, in contact with his patron,
cast off religious dogmas which he regarded as
spiritual instruments of oppression. He then adopted
a stoic and pessimistic philosophy, echoes of which are
found throughout his work. The world is made up of
seductions which death destroys (Wah., 39, 1. 8-13;
162, H.12-13; Yaz., 23, 97); stupidity and evil alone
triumph there (Wah., 161, 1. 8-10; Yaz., 97); the
Arabs—representatives of a superior race in his
eyes——are ill-treated in it by cowardly and barbarous
foreigners (Wah., 148, 11, 1-5; 160, 1l. 2-6; Yaz., 87,
96). In contact with this world which lacks harmony,
the consciousness of his talent, which Abu °l-Tayyib
possessed, developed rapidly; his vanity increased to
a degree which is almost inconceivable (Wah., 60;
Yaz., 34). His Arab particularism, as with all anti-
Shu‘abis [see sHU‘UBIYYA], incited him to attack
foreign oppressors (Wah., 58, 11. 30-1; Yaz., 33). This
i1s why, by a contradiction from which he was hardly
ever free, al-Mutanabbi was to covet all his life those
riches and power which he scorned in his heart, while
he stood out from the mass of his contemporaries by
his rigid morality and austerity (cf. al-Badi9, op. cit.,
i, 78-81).

At first, however, Abu ’I-Tayyib thought only of
conquering the world by his poetic gifts, and in order
to find a more favourable field for his activity he left
Kiifa towards the end of 316/928, probably as a result
of the town being again sacked by the Karmatians. He
was naturally attracted to Baghdad (cf. al-Badi'i, op.
at., 1, 82-3), and there became the panegyrist of a
compatriot of his, Muhammad b. ‘Ubayd Aligh al-
‘Alawi (Wih., 6-7; Yaz., 3-4). From there he went (o
Syria. For two years he led the life of a wandering
troubadour of the period (cf. Mez, Renaissarce des
Isléms, 256). It is impossible to follow him in his
wanderings, for his Diwan, our only guide, dees not
present his poems in a satisfactory chronological
order. Some pieces of the period are addressed to
Bedouin chiefs of the region of Manbidj {g.0.] (Wil.,
24-5, 38-9, 66-7; Yaz., 12-13, 22-3, 28-9); others are
dedicated to the educated classes of Tripoli (Wah., 8-
9; Yaz., 19-20) and al-Ladhikiyya (Latakia) (cf.
Wah., 116-35; Yaz., 66-78). The poems of this period
are hurriedly written and mediocre in quality, but
traces of his real genius are already apparent. With
the exception of a marthiya [g.v.] or elegy and some
impromptu pieces, they are all kasidas on neo-classical
lines.

him, for they are intelligent explorations of interesting and challenging works. In his
articles and conference papers, John has constantly advocated a concentration on one
work or a series of connected works. He has eschewed the all-too-seductive appeal of
the overarching theory or the general(ized) sweep, arguing that attention to detail is an
urgently required prerequisite for the study of medieval Arabic literature; that too much
is lost, or concealed, in the interstices; and that such work represents, as it were, the
bricks fired and prepared for the construction of our scholarly edifice. A concomittant.
concern has been his persistent refusal to confine himself to works considered as
canonical or those enshrined as mainstream, preferring to attach importance to what
are often unjustly neglected works or genres. A similar refusal can be discerned in a
number of the contributions to this issue: those by Geert Jan van Gelder, with his
customary lightness of scholarly touch, and J. C. Biirgel, for example; while the others
deal with more popular genres in novel and original ways, such as Julie Scott Meisami’s
attempt to identify the blocks with which al-Mutanabbi fashioned his encomiastic
edifices and Arie Schippers’s investigation of the relationship between history and
panegyric in al-Andalus. I well remember John and Arie discussing their collaborative
translation and discussion of a poem by Ibn Khafijah in Malaga in 1984. It later
appeared as ‘Love and war: a poem of Ibn Khafajah’ (Mattock & Schippers, 1986).

