ES ECRITS polémiques de ‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi (1050-1143 / 1640-1731) sont une
source particulierement féconde pour I'étude des rapports entre figh et tasawwnf 3
I'époque ottomane.

‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi visited Baalbek in Lebanon during a short trip in
1112./1700. He toured the famous Roman ruins and mét with friends' and offi-
cials. His description of this visit in one of his travel accounts provides a help-
ful view of how networks of scholars in the Islamic world of the eighteenth
century actually operated. Scholarly networks throughout the history of the
Muslim world are recognized as having significance.! Sometimes scholaxs like
al-Nabulusi provide narratives of their travels within the networks and these
travel accounts are important historical sources. However, in studies utilizing
this literature of travelers, most attennon is given to analysis of literary formats,
descriptive information provided, or conceptual content, while less considera-
tion is given to what the scholars in these networks actually did while they were
“networking” An examination of this more personal dimension gives asense of
the nature and importance of the networks themselves.

Al-Nabulusi was one of the leading teachers and intellectuals in the Otto-

man-Arab world of the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries.? He has been

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AL-NABULUSL ‘Abd al-Ghani-
(1050-1143/1641-1731)

‘Abd al-Ghani b. Isma‘il al-Nabulusi was
born in Damascus in 1641 into a family of
Islamic scholars. His father, Isma‘il ‘Abd
al-Ghani, was a jurist in the Hanafi school.
‘Abd al-Ghani at the age of twenty was both
teaching and giving formal legal opinions.
He taught in the Umawi Mosque in Damas-
cus and the Salibiyya Madrasa, his fame as
an accomplished Islamic scholar apparently
becoming well established. He died in 1731
at ninety years of age, having left behind
hundreds of written works in virtually all the
Islamic sciences {there is a list of eighty-five
titles in Brockelmann).

Al-Nabulusi stated in al-Hadigat an-na-
diyya (vol. 2, p. 103) that ‘Jama‘a is rabma,
that is, the union of Muslims on truth brings
God’scompassion. Tafriqais “adbab, that is,
separation from the Community of Muslims
brings about punishment from God.” As a
prolific contributor to Hanafi figh, there is
hardly a work in the school that appeared
after him that does not depend on or use his
legal opinions. In the well known and basic
text in Hanafl figh, Radd al-mukhbtar, com-
monly known as the Hashiya (gloss) of Ien
‘ABIDIN, the author and imam of the school
in his time, Muhammad Amin ibn “Abidin
(d. 1836), frequently quotes the legal opin-
ions of ‘Abd al-Ghani, referring to him with

a reverence and respect that is not appar-
ent in his reference to other scholars quoted
in his work. Ahmad ibn Muhammad al-
Tahtawi (d. 1816), the al-Azhari shaykb of
the Hanafi school in his Hashiya of Maraqi
al-Falah, -refers to al-Nabulusi as “The
knower of Allah, my master ‘Abd al-Ghani
(al-‘arif billa Sayyidi ‘Abd al-Ghani).” The
breadth of al-Nabulusi’s thought is particu-
larly evident in his book Wijud al-haqq (On
True Being), which details his Sufi ontology.
Yet he was often accused of heresy by those
hostile to Sufism, and he certainly in his
writings was aware of the potentiality for
such a charge, and that no doubt encour-
aged him to explain why Sufism was per-
fectly compatible with the exoteric aspects
of Islam. One of the useful aspects of his
commentary on IBN AL-‘ARrABI, his Sharh
jawahir al-nusus which deals with the Fusus
al-bikam, is that he produces a great many
distinctions dealing with ontological issues,
questions about the nature of being, and
these do genuinely throw light on the often
rather confusing language of Ibn al-‘Arabi
himself.

THE EYE OF REFLECTION: AL-NABULUSI'S SPATIAL
INTERPRETATION OF IBN ‘ARABI'S TOMB

In this wondrous order, there is an unusual mystery;
contemplate it with the eye of reflection
if you are among the possessors of insights.

—Al-Nabulusi, A-Sirr al-Mukhtaby, fol. 316

In a brief commentary on a prophetic tradition con-
cerning prayer, the renowned Andalusian judge and
hadith scholar Abu Bakr Ibn al-Arabi (d. 1148) refers to
the Prophet Mubammad’s extraordinary visual ability,
offering insightsinto a premodern Islamicunderstanding
of the nature of visual perception? Facing a wall while
leading a prayer, the Prophet was reported to have once
reproached his followers, who were not praying properly
behind him, saying; “Do you think my gibla is only here
[before me]? By God, your bowing and prostrating are
not concealed from me; I can see you even though you
are behind my back.”2 Many Muslim scholars and hadith
commentators have discussed and debated the ways in
which the Prophet was able to see what was behind his
back. Some went as far as to suggest he had a third eye
between his shoulders; others proposed that he saw an
image of his followers reflected in the wall before him
that acted as a mirror; yet others were more rational,
arguing for a kind of inspiration or revelation, or for a
peripheral vision that involved a slight turning of the
face but no bending of the neck 3 Ibn al-‘Arabi dismisses
these rather twisted explanations, arguing in favor of a
visual ability so extraordinary that the Prophet was able
to see what was behind him without turning his head,
justas, on another occasion, he was able to see Paradise
in the breadth of the wall before him.# Ibn al-‘Arabi

bases his argument on a particular understanding of the
nature of visual perception. “Visual perception [al-
idrak]," he posits, “is a meaning [mand] that God creates
in the eye according to what the viewer intends to see of
the visible things.”> What the viewer “intends to see” is,
of course, commensurate with his or her aptitude and
disposition, and, being endowed with extraordinary
powers, the Prophet was thus able to see what others
were incapable of seeing. In"his commentary on the
same hadith, the celebrated hadith scholar Ibn Hajar
al-‘Asqalani (d. 1448) goes a step further to distinguish
between ibsar and ru’ya. In contrast to ibsdr (seeing), he
argues, ruya (vision) doesnot—bynecessity of reason—
presuppose an instrument of seeing, an eye, for it is
commonly believed among Sunni scholars that vision is
possible without proximity or visual contact.® Thus he
reinforces Ibn al-‘Arabi’s view that intentionality in itself
can become a visualization, or a point of view, literally,
according to one’s visual capacity.

