The appropriation of Native American spiritual/cultural
traditions by white society has a long history in the U.s. -
from colonists dressing as Indians during the Boston Tea
Party, to the YMCA sponsoring “Indian Guide” programs
for youth. In contemporary society, this practice of
“playing Indian® is particularly notable in the New Age
movement in which American Indian spirituality, with its
respect for nature and the interconnectedness of all things,
is often presented as the panacea for all individual and
global problems. An industry has developed around the
selling of sweatlodges or sacred pipe ceremnonies, which
promise to bring individual and global healing. Con-
sequently, it has become economically profitable for
peoples to market themselves as spiritual leaders. While
there is not a monolithic opinion on this practice or on
particular plastic medicine {wo)men, many native nations
and organizations, such as the Traditional Circle of
Elders, have publicly denounced this phenomenoz. Hopi,
Cheyenne, and Lakota elders have also issued statements
against it. One Oakland-based group named SPIRIT exists
only to oppose spiritual appropriation. Indian nations are
even using the legal apparatus of intellectual property
rights to file lawsuits against those who make a profit by
stealing Indian culture, Unfortunately, these attempts have
been largely unsuccessful to date because native traditions
are considered “public” property under current U.S. intel-
lectual property rights. Tromically, because copyrights
are not granted to communities, individuals can actually
appropriate native songs, traditional medicines, etc. that
are considered part of the public domain, claim
intellectual ownership over them, and deny native com-~
munities use of these same traditions.

On the surface, it may appear that native spiritual
appropriation is based on a respect for Indian spirituality.
Consequently, it often comes as a surpfise to many non-
Indians that native communities have become increas-
ingly vocal in opposing this appropriation. One reason

Man’s “Hollow Core”: ethics and aesthetics in
Hadith literature and classical Arabic adab®

Abstract

Classical Arabic Hadith literature is largely composed of micro-
narratives recording the saymgs and deeds of the Prophet
Muhammad. This study seeks”to examine their literary form by
focusing on selected examples listed in the canonical Hadith
compendia under the heading of adab, a term which may be rendered
here as “practical ethics” but which is also commonly used to
designate classical Arabic belles-lertres. While the latter is a type of
literature quite distinct from the literature of [Hadith the texts here
studied point to a certain interface between them. The ethical
dimension of adab as it appears in Hadith is examined further in the
light of Haydon White’s theory on the relation between narratmty
and law. Contrastmg the micro-narrative of Hadith with the “macro-
narrative” of the epic provides further insight into its approach to
adab and serves to highlight its distinct literary and religious aesthetic.

‘Works of classical Arabic prose often consist of brief statements and tales
narrated by transmitters and covering a range of topics for the purpose of

generating the composite image of a history, a personality or an idea. This -

style of writing, in which the author’s acclaimed function is primarily that
of editor and compiler, is manifest most notably in the canonical Hadith
collections which cover the deeds and sayings of the Prophet Muhammad,
and the Adab anthologies which comprise the bulk of classical Arabic
belles-lettres.!

The preference for the accumulation of brief, at times apparently
disjointed, narratives is one of the distinguishing features which set classical
Arabic literature apart from the Western literary tradition, in which long
narrative forms have, since the period of classical antiquity, occupied a pre-
eminent status both in fiction and historiography. As pointed out with

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In keeping with the traditional exegetical and normative method of
Qur'anic and philological sciences, early aesthetic thought in Islam
pursued a validation that may be called “argument by example and illus-
tration”. In this mode, critics advanced an account of the nature of poetry
by examining the grammatical and philological rules present in works
that were accepted as models of good poetry. They do refer to the different
mental states of subjects, the play of different causal factors or the play
of imagination, but these remain dependent on linguistic factors.

