o '+ Abdallah ibn As‘ad al-Yafi'l al-Shafi'l was born at the end of the thirteenth
century in Yah', Yaman. He studied theology and the Qur’an in ‘Aden, and made
his first pilgrimage to Mecca in 1313. From 1318 on, his life was spent in Mecca
and Madina, but for journeys to Egypt and Syria, and to Yaman. He died in
Mecca on February 21, 1367.

His mind was soon turned in the sifi direction, and he sat at the feet of many
mystic teachers, first and last another Yamani, ‘All al-Tawashi (the eunuch?).
Several gave him the khirqa (pl. khirag; woolen coat which a master gave his
iavorite disciple, a kind of licentia docendi). He was strongly influenced by al-
Ash'ari (X-1), “the founder of Muslim scholasticism,” and by the Spanish mystic
Ibn ‘Arabi (XI¥II-1); on the other hand, he criticized the puritanism of his con-
temporary. Ibn Taimiya.

Enumeration of his writings (some 20) and their editions will be found in Brockel-
mann and Krenkow. They deal with the history of Islam, biographies of stfi
saints, pious anecdotes, the consistency of Shafi'l dectrine with tasawwuf, the
refutation of Mu'tazila errors,®® the licitness or illicitness of musice, ete.

AL-YAFI'I, As0 ‘ABD ALLAH B. As‘AD, Abu ’l-Sa‘dda
‘Afif al-Din (b. in Yemen ca. 698/1298, d. at Mecca
768/1367), scholar and SGfT. His father, impressed
by his son’s intellectual and spiritual precociousness,
sent him to study at Aden. After his first Pilgrimage
in 712/1313, he returned to Yemen, taking up life
as an ascetic and anchorite and becoming a disciple
of the S@fi master ‘All al-Tawidshi, to whom he
remained close until the latter’s death. In 718/1319
he moved to Mecca and completed his education in
the Islamic sciences with the judge there, Radi al-
Din al-Tabarl. Renouncing a marriage he had made,
he went to live as an ascetic by the two harams of
Mecca and Medina. In 734/1335 he travelled to
Palestine and Egypt, meeting there famed local $ufs.

He himself was mainly affiliated to the Kadiriyya
[g.v], of which he founded a branch, the Yafi‘iyya,
still existing in Yemen today: ( J.S. Trimingham, The
Sufi orders, Oxford 1971, 273). He also received initi-
ation into the Adhamiyya (al-Zabidi, Tthaf al-asfiva’,
ms. from 1329/1911, private coll, fol. 5; Massignon,
La passion de Hallgj, *Paris 1975, i, 85), but his rela-
tions with the Shadhiliyya are problematical (A. ‘Am-
miar, Abu l-Hasan al-Shadhili, Cairo 1952, ii, 185-7).

When he was travelling in the Near East, his fame
was already great since the sources indicate that he
tried to keep himself incognito in Egypt. He acquired
great prestige at Mecca, where he settled on his return
and remarried. He was sought out for his knowledge
but above all for his spiritual direction; among his
many disciples were Shah Ni‘mat Alizh (d. 834/1431)
see T. Graham, Shah Nimatllah Wali, founder of the
Nimatullaht Suft order, in L. Lewisohn (ed.), The legacy
of mediaeval Persian Sufism, London-New York 1992,
173-4; and Nr‘MAT-ALLAHIYYA). Although he lived in
penury, his baraka was sought, and he seems to have
acted as an arbiter in Mecca on several occasions.
He made only one brief further trip to Yemen in 738/
1337 to see his master al-Tawashi, and died at Mecca
on 20 Djumada II 768/22 February 1367. His aura
of sanctity was such that his modest clothes were sold
as relics (al-Isnawi, Tabakat al-shifiiypa, Baghdad 1391/
1971, ii, 582).

