An entirely new dimension entered into the realm of public opinion in Russia at the
turn of the twentieth century with the appearance of Muslim thinkers in the domain
of social and religious activity. Their words and actions were primarily aimed at
modernizing the economic, social and spiritual life of their coreligionists. But at the
same time, they strove to improve the social and legal status of the Muslim (mostly
Turkic-speaking) population in Russia. In this regard, their activities represented a
special variant of Islamic-Russian nationalism.

This type of concept, i.e. Islam within a national movement, had been mobilized

among Asian and North African Muslims since the second half of the nineteenth
century, The Young Ottomans in the Turkish Empire and the Arab participants of
the Nahda (Enlightenment movement) are different examples of this religious-
nationalist combination as well as the Adamiyat Society established by Malkom-
khan in Iran and activities of the first Muslim organizations in India and in other
countries of South-East Asia.
S In Russia, the Jadid movement was one of the notable results of such activity.
However, Jadidism was not a uniform movement and the first Muslim reformers
belonging to Jadidism had different ways of expressing associated ideas. If
Shihabuddin Merjani (1818-89) and Hussein Faizkhanov (1823-66) were
. characterised by their interest in reorganizing cultural life, on the other hand,
" Ismail-bey Gaspiralr (Gasprinsky, 1851-1914) especially related reforms in the
sphere of education with the idea of unity for Russian Muslims in addition to the
improvement of their social status.

In this contribution, we would like to examine the specificities related to
Abdurrashid Tbrahim’s life as one of the Russian Tatar thinkers and public men
associated with Jadidism of those years. A. Ibrahim was famous for his active

Prince Sabaheddine, writing from Paris, responded in a letter
to the London Times,'®* simultaneously sending a translated
version to Le Siécle.'"® While denying fanaticism, Sabahed-
dine did confirm that a part of the East, assuming that it had
been imposed upon, could be brought to sympathize with the
Pan-Islamic doctrine, in which ‘might be found the elements
of an understanding between all Mussulman countries, where-
by the constituent unities of the nation might be preserved’.
He acknowledged further that Pan-Islamic policies would
obviously be influenced by religious feeling, ‘the connecting
link which binds together a most heterogeneous mass num-
bering several hundreds of millions’. In European political
circles, added Sabaheddine, Istanbul was regarded as the centre
of Pan-Islamic activity. Yet, it had been the seat of the Cali-
phate for four centuries, without doing anything for the poli-
tical union of Muslim nations. Only in the second half of his
reign had Abdiilhamid been favouring such a policy—on a
religious level, in order to strengthen his hold on the Muslims
within his own empire.

Although, in typical apologetic style, the emphasis in Sabah-
eddine’s letter was laid on the religious character of Pan-
Islam and the blame for the whole movement was squarely
put on the shoulders of the European powers which imposed
{their rule, most probably] on Muslims, a careful reader would
notice that the Prince neither denied the existence of Pan-
Islam, nor did he attempt to minimize its potential,*® His

Abdirresid Ibrahim (Tbragimov) (18 53—1944), a disciple of
al-Afghani and a bitter foe of the West and, even more so, of
Russia, was of Tatar origins. Educated in Kazan and Medina,
he spent some time in Istanbul, where he was influenced in
1897 by al-Afghani.!'” Two years earlier, he had published
there an important political pamphlet, in Tatar, Colpan Yidizi
{The Morning Star}; in it he strongly denounced the harsh
treatment of Muslims in the Russian Empire. Back in Russia,
he was appointed gadi in Orenburg and led a campaign of
journalistic propaganda for Pan-Islam among Russia’s Mus-
lims."'" In 1910, he left Russia, and travelled extensively in
India and Japan, settling afterwards in Turkey, where he con-
tinued his Pan-Islamic work. He spent a good part of World
War I in Berlin, where he was active in general Muslim
affairs.''” One of his most important works is a two-volume
book, largely based on his travels in the Muslim lands and
in Japan {he was the foremost Ottoman expert on Japan at
the time].

