Sharaf al-Din ‘Abd al-Mu’min Ibn Khalaf al-Dimyati (d. 705/1305):"®
Though one of the most important figures of the last third of the 7th/13th
century in the transmission of hadith, he is mainly mentioned in the “Jazari-
Yanini tradition” as the source for Egyptian poetry.' His famous biographi-
cal dictionary Mu jam al-shuyitkh™ was a major written source for both al-
Yonini and al-Jazari."™ The text of the Dhayl, though, does not supply any
evidence that al-Yunini ever met with al-Dimyati. On the other hand, we
know for sure that he was al-Jazari’s teacher in Cairo, and accordingly, the
latter’s direct informant.'” In addition, there is a mention in the text that al-
Jazari met al-Dimyati at Cairo in A.H. 701 and received some hadiths from
the latter.® And furthermore, al-Dimyati’s close relationship with Athir al-
Din Aba Hayyan, who will be discussed below, was confirmed by medieval
Mauslim writers.”™ The frequently cited phrase of anshadana (he recited to us
a poem), which only occurs in Version IL™ also implies al-Jazari’s direct in-
volvement, rather than that of al-Yunini.

Athir al-Din Aba Hayyan, Muhammad ibn Yasuf al-Gharnati (d. 745/
1344):** Well-known as one of the greatest Arab grammarians, he appears for
the first and only titne in the revised version of the Dhayl (Version II) and is
said to have mel with “me” in Dhi al-Qa‘da, A.H. 712 in Cairo." That he is
the major source of poetry for al-Jazari, not al-Yanini, is atlested in the text
that is to follow, namely, the “Jazari- Yunini tradition”; in al-Jazari’s version,
the provenance is once given as: anshadani Athir al-Din (Athir al-Din re-
cited to me the following poem . . .) while al-Yinini mentions him as an in-

(Athir al-Din quoted . . .)."™® This
provenance has been repeated throughout the text for the years A.H. 699 and
700.* In addition, we have seen many other indications that al-Jazari was
certainly in Cairo during A.H. 712-713.*%

Another important figure is an unidentified Mamluk amir named Sayf al-
Din Ibn al-Mihaffadar.” First mentioned as a source for the events of A.H.
691, this amir was obviously al-JazarT’s informant: he is said to have met
with al-Jazari at the Damascus Citadel; and many of his first-hand accounts
on Mamluk politics and military campaigns have been recorded in the text;
they include the conflict between al-Malik al-Ashraf and other amirs, the
death of al-Malik al-Ashraf, and Amir ‘Izz al-Din al-Afram’s career.”® It is
quite suggestive that in a portion of the text which proved to be al-Jazari’s
own, i.e., the fact mentioned above about al-Jazari’s majmii‘a being wrongly
inserted into the Dhayl, this amir is credited with reciting al-Sanawbari’s fa-
mous poem in describing Damascus to “us,” namely, to al-Jazari and his
friends.”™ Aside from this Ibn al-Mihaffadar, there is another Mamluk amir
Najm al-Din Hamza Tbn al-Mihaffadar who described to al-Jazari the earth-
quake that had hit Cairo in 698/1298. This Ibn al-Mihaffadar is frequently
cited as a source for the Egyptian events in the last “volume” of the Dhayl,
which has, as discussed above, proved to be al-Jazari’s chronicle but has been
mistakenly ascribed to al-Yunini.

3. Al-Birzali: Source and Editor

Finally, we should now turn to the most significant and central figure in the
shaping and transmission of both al-Jazari’s and al-Yunini’s chronicles:
‘Alam al-Din al-Qasim al-Birzali."®

Of the Syrian historians who lived and wrote during the era of al-Malik an-Nasir, Abd I-Fida
is the only one associated with the political Institution; the rest — al-Birzali, al-Gazari, al-Yg-
nini, ad-Dahabi, al-Kutubi - were religions scholars, whose professional interests emerged in
their writings. In fact, though each wrote at length on purely political events, each evinced his
concern with religious affairs not only by increasing the amount of space devoted to them but
also by adopting a different literary genre from that used by the other historians whom we have
studied: annals combined with biographies. Up to now we have studied, certainly, chronicles
in which biography, in the form of obituary notices, play a part. The space assigned to thege
notices, however, is insignificant in relation to that given to events and almost always covers

Abi ‘Abdallih Muhammad ibn Ya'qib Baha’ al-din al-Janadi (or Jundi?).
Arabian historian of Yaman (died 1331/32).

