Don Leone Caetani, prince de Teano, est Varriére-petit-
fils du comte Wenceslas de Rzewuski, un orientaliste

La notte di Natale del 1935, all’eta di 66 anni compiuti, si spegneva a
Vancouver, nella regione canadese della British Columbia, il grande storico
dell’Islam Leone Caetani.
Appartenente per nascita alla cosiddetta « nobilta di spada », in
quanto rampollo di quella « Domus Caietana » che aveva dato al soglio di
Pietro il romano pontefice Bonifacio VIII (e al dantesco girone infernale
dei simoniaci « lo principe de’ novi Farisei »), don Leone fu nondimeno,
per cultura e intelletto, a pieno titolo partecipe di quella « nobilta di
1 penna » che st spera sia destinata a conoscere assai minori tralignamenti o
estinzioni.

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PRINCE LEONE CAETANI — A GREAT ITALIAN
ORIENTALIST (1869-1935)

While walking down the Argentine Square to the big marble monument
of King Victor Emmanuel IT (1820-1878) in Rome about 36 years ago, |
stopped for a little while in Via delle Botteghe Oscure before 3 big palace built in
the 15th century, and looked around. It was a four-storied building and from
the style of its architecture and the. massiveness of its design, it appeared to
be the residence of some mediaeval nobleman. On the top of the door was
carved out in stone the name “CAE'IZXNI”. This name produced certain
vibrations in my mind and brought to recollection the writings of Prince Leone
Caetani, the renowned Italian scholar and Orientalist, on Islam.

Prince Caetani became the "doyen of Western Orientalists in the field of
Islamic history and culture in the early years of this century by fﬁe‘pubijcation
in 1904, of the first volume of his monumental work, the “dnnali dell Tslam
(The Annals of Islam) on which he had spent more than 15 years partly in
| travel in Arab and Muslim countries, and partly in Arabic and other relevant
studies of original sources.

It may be pertinent to ask why was Prince Caetani so much interested
in the fortunes of a people against whom the Papacy of his country and some

expeditions (Crusades) to annihilate them? What were his preparations and
attainments and above all, what evas his attitude to interpreting and under-
standing those people and their religion? About five or six decades back much
appeared in the Western press about his writings but due to the difficulty of
language almost nothing by way of description or criticism has been so far
attempted in the Indo-Pakistan sub-continent. Only something second-hand
trickled down to us through various English journals.

It is time that whatever has appeared in Elirope, during the last 200
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Leone Caetani

The death of Don Leone Caectani, Duke of Sermoneta, at
Vancouver, British Columbia, Canada, on December 25, 1935, marked
the passing of a distinguished, constructive Arabic scholar. Born
in Rome, September 12, 1869, he studied Oriental languages and
literature in that city, and obtained his doctor’s degree in 1891
After traveling extensively in northern Africa and the Near East,
he decided to write a comprehensive history of the Moslem peoples,
to the time of the Turkish conquest of Egypt (922/1517). In 1905
he published in Milan the first volume of his “Annali dell’Islam”,
which dealt with the life of Muhammad to the year 6/628. The
enthusiastic reception accorded this book by authoritative European
scholars prompted him to proceed with the second volume, which
described the last years of Muhammad’s life and the beginning of
the Arab conquests beyond Arabia. By the end of 1914 seven
volumes, carrying the story to 32/653, had been completed, and
materials for three other volumes were ready. - When ltaly entered
the World War in May, 1915, Caetani enlisted as a volunteer and
served at the front as an artillery officer. In January, 1917, the
Italian Government sent him abroad on a special mission, and upon
his return he published the eighth volume.

Conditions in Italy after the armistice diverted him from
scholarly activities to the reclamation of lands on his vast estates in
the Pontine District. He generously cooperated with the Govern-
ment in forming settlements of peasants in that region. Heavy
financial burdens forced him to abandon’'this project and to sell
his estates, whereupon he resumed the publication of the “Annali”.
The ninth and tenth volumes, which appeared in 1926, brought the
work up to the end of the caliphate of ‘Ali (40/6601). Caetani
later removed to British Columbia, where he died.

in addition to the monumental “Annali”, the Duke was the author
of other notable books dealing with Islam. In 1915 he published at
Rome the first two volumes of a work entitled “Onomasticon
Arabicum”, which he described as “an alphabetical catalogue of
personal and place names contained in the principal historical,
biographical and geographical works, printed and in manuscript,
relative to Islam”. The two volumes go through ‘Abdallah. The
remainder of the work, which was interrupted by the War, exists
only in the form of 200,000 unedited and unpublished notes.

Cdetani also published, among other writings, the first and third
volumes of his “Studi di storia orientale” (Milan, 1911 and 1914).
The first treats of “Islam and Christianity, Pre-islamic Arabia and
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the most original collections of Islamic manuscripts ever to reach a Western
library. The Cerulli collection consists of 1,055 manuscripts, the majority of
which are in Persian. A few are in Turkish. The Taziya (religious drama play)
is a cycle of plays concentrating on the figure of Hussein, the son of Ali and
Fatima, killed at Kerbala in Iraq on 10 Muharram AH 61 (10 October 680) by
the Ummayads. The Persian religious theatre was first noticed by Westerners
in the late eighteenth century, when the English traveller, William Franklin, on
a tour from Bengal to Persia first described it in his book, published in
London in 1790.% One characteristic of Persian religious drama manuscripts is
their anonymity. They are also largely without any date. However, it would

appear the the oldest manuscripts in Cerulli’s collection go back to the late
eighteenth century (1787-97), with much of the material originating in the ~

years 1829-42. They were copied in cities all over Iran, though many are from
Qom, Shiraz and Isfahan.*

