Abu Kalijar

On the death of Jalal-ud-Daula, Abu Kalijar captured power in
Baghdad. The Caliph Qaim recognised his ruls and conferred on
him the title of Mohy-ud-Din. Malik Aziz ason of Jalal-ud-Daula
who ruled at Wasit marched to Baghdad to coatest the autbority of
Abu Kalijar. He was defeated and had to fall back on Wasit. Abu
Kalijar in turn attacked Wasit and expelled Malik Aziz from there.
Malik Aziz fled to Mayafackin where he died in obscurity.

By this time the Seljuks were on the march and they reached the
very borders of Irag. Abu Kalijar did not have the strength to
oppose the Seljuks. He made peace with them, and sealed the peace
with a two-fold marriage alliance.

Abu Kalijar died in 1048 C.E. His rule lasted for about four
years. Abu Kalijar was enterprising, and had some traits of the
early Buwayvhids. The times were, however, unpropitious, and he
failed to izfuss life in the dying Buwayhid rule
Al-Malik-ur-Rabim

Abu Kalijar was suneceeded by his son al-Malik-ur-Rahim,
The rule of Malik-ur-Rahim was beset with troubles and tribulations
at the outset. His authority was challenged by his brother Abu
Mansur who captured Ahwaz. The struggle lasted for several years
with varying fortunes, Ahwaz was alternately ruled by Ar-Rahim
and Abu Mansur, and that made the position of the Buwayhids
unstable. In Baghdad ‘Shia riots broke out on an unprecedented
scale. Thess lasted for some five years, and resulted in considerable

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¥ EMAD-AL-DIN MARZBAN, ABU KALUAR b.

Soltan-al-Dawla Abii Soja‘ (399-440/1009-48), amir
of the Buyid dynasty in the period of that family’s
decadence and incipient disintegration, being the
last effective ruler of the line. He ruled over Fars and
Kiuzestan 415-40/1024-48, in Kerman from 419/
1028 and in Baghdad nominally 416-18/1025-27 and
in actuality from 435/1044 until his death in Jomada
1440/October 1048.

Abt Kalijar succeeded in Fars and Kiizestan at his
father’s death in 415/1024 at the age of sixteen, but
was challenged by his uncle Qewam-al-Dawla Abu’l-
Fawares, ruler in Kerman. Peace was made three
years later at the price of paying tribute to Qewam-
al-Dawla, and Abl Kalijar was now able to pursue
his ambition of wresting control of Iraq from the
shaky grip of another uncle, Jalal-al-Dawla Sirzil.
He extended his authority over parts of southern Iraq
and was acknowledged in the Baghdad kotba for a
short period. At Qewam-al-Dawla’s death in 419/
1028, he added Kerman to his territories. But,
despite various campaigns in Iraq, he could not
dislodge Jalal-al-Dawla, and was only able to oc-
cupy Baghdad after the latter’s death in 435/1044.
Abu Kalijar was now the supreme ruler in all the
Buyid lands, receiving from the caliph a further
honorific title (lagab) of Mohyi-al-Din. He had
already intervened militarily as far as Oman when its
governor of the Mukramid family had rebelled in
433/1041-42. He now found, however, that his
dominions were threatened by the relentless west-
ward expansion of the Saljuqs under Togrel (Togril)
Beg. By means of skillful diplomacy, including a
dynastic marriage, he kept Togrel Beg at bay, but he
died in 440/1048 when about to repel a Saljuq inva-
sion of Kerman, which henceforth passed under
Saljuq control. Aba Kalijar’s sons were to form the
last generation of independent Buyid rulers, enjoy-
ing only a few years’ power before the complete
triumph of the Saljugs in western Persia and Iraq.

‘EMAD-AL-ESLAMb. Mohammad ‘Atiq-Allzh,
K'dja, avizier of the Timurid Sultan Hosayn Bayqara
(r. 875-912/1470-1506; q.v), executed in Herat in
903/1498. Although the exact date of his appoint-
ment is not known, according to K¥andamir (Dastir,
p. 433), he held the post of vizier for almost twenty
years. He was the maternal uncle of Kamal-al-Din
Hosayn and Rasid-al-Din ‘Abd-al-Malek, the sons
of his more famous contemporary Nezam-al-Molk
Qewiam-al-Din Kaurafi, appointed vizier by Sultan
Hosayn in 876/1471-72. He was a figure of minor
importance who probably obtained his position
through his powerful brother-in-law, for he is not
mentioned in such sources as the anonymous Mo‘ezz
al-ansab, ‘Aqili’s Atar al-wozard’, which was writ-
ten for Nezam-al-Molk, or the Babor-nama. Ac-
cording to K'andamir (Dastiir, p. 432), he was a
mild-mannered and gentle fellow who occupied him-
self mainly with drinking wine and listening to mu-
sic in the company of beautiful youths. It was
apparently only because of his relationship to Nezam-
a]-Molk, whom Sultan Hosayn conspired to elimi-
nate from his government, that he was arrested and
executed in Du’l-qa‘da 903/June 1498, together with
Nezam-al-Molk and many other members of the
latter’s family and supporters, including the two
above-mentioned sons (for the reasons behind
Nezam-al-Molk’s downfall, see K¥andamir, Dastiir,
pp. 426-32; Waseft, 11, pp. 1205-11).

‘EMAD HASANI, MIR, EMAD-AL-MOLK b.
Ebrahim (ca. 961-30 Rajab 1024/ca. 1554-15 Au-
gust 1615), one of the most celebrated nasta‘liq
calligraphers of Persia. He was born in Qazvintoa
family of Sayfi Hasani sayyeds who had been asso-
ciated for years with the Safavid court in such ca-
pacities as librarian or accountant. He is reported by
modern authors (Huart, pp. 239-42; Kalil, p. 5) to
have studied calligraphy under three well-known
calligraphers of the time: ‘Isa Beg Rangkar, Malek
Deylami, and Mohammad-Hosayn Tabrizi. Con-
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
