Aba al-Salih al-Halabi, al-Taqi b.
Najm b. Ubayd Allah (374-447/984—
1055),-was a Shi‘l fagik (jurist) and mutakal-
Lim (theologian) from al-Sham. He was
born in Aleppo (Halab) and he seems to
have received his education there. Accord-
ing to Ibn AbT Tayy, he made three jour-
neys to Iraq and studied under the scholars
of that land. However, since he makes
no mention of the presence of al-Shaykh
al-Mufid, one may conclude that his travels
took place after al-Shaykh al-Mufid’s death
in 413/1022 (see al-Dhahabi, 11/404).

According to al-Tast (Ryal, 457) Abtu
al-Salah went to Baghdad to study with
al-Sharif al-Murtada (d. 436/1044 or
1045), and studied under him. He also
learnt from al-Ttst himself, although his
studies with the latter may not have been so
influential. In this regard we may note that

Abii al-Salah transmitted a hadith. report

in his Tagrib (p. 122) from a person named
Abt al-Hasan Muhammad b. Muhammad
(perhaps al-Busrawi, d. 443/1051), which
the latter had transmitted from al-Shaykh

al-Mufid. Al-Turayhi (3/336) counted
al-Sallar al-Daylami (d. 463/1071) as
one of Abu al-Salah’s teachers; but this
seems to be an erroneous surmise made
by al-Turayhi on the basis of the account
given by al-Shahid al-Awwal, one of al-
Sharif al-Murtada’s students (cf. al-Shahid
al-Awwal, ‘Yaddasht').

According to Ibn Abi Tayy, in his day
Abu al-Salah was ‘the greatest of the schol-
ars of al-Sham’ (al-Dhahabi, 11/404). It
is also reported that when the people of
Aleppo sought a legal opinion from al-
Sharif al-Murtada, he referred them to
‘al-Shaykh al-TaqT, i.e. Aba al-Salah (al-
Shahid al-Awwal, Yaddasht’). Al-Tast
was Abt al-Salah’s contemporary, and
regarded him as a trustworthy scholar
(Ryal, 457), while Muntajab al-Din al-Rag
mentions him as a great jurist and reliable
scholar (p. 30). Among the later Shis,
al-Shahid al-Awwal gave Abu al-Salah
the title ‘khalifat al-Murtada fi al-%m’ (the
deputy of al-Murtada in learning), which
subsequently in the writings of al-Shahid
al-Thant became ‘“khalijat al-Murtada fi bilad
Halab® (al-Murtada’s deputy in Aleppo),
giving rise to the speculation that al-Sharif
al-Murtada had appointed Aba al-Salah
as his deputy in Aleppo (see al-Shahid al-
Awwal, ‘Tjaza’, 198; al-Shahid al-Thanr,
158-159). In addition to jurisprudence and
kalam (scholastic theology), Aba al-Salah
was an expert in and wrote works on medi- -
cine (see the section on his works below),

In his youth Abt al-Salah witnessed a
long period of political unrest and social
chaos, which more or less coincided with
the infiltration of the Fatimids of Egypt in
Aleppo, at a time when Salih b. Mirdas’
rule in Aleppo (414/1023) ushered in a
new era of the city’s history. The Mirdasids
were engaged in incessant skirmishes with
the Fatimids on their southern borders,
while on their northern borders they faced
periodic encroachments by the Byzan-
tines. These conditions are reflected in
Abt al-Salah’s writings. It is not known

HAL (lit. condition, state). In its general sense, hdal
refers to a modality of the instant, and in its particular
sense, to the physical, spiritual, or emotional state of a
person. It is also an essential notion in Persian arts and
especially Persian music. which is supposed to bring
about a meditative state (2d/) in the artist as well as in
the audience. A minimal esthetical definition of hil may
simply be “momentary modification of the state of con-
sciousness,” “getting out of the normal state” in the sense
of valorization. According to Abu’l-Qasem Qosayri (p.
607). the Sufi “listens to music (samd®) according to his
hal and meditates and contemplates what goes on inside
him, such as feelings of blame or waming (ketdb yd
‘etab). union or separation (was/ vd hajr), proximity or
farness (nazdiki ya duri). keeping a commitment (wafd
ba ‘ahd-i), fulfilling a promise or breaking a commit-
ment (wa‘da-i ba-jd avardun ya ‘uhd-i fekastan), fear of
a separation or joy of a union (bint-e ferdg-i vd sddi-e
wesdl-1).” According to Sevyed Hossein Nasr (p. 230),
for musicians hal is a kind of “getting out of one’s physi-
cal self” in order to attain a higher state of conscious-
ness, the origins of which are to be sought in mysticism.
[t corresponds to an idealization of the notion of estheti-
cal emotion (tarab) or effect {ta’rir).

