‘Abdallah b. ‘Alawt al-Haddad

‘Abdallab b. ‘Alawi al-Haddad
(104%1132/1634}-1720) is arguably the
most famous Safi master and scholar of
Hadramawt and of the ‘Alawiyya lariga, a
Safl order (lit. “path”) first articulated by
Muhammad b. ‘Alf Ba ‘Alawi, who was
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also known as al-Faqih al-Mugaddam
(“Ihe Foremost Scholar”, a tte Hlustrat-
Ing his paramount spiritual position in the
tariga) (d. 653/1255). Motivated by a drive
to reform society, he successtully reshaped
the order from its earlier emphasis on
individual devotional efforts into a set of
moral and ethical guidelines for both the
elite and the masses. He systematised the
lariga 1nto 2 codified set of ethical teach.
ings, on both the individual and social
levels.

Al-Haddad was born in Subayr, on
the outskirts of the cty of Tarfm, in
Hadramawt, on 5 Safar 1044/3] July
1634. He was born into the Bz ‘Alawt
kinship group of sada (descendants of the
Prophet) that had long dominated reli-
gious scholarship and leadership in the
Hadramawt valley and had established its
own Sufi path, the ‘Alawiyya. When he
was four years old, he contracted small-
Pox, causing him to lose the sight of both
eyes. He nevertheless persisted in study-
ing with local scholars, memorising the
Quran and mastering texts on Jurispru-
dence, prophetic tradition, and Qur'anic
exegesis. He was also known, from his
youth, as a devout worshipper. Among
his teachers in Hadramawt were ‘Umar b.
‘Abd al-Rahman al-‘Attas, ‘Agil b. ‘Abd
al-Rahman al-Saqqaf, ‘Abd al-Rahman b.
Shaykh ‘Aydid (d. 1068/1657), and Sahi b.
Ahmad Bahsin. The blind Umar al-"Artas
(d. 1072/1661), who lived in the town of
Hurayda, was said to be his main Spiri-
tual guide. Al-Haddad was honored by
the dressing in a cloak of investiture (ilbas
al-khirga) granted to him by Muhammad
b. ‘Alawi al-Saqqaf, an eminent Ba ‘Alawt
scholar who lived in Mecca. Although the
two never met, al-Saqqaf sent the khirga
through a messenger, who arrived n
Tarim on 14 Rabr* I 1071/17 December
1660, the day al-Saqgaf died.
