Agronomist, astronomer, historian, mineralogist, zoologist - Al-
Hamdani'™173.17¢  pelonged to a well-known South Arabian
tribe, Hamdan, and his family had for four generations lived in
San'a. He traveled extensively, visiting ‘Iraq and spending consid-
erable time in Mecca. He corresponded with the intellectuals of
his time, such as the Kiifa philologists Ibn al-Anbari and Ghulam
Tha'lab and their student Ibn Khalawayh. Later he lived in the
South Arabian cities of Rayda and Sa‘da. Involvement in political

struggles led to his being jailed twice. His main scientific works
are the following:

(1) “al-Tkkl” (The Crown). This historical work was written
in 943. Only four of the ten books of al-Jkkl have been preserved.
Books I, II, and X contain genealogies of the South Arabian tribes,
and book VIII describes the old castles erected by the Himyarites
m Yemen. Of the lost books, book III is said to have dealt with
the merits of the South Arabian tribes, and books IV-VI with the
history of South Arabia before Islam. Book VII is said to have
contained a criticism of false traditions, and book IX with Him-
yaritic inscriptions. It is said that scattered through the work were
pieces on astronomy and physics as well as ancient conceptions of
the world as being eternal or created.

(2) “Sifat Gazirat al-Arab” (Description of the Arabian
Peninsula). This geographical work is based primarily on al-
Hamdanr’s own observations. In a few cases he uses informa-
tion from other Muslim geographers. In the introduction he cites
Ptolemy’s Geography, Hermes Trismegistus, and Dioscorides. He
also cites the Indian astronomical work Sindhind and its Arabian
translator al-Fazari, as well as San‘d’ s own astronomers. Aside
from purely geographical information, this work contains obser-
vations on fruits and vegetables, precious stones and metals, and
linguistic matters.

(3) “Sara’ir al-kikma fi ‘ilm al-nujiom” (The Secrets of Wis-
dom Concerning Astronomy). Only book X of this astronomical
work is extant. In it al-Hamdani quotes Dorotheus of Sidon and
Ptolemy.

As D. M. Dunlop remarked in 19573, it had hitherto been_difficult
to see al-Hamdani as a philosopher linked with al-Kindi, the Jaylasif
al-‘arab, however wellknown al-Hamdani was as a historian and a
geographer on the basis of his famous works a/-7k/il and Stfat gazirar
al-‘arab. .

What is a faplasif? Let me try a very short definition- an Arab
philosopher is a scholar who, in the Greek tradition, studies man’s and
the world’s place in the universe, With this definition, and our increased
knowledge of al-Hamdanps works, T think we can understand and
confirm the verdict of Sa‘id.

As a philosopher al-Hamdzni is interested, in his book on gold and
silver, K. a[-éawharatayn al-‘atigatayn, in the generation and corruption
of matter, in the transmutation of one element into another and in the
influence of the heavenly bodies upon the earth. Thus far he is a follower
of the Greek philosophers, and he quotes works of Aristotle concerning
the generation of heat.

\hmad ibn Ya<qiib, was born in San<a>, Yemen, AD ca.
893, and died after AD 951.

Al-Hamdant’s family belonged to the tribe Hamdan,
which played an important role in the pre-Islamic and
Islamic history of the Yemen. This might have contributed
to his interest in South Arabian history and geography as
well as to his political activities as a South Arabian nation-
alist, particularly in his poems against the North Arabian
tribes. After a learned education, he travelled extensively,
for example to Iraq to study grammar and lexicography, and
lived fora long time in Mecca. He corresponded with learned
men such as the philologists of Kiifa.

Sacid ibn Sa<dd al-Qurtubi, a famous gadi (judge) of
Toledo, said in 1068, in a work entitled Tabagat al-umam
(Book of the Categories of Nations), that al-Hamdani and al-
Kindi were the only two Arab philosophers (most philoso-
phers were Iranians, Turks, Spaniards, or Jews). As such
al-Hamdani was well aquainted with Aristotle and other
Greek philosophers and with their theories on the genera-
tion of substances from the four elements: fire, air, water,
and earth. He was also familiar with the ideas about the car-
dinal humors — blood, choler (yellow bile), phlegm, and
melancholy (black bile) — and their relations to the planets
and the seasons and maybe also of atoms.

He
learnt that the new leader denied any conpexion of
Mubammad b. Ismia‘l with the movement and
claimed the Imamate for himself. Thereupon Hamdan
and “Abdan broke off the propaganda, causing a
momentous split in the Ismia‘ili movement. This
happened about the year 286/899. Hamdin soon
afterwards went to Kalwadha and from there dis-
appeared. A report of Ibn Malik that he was killed
in Baghdad does not seem reliable.

