Alf ibn Abi ’I-Rijal was tutor and astrologer to the Zirid ruler of
Qayrawan, al-Muwizz ibn Badis, and held high office in his admini-
stration during the first half of the eleventh century. His principal sur-
viving work, Kitab al-Baric fi ahkam al-nujiim, became one of the most
popular astrological compendiums in East and West. It can still be
consulted in more than twenty Arabic manuscript copies. The thirteenth-
century translation to Old Castilian was subsequently translated twice to
Latin, thence three times to Hebrew, as well as to Old Portuguese, English
and French.

A very rare edition of this influential astrological text (first edition 1483). “[De
judiciis] deals in eight books with interrogations, nativities, catarchic astrology, astro-
logical history and astrological meteorolgy; its sources include a vast array of authorities,
the citations from which make it one of an historian’s most valuable possessions” (D.
Pingree in Religion, learning and science in the Abbasid period, pp. 299-300). Carmody
singles out the presentation of lunar mansions as particularly important. Kepler is said
to have used information from this text.

At the front of the volume is bound the Venice 1518 edition of Sacrobosco’s Sphera,
with commentaries, unfortuantely lacking two leaves of text. Sacrobosco’s Sphera, based
primarily on Ptolemy and his Arabic commentators, was one of the principal astrono-
mical texts of the Middle Ages and was still in use as a basic astonomical text in the
seventeenth century.

Shihab al-Din Aba al-"Abbas Ahmad ibn
Yahya ibn Abi Hajala was a compiler of
anthologies and author of poetry and
magamas of the Bahri Mamluk period. He
was born in Tilimsan; later in life he became
head of a Sufi congregation near Cairo. In his
works, however, tasawwuf does not play an
important role. The Diwan al-Sababa (Divan
of Ardent Love) is the best known of his
books, an anthology of stories and poetry on
love in which he uses material from related
works by earlier, authors, e.g. Ibn Da’ad al-
Isbahani’s Kitab al-Zahra and Ibn Hazm’s
Tawq al-hamama. Mention can be made also
of the Sulwat al-hazin fl mawt al-banin (Com-
fort of Those who Mourn over the Death of a
Child), one of the earliest compilations on this
topic (which is, however, dealt with only in
the first part of the work).

books have survived and have been published.
Tahrir al-tahbir is a voluminous compendium
of badi® in which he discusses 125 different
tropes and figures of speech, thirty of which
he claims to have discovered himself. In his
introduction he lists more than forty works on
badi* consulted by him. He often takes pains
to point out the differences between seemingly
identical figures. His lack of system and indif-
ference towards theory, together with his
attention for practical criticism, make him an
exponent of the ‘Western’ school of rhetoric,
in contrast to the ‘Eastern’ school of his con-
temporary al-Sakkaki and others. A shorter
work, Badi* al-Qur’an, is wholly devoted to
Koranic figures of speech. Al-Khawatir al-
sawanih is a treatise on the opening verses of
the siras of the Koran.

ibn Abi al-Rijal was a
famous historian, legist and littérateur of
Zaydi Yemen. He studied under the prominent
Zaydi scholars of his epoch including al-
Mu’ayyad ibn al-Qasim, the cultured head of
the Zaydi state. Later on he struck up a friend-
ship with the learned Zaydi Imam al-
Mutawakkil Isma‘il ibn al-Qasim (d. 1087/

.1677), whom he served as secretary. Ibn Abi

al-Rijal spent most of his life in San'd’, the
capital of the Zaydi state, where he died. His
literary legacy is vast and variegated. It
includes an extensive biographical work on

IBN ABI 'L-RIDJAL, ABU 'L-HaSAN ‘A1l ar.
SHAYBANT AL-KATIB AL-MAGHRIBT AL-KAYRAWANT,
was the tutor and astrologer of the Zirid prince, al-
Mu%zz b. Badis (407-54/1016-62), who held bhis
court at Kayrawin till 449/1057, and a leading
official of his administration (H. R. Idris, La
Berbéric orientale sous les Zirides, Paris 1962, passim);
he was also the patron of the most distinguished
poet at al-Mu‘izz’s court, Ibn Rashik {d. 456/1064),
who dedicated to him his ‘Umda fi mahdsin. 1t is
unlikely that he is identical with the Aby 'I-Hasan
al-Maghribi whom al-Kifti (Ta’rikk al-hukama®, ed.
Lippert, 351-3) lists among the witnesses to-obser-
vations of the summer solstice and the autumn
equinox in Baghdad in 378/988; and, though his
tombstone is said to be dated 426/1034-5 (Idris. 810,
n. 197),- he must in fact have lived several years
longer, as he mentions the death (in 1037) of the
Kalbi amir of Sicily, Ahmad b. Abi ’l-Husayn
(Nitdb al-Bari<, i, 22). In the same passage he refers
to a Habds b. Humayd, who may be identical with
the governor of Nefta (Idris, 197} who was disgraced
in 439/1047-8; and to an ‘Abd Alldh b. Mubammad
of al-Mansiriyya, who may be the son of the kadi
(Idris, 560) who fled to Egypt in or shortly after
440/1049. :

The Aiuab al-Bari® fi ahkam al-nudjim which

contains these references-is Ibn Abi ’I-Ridjal’s most

important scientific work. It is a vast compendium
m eight books on four types of astrology: inter-
rogations (1-3), nativities (4-6), catarchic astrology
(7}, and general (including political and historical)
astrelogy (8). Besides some two dozen manuscripts
of the Arabic text there exists an Old Castilian trans-
lation (only  the first five books survive) made by
Yehuda ben Moshé for Alfonso the Wise in 1254. This
Old Castilian version was twice translated into Latin
(which in turn was three times turned into Hebrew),
and once into Old Portuguese; probably from the
Latin are also derived the French and English
versions. This prodigious quantity of material in
Furopean languages accounts for most of what
interest has been shown in Ibn Abi 'I-Ridjal in
modern times; in fact, however, the Kitdb al-Bdr:¢
is largely copied (often inaccurately) from astrological
compilations of the 3rd/gth century which still
survive in Arabic.

Ibn  Abi ’J-Ridjal's other astrological works
include an Urdjiza fi 'l-ahkdm (the Urdjiiza fi dalil
al-ra‘d may be a part of this), which was commented
on by Kamil al-Tarakani in 755/1354 and by Ahmad
b. Hasan b. al-Kunfadh al-Kustantiniin 774/1372.
His Kitab fi 'lrumdz and his zid] entitled Hall
al-‘akd wa-bayin al-rasd are lost.
