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cluding two possible autographs by Ibn Juzayy.
The first, partial translations were made into
Turkish, Latin, English and Portuguese. The
complete Arabic text with a French translation
was published in four volumes by Charles
Defrémery and B. R. Sanguinetti as Les Voyages
d’Ibn Battoutah (Paris, 1854-74), still the best
Arabic edition. The English translation, initiated
by H. A. R. Gibb in the 1920s, remained incom-
plete at his death and was brought to conclusion
by Charles Beckingham in 1994. In recent dec-
ades Ibn Battiitah’s travels have caught the at-
tention of world historians, travel writers, and
the reading public. The literary aspects of his
work are only beginning to be examined. Nu-
merous websites dedicated to Ibn BattGitah have
appeared, and his 700" anniversary (by westem
calendar) was widely celebrated in 2004.

Ibn Hibban al-Busti
(270-354/884-965)

A widely travelled traditionist and prolific
writer, well known for his careful compila-
tions and interpretation of hadith. Beliefs that
did not square with Hanbali teachings forced
him to leave Sijistan for Samarkand, probably
in 320/932, where he was made judge. A book
he composed there on the Carmathians, for
the Samanid vizier al-Mus‘abi, apparently
resulted in his being driven out by the towns-
folk. After a stint in Nishapur, he returned to
his native Bust in 340/951, where he became
an administrator. Of his numerous works, most
concemn hadith and few survive. Al-Musnad
al-sahih ‘ala al-tagasim wa-al-anwa' was still
used in the nineteenth century. His adab
anthology, the Rawdat al-‘ugald’ wa-nuzhat
al-fudald’ (Cairo, 1949) also survives.

Ibn Hijja al-Hamawi
(767-837/1366-1434)

Abt Bakr Taqi al-Din ibn Hijja al-Hamawi
was a poet, prose writer and literary critic. He
was born and died in Hamah (Syna); he
worked in Syria and Egypt as a chancery
official. He collected many of his letters in
Qahwat al-insha’ (preserved in manuscript).

Among his several anthologies of prose and
poetry the most famous is Thamarat al-awraq.
On his own badi‘iyya, which he called
Taqdim Abi Bakr, a poem of 143 lines, he
wrote an extensive commentary, entitled
Khizanat al-adab, which is both an important
treatise of badi‘ and an anthology of (mainly)
poetry, much of it contemporary with the
author.

Ibn Hind (d. 420/1029)

Abii al-Faraj “Ali ibn al-Husayn ibn Hindu was
a courtier, adib, poet and scholar. He spent
most of his life at the Bayid court in Rayy,
where he worked as a secretary first for the
vizier al-Sahib Ibn *Abbad, and then for the
queen regent al-Sayyida; late in his life he
moved to the Ziyarid court in Jurjan, where he
died. Although his diwan is lost, later
anthologies preserve samples of his lyric
poetry, mostly ghazal, as well as fragments of
his humorous Arbitration between the Forni-
cators and the Sodomites. Tbn Hindn studied
the Greek sciences with the philosophers al-
‘Amiri and Ibn al-Khammar, and wrote
elementary  introductions to  philosophy
(unpublished) and medicine, as well as a
collection of sayings of the Greek philoso-
phers. A work on proverbs, as well as his
letters, are lost.

KIBN HIDJDJA, AU BAKR (or ABU "L-MAHASIN)
TaxI 'L-DIN B. “ALT B. “ABD ALLA1 AL-HAMAWE AL-
KADIRT AL-HANAFI AL-AZRARE, One of the most famous
poets and prose-writers of the Mamlilk peried. Born
in 767/1366 at Hamat, he first practised the trade of
a button-maker (azrdri), then applied himself to
study, travelling for this purpose to Damascus,
Mosul and Cairo. On his return from Egypt in 791/
1389, he witnessed the great burning of Damascus
during the siege by Barkuk [¢.v.], which gave him
the theme for his first literary work, an epistle to
Ibn Makinis (MS Berlin no. 9784). Thanks to the
patronage of al-Barizi, private secretary to the Sultan
al-Mu’ayyad (815-24/1412-21), he held the office of
munshi in the diwdn of Cairo; in 822/1419 he accom-
panied the amir Ibrihim on his campaign into Asia
Minor. After .al-Baziri’s death (in 830/1427), he
returned to Hamat, where he died on 15 Sha‘bin
837/27 March 1434. . -
