Ibn Hinda

Aba l-Faraj ‘Alf b. al-Husayn Tbn
Hinda (d. 423/1032), the scion of a fam-
ily tracing itself back to the caliph ‘AlT’s son
al-Husayn (d. 61/680), was a well-known
fourth/tenth-century author of poetry and
courtly prose, although he was particularly
well known for his works on philosophy,
logic, and medicine. His career direction
was dictated by his continuous quest for a
prestigious position at one of the numer-
ous courts then flourishing in Iran. Born
in 335/946 in Qum, he went to Rayy in
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342/953 with his family, and Rayy seems
to have remained his home thereafter. He
began his working life in Arrajan as a sec-
retary (munshi) in the office of the Bayid
‘Adud al-Dawla (d. 372/983), under the
latter’s wazir Abt 1-Fadl Ibn al-‘Amid (d.
360/970). In 369/979, returning to Rayy,
he entered the service of al-Sahib Ibn
‘Abbad (d. 385/995), the famous wazir (to

Mu’ayyid al-Dawla, d. 373/983) and man )

of letters. Around 372-3/982-3 he went
to Nishaptir, where Ab I-Hasan al-*Amirt
(d. 381/992) taught him philosophy; after
375/985 he began studying medicine and
philosophy in Baghdad with Aba I-Khayr
al-Hasan b. Suwar Ibn al-Khammar
(d. after 407/1017), who himself had stud-
ied Aristotelian logic and Christian theol-
ogy with Yahya b. ‘Adr (d. 363/974), then
head of the circle of Aristotelian philoso-
phers in Baghdad. He spent further tme
working again in Nishapir at the court of
the Ziyarid (a dynasty ruling in Tabaristan
and Gurgan in the fourth-fifth/tenth-

eleventh centuries) Qabtis b. Wushmgir

(d. 403/1012-3), whom he followed to
Gurgan in 388/998 following the latter’s
capture of that town; in Shiraz, where he
again worked for a Biiyid, ‘Adud al-Daw-
la’s son Baha’ al-Dawla (d. 403/1012); in
Baghdad; and in a number of other places,
before arriving in Daylam. According
to his son’s testimony (preserved in Ibn
al-Najjar’s Dhayl Ta’rikh Baghdad, 354), Ibn
Hinda died in Astarabadh in 423/1032;
al-Kutubi, in contrast, records the date of
his death as 420/1029.

In the course of these peregrinations, in
addition to his own teachers Jbn Hinda
made the acquaintance of a number of
famous scholars and men of letters: he
met al-Mutanabbi during that famous
poet’s visit in Arrajan in 354/965, shortly
before his death in the same year; the gadi

is between wisdom and knowledge (implicitly related to truth) as against pride,
falsehood and hypocrisy (all of them opposed to truth). In section A the main
characteristics of the two parties are given. The opposition between forbearance,
compassion and goodness on the one hand and insatiableness, remissness
and wickedness on the other is not very sharp (although the first and the last
item in the twa sets do form pairs of opposites); but they form the beginning
of the two lists because they could be regarded as primary qualities. “Com-
passion” could be opposed to “remissness” if we assume that it is predominantly
a quality of diligent activity, for which there is admittedly no proof. It seems
odd that the main opposition between the two spirits is not between truth and
untruth; this opposition is only implied in the virtues and vices of B. The word
apwratthe end of set A in the second list was apparently attached to ““wickedness™
only in order to strengthen it, because the counterpart to this is clearly
oonbiy 2. To explain the necessity of this addition one has to notice that
not one of the virtues and vices in the two lists is defined by a single word.
A favorite word which is added in order to stress some of the qualities is 219
“many” or “much”. In at least three cases a synonym or mear-synonym is
used to achieve the same effect; to this category must also belong the group
9pw1 vo. The fact that the opposition truth-untruth is not prominent in this
list is completely in line with the same type of lists in late Zoroastrianism.
The first vice is “insatiableness™ (this is the seCond item in the list of the
Testament of Reuben iii 3 f., v. supra); this could well correspond to dz, “con-
cupiscence”, in Iran (cf. on @z Zaehner, Zurvan, p. 166 ff.); the Iranian counter-
part to what we translate here as “forbgarance” could be paymanih, “modera-
tion”, which is the chief virtue to which 4z is opposed.