John has published quite extensively on the Arabic medical tradition and on Greek-
Arabic philosophy, and Julia Ashtiany Bray’s study of poetry on blood-letting (fasd) will
appeal greatly to him. Another subject of enjoyment for John has been the Arabic
literature devoted to the animal kingdom. His paper delivered at the UEAI conference
in Budapest, entitled ‘The sedulous ape’, is a masterpiece, a very epitome of John’s
scholarship, a timely reminder of his overriding pedagogical principle, that scholarship
and learning fail disastrously if they are dull. I fear that my own contribution on Abi
Firas’s hunting poetry contains precious little that is amusing, though I trust that he will
enjoy the vivid encapsulations of hunter and hunted that the poet has left us. Andras
Hamori’s consideration of parodistic elegies for a dead nag are indeed diverting.

Al-Hamadhani’s Magamat furnished John with the subject for one of his most
successful articles, “The early history of the Magama’ (Mattock, 1984) and Philip
Kennedy’s well-documented and imaginative study of al-Magama al-Iblisiyya is a
significant contribution to Magdmah studies. It has been a source of regret that John’s
own contribution to the Symposium, on Usamah b. Munqidh’s diwan; and Thomas
Bauer’s paper, ‘Beloved Scarface’, were not available for mclus1on

To conclude, I do not hesitate to present this collection to ]ohn as a token of
fondness and appreciation.

References
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Al-Mutanabbi’s Encumbering Trifles

GEERT JAN VAN GELDER

Al-Mutanabbi, probably the most often-quoted Arabic poet, is most often quoted by
means of single lines, yet critical attention in this century has been focused almost
exclusively on his longer poems. He is, after all, the great master of sonorous odes,
mostly panegyrical, sometimes satirical and always rhetorical in the grand style. Besides
these masterpieces, his Diwan, like many other diwdns of famous poets, contains shorter
poems, epigrams. improvizations, fragments etc.! They have been summarily dismissed
by Blachére in his survey of the poet’s life and work:

Il ne sera point traité, ici, des impromptus et bouts-rimés qui encombrent le
Diwén qui, aux yeux des critiques orientaux eux-mémes, n’offrent guére
d’intérét littéraire.?
Among these Eastern critics was Tdhd Husayn, who condemns al-Mutanabbf’s oc-
casional verse for Sayf al-Dawla in no uncertain terms:

1 pass it over without dwelling upon it, because in my view it hardly deserves
attention or study. In my opinion it is the silliest (askhaf) poetry that al-Mu-
tanabbi made for Sayf al-Dawla; and he made similar things for the amirs with
whom he was connected ... It is the kind of poetry in which the poet always
gives up his dignity and sometimes his sense of honour (muria) ...

The article on al-Mutanabbi in The Encyclopaedia of Islam by Blachére as revised by
Pellat only refers to “a number of impromptu poems of no particular interest” from the
period 940-948 and leaves other short poems out of consideration altogether.*

Blachére found most of the shorter poems encumbering to the extent of omitting
them from his chronologically ordered list of al-Mutanabbi’s poems, given as an
appendix to his “La vie et ’ceuvre”.® This list, based on the Diwan redactions and
commentaries by al-Wahidi, al-‘Ukbari (or rather pseudo-Ukbari)® and al-Yaziji, has
181 numbered items. But the “Ukbari Diwan has in fact 286 poems, and al-Wahidi 297,
which means that Blachére left out more than one hundred poems. It is not as if he
systematically excluded short poems, for the first eight items on Blachére’s list have a
length varying between two and eight verses, and a number of other short poems are
found in the list. Blachére does not mention his criteria; the fact remains that, as far as
I can see, he did not omit a single lengthy poem but many short ones. By my
calculations al-Mutanabbf’s Diwdn contains some 140 pleces of less than ten lines each,
with a total of ¢. 550 lines.

It is the fate of the famous that their'every word is recorded if a recorder is at hand,
and many of al-Mutanabbi’s trifles and occasional doggerel verses were written down
and included in his collected works. He himself amazed his audience by being able to

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Al-Mutanabbi and the Critics

JULIE SCOTT MEISAMI

“My friends, I see only one poet...”