INTENTIONALITY AND VISIBILITY

This understanding of visual perception poses some
challenges to our modern, science-based conceptions.
First, the indissoluble bond between the viewer and the
visible, as well as the effective agency of the viewer in
shaping the visible, challenges the nature of objectivity
that gives primacy to the stable properties of an
independent, self-standing reality (Le., the world out
there). The margin for malleability, which allows for
changing the visible reality according to the viewer's
intentionality and disposition, has been completely
eradicated in post-Cartesian scientific understanding.
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It is for such reasons that the history of interpretation has been called a “his-
tory of exclusions,” as commentators are wont to emphasize those portions of
a canonical base text that are easiest to mold to their own worldview to the
exclusion of other portions.® In a way then, the commentator seeks to per-
suade his reader to accept a particular reading of a text that seldom if ever
represents a timeless and categorically intuitive interpretation.19

Although commentators' preoccupations so clearly inform the methods
and agendas behind their commentaries, their voices are generally muted and
deferential and rarely outspoken. Ansiri's voice, as it appears in his Jhkam
al-dalala, appears as no exception to this trend, and one aim of this stuc{y has
been to identify the conventions, styles, and strategies employed by this com-
mentator to disguise his divergences from Qushayri's Risala as mere exposi-
tion on what is implicit in the latter text. The end result is the production of a
single sharf-matn supertext that seamlessly bridges two contexts and world-
views while positioning both Ansari and Qushayri within a common intellec-
tual pantheon. Disciple thus never outshines master, while master lives on,
albeit in a body that he no longer controls. And though some may continue to
view texts like the Ifikdm as products of an “age of imitation and compilation,”20
refusing to acknowledge that creative agency can exist even in something as
seemingly innocuous as parallel text citations,”! a growing number of others
are beginning to recognize the creative merits of even the nadir generation in
whichever classical-decline-enlightenment parabola defines their field.

Although ‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi was arguably the greatest Sufi in Ottoman Syria, fora
long time he was not given due attention by modern scholars of Sufism. Besides his reputa-
tion as a mystic, he was a renowned Gflim and traveler. Moreover, he was famous for his
humanistic and moderate values, for example, by defending the Sufis against their fanatic
Qadizadeli critics, and through his tolerant attitude toward dhimmis, the non-Muslim
minorxities. Al-Nabulust was a Hanafi and a loyal Ottoman subject, yet he raised his voice
against oppressive measures of the Ottoman authorities against the people of his native
Damascus, such as the violence of the military units stationed in his town, as well as orders
issued in the name of the Sultan that harmed the peasants and were considered as contra-
vening the sharia.

Samer Akkach’s goal in this book is to show the greatness and originality of al-Nabulust.
He writes, “His uniqueness lies in the remarkable complexity of his personality, his self-
made illustrious career outside, and even against, the political and religious establishment,
and his unsettling challenges to established social practices and prevailing public percep-
tions” (2-3).

Apart from a detailed biography of al-Nabulusi, the introduction describes vividly the
social and intellectual background of Damascus during his lifetime. Akkach does not only
deal with the better known struggles between the supporters of the famous Andalusian
mystic Ibn ‘ArabT’s (d. 1240, in Damascus) unity of being (wahdat al-wujid) and Ibn Taymi-
yya’s (d. 1328) legacy of denouncing these ideas, but describes developments that were new
in this period. There is an innovative and informative discussion about the culture of corre-
spondence and postal systems, both official and private. Another interesting topic is "Urban
Sufism,” Sufism that strove to accommodate religion to the growing complexity of urban life.
Al-Nabulusi understood and practiced “urban piety” that is not against recreation, public
sociability, entertainment and material wealth. It is surprising that a few of ‘Abd al-Ghant's
letters, most all of which were about faith, spirituality and ethics, argue about the legality,
even benefits, of smoking and coffee drinking,

In this book, Samer Akkach has published a collection of seventy-two letters that
al-NabulusT sent and received between 1675 and 1703. He corresponded with Arab and

Although ‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi of Darnascus (1%41—1731) was not
formally a Mawlawi Sufi, he claimed to have absorbed the spirituality
of Rimi and wrote passionately in defence of Rami’s Sufi poetry and
the Mawlawi tradition. He ably synthesized Ibn ‘Arabi’s teachings
concerning beauty and love with Ramf’s teachings on these topics as
well as sacred music (Sama’) and sacred dance (Tawajud )- This article
introduces the significance of his mystical philosophy and his literary
defence of the dervishes and ideals of the Mawlawi Order. It reviews
those of his works that are relevant to the Mawlawiyya, including al-
Sirat al-sawi sharh dibajat al-Mathnawi (The Straight Way in the
Exposition of the Elegant Styles of the Mathnawt) and al-Ugid al-
llwiyya fi tarig al-sida al-Mawlawiyya (The Strings of Pearls in the
Way of the Mawlawi Lords). The conclusion summarizes the impact of
Rami on Nabulusi, on the one hand, and the significance of Nabulusi
as a commentator and exegete of the Mawlawi doctrine and Rami’s
works, on the other.

1. NABULUST AND ISLEAMIC PHILOSOPHY AND SUFISM

A Short Biography of Nabulusi

‘Abd al-Ghani ibn Ism&‘il al-Nabulusi was born in Damascus to a not -
able Damascene family of religious scholars.” His family prided itself
on the ancestral lineage of two eminent roots: Jama‘a and Qudama.
Both of them were associated with the city of Jerusalem, hence their
appellation magadisa (the folk from Jerusalem).? Through the Qudama
family, they traced their genealogy back to the Prophet’s companion
and second Caliph, “Umar ibn al-Khattab (d. 644).4

One notable member of the ancestry of ‘Abd al-Ghani settled for a
while in Nablus, a Palestine city to the north of Jerusalem. He moved
to Damascus shortly after the Ottoman takeover. His family was
identi fed as al-Nabulusi (the one from Nablus).? ‘Abd al-Ghani’s great-
grandfather and father and ‘Abd al-Ghani himself built up the reputa-
tion of al-Nabulust's family in Damascus.®

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Sultan to have a Bektashi shrine demolished,®® an act that was unlikely
to have gained them any friends from the Alevi-Bektashi spiritual
mentors of the Janissaries. Since the military were often the main
enforcers of Kadizadeli prohibitions, it seems likely that there was
competition between the Kadizadelis and the Alevi-Bektashis for the
hearts and minds of the ordinary Janissary soldiers.

Around 1671, Grand Vizier Kopriili Fazil Ahmed established an
important relationship with a Moroccan hadith scholar called
Muhammad ibn Sulayman al-Maghribi (d. 1683), who also had reported
affiliation with the Shadhili Sufi tariga. About a year later, al-Maghribi
was promoted to the guardianship of the Haramayn awqdf (the trusts of
the two Sacred Sanctuaries) in Makka and Madina. Importantly, he was
also given a decree from the Ottoman Sultan Fé outlaw certain unorthodox |
Sufi customs. Despite his own Sufi connectjons, al-Maghribi had effect- |
ively become the agent for Kadizadeli reforms in Makka and Madina, with
the prohibitions mirroring those in Istanbul at the same time.** :

Grand Vizier Koprilit Fazil Ahmed passed away in 1676, but the :)
influence of Vani in Istanbul and of al-Maghribi in the Hijaz continued. As D36
part of an expansionist Ottoman vision, and aiming to mobilize Janissary
military zeal, Vani was appointed army preacher for the 1683 Vienna
campaign, led by the new Grand Vizier, Kara Mustafa Pasa, the son-in-law
of Kopriiliit Mehmed.*® This Vienna mission resulted in a major defeat for
the Ottomans, which some chroniclers attributed to poor military planning,
weak leadership, disunity in the military ranks and lack of piety.””