Tha'alibi, in Qawd'id al-shi'r,’ analyses the transference of meaning
in isti%rab in terms of mental imagery,® which he explains through the -
language poets use to articulate imagery. Similarly, when in Kitdb al-badi®
Ibn al-Mu‘tazz sets out seventeen apparently new figures, his radical inno-
vation is tempered by the facts that, firstly, earliet writers had already set
out nine of these figures while in the other eight he proposes distinctions
already present, if inadequately identified, in established and exemplary
instances,’ and, secondly, that he explains the figures by reference to the
grammatical and philological rules governing their use.® _

Tz RICH INTERPLAY BETWEEN ISLAMICATE CULTURE ON THE ONE HAND, AND
Arabic and Hebrew poetics on the other, has been well documented.!
Rather than attempt to retell this relationship here, the aim of the present
chapter is to establish the important place of aesthetics within medieval
Islamicate philosophy. In so doing, I attempt to demarcate a distinct the-
ory of beauty and show how this theory found practical expression in
the initiatory tale. Using the three authors as a case study, I argue that
the medieval Islamic and Jewish philosophers—in much the same man-
ner as their precursors Plato, Aristotle, and Plotinus-—speculated on
beauty in ways that we would today call distinctly functional.? These
individuals worked within a symbolic universe in which beauty was
one of the defining characteristics of the intelligible world. Within this
context, the beautiful objects in our world, the world of form and
matter, participated in this intelligible beauty. Consequently it is to the
intelligible world that the soul is naturally drawn when it observes and
contemplates physical beauty. The subsequent result was the elucidation
of an ontological relationship between intelligible and sensible beauty
in which the latter becomes essential for the apprehension of the for-
mer. Aesthetics was more than an appreciation of art for art’s sake; rather,
it was an important subdiscipline of medieval philosophy. The philo-
sophical importance of beauty residéd in its centrality to the noetic devel-
opment of the individual. '

The various medieval Islamic and Jewish thinkers worked, as I
argued in chapter 2, within the parameters of an eclectic and inter-
disciplinary philosophical system that e today call “Neoplatonism.”
Although there exist many problems in applying this term to diverse

thinkers, they nonetheless shared a common set of ontological, existen-
ti4l, and psychological assumptions. According to the standard Neopla-
tonic A'Qntology, the One—existing outside of time and space and thus
undlassifiable—makes itself known through emanation.? This process
is, from a phenomenological perspective, predicated on the notion that
the transcendental is not ontically different from the phenomenality by
which it shows itself. To use the language of Heidegger, Being exists

only in its manifestations:

“Behind” the phenomena of phenomenology there is essentially nothing
else: on the other hand, what is to become a phenomenon can be hid-
den. And just because the phenomena are proximally and for the most
part not given, there is need for phenomenology. Covered-up-ness is the
counter-concept to "phenomenon."4

To translate this into Neoplatonic thought, the One—or the con-
cept of a transcendent, unmediated truth—is inseparable from the images
by which it appears. Even though the One can show itself in many
ways that are dependent upon the different modes of access we have
to it, it can nevertheless be hidden by the various ways in which it
appears. It is for this reason, as I suggested in chapter 3, that the role of
hermeneutical activity becomes central 1o both the presentation and
recovery of truth.” One must interpret the transcendental within the
phenomenal. Hermeneutics thus presents us with the mechanism that
enables us to recognize the One as it reveals itself in this world.

Within the world of Neoplatonism, it is crucial to remember that
emanation, from the embodied human perspective, is what allows the

individual to apprehend the unknown from the perspective of the
known. Within this context, images issue ontically from a non-material
source, thereby providing the conditions for our knowledge of that
which does not exist corporeally or spatially. From the perspective of
our world, these images provide the prolegomena to the higher arti-
culations of the universe in such a manner that the latter cannot exist
without the former. Images, then, are what allow finite individuals,
composed of form and matter, to have access to that which exists without
matter. :

Embodied individuals require the modalities and categories of every-
day sensual experience to apprehend the One and the spiritual world.
without such modalities and categories, humans are simply incapable
of grasping the intelligible. As Wolfson persuasively argues, we should
not assume that the sensual is simply appealed to post factum in order to
attempt to explain or translate what is otherwise ineffable.® Rather than
play no part in the actual experience, the sensual becomes the quiddity

each bead on the third string to a sannar (= 2 $ahis =
100 dinars); the ten beads on the third string totaled 1
geran (= 1,000 dinars = 1 toman). One bead on the fifth
string was equivalent to the total of the third string, and
the remaining strings were equivalent to quantities of
tomans: 10, 100, 1,000, 10,000, 100,000, 1 million,
and 100 million respectively. It was thus possible to
add and subtract up to 100 million tomans. This old
system of measurement is now becoming obsolete.
Since the adoption of the riyal 5- and 10-dinar coins are
no longer in use; the 50-dinar coin (= 10 §dhis or half
a riyal) is used only rarely.