As an ‘alim, al-Yafi‘i above all taught hadith. As a
fervent Ash‘arf, he combatted both Mu‘tazili ration-
alism and Ibn Taymiyya’s anthropomorphism (his main
polemical and apologetic work was AMarham al-%lal al-
mu‘dila fi “l-radd ‘alé @’immat al-mutazila, Calcutta 1910).
He well embodied the ideal of the scholar-Sufi, so
prized in mediaeval Islam, and was described by al-
ShardjT as “master of the two ways” (sc. exoteric and
esoteric). Like al-Suytti, who often cited him, al-Yafi‘t
used his fame for mounting a defence of Sufism, seen
in his best-known works: Nashr al-mahasin al-ghaliya fi
JSadl al-mashayikh al-safiyya (Cairo 1961), and above all,
his Rawd al-rapakin fi hikayat al-salikin (many eds., inc.
Cairo 1989, and Cyprus n.d.), which give edifying
stories of the saints whilst including the doctrinal ele-
ments belonging to Stfism. The Rawd was much used
by later authors writing on stories of the saints. In
the field of haglography, he wrote an Asna al-mafakhir
Ji manakib al-shaykh ‘Abd al-Kadir [al-Dyjtlani]. He also

courageously upheld the sanctity of al-Halladj and Ibn
al-‘Arabi (al-Suytiti, Ta’yid, 71; Massignon, op. ct., ii,
41, 46, 309-10), and it was not surprising that his
disciple Shah Ni‘mat Allah should translate into Persian
and write commentaries on the works of Ibn al-‘Arabf.

It would be an abuse of language to call al-Yafi'T
an historian, since his Mir’at al-dianan wa-brat al-yak-
zan (Haydarabad 1339/1920) is mainly a compilation
drawn from Ibn al-Athir, Ibn Khallikin and al-
Dhahabi. He wrote many mystical poems (especially
on the Prophet, whom he claimed often to see in
dreams or in night vigils), but very few of these have
been published.

Bibliography: The work of al-Isnawi (d. 772/
1370) cited above is the essential source on al-Yafi‘T’s
life; all later authors draw on it. There are, how-
ever, original items in Taki al-Din al-Fasi, al-Tkd
al-thamin, Cairo 1966, v, 104-15 and Ibn Hadjar,
al-Durar al-kamina, Beirut n.d., ii, 247-9.

YAFITH, the Japheth of the Bible.

He is not mentioned by name in the Kur’an
(although he is alluded to in VII, 64, X, 73, XI, 40,
XXIII, 27 and XXVI, 119), but the exegetes are
familiar with all the sons of Noah [see nOm]: Ham,
Sam [g.20.] and Yafith (the pronunciation Yafit is men-
tioned as possible in al-Tabarf, i, 222). The Biblical
story (Gen. ix. 20-7) of Ham’s sin and punishment
and the blessing given to Sam and Yafith is known in
Muslim legend, but it is silent about Noah’s planting
the vine and becoming intoxicated. Al-Kisa’1 totally
transforms the story: in the Ark, Noah could not sleep
from anxiety, so when he came out of the boat, he fell
asleep on Sam’s chest. The wind revealed his naked-
ness, Sam and Yafith covered him up and Ham
laughed so loudly that Niih was awakened. As a result,
he uttered the following curse: prophets shall be born
descendants of Sam, kings and heroes of Yafith and
black slaves of Ham. However, Ham’s descendants in-
termarried with Yafith’s family such that the Abyssi-
nians, Hind and Sind were born to Kiish b. Ham, and
the Copts were the descendants of a union between
Kit b. Ham and a descendant of Yafith.

Yafith’s descendants are variously given, sometimes
according to the biblical tradition (al-Tabari, i, 217),
sometimes with variations (al-Kisa’1, i, 101). He is usu-
ally regarded as the ancestor of Yadjuidj and Madjtdj
[g.2.] often of the Turks and the Khazars, more rarely
of the Slavs [see saxALBA]. Persia and Riim are some-
times traced to Sam but sometimes to Yafith. To
Yifith is also attributed Cyrus, who killed Belshazzar,
son of Evilmerodach, son of Nebuchadnezzar, and
Yazdagird. In sum, Sam is the father of the Arabs,
Yafith of Riim, and Ham of the Stidan. Of the three,
the Semitic tradition naturally prefers Sam. Yafith is
only rarely spoken of unfavourably, as he is in the
case of al-Tabari, i, 223, where we are told nothing
good comes from Yifith and his descendants are
deformed. On the other hand, the 72 languages of
the world are divided as follows: 18 to Sam, 18 to
Ham and 36 to Yafith. He is the blessed son of
Noah.