The Activities of Abdiirresid Ibrahim In

Abdurresid Ibrahim (1857-1944) is well known for his
travels to Japan in 1908 and for his connections there with
important Japanese political figures.” Although the details
of this stay are known due to his memoirs, Alem-i [siam,
and to some recent studies® his political activities
following his return to Istanbul have not been studied
extensively. In this paper, Ibrahim’'s activities within the
intellectual and political atmosphere of the Second
Constitutional Period (1908-1918) will be investigated. In
the Ottoman capital, Ibrahim was expected to pursue the
Asianist policy that he had agreed on with his Japanese
friends. However, the Asianist emphasis in his political
thinking gradually weakened and was replaced by pan-
Turkist ideological themes. This shift might seem
paradexical, since the image of Japan as willing to
cooperate with the Ottoman Empire was highly popular
among all segments of the Ottoman intellectuals and
gained momentum, especially with Ibrahim and Yamaoka's
appearance in Istanbul, in 1910.2 | will investigate this
seemingly paradoxical shift and try to draw some general
conclusions from it as they relate to Ibrahim’s political
career. )
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A 'study of Ibrahimy’s political activities in the Young
Turk era is important in several respects. First of all, it
sheds light on the Asianist policy to which Ibrahim
subscribed and upon which he agreed with his Japanese
friends. For the Ottomans, it was difficult, if not
impossible, to employ Asianist policies in the turbulent
and catastrophic political atmosphere of the Young Turk
era. Second, a study concerning Ibrahim’s activities during
this period helps to augment our knowledge of the political
nature of Tatar pan-Islamism that was embodied in
Ibrahim’s thought and personality.’ Despite the fact that
many Tatar pan-Islamist intellectuals and activists came
to the Ottoman Empire and contributed to the Islamist and
Turkist atmosphere of the Second Constitutional Period,
this interaction has attracted little academic interest. In
this paper | intend to highlight the ideas and activities of a
small Tatar pan-islamist group, led by ibrahim, which was
in contact with Unionist circles. Moreover, a study of
ibrahim's activities in this period also sheds light on the
basic political motives that marked his political career in
his later life, especially during his time in Japan in the
1930s and 40s.

ibrahim was a political activist who dedicated his life to
the endless struggle for the Islamic cause against Russian
and British colonialism. His political personalily was
shaped, to a great degree, by the social and historical
experiences that Russian Muslims had gained during the
last decades of the nineteenth century.

Abdarresid Ibrahim is known as one of the internationally
distinguished Pan-islamists in the modern history of
Islamic world. In 1857, he was born at Tara village near
Tobolsk, a small town located on the eastern outskirts
across the Ural mountains in Siberia, under the control of
the Russian Empire.

He began to pursue his intellectual career in Isiamic
studies by entering a local elementary school at the age of
seven. Thereafter, he spent long years eagerly seeking for
knowledge from one medrese to another around the Volga-
Ural region and Kazakistan until the age of twenty-two.!

In 1878, he decided to go abroad in order to deveiop
his study fully, because he was not satisfied with the old.
fashioned trends of Islam in the Russian Empire.
Accordingly he selected the sacred city Medina in the
Arabian Peninsula as his new studying site, which had
become increasingly one of the intellectual centers since
the Wahhabi reformist movements in the modern Islamic
world and subsequently had continued to atfract the
people of the younger generation from all areas.?

After seven years, he returned home and started to
take his steps in the direction of reform .in the Muslim
societies under Russian rule. His activities chiefly centered
on Orenburg, Kazan and St.Petersburg. He gradually

The history of the Muslims of Russia during the nineteenth century
has primarily concentrated on the rise of Jadidism, a reform movement
energized by some outstanding representatives of a rising Muslim intel-
ligentsia." Among the latter, the Crimean, Ismail Gasprinski (Gaspirali
Ismail) (1851-1915) has attracted much attention as the editor of
the weekly (and then daily) newspaper, the Zerjuman (1883-1916).
Gaspiralt is also credited with having established the model for, and the
promotion of, a new type of school for Muslims which focused on a
secular programme of instruction. This emphasis on Jadidism has not
simply been the outcome of Gaspiral's undeniable contribution to
increasing the scope of knowledge among Russian Muslims but also
depends on the fact that Jadid, the root of Jadidism, means “new”. The
idea of newness was, in turn, in tune with the theory of modernization
and conformed to the Western idea of a unidirectional history and the
image of backward people shedding the “oriental” features of their culture.
This emphasis on the achievements of Gaspirali has concealed many
dimensions of change that we hope to recapture here in order to get a
less partial view of the history of the Muslims of Russia. For instance, a

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Abdurrashid Ibragim was a writer, journalist and a distinguished
political leader. He was born in 1857 in the city of Tara, in the
guberniia (province) of Tobol'sk in Siberia. His ancestors were the
so-called “Bukharlyqs”, traders from Bukhara who settled in the
cities of Western Stberia in the 16th and early 17th centuries.
Abdurrashid Ibragim received his first education in the mekteb
(primary school) of Orenburg guberniia. o
In 1874 at the age of seventeen, Abdurrashid Ibragim lost both
parents and moved to the town of Tiumen in Western Siberia. Here
he worked as a manual labourer while continuing his studies. In 1877,
he was temporarily employed at the market of Irbit, while studying at
' the medresseh (theological higher school) of Koshkar in the district
(uezd) of Kazan, '

In 1879, he travelled to Istanbul and then to Mecca, where he
stayed for four years studying in a medresseh in Medina. Returning to
Russia in 1884, Abdurrashid Ibragim became mullah and professor
(mudgrris) at the medresseh of Tara, his native city. After teaching
for seven years, he was elected gadi (judge of the Shariat law) and
member of the Muslim Spiritual Assembly of Orenburg, a post which
he occupied from 1892 to 1894, For this reason, Ibragim is known in
the Tatar literature as “Abdurrashid qadi”. For eight months he even
excrcised the important functions of the Orenburg mufti.