He wrote a political and literary history of Yaman down to 1323/24, entitled
Kitab al-suliik fi tabaqat al-'ulama’ wal-mulik. This is a local history, but the
umaré’ of Yaman were in touch with the ‘Abbadsi caliphs; they had a considerable
amount of internal difficulties, but were spared the horrors and the brutal and deep
discontinuities caused by the Mongol invasions. Al-Janadi’s work is partly de-
rived for the earlier times from the Ta’rikh al-Razi (history of San'a) by Ahmad
ibn 'Abdallah al-Razi of San'a (fl. 1068), the Ta’rikh al-Yaman by ‘Umira ibn
‘Alil al-Yamani (XTI-2), and the biographies of Ibn Khallikdan (XIII-2). It was
continued to 1335/36, and a further continuation was made by al-Husain ibn ‘Abd
al-Rahman al-Ahdal (d. 1451). :

AL-BIRZALI

Abt Muhammad al-Qasim ibn \mammad ‘Alam al-din al-Birzali al-Shafi‘i.

| Hispano-Muslim historian of Berber origin (1267-1339).

The name Birzali refers to the Berber tribe Birzila, al Shafi'i refers to the legal
school (one of the four orthodox schools of Islam, see Introd. 1, 550). Al-Birzali
was born at Seville in Februdry 1267. After having completed his education, he
traveled to the Near East. He was in Aleppo in 1286/87, then went to Egypt,
made the Pilgrimage in 1290, and finally established himself in Damascus. He
spent the rest of his life there, teaching in various madaris. In the course of his
fourth or fifth pilgrimage he died between Madina and Mekka on June 14, 1339.

Among his many children was a daughter, Fatima, who distinguished herself as a
calligraphist and copied important MSS.

Al-Birzall’s main work is a continuation of the chronicle of Damascus by Abi
Shama (XIII1-2), down to 1338, entitled Ta'rikh Misr wa Dimashq or Kitab al-
wafayat, because it is largely a collection of biographies. It was itself continued
for the period 1338-72 by one of his disciples, Muhammad ibn Rafi* al-Sallami
(1305-72). .

We owe to al-Birzali also a shorter chronicle, Mukhtasar al-mi’a al-sabi‘a, for
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AL-BIRZALI, ‘ALAM AL-DIN AL-QASIM

and to theirs, as the dissemination of his
writings and thought would have been
hindered by their heavy reliance on rhe-
torical argumentation. That argumenta-
tion was bound to the original context
and to spiritual exercises undertaken by
his novices and disciples and thus could
not be converted into straightforward lan-
guage. His two lengthy Arabic works were
" used in the education of Saff students in
Damascus as late as 1226/1811 (Badeen,
Lwer mystische Schiiflen, 4).

al-Birzali, ‘Alam al-Din al-Qasim

Al-Birzali, or Ibn al-Birzali, ‘Alam
al-Din Abt Muhammad al-Qasim
(665~739/1267-1339), son of Baha’ al-Din
Muhammad b. Zaki al-Din Yusuf b. Zali
al-Din Muhammad b. Yaddas al-Shafif,
was born in Damascus (GAL 2:36; GALS
2:34 wrongly indicates Seville) and died
in Khulays, between Mecca and Medina,
while on a pilgrimage. A descendant of
the Maliki Berber family of the Bani
Birzal, which had emigrated to al-Andalus
and later to Damascus, he grew up in a
scholarly environment. Together with his
sister Zaynab, he was educated by numer-
ous teachers in Damascus and travelled
tirelessly throughout “the Sham” and to
Egypt. Always in quest of knowledge, he

undertook the pilgrimage to Mecca several
times. Working as a teacher in a number
of Damascus colleges, he associated regu-
larly with eminent Syrian historians, such
as al-JazarT (d. 739/1338), al-Dhahabt
(d. 749/1348), al-Nuwayr (d. 732/1332),
and Ibn Kathir (d. 774/1373), who cite
him frequently in their writings.