The catalogues of the Vatican Library’s oriental collections date back to the
seventeenth century. In 1660, Abramo Echellense was named Scriptor Ara-
bicus et Syricus of the Vatican Library, a position which passed to his nephew
Giovanni Matteo Naironi on his death in 1664. Between them these two Maro-
nites worked on an important catalogue of oriental manuscripts (Arab, Syfiac,
Turkish, Persian and Coptic). At this time there were about 430 oriental
manuscripts in the whole library. The eighteenth-century history of the library
is closely bound up with the Assemani family, who held the position of Scrip-
tor Orientalis for much of that century. On 10 March 1710, Giuseppe Simonio
Assemani was named Scriptor Orientalis, rising to the position of second cus-
todian of the oriental collections in 1730, and first custodian in 1739. He died
in Rome in January 1768. His nephew, Stefano Evodio Assemani (1711-82),
was named Scriptor Orientalis in 1730.* The Assemanis appear to have been
of Lebanese Maronite origin, as were their predecessors.

Giuseppe, in revising the catalogue of Echellense and Naironi, divided the
Arabic manuscripts into Christian and Islamic sections. By this date (mid-eigh-
teenth century) he estimated that there were 194 Christian Arabic manuscripts
and 196 Islamic Arabic manuscripts in the Vatican collections.?® Later manu-
script acquisitions were not so categorized. Stefano Evodio divided his time as
Scriptor between travels in the Near East and work on the catalogues of the
oriental collection. On 4 February 1768, following the death of Giuseppe, he
was named first custodian. Antonio Assemani, a nephew of Stefano Evodio,
was to hold the position of Scriptor between 1768 and 1816.

In 1835, during the tenure of one of the Vatican’s most famous librarians,
Angelo Mai, Stefano Evodio’s catalogue was at last published under the title
of Catalogus codicum Bibliothecae Vaticanae Arabicorum, Persicorum, Tur-
cicorum, Aethiopicorum, Armenicorum, Ibericorum, Slavicorum, Indicorum,
Sinensium. Further cataloguing of the library’s oriental collections was carried
out by Fr Agostino Ciassa (1835-1902). The Barberini collections have also
been basically catalogued, as have the Borgia collections. In 1935, the Vatican
Library published Giorgio Levi della Vida’s first listing of Arabic Islamic

manuscripts (Elenco dei manoscritti arabi Islami della szltoteca Vaticana®'),
and in 1965 a second volume was published covering the 276 Arabic Islamic
manuscripts which had entered the library since 1935.% In 1948, Ettore Rossi’s
listing of Persian manuscripts was published (Elenco dei manoscritti persiani
della Biblioteca Vaticana). In 1953, the listing of the library’s Turkish manu-
script collections was published.*

The National Academy of Sciences

Vatican City contains what is undoubtedly the single most important collec-
tion of Islamic manuscripts in Rome. The Accademia Nazionale dei Lincei
(National Academy of Sciences) is another important centre for the study of
the Islamic world, and has one of the foremost orientalist libraries in Italy,
bequeathed by the great Italian orientalist, Prince Leone Caetani (1869-1935).
Currently, Renato Traini, the cataloguer of the Bibioteca Ambrosiana’s
Islamic collections, is Librarian. The Accademia, founded in 1603 by Federico
Cesi, Marquis of Monticelli, is Italy’s oldest scientific academic institute. Cesi
was greatly influenced by the life and work of Galileo as well as by three
scientific and humanist figures of an earlier period: Johann Eck; Francesco
Stelluti, famous for his interest in the national sciences and a translator of
Persian writings; and Count Anastasio of Filiis. The aim of the Accademia
was to encourage and foster a greater appreciation and understanding of
man’s potential through supporting the study of the national sciences and
medicine. Cesi was very much in the tradition of the great Italian humanist
scholars, who wanted to widen society’s horizons. It was therefore appropriate
that over three hundred vears after its foundation Prince Leone Caectani, a
noted liberal and orientalist, should choose it as the repository for his great
collection of Islamic manuscripts, books and research papers. Also, a number
of Islamic manuscripts had already been donated to the Accademia,
principally by the oriental scholar Corsini in 1884, and by Michele Amari in
1890.3! On 1 June 1970, the statute officially incorporating the Leone Caetani
Foundation into the Accademica Nazionale dei Lincei was approved by
national government decree.

Prince Caetani came from one of Italy’s most famous aristocratic families.
While still a young man he travelled to North Africa, the Levant, Iraq and
Iran. He took this opportunity to perfect his study of Arabic, Turkish and
Persian, in which he had already developed a great interest.’? He had also
acquired a deep sympathy for Islam and Muslim culture and society. The
result of this was the first volume of his Annali dell’Islam (Annals of Islam),
first published in 1905. Eventually, the Annali was to run to ten volumes and
10,000 pages, and occupy over twenty years of Caetani’s life. The series was
projected as a monumental history of Islam, covering the years from pre-
Islamic Arabic through to the tenth century AH (sixteenth century AD). In
fact, despite all the work which he put into the research and writing, Caetani
did not get beyond the year AH40, and the series remains uncompleted until