One of the functions of music is to constitute a modal-
ity (hal) and sociability, that is. an esthetical, poetical,
and symbolical moment corresponding to a definition
shared by an audience. By hal. the innermost self finds
itself as being part of a culture. In fact. it is the essence of
being Persian that is defined by hal. Nonetheless, in
modern times, in the absence of a consensus regarding
musical tradition, it has often been misused and a critical
examination of its use is called for (During, 1995, p.
167). Hence, generally the question of hal is presented in
a dogmatic and idealistic, or even mystifving, fashion, as
it overshadows the notion of taste. a fundamental ingre-
dient of esthetics. The opposition between technique or
form and sentiment (¢/sdst. and between emotions (fidl)
and words (gawl) is often emphasized with triviality, and
above all, an overindulgent attitude is adopted towards
mimics of hal or by the arificial techniques which lead
to it. In this regard. the substantives such as sentiment,
passion, inspiration. invention, enthusiasm, nostalgia, etc.
could explain better what is expected from a musical
performance and define more precisely the feelings of
the Persian artist. It is nevertheless generally preferred to
say in a vague manner thar the artist “has hal” or “plays
with hal.” everyone thinking what he wants. everyone
“experiencing his own hal™ {4dl-as-rd kard). A notion so
open to interpretation is altogether rejected by the mod-
ernists, while the traditionalists have tried to rehabilitate

it by looking for the criteria of its validity in ethics (Saf-
vat, 1969, pp. 101-2, tr. p. 106).

Dariush Safvat considers hal as “an essential element”
of art that cannot be described. According to him. itis a
quality distinct from technique, which cannot be learned,
because it is a mental and emotional staie that arises by
itself in an artist and could be understood only through .
personal experience (Safvat, apud During and Mirabdol-
baghi, pp. 241-42). Safvat mentions four principle quali-
ties that “may confirm the genuineness and the validity
of the hal in an artist. They are purity, sincerity. modesty,
and devotion” (Safvat, 1969, p. 99, tr., p. 103. apud. Dur-
ing, 1991, p. 171). The formula that “hal is the fruit of
authenticity” (Caron and Safvate, p. 232, does not ex-
haust the question. but it has the advantage of putting it
in perspective by referring to hal as a basis of traditional-
ity in music. considered in the Persian culture as an
equivalent to authenticity (esdlat).

HALABI ABUL-SALEH Tagi-al-Din b. Najm-al-Din
b. ‘Obayd-Alah b. ‘Abd-Allah b. Mohammad (b. Aleppo,
374/984-85, d. Moharram 447/April 1035, Imami jurist
and theologian. He traveled three times to Irag and stud-
ied with ‘Alam-al-Hoda Sarif Mortazd (g.v.) and Abu
Ja'far Mobhammad Tusi. He is referred to as Morazi's
successor (kalifa) in scholarship (Sahid 1. p. 198) and
as his deputy (kalifa) in Aleppo (Sahid-e Tani. p. 158).
While adopting many of Mortazi's theological posi-
tions, he disagreed with him on some legal issues (cf.
al-Dari'a XVI. p. 9. no. 36, referring to the lost Kerdb
gavar al-ensdf fi masa’el al-keldf of Abu’l-Fath Kara-

jaki, d. H46/1057), Halabi led a life of asceticism. and

refused to accept gifts and payments from his students
(Ebn Abi Tayye', in Dahabi, p. [44; cf. Halabi. p. 283),
the best known of whom was the judge ‘Abd-al-“Aziz b.
Barrdj (d. 481/1088-89; “Abd-Allah. V. p. 464). He died
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