On account of his
rich and varied literary production he was called **the
tongue of South Arabia” (lisan al-Yaman).

Al-Hamdani, whose family originated from al-
Maraghi in the territory of Bakil, was born in San‘a’
in the latter half of the 3rd/gth century, perhaps in
280/893 according to a cryptic notice in the recently
discovered 10th makdla of his Sard’r al-hikma
{1klil, 1, ed. al-Hiwali, Preface p. 62). Having received
an excellent education in-all branches of learning,
be made extensive travels and acquired a detailed
knowledge of Arabia, as is shown by his classic des-
cription of this peninsula (Sifat Djazirat al-‘arab),
which is perhaps a supplement to the otherwise un-
known work Kitab al-Masalik wa'l-mamalik (cf. al-
Kiftl, Inbdk al-ruwah, i, 283). He visited “Irak, lived
for a long time in Mecca and was iu contact with
many eminent scholars, such as the older Anbari,
Zahidi and Ibn Khalawayh.

The main authority of al-Hamdini for South-
A-abian archaeology and genealogy was Abi Nasr
Mubammad b. ‘Abd Allah b. Satd, called al-Yahari
(after his ancestor Dhit Yahar) and al-Hanbasi (from
his castle in Bayt Hanbas near $an®i®). The rich
material supplied by this authority, by the records
{sidfill) of the tribe of Khawlan in Sa‘da, and by
other oral and literary sources was collected in his
magnum opus, the encyclopaedia al-7kll, *“the
Crown”. For our knowledge of the South-Arabian
tribes the Iklil plays the same fundamental réle that
the Diamharat al-ansdb of Ibn al-Kalbi does for the
Northern ones.- Only four of its ten parts are so far
known to exist in manuscript: I, 11, VIII, X. The
first two books—treating the genealogy of Malik b.-
Himyar, viz. al-Hamaysa® b. Himyar—were dis-
‘covered in 1932 in the Berlin ms. Or. oct. 968, of
which a facsimile edition was published in 1943. This

ms. gives the text in the recension of Muhammad, |

the son of the famous Naghwan b. Sa®id al-Himyari,

made about 600/1200. According to the introduction
the redactor made only some minor omissions from
the original text. There are, however, several later
additions incorporated, among them some marginal
notes of Nashwan. A second ms. of book I exists
in Cairo. Book VIII, containing descriptions of the
old castles of the Yaman, with much poetry inserted,
enjoyed great popularity; it is preserved in several
MSS. of mediocre quality, so that all editions and
translations are unreliable in details. Extracts from
this book in a better recension were found in the
Ambrosiana (see Orientalia, N.S., xii, 135-45). Book
X finally gives the genealogies of the twin Hamdin
tribes, Hashid and Bakil.

Of the remaining, lost, parts of the Iklil, book 1II
is said to bave treated the merits (fada’il) of Kahtan,
books IV-VI the old history of South Arabia (al-
siralsiyar al-kadima, al-wustd, al-akhira) until the
beginning of Islam, book VII a critic of false tradi-
tions, and book IX finally the Himyaritic inscriptions
{(masdnid). Quotations from this bookin the comment-
ary on Nashwian’s Himyaritic Aasida show that al-
Hamdani had some knowledge of the musnad writing,
but no real understanding of the inscriptions.

Apart from genealogical, historical and topogra-
phical material, the Jklil provides us also with 2 rich
anthology of old Yamani poetry. At the end of book
I there are given three complete kasidas of ‘Abd al-
Khalik ' b. Abu ’I-Talh al-Shihibi, who is otherwise
little known (cf. Sifs, 58). The work also preserves
numerous samples of al-Hamdans own poetry,
which was collected in'a Diwdn of six volumes and
commented upon by Ibn Khalawayh (d. 570/980),
but is now lost. Al-Hamdani’s famous kasida al-
Damigha is preserved at the end of the Berlin MS.
of the Ikl 1-11. With this fervent defence of the
Banii Kahtan against the Bant ‘Adnan, al-Hamdani
engaged himself in the old fatal controversy between
northern and southern tribes that had been started
about 200 years earlier by Kumayt b. Zayd al-Asadi
with his Mudhakhaba. His engagement in the tribal
mufdkhara may have been fatal for al-Hamdani,
who was accused by his enemies of blasphemy against
the Prophet, as belonging to the Banit Hashim (cf.
Iklil, i, ed. al-Hiwali, Preface p. 49, the passage from
the Matla® al-budir of Ibn Abu °I-Ridjal).