An interesting stylistic feature of this passage is the fact that the first list
(sections II-IV) puts the conjunction waw before all the items (it is this fact
which has made it so difficult to divide the section correctly); whereas the
second list (sections VII-IX) regularly omits the waw at the beginning of the
groups A, B, C, D as well as at the beginning of b in section IX.#

N HENDU, ABU'L-FARAT ‘AL b. Hosayn, also
known as Ostad (b. in Tabarestan, no later than the
early 350s/960s; d. in or after 422/1031), author of,
inter alia, propaedeutic epistles on philosophy and
medicine and of a gnomology of Greek wisdom, and
generally renowned as a litterateur. Of Qomi origin
(Ebn Esfandiar, p. 125, tr. Browne, pp. 54, 77f., n. 5)
orof “ancient” Razi stock (Yaqut, Odabd’ V,pp. 168
f.), Ebn Hendi came from a family in the secretarial
profession; he can be said to be a representative of
the well-educated scribal class so prominent during
the ‘Abbasid period.

To his contemporaries, and consequently to later
authors as well, Ebn Hendi was perhaps better known
as a poet, wit, and Buyid courtier than as a scholar,
as witnessed by Abi Hayyan Tawhidi (Emta‘ 1, p.
63,11, p. 135), Ta‘alebi (Kdass al-kdss, p. 167; Yatima,
Damascus, I11, pp. 212-14; Tatemma I, pp. 155-65),
Birtni (pp. 113, 132), Bakarzi (Domya, pp. 113 ff.).
Of his early career not much is known; if there is no
confusion between him and an elder Ebn Hendi, he
was employed in ‘AZod-al-Dawla’s divdn (Abi ‘All
Tantk1 apud Yaqut, Odaba® V, pp. 168 f.) and
sojourned in Baghdad during the years 373-75/984-
86 (Abii Hayyan Tawhidi, Emta‘1, p. 63,11, 135). At
Ray, he is said to have reaped great benefits as a
member of the poetic coterie around the Sdheb
Esma‘ll b. ‘Abbad (d. 385/995; Cahen and Pellat; cf.
Kraemer, p. 312; Ta‘alebi, Yatima 111, pp. 394-96).
Probably, he stayed at Ray during the regency of
Majd-al-Dawla’s mother “Sayyeda” (d. 405/1014;
Bayhaqt, p. 87). At one point he paid his respects to
Fakr-al-Molk the vizier in Baghdad (400-06/1009-

15(?]; Yaqut, Odaba’ V, pp. 169f.). During the

second decade of the century, he served as secretary
in Gorgan, where he probably dedicated a panegyric

to the Ziyarid Maniidehr b. Qabis (r. 403-20/1012-
29), only to lampoon him for miserliness when his
reward fell short of his expectations. In conse-
quence, he had to slip away to Ni§apir (ibid., pp.
168 172). In the philosophical disciplines and,
espécially, in medicine, Ebn Hend@i’s teachers were
Ebn Kammar (q.v.) in Ni$apir and, reportedly, Hasan
‘Ameri (Ebn Hendd apud Ebn Abi Osaybe‘a, I, p.
323; Kotobi, II, p. 13).