A skilful poet takes pains to make the opening [of his poem], the transition
and after these the end, beautiful; for these are the places that attract the
attention of the listeners and should induce them to listen. The early poets did
not devote too much attention to this. Al-Buhturi followed them in this,
except for the opening; for there he took care to produce some excellent
things. Abid Tammam and al-Mutanabbi, on the other hand, went to great
lengths in their concern for the transition. Especially al-Mutanabbi did ex-
ceedingly well in this respect. (al-Qadi al-Jurjani, 1966:48; translated by van
Gelder, 1982:78)

Al-Mutanabbi is very much the critics’ poet, not least because of his care for the
structure of his gasidas. No one has studied the poet’s style more closely than has
Andris Hamori (1992); but there is, I think, still room for further refinement. In this
essay I will focus not merely on beginnings, transitions, and endings (the chief concerns
of Hamori, as of the medieval critics), but also on an issue which has so far received less
attention, and that only in fairly general terms: that is, the manner in which poems are
constructed of smaller and larger segments. Where a poem’s chief divisions lie can
provide important clues to its interpretation.

Let me start, however, with a few words about beginnings, transitions, and endings.
Qasidas are generally classed as either mono- or poly-thematic (or, more properly,
-generic). Victory poems—such as Abli Tammam’s famous Amorium gasida (to name
one widely cited example)—are generally of the former type, dispensing with the nasib
(for which, as Hamori has noted, a gnomic prelude may be substituted); while more
general panegyrics (what Hamori terms “poems without events”) more often tend to
retain the nasib. (There are, as we shall see, exceptions.) Thus Ibn Rashiqg praises Abf
Tammam’s opening line—

al-sayfu asdaqa anba’ an mina ‘l-kutubi
i haddihi “l~haddu bayna ’l-iiddi wa’l-la‘abi

The sword is truer in tidings than (any) writings:
in its edge is the boundary between earnestness and sport (Abd Tammaém,
1951:ii, 45; Arberry, 1965:50)'—

because it announces the gharad of the poem immediately, via a sententious statement
which the poem as a whole may be said to illustrate; and Ibn Rashiq censures critics like

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paramour from view), and similar topics figure;™ but any such
spegulation must await an extensive study of the poetry of the
period (by both major and minor poets) composed in various
centres and for various court circles (those of the Buyids, the
Hamdanids and the Fatimids in particular). But for whatever
reasons, Ibn al-Hajjaj and his like (Ibn al-Sukkara, Ibn Hani al-
Andalusi, Ibn al-Raga®maq and others) revived a parodic trend
which flowered first in the early Abbasid period, which was to be
imitatjcd in Persian poetry at a later date (for example in the
parodic ghazals of Suzani of Samarqand in the twelfth century), and

which [lowered yet again at the hands of Safl al-Din al-Hilli in the
fourteenth century. ‘
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The following self-referential verses by Ibn al-Hajjaj may allude to al-
Mu{ax}abbi: Rajulun yudda®i n-nubiwwari fi ssulkh | fi wa-man dlu‘i vashuddku fi I
anl?zya 1/} Ja'a bil-muSjizati yad<il ilayhg | fa-ufibs yé ma‘shara s-sukhafa ';, "A man who
claims prop%letic station in sukhf - and who would doubt the prophets? — has
produc_cd miracles which give proof of (his prophetic station); then follow him, O
sukhafa™ (al-Tha®3libi, Yaima, 3:27). Ibn al-Hajjaj’s hostility to al-Mutanabbi is well

known; his opposition helped to prevent that poet’s becoming attached to the

entourage of the Buyid vizier al-Muhallabi (see Kraemer, Humanism, 55).

SOME COMMENTARIES ON THE POET AL-MUTANABBI

Seeger Bonebakker

In a small monograph which I published some vears ago' I gave
attention to an encounter between the poet al-Mutanabbl and Abu
*All Muh. b. al-Hasan al-Hatimi (d. 388/998)." This encounter. I
found, must have taken place between the Spring of 331 and
Jumada II 352/July 963. Al-Hatimi himself wrote an account of the
meeting which goes under various titles and exists in a long version,
known in the printed edition as al-Risalah al-Mudihah.? It also exists
in three shorter versions. The encounter was, judging by the
description of al-Haumi, not a friendly one. Al-Hatimi bitterly
criticised  al-Mutanabbi’s work, his mistakes in grammar, his
plagiarisms, especially of Abd Tammam whom he nevertheless
claims not to know. his ignorance of the history of certain themes,
and his poor knowledge of lexicography, though occasionally al-
Hatmi also has some kind words to say. However the meeting ends
on a friendly note when at the end of the meeting al-Mutanabbi
accompanies his guest to the door. What is more, al-Hatimi tells his
readers that subsequently he developed friendly relations with al-
Mutanabbi. These good relations are reflected, al-Hatimi tells us in
one account, in his composing a risalah on lines by al-Mutanabbi
versifying pseudo-Aristotelian wisdom of a popular character. This
risafah has survived. There is however a version which exists in a