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Grand Vizier Kara Mustafa Paga was later executed for this defeat.’®
Vani was exiled to his land near Bursa, dying in 1685,%% with one
account recording that he was murdered by enemies.® After Vani’s exile,
his reforms unravelled and the Kadizadeli political influence in Istanbul
crashed. The Vienna defeat also left Sultan Mehmed IV very unpopular,
and he was dethroned in 1687 in a military coup.*! Given the Alevi-
Bektashi influence over the Janissary corps, their spiritual mentors would
no doubt have opposed the recent Kadizadeli reforms, both politically
and religiously. After the military coup, Mehmed IV was imprisoned and
banished from Istanbul to Edirne, where he died around 1692-3.*2 In the
Hijaz, al-Maghribi’s venture into politics also left him unpopular. He was
exiled from the region in 1682, dying in Damascus about one year
later.*® The timing of his exile coincided closely with the Vienna defeat,
and thus Kadizadeli political influence faltered in Istanbul and the Hijaz

Following the defeat in Vienna and the sudden political weakening of the
Kadizadelis, Damascus then became their main stronghold, probably due
to a lasting influence from al-Ustuwani and his followers. Interestingly,
one of the best pictures of Kadizadeli activity in Damascus can be
constructed by examining the writings of an opposing Sufi scholar, ‘Abd
al-Ghani al-Nabulusi (d. 1731). )

Al-Nabulusi was a controversial Nagshbandi Sufi Shaykh, Hanafi
jurist and hadith scholar from Damascus. Many of his opinions on Sufi
beliefs and practices put him in conflict with the Kadizadelis of his
time.** Al-Nabulusi reportedly characterizes his opponents with the
following qualities: ‘they deny vocal Dhikr; they call the Sufis Kafirs

This is an edition of the Arabic text of at-tuhfa an-nabulusiyya
fi r-rihla al-lubndniyya by the Sufi author cAbdal-Gani ibn Ismacil
an-Nibulusi (1050/1641-1143/1731); an account of the author’s
travels in Lebanon in the years 1700-1701 A.D. This is only one
of several travel books by the same author, some of which are
published, others unpublished. Details about this and other works
of ¢Abd al-Gani as well as about his pedigree and life are given
by the editor in his article ¢Abd. al-Gani an-Nabulusis Reisen in < -
Libanon in Der Islam 44 (1968) pp. 71-114. The article has been
summarized in the Arabic Introduction of the present volume.

The book makes interesting reading, although it is not always
as rewarding as we should wish. Many aspects of human life
and natural surroundings of Lebanon in the author's time that
would interest us are more or less neglected by the author. In-
stead we are given numerous samples of bad poetry composed
by the author and his friends, copies of flattering letters sent to
him by his disciples in Damascus, lengthy excerpts from books
that fell into the author’s hands during his travels (notably one
concerning the miracles of land and sea), and discussions of some
extremely artificial questions of Islamic jurisprudence (in this
connection only a fafwa concerning the permissibility of tobacco

Shaykh ‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nibulusi (d. 1143/173 1) is known as
a prolific author in various fields, including as 2 Safi and as 2
poet. From his native city of Damascus he travelled widely in
Tutkey, Egypt and Arabia as well as to the more remote corners
of his own province. Of the four travel works that he composed
on these journeys, one is devoted primarily to Palestine and
another has a long section on Palestine. _4/-fudra al-unsiyya f’1-
tihla al-qudsiyya describes a journey which lasted for one-and-a-
half months in 1101/1690, With a stay of seventeen days in
Jerusalem. Al-Nibulusi’s route took him from Damascus

‘through southern Sytia and northern Palestine via Qunaytra

and Nibulus. A large portion of the work concerns Jetusalem,
although there is also a full and interesting description of Hebron
(al-Khalil). His longest account, a/-Hagiga wa’l-majazy, fi riplat
bilad al-Sham wa-Misr wa’l-Hjjaz, runs to well over 500 folios in
manuscript and records a joutney lasting 388 days, beginning in
Muharram 1105/September 1693 and culminating in the Hajj
after extensive wanderings in Syria and Egypt. About fifty folios
of it relate to Palestine.?

These works are written in ornate rhymed prose, which at

“The outstanding figure in the Arabic literature of the Quoman
pertod wus "Abd al-Ghuani al-Nabulusi (d. 1143;1731). not only for his
theological and sGIT treatises, but also as a poet and the originator of a
new kind of mystical travel-literature in thyming prose”.? Such was the
verdicl of Sir Hamilton Gibb, who furthermore remarks on al-Nibu-
lust’s influence which over most of the 18th century writers of Egypt and
Syria, an mtluence which was telt across North Africa to the Maghrib.
This paper acttempts to explore his contribution to Arabic travel-
literuture and to examineg his role in the creation of u new mystical form
of the genre. It should be stressed that this is merely a preliminary
investigation, since 5o much Ottomun Arabic literature is extant only in
munuscript form and few rifilas of the period have as yet been published.

The main reuson for this neglect 1s not {ar w seek. In general, the 17th
and 18th centuries are regarded as an age of stultifying scholarship and
Ierature. atthough this was not due to any luck of an educated élite and
scholars conunued o pour out commentaries on the works of their
predecessors. especially on legal, theologicul and grammatical subjects.
There were occusional chronicles, biographical dictionaries, compilations
ol an encyclopuaedic and lexicogruphical nature, also mathematical and
scientific treatises. The arts of belles-letires and  poetry were st
pracused and  appreciated. However, the writers of the tme are
commonly criticized for being imitative ol earlier generations, lacking in
imagination and originality, obsessed with an elaborate style which

often look precedence over the subject matter. In short. they are seen as
representatives of cultural dechine and aridity. Thewr age is sadly
contrasted with a plortous classical past or with the modern renuissance
ol Arabic intellectual activity.

Muauny ol the criticisms appear 1o be just on the hterary and intetlec-
tual levels, and yet the result has commonly been a disregard [or works
which may be of religious. and sometimes also historical. interest.
Nabulus’s writing has been criticized. Like that of so many of his
conlemporaries, as lacking in high artistic merit, although censure has
not been universal.? .

Before considering one aspect of his literary work, the rilidus, in more
detail, the eartier development of the genre will be briefly reviewed.

A number of riklas by Syrian writers of the
geventeenth and eighteenth genturies survive
in manuscript form, but very few have been
edited or printed. The present; edition of tweo
geventeenth-century works by ‘Abd al-Ghani
al-Nabulusi and Ramadan al-“Utaifi is, there-
fore, particularly welcome.