In Persia today a decimal system is most often used
as the basis for calculation on the fortka, and the four-
beaded strings are less often employed. Recently,
however, the fourth string has been used to séparate the
strings on the right, used for fractions, from those to
the left, used for integers. The ten beads on the third
string are equal to a riyal (five of them = 50 dinars).
which is represented by one bead on the fifth string.
The ten 1-riyal beads on the fifth string are equivalent
to one bead on the sixth string, and so on.

COSMETICS (Pers. bazak “makeup” < Azeri
bdzdk “ornamentation™; Doerfer, 11, p. 291), prepara-
tions for personal beautification, in Persian tradition
used mainly by women on special occasions. A Per-
sian girl brought up in a traditional home was not
allowed to wear most cosmetics, but before her wed-
ding she underwent a long process of preparation,
including the application of makeup, usually under the
direction of a close relative or a professional bride
dresser (ma$$dra). Married women generally called
upon the services of a ma$¥dta only for removing
facial hair or to help beautify themselves before at-
tending weddings and other special occasions. Be-
cause seven different preparations were required for
the complete bridal makeup, bazak was also known as
haft-qalam (seven pens), haft-dar-hafi (sevenin seven),
or har-haft (all seven). The seven items were henna

(hand), white powder (safidab), powdered rouge
(sorkab, gaza),kohl (sorma < Turk. siirmd “antimony,
collyrium™; Doerfer, HI, pp. 250-51), woad or indigo
(wasma), perfume (galia), and gold spangles (zarak;
cf. Massé, Croyances, pp. 87-88). Although some of
these preparations are still used, they have been largely
replaced by modern cosmetics, which were introduced
in Persia early in the 20th century.

Once a girl had received a proposal of marriage, she
was allowed to wash her hands and face with a special
soap made of almond oil and scented with rose water.
Two or three days before the wedding a masidra
initiated the process of making up the bride by remov-
ing hair from the forehead, around the eyes, and the
cheeks. Traditionally a woman from the groom’s
family who was considered fortunate (safid-bakt) in
her marriage removed the first hair from the girl’s
forehead (Katira’i, pp. 136-38; cf. Massé, Croyances,
p- 67). Although some people also removed hair from
the upper lip, others preferred to leave it (Mogaddam,
pp- 16, 18; cf. Massé, Croyances, p. 91) and even to
darken it. Hair growing across the bridge of the nose
was not removed, as joined eyebrows were considered
attractive; hence the phrase abrii-peyvasta (having
joined eyebrows), referring to a beautiful person. In
order to soften the skin and make the hair to be
removed more visible, the mas¥dta first applied safidab,
also called safidab-e zandn (women'’s white powder;
Katira’i, p. 142), made from bone ash mixed with
animal fat, colocynth, and jasmine oil (Hakim Mo’men,
p. 283). The area beneath the eyebrows was plucked
with tweezers, and the brows were shaped in arched
(kamanf) or crescent (helali) curves with tapering
outer ends. Other facial hair, like the hair growing on
the arms and legs, could be removed by applying wax,
gum, or honeydew (Sahd, a sweet, sticky substance
that forms on some plant leaves) as a depilatory, but
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most mas$atas plucked it out by a process known as
band andaktan (applying string). A piece of cotton
string was first tightly twisted, then pressed hard
against the skin and allowed to unwind, pulling out the
hair (cf. Massé, Croyances, pp. 67,91). Afier the hair
was removed, beaten egg white, sometimes with a few
drops of rose water and lemon juice added, was rubbed
on the face to make the skin shiny and prevent pimples
from developing. About half an hour later the face was
washed and powdered lightly with safidab.

Long and luxuriant hair was considered attractive in
wormen, and cutting it was viewed as improper; one of
the punishments for prostitutes was to have their hair
cut (hence the insulting term gisit-borida **cut-hair™).
Henna, a reddish-brown dye obtained from the leaves
of Lawsonia alba (EP, s.v. Hinnd’), was used to color
gray or white hair but also to enhance the natural color;
its fragrance was considered pleasant as well
(Golpayagani). The hair was first washed with soap,
gum tragacanth, powdered lotus, ground barilla root
(03ndn), or fuller’s earth (gel-e sarsi’T). Next a paste
made from henna leaves soaked in water was spread
over it; the paste was washed off an hour or so later (cf.
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bilmedik zevk-i visalin cekmeyince firkatin®