But Abdurrashid [bragim was a dynamic character, and he could
never be satisfied with a sedentary, bureaucratic life. Using a minor
disagreement with the mufii of Orenburg as a‘pretext, he abandoned
his duties at thc Muslim Spiritual Assembly -and, in 1895, he once
again set out for Istanbul. In the same year, he published his famous
Cholpan Yildizi (“The Morning Star”), the first important political
pamphiet by a Russian Muslim denouncing in the strongest terms the
hatsh treatment of the Islamic communities of the Russian empire by
the tsarist government. Cholpan Yildizi may also be considered to be
the first expression of the need for a national movement among

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The Multiple Publics of a Transnational Activist:
Abdiirresid ibrahim, Pan-Asianism, and the
Creation of Islam in Japan

Abstract

The Russian Muslim Abdiurresid Ibrahim (1857-1944) was not only a successful journal-
ist and reform-minded Islamic scholar. He was also a transnational activist who became
influential in different local contexts, notably Russia, the Ottoman Empire, and Japan.
During his four-month stay in Japan in 1909, he cooperated with Japanese pan-Asianists
and helped found the first pan-Asianist society, which focused on building ties between
Japan and Asia’s Muslims. Researchers have predominantly regarded Ibrahim as a pio-
neering figure in an emerging anti-Western coalition of pan-Islamists and pan-Asianists,
or as a Muslim missionary aspiring to convert Japan to Islam. This article will demon-
strate, however, that ibrahim’s pro-Japanese pan-Asianism, as well as his missionary
zeal, should both be read as flexible stances in reaction to the expectations of different
publics. An ostentatious pan-Asianism and the exaggeration of his missionary success
equally served the transnational activist to attract attention and assert his importance
in varying local contexts.

Abdiirresid Ibrahim (‘Abd al-Rashid
Tbrahim) Efendi (1852 or 1857-1944),
a Russian Muslim Tatar and notable
pan-Islamist, who belonged to the ulema
(‘ulam@’) and served as kadi (gadi) in Ufa (in
the Orenburg oblast, western Russia), was
born in Tara (in the Tobolsk governate,
today’s Omsk oblast). (His date of birth is
given as 23 April 1857 in his autobiogra-
phy but is recorded as 7 September 1852
on his tombstone, at the Tama Reien
(Tama Cemetery), near Tokyo, Japan.)
His father, Omer Bey, was from an akhiind
(teacher of higher Islamic learning) Uzbek
family of Bukhara, and his mother, Afife,
was a Bagskurt teacher. Ibrahim was a cedid
(cedid, follower of the usil-i cedid, or “new
methods,” a movement that began around
1880 among Russia’s Muslims), but later
became an Ottoman pan-Islamist, who
considered modern Japan after its vic-
tory in the 1905 Russo-Japanese War as
a model nation for states in the Mushm
world to emulate. In 1867, he entered the
village medrese at Elmen, Orenburg, where
he studied for the next four years. He con-
tinued his studies in a medrese at Teman

and then, in 1877, transferred to another
school, at Kishkar, Kazan. He soon
became dissatisfied with the education at
the latter medrese and left, after which he
was arrested by the Tsarist police (dur-
ing the Ottoman-Russian war of 1877-8),
allegedly for not having his papers in
order. When he was released from prison,
he travelled to Medina (1878), where he
earned a medrese (madrasa) icazet (yazat,
certification) in 1884 under Ahmet Ziya
(Ahmad Diya’) Efendi.

Ibrahim taught in a reformist medrese in
Tara for seven years and, in 1892, was
appointed kad: of the Orenburg Muslim
Spiritual Assembly, the official Muslim
religious administration of the Russian
Empire, where he also served as acting
miiflii (mufff) when the mifli Muhamm-
etyar Sultanov went on pilgrimage. In
1894, Ibrahim left his office and travelled
to Istanbul, after disagreeing with the con-
servative Sultanov on various matters.

While in Tara, Ibrahim had authored a
pamphlet in Turkish, Liwa-ul hamd (which
encouraged Russia’s Muslims to immigrate
to the Ottoman Empire) and had it pub-
lished in Istanbul and distributed in Rus-
sia. In 1894, after his arrival in Istanbul,
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