He owes his reputation to the high
quality of his work, which is remark-
able for the accuracy of its information,
and its vividness of narrative. Both a
chronicle and a compilation of biogra-
phies, his al-Muglafi (not al-Mugtafa) ‘ala
Kitdb al-rawdatayn, or Ta’rikh al-Birzdli, is a
continuation of the work of the Damas-
cus historian Abfi Shiama, who died in
the year of al-Birzal’s birth (665/1267),
a coincidence that prompted al-Birzali to
choose this date as the starting point of his
history. Al-Mugtafi was cited many times
by his contemporaries, and scholars have
referred to it ever since. ’

The most complete manuscript of the
text is preserved in Istanbul (Topkap:
Seray, Ahmet ITI 2951, 2 vol.) and covers
the years 665/1267 to 720/1320. Having
been thought undecipherable because of
damage to the paper caused by the ink,
it was finally published in 2006 by ‘Umar
‘Abd al-Salam al-Tadmuri, who did a
remarkable job of restoring the original
text with additions and corrections derived
from the only other extant manuscript, in
the Leiden University Library (ms. 3098),
which contains the chronicle of the years
709/1309 to 718/1318. Al-Tadmurf sup-
plemented, the text with an addendum
(mulhaq) con¢ernir1g the years 721/1321,
723-5/1323-5, 728/1328, and 729/1329

from al-Birzali taken from the works of
al-Nuwayri and Ibn Kathir. The histo-

\ BIRZAL, Bax{, a Berber tribe of the Zenata
group mentioned as living in the Lower Zab (south
of Msila) at the beginning of the 4th/zoth century.
These Berbers, in conflict with the Fatimid Caliph,
¢Ubayd Allah, who built the fortress of Msila as a
look-out against them, supported the Kharidjite
agitator, AbQi Yazid (¢.v.], and offered him refuge
when he was pursued by the Fatimid Caliph, al-
Mangsiir. Although the latter pardoned them, they
nevertheless took part in the rebellion of the governor
of the Zab, Dia%far Ibn al-Andalusi [¢.v.] in 360/971.
Fatimid repression forced them to flee; they found
refuge in Spain where they formed a corps of Berber
troops at the service of the Umayyad monarchs.
Their chiefs supported the party of Ibn Abi *Amir
at the death of the Caliph al-Hakam II; one of
them was rewarded for this by being made governor
of Carmona. During the period of anarchy in Anda-
jusia at the beginning of the sthirath century, the
Birzal formed a little independent state at Carmona
which tried to resist the ambitions of the ‘Abbadids
of Seville. They were finaliy obliged to submit to
the king of Seville in 450/1067 and disappeared, at
any rate as a group, just as they had formerly
disappeared from the Maghrib.

for scholarship all his life. He went through the full:
curriculum of religious studies, travelled in pursuit:
of his studies to other Syvian cities and to Egypt,
served for a while as an official witness, but spent:
most of his life as professor of adith in Damascus®
colleges, his principal position being that at the
Niriyya (4djdzas from his courses there in Bankipore,
Cat., v, 2, 50 f., 198 £.). He undertook the pilgrimage
several times and died at Khulays in the holy
territory on 4 Dhu ’I-Hididia 739/13 June, 1339+
His children, among them Mubammad and Fatima,
both gifted scholars, had died before him. Among his
many students and colleagues were the most proms~
inent scholars of the time, among them al-Dhahabl.
There is unanimous agreement among his biographers
that he was an unusually attractive person, good-
looking, modest, generous with his books and his
knowledge, blessed with a good handwriting;
extremely industrious as a scholar, and enjoying
the confidence of all scholarly factions, even those
that were mutually hostile.

No list of his writings is available, and none of the
preserved works has been published so far. His
great History, ending with the year 736/1335-36,
was often quoted. 1t was abridged and continued
by later scholars. Its actual title appears to have
been al-Muktafd (cf. al-Sakhawi, in F. Rosenthal,
A History of Muslim Historiography, 414, but al-
Nuaymi, Ddris, i, 578, refers to a work entitled
al-Muntakd [= al-Muhtafa?] as if it were different
from the Hislory often quoted by him). The Muk-
tafd is preserved in MS. Topkapisaray, Ahmet III, :
2951 (cf, al-Munadjdiima, in Revue de ['Institut des
Manuscrits arabes, 1956, 1orf). His voluminous
Mu‘djam, which was highly praised and often
cited as a reference work for contemporary '
scholarly history, is not preserved. A small Mu‘djam
of his early teachers is preserved in Damascus {cf.