Al-Hamdani spent the greater part of his life in
Rayda, where he enjoyed the favour of Abu Dia‘far
al-Dahbak, called Sayyid Hamdar, and wrote his
IRl in the castle of Talfum. Having moved from
there to $a‘da, he was involved in political contro-
versies and put in prison by As®ad b. Abd Yu‘fir al-
Hiwali (d. 332/943) on behalf of the Rassi lmam
Ahmad al-Nasir b. Yahyia al-H&di in Sa‘da. In his
Kasidat al-didr, printed by al-Hiwali in his preface to
IRl i (pp. 49-56), al-Hamdani blames AsSad, while
Yahya b. ‘Abd Allah al-Ukayli, who released him
from prison, is praised in the context of Ikll i. A
second imprisonment brought about a strong
reaction among the Arabs and led to the battle of
Katafd, and eventually to the death of al-Nasir and
his brother Hasan. Having been released from prison
with the consent of Ibn Ziyad, the ruler of Zabid,
al-Hamdéani praised the leaders of the revolt in
poems (see Ikli/, i, ed. al-Hiwali, pp. 331 ff.). Hence
there are strong reasons to disbelieve the current
statement, made by $afid al-Kurtubi in his Tabakdi
(ed. Cheikho 59) on the authority of the Umayyad
Caliph al-Hakam al-Mustansir (350-366), that al-
Hamdani died in prison in San®a” in the year 334/945
(ibid., Preface 48, 59 s.).

Hamdan ibn Aban al-Lahiq1
(third/ninth century)

Minor poet of the early ‘Abbasid period.
Hamdan was the son of the poet Aban al-Lahiqr
who is of some importance to the development

of muzdawij poetry (see muzdawija). An ancient
" diwan of his poems, of about fifty leaves, seems
to be lost. As far as can be judged from the
fragments in Arabic sources (above all in Abu
Bakr al-Suli’s Kitab al-Awrag), he mainly
composed shorter, quite robust hija’ poems. A
peculiar contribution to love theory is a long
rajaz muzdawij poem on the different types of
lovers, of which 108 double lines are preserved.
It is designed as a didactic poem for lovers, who
until then, as the author remarks (line 7), had not
been guided by any book. Hamdan describes the
lover who is consumed by his passion, the lover
who conceals his love, the lover who is satisfied
with speaking to and glancing at his beloved,
etc., and often adds value judgements of a moral
or a more practical character.

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Abi Muhammad al-Hasan ibn Ahmad al-
Hamdani, also known as Ibn al-Ha’ik, was a
Yemeni scholar and poet and authority on
South Arabian antiquities, genealogy and
geography. A broadly educated and much
travelled scholar, he was also well connected
in official circles in Yemen and several times
became involved in controversies leading to
his imprisonment. He was a proud exponent of
the South Arabian tradition, and his works
reflect this. The Sifat Jazirat al-‘Arab
(Description of Arabia) is a classic topograph-
ical and antiquarian account of the peninsula
recording information not found elsewhere.
His magnum opus was his al-Iklil (The
Crown), an encyclopedic account of South
Arabia in ten books (only four survive today),
covering Creation and the ancient descendents
of Malik ibn Himyar, the vaunts of Yemen and
the southern tribes of the Qahtan group,
history up to the rise of Islam, an expos¢€ of
false anecdotes, South Arabian antiquities,
Himyarite sayings and records, and tribal
genealogy. The work pointedly asserts a sense
of regional pride and cultural identity at a time
when South Arabia was becoming increasingly
marginalized within the Islamic world gener-
ally. His famous gqasida, al-Damigha (The
Mortal Wound Cleaving the Brain), of 600
verses, is a vigorous defence of his tribe of
Hamdan against the attack of a group of poets
belonging to the northern Arab tribe of
‘Adnan.

The works of al-Hamd3nl as geographical sources

Abli Mubammad al-Hasan b.Ahmad al-Hamdani was born in the year
280/893 in San®*3'. He began studying at an early age and acquired
a broad education in all branches of knowledge. His education
continued in Sa‘dah, where, by his own reckoning, he spent a total
of twenty years, and in Mecca. He appears toc have spent the last
part of his life in Raydah where he lived under the protection of
one of the tribal leaders of his day and wrote some of the many
works attributed to him. His death has traditionally been placed in
the year 334/945-46 on the authority of early biographers such as
Sa*1d al-AndallisI, but M.al-Akwa'argues persuasively that references
in texts of al-Hamdanl show that he most probably died between the
years 350/961-62 and 360/970-71 (1).