In his writings, Ebn Henda highlights the literary
and intellectual environment of philosophy and sci-
ence, particularly medicine, rather than contributing
to these disciplines in a highly technical, “academic”

. Tashion.- His best known work in medicine is the

introductory Meftah al-tebb, in which he sets forth
the theoretical principles of medicine in ten sections;
according to the preface, he composed it in response
to the wishes of medical scholars among his col-
leagues who had much appreciated his previous
introduction to philosophy (Dietrich, pp. 198-202,
no. 92, with quotations; ¢f. Ullmann, pp. 65ff.; Sezgin,
GAS 111, pp. 140-50). An issue hotly debated at the
time is reflected in the author’s argument against
pious bigotry and for the validity of medicine (apud
Bayhaqi, pp. 86f.; Ebn Abi ‘Osaybe‘a, I, pp. 323; cf.
Kraemer, p. 124). The work is important not least
for its discussion of the late pre-Islamic Alexandrian
Galenists and of their activity as editors and redac-
tors of sixteen Galenian treatises for the purposes of
medical instruction (Dietrich, pp. 200 f.; cf. Ebn Abi
‘Osaybe‘a, I, pp. 108-09).

Ebn Hendi’s interest in philosophy—here taken
with some latitude—manifested itself in [al-Magdla/
al-Resalal al-MoSawweqa fi’'l-madkal ela ‘elm al-
falsafa, a propaedeutic tract. Excerpts, moltaqatat,
are extant in MS Rampur 2845 (Kraemer, p. 111, n.
22). However, his major extant philosophical work
is the ‘Graeco-Arabic’ gnomologium, al-Kalem al-
rithaniya men al-hekam al-yiindniya (ed. Qabbani,
Cairo 1318/1900; Ebn Abi ‘Osaybe‘a, apud Gutas, .
41). Bayhaqi lists two more philosophical titles,
Ketab al-nafs and Onmiidaj al-hekma, unless the
latter is a mere variant of al-Kalem (pp. 85-88, no.
46, esp. p. 86). The epistle to Abl ‘All Rostam b.
Sirzad, which aimed at easy accessibility and under-
standability (‘ald sabil al-taqrib wa'l tafhim), would
suggest a scholarly subject as well (ins. preserved in
Tehran; see Brockelmann, GAL, S 1, pp. 425 £.). His
treatise on nafs, presumably Aristotelian psychol-
ogy, has not been preserved (title in Bayhag, p. 86).
With the exception of indirectly transmitted frag-
ments, Ebn Hendti’s further works appear to be lost
as well.

Ebn Hendti’s wide reputation in Persia is attested
by manuscripts of his works preserved in Persian
libraries and by the authors here called upon. How-
ever, express quotations in Persian medical treatises
appear to be rare (cf. Richter-Bernburg, p. 204).

INTRODUCTION

Who is Ibn Hindu? Ibn Hindu, Abul-Faraj Ali
Hindujani Qumi Razi Tabaristani Gorgani Baghdadi,
was a professor, physician, philosopher, poet, callig-
rapher and secretary to the court of Azadud-Dowla in
Shiraz, the court of Lady Matron in Ray and to the
organization of Ebad Taleghani. He was a weli-known
learned man of the 2nd half of the 4th and of the early
years of the 5th century A.H. He is said to have died in
the years410-420 A.H.°and is buriedin his own house
in Gorgan.? Ibn Hindu was a disciple of Abul-Hassan
Ali Ameri Waeli in philosophy and primary sciences
and a disciple of Abul-khair Ibn Al-khammar in
medicine.’? He is surnamed Ibn Hindu because he was
originally from Hindujan, Qum.*

Ibn Hindu was an able instructor. Students from
different lands came to attend his classes. He taught
them poetry, letters, philosophy, and medicine.

Of all the books Ibn Hindu has written, the one titled
“The Key to Medicine” or “Meftah Al-Tebb” enjoysa
much wider reputation. This is due to the fact that few
books so terse yet thorough have been written on
medicine and the attitudes of medical students. In this
connection Zahiruddin Beihaghi has written in his
book, The “History of Muslim Philosophers:” I have
not seen as good a book as “The Key to Medicine”
written on the usefulness and the exalted position of
medicine.®

As amatter of fact, Ibn Hindu wrote this book at the
request of his own students who wanted him to write an
“easy” reference book about medicine. He wrote “The
Key to Medicine” in ten chapters as follows:

Chapter 1- On promoting learning, in general, and

medical science, in particular.