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Al-Mutanabbi in Egypt
(957-962)

When, just over a thousand years ago, the poet Abu al-Tayyib
al-Mutanabbi entered Egypt, he had good reason to hope that his
hitherto unsuccessful and unhappy life was taking a turn for the
better. Fate had not allowed him to play the part of gentleman-
warrior-poet for which he had cast himself:

Night knows me, and war-steeds, the desert and its men,
And the lance, and the sword, and the scroll, and the pen.

Al-Mutanabbi was of humble.birth, the son of a water-carrier,
but his precocious intelligence was soon recognized and enabled
him to move in some of the most interesting intellectual circles of
his time. As a youth, he came under the influence of the Qarmatians
(one of the few genuinely revolutionary groups in the history of
Islam), who called for radical changes in economic, social, political
and religious life. Al-Mutanabbi’s one attempt at starting a revolu-
tion failed dismally. He tried to rouse an Arab tribe by posing as
a prophet (hence his nickname “he who claims to be a prophet”)
and by “revealing” sayings closely modeled on, and designed to rival,
those of the Koran. His movement was quickly suppressed, and
he was put in jail for a couple of years.

Like many other disappointed revolutionaries, he decided to make
his peace with the established order. Henceforth, his ambition was
to become a prince, or at least a governor, and his poetic genius
seemed to provide a means to that end. If he could not be a revolu-
tionary prophet, he could be a successful court poet. He attached
himself to one patron after another, finding most satisfaction and
reward at the court of Saif al-Dawlah, prince of Aleppo, who had
surrounded himself with a:group of brilliant poets and scholars.
But after a few years, relations between prince and poet became
more and more strained; al-Mutanabbi considered that he was not

Scholars specializing in al-Mutanabbi will be fully conversant with
the historical background to the poem that is the subject of this
paper. Others there will be who will cither need to be apprised of
it or be reminded of what they have forgotten.

After some nine years (948-57) at the court of the Hamdanid Sayf
al-Dawla in Aleppo, estrangement hetween Sayf and his panegyrist
brought an abrupt end to the happiest days ol the poet’s carcer.

(431-88/1039-95)

Abi al-Qasim Muhammad al-Mu‘tamid (‘ala
Allah) ibn ‘Abbad was the ruler of Seville, and
a poet. Al-Mu‘tamid succeeded his father as
king of the t@’ifa kingdom of Seville in 461/
1069, but paid tribute to Garcia of Galicia and
later to Alfonso VI of Castile. In 1086 he
invited the Almoravid leader Yisuf ibn
Tashufin to help defend the ta’ifa kingdoms
against Alfonso, resulting in the Muslim vic-
tory in the battle of Zallaga. The second
invitation to the Almoravids in 1090 led to
their occupation of al-Andalus and the end of
the @’ifa kingdoms. Al-Mu‘tamid was exiled
to Aghmat, where he died in prison.

Devotee of poetry and patron of distin-
guished poets like Ibn ‘Ammar, Ibn al-
Labbana, Ibn Wahbun, Ibn Hamdis, and
Ibn Siraj, al-Mu‘tamid was himself the author
of at least 188 monorhymed poems and one
muwashshah. His extant poems, though
mostly short, were highly regarded. His early
verse is mostly on love and wine, but he has an
important ra’iyya apologizing to his father for
the loss of Malaga, and another addressed to
Ibn al-“Ammar, recalling their friendship in
Silves. His best verse was written in exile
about his imprisonment and humiliation; it
reflects the stages by which he grappled emo-
tionally with imprisonment.