Nabulusi’s Hullat al-dhahab al-ibriz fi riblat
Ba'lbak wa'l-Bigd' al-‘Aziz edited by Salah
al-din al-Munajjid is the gecond 7ihla by this
author to appear in the Beiruter Texte und
Studien of the Orient-Institut der Deutschen
Morgenléndischen Gesellschaft, Beirut. The
first was al-Tuhfe al-nabulusiyye fil-ribla
al-Tardbulusiyya, edited by Heribert Busse,
and published in 1971, recounting & forty-day
journey from Damascus to Tripoli made in
1112/1700. Neither al-Tuhfa nor Hullat
al-dhahab bad previously appeared in print,
and were not a8 well-known a8 two other riklas
by this Syrian scholar and mystic, composed
on his journeys to Jerusalem, al-Hadra
al-unsiyya fEl-ribla al-Qudsiyye (Caire, 1320/
1902) and to much of Syria, Egypt and the
Hijaz, al-Hagqiqe wa'l-Majiz fil-rible Bilad
al-Shiam wa Misr wa'l-Hijaz {Damascus, 1299
and Cairo, 1324}

The vieit to Ba‘lbak and the Bigd’ described

in  Hullat al-dhahab was the shortest of
Nabulusl's jowrneys, iasting only fifteen days
in 1100/1689. Dr. al-Mungjjid notes its value
as o source on Islamic infiuence in Lebanon in
the twelfth century A.H., and particularly on
the practices of visits to holy sites in the area.
The work is also jmportant for Nabulusi’s
oxtraordinarily detailed description of the
temples at Ba'lbak, rightly appreciated by the
oditor as unequalled by any previous Muslim
traveller of geographer. Dr. al-Munajjid
regrets that Europeans visiting and writing on
Ba‘lbak from the geventeenth to twentieth

The edition of Hullat al-dhahab i based on
four msnuseripte, the oldest being in the
British Library in the hendwriting of.
Muhsmmad al-Dikdikji, a close gompanion and
student of the author. The editor gives full -
details on the manuscripts. The apparatus
criticus is mnob confined to purely textunal
matters, but provides & commentary ~on
personalities and places, The text is in
rhymed prose, frequently interspersed with
poetry and this is only partially vooalized by
the editor, who often omite mention of the
metre.

Before discussion of Niabulusi’s journey and
the manuscripts, al-Munajjid seeks to present
a new biograpby of Nabulusi, based largely on
manuscripts not previously utilized. For this
he notes the importance of Nabulusi’s students’
writings, several of which he lists. He relies
heavily on al-Ward al-unsi by Muhammad
Kamal al-din al-Ghazzi and almost exclusively
on +his source for Nabulust’s early life and his
period in retreat at his house in Damascus.
Unfortunately, he ignores Nabulusi’s own long
ribla, al-Hagiqa wa'l- Majdz, which gives some
autobiographical information as well as brief
biographical accounts of Nabulusi's father,
grandfather and grea.b-grandfather. It also
provides direct evidence that the author’s
carliest journey was t0 Istanbul, and not
Baghdad as suggested by some aubhors,
reading Muradi’s “nention of his destination as
¢ dar al-Khilafa . Al-Munajjid argues atlength
that Istanbul must be intended by this period,
but could have verified this by reference to
al-Haqiqa. ;

The second rihla in the volume is Rihla min
Dimashg al-Sham ild Tarabulus ol-Sham, by
Ramadan al-Utaifi (1019/1610—1095/,1684),
a Damascus scholar. He set out for Tripoli
from Damascus on 95th Dhi’l-Hijja 1043 /22nd
June 1634, returning about two months later.
His work is of some bistorical value as 8 sOurce
for a critical time in Lebanon’s history, when
Qultan Murad had sent & fleet to try to bring
Pakhr eol-din under control. Tripoli was

overned by members of the Saifa family and
al-‘Utaifi’s stay there coincided exactly with
the two months’ term of office of ‘Ali b:
Muhammad Saifé, whom he visited every other

day.

The editor, Stefan Wild, used an autograph
manuscript from Princeton, dated late Safar
1044 /c. 23rd August 1634, i.e. immediately on
the author’s return to Damascus. The work
contains much poetry, including quotations
from other poets, for which the editor gives full
references. He gives the metres of the poetry,
but the amount of vocalization wvaries. The
earlier poems 8re heavily vocalized, whereas
the later ones have very fow vowels marked.
A few quotations from the Qur’an and Hadith
at the beginning of the rikla appear without
any references.

Future editions in this geries of works by
Arab travellera in Lebanon will be awaited
with interest.

significance denoting where the loyalty of the Arab élite rested at the
time. Secondly, Ghazzi’s concern about the state of the Arab-Islamic
Umma constitutes in fact an early stage of Arabs consciousness of their
backwardness, their awareness of their identity under Ottoman rule, and
their striving, through traditional means, for improving their situation
long before the emergence of nationalism and Arabism, under the
impact of Europe, in the nineteenth century. Thirdly, Ghazzi was not
alone in depicting the ills that had befallen the Arabs and in taking pride
in his Arab belonging and his Islamic heritage. Biographical works,
chronicles, and more importantly Fatdwa books bear testimony to
these facts throughout the Ottoman period.

The main reason for Ghazzi’s writing of this multi-volume work was
to alert the Arabs to their backwardness, comfort them that God has
meant well to them, and that they can overcome their backwardness
and achieve progress through imitating the worthy people of the past.
He divides his work into two parts: the first deals with the people whom
the Arabs ought to imitate, and the second with those whom they ought
not imitate. Before embarking on the main theme of his book, Ghazzi
ponders about the wisdom of the backwardness of ‘the Arab Umma

(bayan al-hikam al-zdhira fi ta’khir hadhihi al-Umma). God has

desired from Arabs backwardness, Ghazzi maintains, to make them
distinguish between right and wrong. Right is achieved by imitating the
good nations of the past whose recompense (thawdb) would then be
increased. Ghazzi says that non-Arabs (A°djim) ought not be imitated
because of the Arabs superiority over them which is attested by Arab
reasoning and traditionalism (‘agl wa nagl). By imitating the good
nations of the past, whom Ghazzi does not specify, both imitators and
imitated would gain God’s recompense. Ghazzi says: idha tashab-
bahna bi’l-muhsinin min al-umam al-sdlifin fagad istafadna
bi-tashabbuhind bihim fawd’ida minha husdl thawab husn al-
iqtida’ bihim.... tadd‘afat ujir alawwalin bisabab ‘amalind bi-
a‘mdlihim li-anna man sanna sunnatan hasana kana lahu
ajruha®. He also says: idhd imtana‘at hadhihi al-umma ‘an al-
tashabbuh bi’l-kuffar wa’l-fasaga min al-umam al-mutagaddima fa-
innahum vastafidin fawd’id aydan minha thawdab imtind‘ihim
" <an tilka alafaP® Thus, Ghazzi’s work indicates that the
backwardness of the Arab Umma at the time was a major preoccupa-
tion of the Syrian ‘Ulamad’ and indeed of the, people whose concerns