Yemen in his time was divided among a number of rulers and
chieftains who had risen to power as Abbasid control over Yemen had
relaxed. The Tihd3mah was ruled by the Ziy3dids, the first of
Yemen's independent dynasties of the Islamic period, who had come to
power in the first quarter of the third/ninth century. Around the
middle of the same century the Yu®firid dynasty, with its base at
Shibam (ie Shib3m Kawkabin, forty kilometres north-west of $an*3’)
gained control of $an®3' and was subsequently recognised by the
Abbasids as governors of that district of Yemen. In the north the
first Zaydi Imam, al-HAdI ila'l-Hagqg Yahy3 b.al-Husayn, was invited
by tribes of the Sa‘dah district to mediate in a tribal dispute. He
was the first of the dynasty which was to rule in Yemen (though
rarely without competition) until 1962. And where the authority of
these dynastic rulers was not felt, traditional tribal leaders held
sway, such as the Al al-Dahh3ak and the Al al-Da**3m in the region
between San*3' and Sa‘dah.

It is barely surprising that al-Hamd3anl got caught up eventually in
the currents and counter-currents of volitical competition in his
country, and some time after his return to Yemen from Mecca he spent

two years in prison, sent there by the Yu®firid ruler of San®id' at
the request of the third Zaydl Im3m, al-N3sir (2).

‘Al-Hamd3anl was, by all accounts, a prolific author, and the titles

of a considerable number of works by him are known to us from early
biographies and references in other texts (3). Many of these works
are no longer extant but all of those known to have survived to the
Dresent day have been published, some in several editions.

Of particular importance to the study of the geograbhy of Yemen are
al-Hamd3nl's geographical work, the Sifat jazIrat al-*Arab and the
four extant volumes of his ten-volume historical and genealogical
encyclopaedia, the Ikl7l. Three of these four are genealogical
works, the first dealing chiefly with the tribes of Khawlin, to the
north of the area covered here. Volumes IT and X of the Ik1%l deal
with the tribes of Himyar and of Hamdin respectively, whilst volume
VIII is an anecdotal and historical survey of what were already
ancient sites in Yemen, many of them within the north-western region

It is most enterprising of the University of .,
Uppsala to publish this work, which, although
of considerable intrinsic interest and of great
importance for the history of Arab science and
‘technology, can scarcely be expected to com-
‘mand & wide sale. It is not, as one might
perhaps expect, an alchemical work, except in
80 far as it discusses the relationships of the
fplanets and signs of the Zodiac with various
‘minerals ; it is rather a comprehensive account
‘of the two precious metals from a practical
'point of view and is concerned with their -
origin, mining, smelting, refining, and minting
into money.

Dr. Toll has a long introduction—in German,
in which, despite his disclaimers, he appears to
;be pretty much at home—in which he describes
and discusses the contents. The bulk of the
volume, of course, consists of the text and
German translation. Dr. Toll has collated
‘three raanuscripts for his text, which, so far as
one can judge, is very good. A glossary, he says,
will appear in due course; this will be most
desirable, although one may be forgiven for
doubting if a volume consisting entirely of a
:glossary will greatly assist the finances of his:
‘press. The present volume, in fact, is quite
‘expensive ; this is only to be expected—one
'knows only too well the costs of publishing any-
thing in Arabic script-—and it would certainly
have cost much'more had it been set up in type.

The Arabie, reproduced from manuscript, is
most legible and attractive ; I presume it to be
Dr. Toll’s own hand, in which case he is to be
congratulated on his orthography. The typing
of the German is, on the whole, of a high
standard, but is not particularly nice to look
at, and it is somewhat forbidding to read. One
or two of the typed pages have rather too many
corrections on them and should have been
retyped. ' .

1. should like, in passing, to deplore the
practice, now, alas, of considerable antiquity
and, - presumably, ineradicable, of double-
spacing letters in quotations from foreign
languages and in words that are to be
emphasized. The appearance of a page suffers
considerably when this is done.

It is to be hoped that Uppsala will produce
other works in this so far admirable series, and
that Dr. Toll will continue his valuable work in
this field.

He was highlv praised
by his contemporaries for his knowledge of philology, history, geneal-
ogy (he was surnamed al-Nasaba, the Genealogist), astronomy and
mathematics. His work al-7k/1 (The Crown) is still of interest as a
source of information ¢n pre-Islamic south-Arabian history. It consist-
ed of ten books, four of which have been preserved. There exists also a
collection (diwdn* ) of his poems in six volumes and a Geography
of Arabia (Sifat Jazirat al-“Arab}. Sentenced to death for an alleged
blasphemy, al-Hamdani ended his life in prison.