Chapter 2- On proving (the Validity of) medicine.
Chapter 3- Definition of medicine.

Chapter 4- The nobility of medicine.

Chapter 5- Categories of medicine.

Chapter 6- On the various “Schools” in medicine.
Chapter 7- On ways and methods by which medicine is
understood.

Chapter 8- Other sciences that a medical student must
know in order to fully develop in his own field.
Chapter 9- On the gradual progress of medical students
and the significance of the books in medicine.
Chapter 10- On the definitions, interpretations, and
terminology used in medical sciences.

In this paper, we intend to elaborate on the prog-
tams and methods used in teaching medicine during the
time of Ibn Hindu and especially the ways and means
initiated and employed by Ibn Hindu himself and by
others after him.

As arule the ancients regarded medicine as a whole
science. In his introduction to his book titled “Al
tuhafel Saadiah,” Allama Ghutbaddin Shirazi has con-
sidered medicine as enjoying honor, nobility, and
excellence.” He has declared medicine to be the most
cherished and exalted science. Since in ancient times
medicine has been taught along with religion, the
prophetic habit (tradition) which states: “knowledge is
of two kinds-the science of bodies and the science of
religions,” points to this aspect of learning. One reads
in Arabic texts on the duties of the physicians that the
alphabetic letter “t” in the word “tebb” (medicine) in
Arabic indicates the letter “t” in the word “taharat”
(cleanliness), and the letter “b” at the end of the word
“tebb” refers to the Arabic word “baten” meaning

Ibn Hibban al-Busti
(270—-354/884-965)

A widely travelled traditionist and prolific
writer, well known for his careful compila-
tions and interpretation of hadith. Beliefs that
did not square with Hanbali teachings forced
him to leave Sijistan for Samarkand, probably
in 320/932, where he was made judge. A book
he composed there on the Carmathians, for
the Samanid vizier al-Mus‘abi, apparently
resulted in his being driven out by the towns-
folk. After a stint in Nishapur, he returned to
his native Bust in 340/951, where he became
an administrator. Of his numerous works, most
concern hadith and few survive. Al-Musnad
al-sahth ‘ala al-tagasim wa-al-anwa® was still
used in the nineteenth century. His adab
anthology, the Rawdat al-‘ugald’ wa-nuzhat
al-fudala’ (Cairo, 1949) also survives.

He collected many of his letters in
Qahwat al-insha’ (preserved in manuscript).

Abi al-Faraj ‘Ali ibn al-Husayn ibn Hindu was
a courtier, adib, poet and scholar. He spent
most of his life at the Bayid court in Rayy,
where he worked as a secretary first for the
vizier al-Sahib Ibn “Abbad, and then for the
queen regent al-Sayyida; late in his life he
moved to the Ziyarid court in Jurjan, where he
died. Although his diwan is lost, later
anthologies preserve samples of his lyric
poetry, mostly ghazal, as well as fragments of
his humorous Arbitration between the Forni-
cators and the Sodomites. Ibn Hindu studied
the Greek sciences with the philosophers al-
‘Amiri and Ibn al-Khammair, and wrote
elementary  introductions to  philosophy
(unpublished) and medicine, as well as a
collection of sayings of the Greek philoso-
phers. A work on proverbs, as well as his
letters, are lost.

Ibn Hind, the author of this work, had previously
composed another entitled al-Mushawwigah fi al-
Madkah ila al-Falsafh (A Treatise Encouraging the
Study of Philosophy). Because of the ease with which it
could be read and understood, the Mushawwigah
attracted much atiention, and hewasthus requested to
write another treatise in the same style on the science of
medicine Thishe did, composing the “Miftah al- Tibh”
(Key to Mediciné).