Mutammim ibn Nuwayra
(first/seventh century)

Poet of early Islamic times who owes his fame
to the elegies (ritha’) in which he lamented
the death of his brother Malik ibn Nuwayra
and which rendered him a model of brotherly
affection. Among his laments is one of the
most celebrated elegies of ancient Arabic
literature (cf. Mufaddaliyyat, no. 67), in
which he deals, in a balanced manner, both
with the loss that Malik’s death means for
society, as well as with the expression of his
own personal feelings. It consists of six sec-
tions: praise for the virtues of the deceased
(generosity, restraint, bravery); a call to weep
for Malik in remembrance of his deeds; an
expression of the poet’s own grief; a benedic-
tion over the deceased’s grave; the poet’s
justification of his grief; and an attack on a
person who had abandoned Malik’s corpse.

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1t seems indisputable that we have in the bhavavimo-
caka of the above passage a late sixteenth-century refer-
ence to the Samsaramocaka, the compassionate religious
murderers whose significance Halbfass has highlighted
and the latest attestation to whom he gives as the begin-
ning of the thirteenth century.

The Adhyatmasara probably dates
from the last years of Yagovijaya’s life when he took a
greater interest in the more mystical aspects of Jainism
as opposed to the logical studies which had occupied
the earlier part of his career and, as he died in 1686, this
means that the tradition of religiously inspired killing
carried out by some group of whatever name was still
circulating in learned discourse less than a century and
a half before the British instituted the anti-Thuggee
campaign.

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Al-Mutanabbi and the Psychology of Grief
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In contrast to many modern studies of medieval Arabic verse which concentrate on the architec-
tonics of the poem, on the devices employed by the poet to construct his pelythematic ode, this article
essays an approach which stems from the biographical and psychological schools of literary criti-
cism. The three mardthi (laments) composed by al-Mutanabbi for Kafiir's governor of Fayylim, Abd
Shuja® Fatik, between 11 Shawwal 350/23 November 961 and Sha®ban 352/August-September 963,
are considered in the light of modem studies of the grieving process, with pariicular attention paid

to the lament composed immediately upon AbG Shuja“s death, and it is suggested that al-Mutanabbi’s
poems attest to the psychological trauma which he experienced.

One of the most remarkable features of the verse of
Abi I-Tayyib al-Mutanabbi is that it is no difficult task
to discern a strong and forceful personality looming
large in every poem. His poetry is repeatedly labeled
emotional.! Few are the studies of this intriguing man
and poet which do not, at some point, allude to some
feature of his character or psychological make-up. It is
this, combined with the undeniable majesty of his verse
and colorful and controversial lifestyle which marks
him, with the exception of Imru® al-Qays, as unique in
the history of classical Arabic poetry. The poet's emo-
tions and megalomaniac¢ pride are repeatedly adduced
as explanations for the events of his life.2 Indeed, one
scholar has recently gone so far as to suggest that al-
Mutanabbi’s poetic career must be viewed in terms of
the failure of his prophetic aspirations: “the bitterness
of his soul, which Ibn Firraja saw, indicates loss and
disillusionment . . . after having been unable to conquer
the real world as a prophetic leader, his much more suc-

cessful “subjugation™ of the world of poetry was likely
only an ersatz for him.”? This is indeed a compelling
view which throws into relief many of al-Mutanabbi’s
ambitions and deeds.

In no other period of the poet’s life do his ambitions,
disappointments and prejudices loom larger than during
his stay in Fustat as the court eulogist of Abii I-Misk
Kafir, the black eunuch Ikhshidid regent, who in 355/
966 was pronounced sole ruler of Egypt. Blachére's de-
scription of this era in the poet’s life is most readable,
although perhaps overly tinted with the benefit of hind-
sight,* overlooking, as do other studies concerned with
this period, the possibility of revision, by the disgrun-~
tled al-Mutanabbi, of his panegyrics when free of the
patronage of the Eunuch; misunderstanding the rhetori-
cal and poetic function of the poet’s repeated references
to Sayf al-Dawla (surely nothing would be more grati-
fying to Kaftir, who had defeated Sayf al-Dawla on two
occasions, to hear that he had taken Sayf’s renowned
poet-laureate from him and was keeping him in fine
style at his court?); and interpreting the panegyrics in
terms of the later lampoons. One heartening event in
AbG 1-Tayyib’s miserable existence in Egypt was his
chance encounter with the Byzantine AbG Shuja© Fatik
al-Majntn, Kafir's governor of Fayyiim. If we are to
believe the accounts, these two found in each other