He quoted
Ghazzi’s Husn al-tanabbuh at length and reiterated his concern about
the well-being of the Arab Umma in a treatise he wrote on 26 Dhu’l-
Hijja 1103/8 September 1692 under the title Hadha kitab al-gawl!
al-sadid fi jawdz khulf alwaid wa’l-radd ‘ald al-Rami al-
jahil al<anid (the book of sound word about the permissibility of
breaking a threat in reply to an ignorant and obstinate Rami)*”.

learned Muhyi al-Din}'®. :

Nabulsi’s attack in this work is directed against an anonymous
person whom he describes as the defamer (ta‘in) of lon “Arabi.
Nabulsi’s defense of Ibn “Arabi was in fact intended as a defense of
the Arabs at large. *

In his reply to the Rumi ‘alim, Nabulsi castigates him as being
an ‘ajami and he reminds him of the established truth that the Arabs
had been the masters of the “Ajam and the Rum, and it was they who
introduced the Rimis into Islam. Nabulsi goes to the extent of
saying that even though Muslims are equal in piety, according to the
Hadith (traditions of the Prophet), Arabs have precedence over other
Muslims also according to the Hadith (idhd istawa al-nas fi'l-
taqwd quddima al-“Arabi ‘al@ ghayrihif*®. Arabs precedence in
Islam, Nabulsi maintains, is due largely to their dominant role in Islam,
their ability to apply reason, and their expertise in expressing themselves
through the Arabic language. He cites a Hadith in which the Prophet
Muhammad is reported to have said: you should love the Arabs for

ZIYARAT OF SYRIA IN A R/HLA OF ‘ABD AL-GHANI
AL-NABULUSI (1050/1641—-1143/1731)

By ELIZABETH SIRRIYA

As a leading Sff shaykh of his age al-NabulusT’s prime purpose in all his travels
was to seek mystical experience and gain barzka by contact with the righteous,
both living and dead. Consequently, his rihlas emphasize encounters with spiritual
dignitaries and ecstatics and his many ziydrar to holy tombs and other shrines.
These works thus provide a valuable source of information on religious person-
alities of his day and on Muslim sanctuaries.

Two of the rihlas, describing journeys in Lebanon, have been edited and pub-
lished in recent years. The first of these, to Ba‘lbak and the Biqa’, lasted only 15
days in 1100/1688 and is recorded in Hullat al-dhahab al-ibriz fT rihiat Balbak
wa I-Biga’ al-‘aziz, often known as al-Rikla al-Sughra. The second took place in
1112/1700, when al-Nabulusi spent 40 days crossing the Lebanon to the coast at
Sidon and travelling on up the Lebanese coast to his main destination, Tripoli,
described in al-Tuhfa al-Nabulusiyya [T 'l-rikla al-T: arabulusiyya.!

Of the two remaining rihlas, al-Hadra al-unsiyya [T I-rikla al-Qudsiyya, also
called al-Rihla al-wustd, is devoted primarily to Palestine, especially Jerusalem
and Hebron. It survives in several MSS, but has not been printed in full or com-
pletely edited.? The longest rikla, al-Haqiqa wa’l-majaz fT rihlat bilad al-Sham wa
Misr wa 'I-Hijaz, known as al-Rihla al-kubrd, runs to well over 500 folios in MS,
and records a journey lasting 388 days, beginning in Muharram 1105/September
1693 and culminating in the Hajj after extensive wandering in Syria and Egypt.?
On this longest journey al-Niabulusi followed a route northwards through Syria,
setting out from his native city of Damascus and travelling via the Anti-Lebanon,
Hims, Hama and through the mountains to the coast at Ladhiqgiyya, before turn-
ing south down the coast. Of the ziyarar he performed in the course of his
travels, some are to sites well-known from other sources, but quite a number
between Damascus and the north Syrian coast are comparatively little known
and defy ready identification. On some of the tombs he appears to be the only
literary source.

Al-Nabulus began his tour of Syria with ziy@rgt in Damascus, first to the
famous head of John the Baptist, Yahya b.

Der berithmte Damaszener Gelehrte ‘Abd al-Gani al-Nabulusi (gest.
1143/ 1731) legte in seiner Streitschrift , Tahqiq al-nazar fi tahqig al-na-
zar“ diesen selbstbewussten Ausspruch in den Mund eines Stiftungsver-
walters, um ihn damit zu disqualifizieren.

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“On the Battleground:”
Al-Nabulust’s Encounters with a Poem by Ibn al-Farid

Abstract

‘Abd al-Ghani Tsmi‘il al-Nabulusi was well-versed in the poetry of Ibn al-Farid, having composed
a commentary on the latter’s entire Diwdn. But in addition to reading and writing on Ibn al-
Farid’s verse, al-Nabulusi also heard it chanted during religious ceremonies. Reader-Response
Theory predicts that a person’s reactions to a poem will vary depending on contexts. This essay
considers al-NabulusTs responses to two encounters with Ibn al-Farid's al-fimi#yah, first when
al-Nibulusi heard it chanted at the poet’s shrine outside of Cairo, and then nearly twenty years
later in Damascus when he wrote his mystical commentary on the poem.

On a Friday in 1105/1693, the distinguished Arab scholar, poet, and Sufi ‘Abd
al-Ghani Ismi'1l al-Nabulusi made a pilgrimage to the Qarafah on Cairo’s east-
ern edge. This sprawling cemetery contains many graves of persons regarded
by Muslims as great religious figures, including the mosque-tomb of the semi-
nal legal scholar Muhammad ibn Idss al-ShafiT (d. 204/819), as well as a site
said ro be the resting place of Benjamin and Rubin, brothers of the prophet
Joseph. At each stop along their itinerary, al-Nabulusi and his companions
recited the short opening chapter of the Quran and prayed for God’s bless-
ings. The group continued their rounds until after the noon prayer when they
entered the mosque and shrine of the celebrated Sufi poet and saint Umar Ibn
al-Farid (d. 632/1235).

Al-Nabulusi had long been familiar with Ibn al-Farid and his verse. While
growing up, al-Nabulusi had read and heard Ibn al-Farid poems; he read

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most of the poet’s Diwin with his childhood teacher Najm al-Din al-Ghazzi
(d. 1061/1651) and then the entire work with his father Isma‘l (d. 1062/1652).
Later, he again read the Diwdn with another teacher Niir al-Din ‘Ali al-
Shabramallisi al-Azhari (d. 1087/1676). Moreover, al-Nabulusi was familiar
with or had read commentaries on Ibn al-Farid’s verse including those by al-
Suyuti (d. 911/1505) and al-Farghani (d. 699/1300).% This latter commenta-
tor was a follower of the most famous and influential Sufi theologian Muhyi
al-Din Ibn al-‘Arabi (d. 637/1240), whose life, thought, and writings were
central to al-Nibulust's own.