The Miftah al-Tibb is divided into ten chapters:
(1) On the encouragement of study of the sciences in
general, and the science of medicine in particular.
(2) On the validity of the science of medicine.
(3) On the definition of the science of medicine.
(4) On the nobility of the science of medicine.
(5) On the various divisions of the science of medicine.
(6) On the various sects within the science of medicine.
(7) On the methods through which the science of
medicine may be grasped.
(8) An enumeration of the sciences which the physician
must know in order to be perfect in his art and
profession.
(9) On the method by which the student of medicine
may make steady progressin hisstudies, and the proper
order of medical books to be studied.
(10) On medical expressions and definitions of medical
terms.

SUMMARY OF THE FIRST CHAPTER, ON THE

ENCOURAGEMENT OF STUDY OF THE SCIEN-

Ibn Hindu begins the chapter with a preface explain-
ing the distinction by the ancients between existent
{mawjud) and non-existent (madom). The existent {he
writes) is that which performs some “actioh™ {#i’]) or
vhich 1s influenced by some action. Thus if a man
neither performsany action norisinfluenced by suchan

action. it is better to call him “non-existent”-for he

»ould be in no way deserving of being called “existe-
nf".

The author then deals with the actions of man. He
states that man is by virtue of some of his actions in the
same class as the animals: such actions include eating.
drinking, and other things in which the intellect has no
part. By virtue of others, however, he is together with
the angels: theseinclude use of the sciences and seeking
of the good-for such thingsare particular to the intellect
and require the faculty of distinction (tamyiz) and
thought.

Man does not raise his station by animal-like ac-
tions; he does not raise himself above the level of the
beast. Intellectual actions, on the other hand, are of
two kinds. One consists of those which every sound
human being can perform and which require neither
dedication nor practice, such as sewing one’s clothes
and smearing ointment on one’s wounds. Man does not
acquire any kind of special distinction through actions

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nature of this noble science; consequently, they expressed it in word and
demonstrated it in practice. With David, peace be on him, the science of music
reached high esteem and obtained increasing respect, as he said when he rose
nightly to pray invoking his Lord: “Awake up, my glorv: awake nevel [harp?]

XIBN HINDDU, Apu '1-Famapy Aul B, L.
Husays aL-KATIB, secretary of the chancery,
man of letters, poet and physician, a native
of Rayy but educated at Nishapir, where he was
introduced to Greek science.

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existence in order to defend and win respect for his
opinions. He suffered imprisonment in Fas. The
miraculous intervention of the still living saint Abg
Ya‘za, the Sidi Bi %Azzi of the ‘people, saved him.
But it was the incident which marked the death of
Ibn Barradjin which allowed Ibn Hirzihim to ex-
press with full force his condemnation of the perse-
cution waged by the fukahs® against Sifism and
philosophical speculation. -

‘Alt b. Yisuf having ordered the corpse of lbn
Barradjan [¢.v.] to be thrown onto the town dung-
heap, Ibn Hirzihim, who was staying in Marrakush '
at the time, made a vigorous protest against the
degrading decree and, disregarding the prince’s
orders, caused the population of the capital to be
publicly invited to do honour to the Sfi scholar by
a funeral that was worthy of him.

Ibn Hirzihim cannot be compared, for talent and
intellectual lustre, with Ibn al-“Arif, Ibn Barradjan
or even with Abli Bakr al-Mayiirki of Granada, the
three representatives, with Ibn al-Kasl, of the
Spanish Sifism so implacably opposed to the Almor-
avid régime; neverthéless he belongs incontestably,
like Abu "I-Fadl ¥bn al-Nahwi, with that group of
shaykhs, few in number but courageous and at times -
brilliant, who, in Spain particularly and to a lesser
extent in the Maghrib, had the courage and strength
of character to make a solemn protest against the
severities and abuses of the Almoravid inquisition,
thus helping to prepare for the fall of the dynasty,
which Ibn Timart, another shaykk claiming kinship
with the school of al-Ghazali, was to overthrow.