Al-Nabulusi was born in Damascus in 1050/1641, into a successful family
of religious scholars descendent from the Banai Jami'ah, who had served the

" Mamlitk sultans as judges and Sufi masters. Al-NabulusTs father Isma'l subse-

quently served the Ottomans as a Hanafi legal scholar, teaching at the
Umayyad Mosque in Damascus, and occasionally serving as a judge. Under
his father’s guidance al-Nabulust memorized the Qur'an by the age of five, and
read Ibn al-Farid’s Diwinr by the age of twelve. Then, as a young man, al-
Nabulusi went on to study extensively the traditions of the prophet Muhammad
(hadzith), and, like his father, HanafT jurisprudence. In addition to studying
with a number of noted teachers, al-Nabulusi avidly read books, particularly
those on Islamic mysticism, some of his favorite authors being the highly con-
troversial North African philosopher Ibn Sabin (d. c. 668-69/1269-71), ‘Afif
al-Din al-Tilimsani (d. 690/1291), the poet, scholat, and commentator on Ibn
al-Farid, and, of course, his “greatest shaykh,” Ibn al-'Arabi, whom al-Nabulusi
regarded as his spiritual father and whose work he popularized and defended
against its critics.?

In 1075/1664, al-Nabulusi traveled to Istanbul, perhaps to win influence
there with the Ottoman officials, and while en route, he was initiated into the
Qadiriyah Sufi order. Later, he would also join the Nagshbandiyah order, bur
in most of his mystical studies and writings, al-Nabulusi was largely independ-
ent of the orders and their teachings. Upon his return from Istanbul and fol-
lowing in his father’s footsteps, al-Nibulusi began to teach classes at the
Umayyad mosque on works of hadith and prayers, as well as the teachings of

A POLEMICAL TREATISE BY ‘ABD AL-GANT
AL-NABULUST AGAINST A TURKISH SCHOLAR ON THE
RELIGIOUS STATUS OF THE DIMMIS

T is commonly known that during the Ottoman period Islamic
Ithought in the Arab lands was in a state of stagnation. Little
original writing was done, though numerous commentaries, com-
pendia and manuals were produced . One of the names that stands
out in the period is that of “Abd al-GanT ibn Isma‘l al-Nabulusi
(1050/1641-1143/1731), the mystic, theologian, poet, traveler, and
prolific writer?. The subject of the present article is a short treatise
by al-Nabulusi, available in a manuscript form only. This risala 18
worthy of review because it is representative of the thought of this
important writer. Although al-Nabulusi relies on earlier works,
which he readily acknowledges, the synthesis, presentation, and
style are definitely his own. His work can also be regarded as an
expression of the scholarly movement in the seventeenth and eigh-
teenth centuries which, in the words of H. A. R. Gibb, «strove to
restore the bases of Islamic theology in a manner which broke away
from the formalism of the orthodox manuals and laid new stress
upon the psychological and ethical elements in religion»?®.

Moreover, the treatise is an attack against an anonymous Turk,
a Rami (in the early Ottoman period the Turks were often called
Riim or Arwam by the Arabs). The polemical character of the work
adds a shrill and angry tone to the writing and reveals the anti-
Turkish feelings and pro-Arab sentiments prevalent in the Arab
countries even before the emergence of nationalism.

‘Abd al-Gani al-NabulusT’s treatise is a polemical reply to a
tractate written in Arabic by an unnamed Turkish writer, who
criticized al-Nabulusi’s commentary on a passage from al-Futahat
al-Makkiyya by the famous mystical writer Muhy? 1-Din ibn al-
CArabi (d. 638/1240)°%. Like many Sufi writers before him?, al-
Nabulust was an exponent and defender of the ideas of this difficult
and controversial mystic, whose theory of wakdat al-wugid (the
Unity of Being, or monism) was repeatedly attacked by orthodox
Muslim theologians'®. The main dispute was about one sentence in
Ibn al-Arabi’s passage, upon which al-Nabulusi elaborated. Ibn
al-‘Arabi and al-Nabulusi, who follows him with understanding,
stated that the People of the Books, i.e., the Jews and Christians,
by paying the prescribed gizya (poll-tax) gain happiness (sa%dda).
The Turkish writer believes that this opinion contradicts the
theological notion of waid (God’s threats that the infidels be cast in
Hell fire, to be distinguished from wa‘d, God’s promise of Paradise
to the just), and accuses both Ibn al-“Arabi and his commentator of

A brief description of each inscription is followed by the Arabic text, a German trans-
lation, and short comments. Photographs of all the inscriptions are provided and there are
two analytical indexes, one of places and one of persons, Some of the notes on persons
are quite full and the author has made good use of Arabic sources in presenting short
biographies of many of those mentioned in the texts.

The name of ‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nibulusi (1641-1731) is usually coupled with that of :
al-Muhibbi (d. 1699) as the two most prolific and best-known authors in Syria in their e
day. Both lived in Damascus. Al-Nabulusi wrote mainly on Sifism, Qur'anic exegesis, and
Jurisprudence besides a variety of other subjects, but he was also a well-known traveller.
In 1971 the German Institute in Beirut published al-Nibulusi’s account of his trip to Tripoli 5o
(Lebanon) entitled al-Tuhfaz al-Nibulusiva fT l-rihla al-Tarabulusiya which was edited by F
Dr. Heribert Busse and appeared as Bd. IV in the series Beiruter Texte und Studien pub- )
lished by the Institute. The present volume, Bd. XXI in the series, contains, as its title
indicates, accounts of two trips in the Lebanon. The first is al-Nabulusi’s trip in 1688 from !
Damascus to Ba‘labakk and the Biqa* valley (Coele-Syria or Hollow Syria of the classical
writers) entitled Hullat al-dhahab al-ibriz fT tiklat Ba'lobakk vea 1-Bigad* al-‘aziz, while the
second is the account of a trip from Damascus to Tripoli in 1634 by an older contemporary
but less-known writer than al-Nabulusi, Ramadin b, Miisi al-*Utaifl. The first is edited by
Dr. Salahaddin al-Munajjid and the second by Dr. Stefan Wild of the German Institute.

The text of Hullat al-dhahab is divided into 15 chapters, each of which deals with one
day of the 15-day return journey, and the whole work is preceded by a brief introduction. [
Al-Nabulusi's emphasis is mainly, if not constantly, on the holy shrines or tombs of holy * i
men he visited and the legends associated with them. This aspect of his work, and the use i
throughout the text of a thymed prose interspersed with verse, make it more of a testimonial C
to the literary practices of the day than a topographical document. Al-Utaifl displays a
more refined lterary taste. His short work is divided into two sections, the first being in b
praise of travel, and the second describing the actual journey, The data he supplies, historical
or topographical, are of significance and accurate. 5

The editors have written useful introductions to the texts, and supplied helpful charts of
the two journeys. The more detailed introduction, that by Al-Munajjid in Arabic (Wild’s
introduction is in German) throws a lot of light on al-Nabulusi’s life and times, the nature ‘
of his work, and his travels. As this introduction draws extensively on the still unpublished b4
biography of al-Nibulusi by Muhammad Kamal al-Din al-Ghazzi — entitled a/-Ward al-unsi o
— the publication of this biography seems now timely and necessary,

After an introduction in rhymed prose demonstrating the objector’s ignorance,
al-Damiini reproduces the kasida and refutes it verse by verse, referring to the
opinions of several authorities. The treatise ends with a poem of 29 verses by
Mustafa al-Bakri on the rules of the sama .

This long treatise in defence of musical instruments, concluded on the 27th sha*bin
1088/1677-8 is not divided into chapters. The first ten leaves are devoted to a
criticism of certain Muslim lawyers who adopted an hostile attitude to music,
referring blindly and without deep understanding to certain traditions; in so
doing they missed the essential points of the problem and misled the people. The
word diversion (/ahw) which qualifies musical instruments (maldhi or “aldt al-lahw)
does not necessarily indicate that musical instruments are always used for pur-
poses of diversion. If the true believer employs them with good intentions and for
beneficial purposes they cannot be harmful in any way; they cannot be prohibited
because of their shapes or the beautiful sounds that they produce, for listening
to the beautiful sounds made by birds is not prohibited; as a matter of fact, says
the author, there is no concrete and fundamental interdiction of listening to
instruments, like the interdiction of fornication and wine drinking. Instruments
have to be considered as a whole and cannot be divided, as some legists do, into
lawful and unlawful, because there is no difference between the recommended
drum and the rejected lute for instance ; both are musical instruments. This reason-
ing, which comes at the end of the treatise, leads to the conclusion that as long as
music serves good purposes, it is allowable, whether instrumental or vocal or as
an accompaniment to dance, whatever its function. Conversely, music, in all
its forms, must be banished if connected with passions and wine drinking. A long
passage in the middle of the treatise is devoted to anecdotes concerning the
lavourable attitude to music of many religious authorities, caliphs and notables,
with some technical details.

The author refers to many writings on music and the samd , of which one in parti-
cular is refuted in several passages: al-Haythami’s kaff al-rad (see 072). He also
mentions a lost treatise by Muhammad b, al-Khufayri: al-imta bi hukm al-sama-,
and a treatise of his own on instruments which has not come down to us: tulifar
“ali'l-albab fi’l-<ulipm al-mustafada min al-ndy wa'i-shabbab. Finally, he mentions
a treatise by al-Damiini in defence of idah al-daldlat, directed against an unnamed
author who attacked the work (see 032).

INTRODUCTION

Nabulusi exerga pendant six mois, sans que jamais sa nomination locale ait été ratifiée par le Sayh
al-Islam™. A la surprise de tout le monde, ce dernier envoya d’Istanbul un document portant la
nomination d’un disciple trés proche de Nabulusi.

SYRIAN MANUSCRIPT SOURCES FOR THE HISTORY
OF EIGHTEENTH CENTURY OTTOMAN EGYPT

Three types of Syrian sources for the history of eighteenth century
Ottoman Egypt arc chosen in this paper: a travel account written towards
the beginning of the eighteenth century, a biographical work, and a
chronicle from the last quarter of the century. These three sources written by
Damascenes span a century and provide basic information which is not
available in the contemporary Egyptian sources. The travel account by
Shaykh ‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulsi entitled al-Hagiqa wa *I-majaz fi Rihlat
Bilad al-Sham wa Misr wa *I-Hijaz! projects the interests of this sufi-‘alim
traveller which are influenced by his upbringing in a Syrian cultural milieu.
What Nabulsi saw and what he failed to see during his journey in Egypt is
important in shedding light on the country he visited as well as on his
formation as a scholar. The biographical work by Muhammad Khalil al-
Muradi, Silk al-Durar fi A‘yan al-Qarn al-Thani ‘Ashar? contains
biographies of Egyptian ‘wlama’ and notables, some of whom are not
included in al-Jabarti, and whose renown had acquired Arab-Islamic
dimensions by being included by a top Syrian ‘alim among the notables of
the eighteenth century at large. The chronicle by Hasan al-Shahir bi Ibn al-
Siddiq, Ghara’ib al-Bada’i* wa ‘Aja‘ib al-Waqa®i3 is the most important
source for studying the military operations of Egyptian-mamluk troops in an
alien territory, namely Syria.

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Altogether, the eight papers in the volume take us on a fascinating journey across the Indian
subcontinent in both time and space. More importantly, they highlight some of the problems that face
people who research the history of science in India, while at the same time giving approaches for how
to engage with such problems. . .

Starting with the papers on Mathematics, A. K. Bag’s paper, “Solution of Second chfee
Indeterminate Equations in Sanskrit Texts” {pp. 21~36), focuses on the method developed by Indian
(mathematicians for solving a particular type of second-degree indeterminate equations, as well as an
analysis of the solution algorithm given by the Indian mathematicians. .

Jean Michel Delire’s paper, “Chronological Inferences from a Comparison Between Con@entanes
on Different Sulbasiitas” (pp. 37-62), focuses on the relative chronology of two commentaries on an
ancient work dealing with the mathematical aspects of constructions of sacrificial altars. Investigating
the commentaries on some particular passages of the source texts, Delire shows that one commentator
borrowed from another commentator, thus establishing a relative chronology between them, and he
further establishes a tersminus post quem and a terminus ad quesm for the forn?er commentator. The paper
includes a critical edition of the relevant passages. )

Agathe Keller's paper, “Bhiskara I's Geometrical Diagrams in the Aryabhatiyabhisya” (pp- 63—102),
is a fascinating investigation of the use of geometrical diagrams in a commentary on a well-known
mathematical text. The relationship between text and diagram, the descriptions of the processes
to create diagrams, and so on are discussed, opening up for a better understanding of the Indian
mathematical commentary and how mathematics was taught.

Moving on to the papers on Medicine, G. Jan Meulenbelds paper, “Some Neglected f“xspects of
Ayurveda or the [llusion of a Consistent Theory” (pp. 105-117), deals with one of the most 1mporta.nt
doctrines of Indian medicine and its development over time, namely that of the three dosas. While
commentators of the main Indian medical treatises strive to harmonise the concepts of the treatises
with. the prevailing classical theory, Meulenbeld looks at the traces of the developments in Indian
medicine that led to the dominance of the doctrine of the three dosas.

Dagmar Benner’s paper, “Samskiras in Vagbhata’s Astangahrdayasamhita: garbhidhina, [tusamg.amalna,
pumsavana” {pp. 119--138), looks at rites of passage and the relationship between predominating
conceptions and a heterodox medical system. ’

Dominik Wujastyk’s paper, “Contrasting Examples of Ayurvedic Creativity Around 170?’
(pp. 130-153), examines three medical treatises composed in the sixteenth and se-venteenth cchtuncs
to explore the literature written at that time and the ideas that existed in the medical community. .

Antti Pakaslahtis paper, “Terminology of Spirit Illness: An Empirical Study of a Living Hcahr.lg
Tradition” (pp. 155-192), is a study of the terminology and practices at a famous healing shri.ne in
Rajasthan. While dealing mainly with contemporary practices, the paper is important for the history
of what Pakaslahti denotes as spirit illnesses in India. .

Finally, Tsutomu Yamashita’s paper, “Some Notes on the Bheda(la)samhitd’ (pp. 193-204), provides
notes and observations on a medical text, including a list of manuscripts and printed editions. Beyond
the particular text in question, the paper contains valuable observations regarding restoring a text based
on the available but deficient manuscripts.

Overall, the papers treat important guestions in the history of science in India, showing how they
can be approached, and as such this is a valuable volume for the student of science in India. It is hoped
that the World Sanskrit Conference will continuc to host a panel on Scientific Literature and that such

panels, in turn, will continue to produce papers like the present ones.

LETTERS OF A SUR ScHOLAR: THE CORRESPONDENCE OF ‘ABD AL-GHANI AL-INABULUSI (1641-1731). By
SAMER ARKACH. pp. 512. Leiden and Boston, Brill, 2010.

The intellectual history of Muslim societies in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries is poorly
studied. One figure who is beginning to emerge in western scholarship is ‘“Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi
(£641-1731) of Damascus. He left over two hundred books covering many fields of study He was
also a remarkable personality, willing to challenge both the political and religious establishment and
“established social practice and prevailing public perceptions”. Early western attempts to study his life
and work are in PhD form and unfortunately unpublished: Bakri Aladdin’s ‘Abdalgani an-Nabulusi
(1143/1731): Oeuvre, vie et doctrine” (Université de Paris 1, 1985) and Barbara Von Schlegell’s ‘Sufism
in the Ottoman Arab World: Shaykh ‘Abd al-Ghani al~-Nabulusi, (Berkeley, University of California,
1997). The first published book-length study was Elizabeth Sirriyeh, Sufi Visionary of Ottoman Damascus:
‘Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi (RoutledgeCurzon: London, 2005). This was followed in 2007 by an excel-
lent, though brief, treatment by Samer Akkach of the University of Adelaide’s School of Architecture,
Abd al-Ghani al-Nabulusi: Islam and the Enlightenment (One World: Oxford). Akkach’s Letters of a Sufi
Scholar follows quite naturally from this. The letters in this collection entitled Wasa'il al-Tahgiq wa Rasa’
(The Means of Truth-Seeking and the Letters of Providential Guidances) were written and received by
‘Abd al-Ghani between 1675 and 1703. Somewhat unusually, for such collections were usually compiled
by disciples or pupils, ‘Abd al-Ghani compiled them himself, in part it would appear because he wanted
to record the admiration and support he had had from colleagues through the region, as opposed to
the ill-treatment he received from the religious establishment in Damascus, and in part because he felt
their content was of 2 general significance which reached far beyond his personal concerns.

This substantial book is made up as follows. An introduction discusses ‘Abd al-Ghani and the culture
of correspondence, embracing ‘Abd al-Ghani’s background, his intellectual concerns, the relationship
between letter—writing, urban sociability and the public sphere, and finally the intellectual milieu
which was dominated by the debate over ibn ‘Arabi’s wahdat al-wujnd (Unity of Being). Akkach goes to
considerable lengths to explain this complex concept, and does so well. There follows a bilingual list of
the seventy-two letters in the Wasa’il. We note that large number of correspondents were based in and
around Istanbul, while others were from towns in Anatolia, Syria, Palestine, the Lebanon, the Hijaz
and Egypt. Some were men of great eminence such as the Grand Vizier Mustafa Koprulu, Shaykh
al-Islam Fayd Allah and the great hadith scholar, Ibrahim al-Kurani. There were notables of middling
eminence such as Muhammad Afandi of Aleppo and the chief judge of Tripoli, but there were also
othexs who are barely known. A good section addresses the content of the letters and this is followed
by the 378 pages of the Arabic text of the Wasa’il.

Several major letters, treatises really, begin the collection: ‘On Understanding Islam’, which addresses
faith and belief; ‘On Struggle’, which addresses the great and the lesser jihad; and *On Causality’ in
which ‘Abd al-Ghani discusses free will and God’s role in human action, explaining to Ibrahim al-
Kurani, who was twenty-six years his senior, that he really did not understand al-Ashari’s position.
in this matter. There are two major letters on cosmogony and wahdat al-wujud. There are two on
the Sufi practice of seeking solitude (khahwa), which shed light on ‘Abd al-Ghani’s personal religious
experience. There is a fascinating letter on smoking, which was becoming established in West Asian
towns at the time. Here, ‘Abd al-Ghani argues in favour of it and against the narrow interpretation of
his fellow ulama, who were opposed:

In fact we have written a complete book, extensive with seven chapters, explaining in it this
permissibility to the elite and to the public; this is despite the fact we do not smoke, nor do we like

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The tomb of Ibn ‘Arabi continues to live its paradoxical
history. It incarnates the popular and spiritual Islam of a dis-
‘ trict and also a mystical, intellectual, and universal Islam.

The tomb of a saint, as a high-ranking place of Islam, only
lets us see, at first glance, the sacred function of the place:
the intercession and baraka. But it also shows in its own way
the life and death of the saint as well as the position that the
collective imagination gives to him. It is a living testimonial,
in the same way that hagiographical books are. The mau-
soleumns and the domes are, in Islamic lands, hagiographies
of stone on which are written the history of saintliness.

Introduction

The present treatise, as-Sirr al-mukhtabi fi darih ibn al-“arabi,
‘The Hidden Secret concerning the Shrine of Ibn ‘Arabi’,
translated here into English for the very first time, was writ-
ten in the year 1678 by the celebrated Syrian mystic ‘Abd al-
Ghani b. Isma‘il an-Nabulusi (1641-1731).% As indicated by
its title, this as yet unpublished treatise is devoted to an eso-
teric description of the last resting place of Muhyi d-Din Ibn
‘Arabi. As such it is not only a tribute to the Great Shaykh,
but also an interesting testimony to the manner in which the
Sufis envisaged the visit to the shrine of a master. Ibn ‘Arabi
departed this world on the 22 rabi‘ II 638/1240 in Damascus,

Chapter five is devoted to the
samd@ and concerns a refutation of the fallacious arguments apainst music ad-
vanced by cerlain unqualified legists, in the same vein as in the author’s iddh al-
dalaldt, to which he refers. al-Nabulusi expresses his astonishment at the fact that
some of these legists attend Mevlewi sessions in privacy and take pleasure in the
music whether sung of played, but when they are al the mosque they deliver sei-
mons against it.

He
studied in Damascus where he became a member of the Qadarites
and the Nakshabandi, two wide-spread religious fraternities, and
undertook extensive travels into Irag, Lebanon, Egypt, al-Hijaz to
study the mystical movements in these countries. As the fruit of his
Jjourneys he published the descriptions and history of the various sacred
places he had visited. His works being mainly based on legends and
popular tales are of interest not so much because of their historical
value, but because of the light which they throw on the general con-
ditions of the life of his time.
