on law and compulsion, and the second son as fore-
shadowing Christianity—the freedom of the chil-
dren of God.

ILDEFONSUS, ST. (ca. 607-ca. 667), bishop and
writer, was born in Toledo and became archbishop
of that city in 657. He played a leading role in the
development of the Mozarabic rite. Ildefonsus’ ex-
tant writings are De viris illustribus, De cognitione
baptismi, De itinere deserti, De virginitate S. Mar-
iae, and two letters.

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ILDEGIZIDS (Eldigiizids), the atabeg dynasty estab-
lished by Shams al-Din Eldigiiz (d. 1175), also ren-
dered as El-dengiiz or Il-deniz/Ildefiiz. Through
their domination of Azerbaijan, the Ildegizids came
to control the Iraqi Seljuk sultanate. Eldigiiz, a ghu-
lam {military slave) of Kipchak origin, rose rapidly
in Seljuk service. Sultan Toghril 11 (1132-1134) ap-
pointed him atabeg to his son Arslan Shih. Sultan

Mas“ad (1134-1152) married him to Toghril II's
widow (thereby making him stepfacher to the future
sultan), and by 1136 he had acquired a power base in
Azerbaijan. He asserted his authority over most of
Azerbaijan, a major source of Seljuk troops, and in
1161 succeeded in placing his stepson, Arslan Shah
(1161-1176), on the throne of the Iraqi sultanate.

The de facto ruler of this Seljuk state, Eldigiiz
proved to be a formidable (although not entirely suc-
cessful) opponent of the expansionist Georgian king-
dom. This policy was continued by his son Jahin
Pahlawan (1175-1186). When Arslan Shih died, per-
haps poisoned by Jahan Pahlawin, the latter placed
his nephew, Toghril Il ibn Arslan Shah (1176-1194),
on the throne as his puppet. Master of the Iraqi sul-
tanate, Jahian Pahlawin blocked Georgian and Ayyu-
bid expansion and checked the restless Turkish
emirs and resurgent Abbasid caliphate. His brother,
Qizil Arslan (1186-1191), a less astute politician, was
unable to prevent the unraveling of his predecessors’
carefully constructed arrangements. The Turkish
begs grew increasingly unruly and the hitherto
pliant Toghril III sought to become sultan in fact as
well as in name. Open conflict finally led to the as-
sumption of the sultanic dignity by Qizil Arslan in
1190, but he was murdered the following year.

In the ensuing power struggle, Qutlugh Inané ibn
Jahan Pahlawian, in a gross miscalculation, brought
in the Khwarizmshah Tekish, who became the prin-
cipal power in the region. Tekish ended the Seljuk
Iraqi sultanate in 1194 (Toghril was killed by Qut-
lugh Inan&, who became a Khwarizmian vassal).
Meanwhile, Abii Bakr ibn Jahin Pahlawin (1195-
1210) retained authority in Azerbaijan, but was little
more than a subordinate ruler. He was succeeded by
another half brother, Ozbeg (Uzbek, 1210-1225),
who also recognized Khwarizmian overlordship. He
soon found himself caught between the Mongols
(whom he bought off in 1220 and 1221) and the
Khwarizmians. In 1225 the Khwarizmshah Jalil al-
Din drove Ozbeg from Tabriz (he died shortly there-
after), extinguishing the Ildegizid line.

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thian’’, acquired in pre-modern Persian and thence in
Turkish, the sense of “‘wrestler, one who engages
in hand-to-hand physical combat’’, becoming
subsequently a general term for ‘‘hero, warrior,
champion in battle’’. From this later, broader
sense it is used as a personal name in the Persian
world, e.g. for the Eldigiizid Atabeg [see ILDERIZIDS]
Nusrat al-Din  Djahan-Pahlawin (reigned in
<Adharbaydjan, d. 581 or 582/1186 [see PAHLAWAN,
MUHAMMAD B. ILDENIZ; and see Justi, Iramsches
Namenbuch, 237, for other bearers of this name]. The
word’s appearance in Arabic as bahlawan is clearly a
secondary development, and has in more recent times
acquired the meaning of ‘‘acrobat, tightrope walker in
a circus, etc.”’, as was noted by Lane in early 19th
century Cairo, where it was gypsies who by then prac-
tised these skills (7The manners and customs of the modern
Egyptians, ch. xx ‘‘Serpent-charmers, and performers
of legerdemain tricks, etc.”’; see also Spiro, Arabic-
English dict. of the colloquial Arabic of Egypt, repr. Beirut
1973, 61, and Barthélemy, Dict. arabe-francais des
dialectes de la Syrie, Paris 1935-54, 66). In the most re-
cent colloquial of Cairo, it has become a pejorative
term for ‘‘tricky person’’ (Hinds and Badawi, 4 dict.
of Egyptian Arabic, Arabic-English, Beirut 1986, 110), cf.
also fahlawi ‘““clever’’ and fahlawa ‘‘cleverness’.

The topic of wrestling, as a sport and as an expres-
sion of manliness and chivalry, thus linking up with
the futuwwa [q.v.], was the subject of a classic study,
primarily of its Arabic aspects, by M. Canard (La lutte
chez les Arabes, in Cinquentaire de la Faculté de Lettres
d’Alger (1881-1931), Algiers 1932, 1-64, repr. in L'ex-
pansion arabo-islamique et ses répercussions, Variorum
Reprints, London 1974, no. XI), largely utilised here.
Wrestling and fighting, with the aim of bringing the
opponent to the ground, was an expression of classical
Greek and Roman athleticism; but the sports most
probably developed in parallel ways, rather being a
continued influence upon the Arabic and Persian
worlds. In ancient Arabia, wrestling seems to have
been one of the spectacles at the pre-Islamic fair of
“Ukaz [g.0.]; in the Sirat “Antar as it later developed
[see ‘aNTAR, SiRAT], the hero ‘Antara b. Shaddad
{g.v.] practised this sport as did, according to some
traditions, the caliph ‘Umar I. The terms most com-
monly used for this in Arabic were sur‘a and sira¢, with
the basic idea of hurling one’s opponent to the
ground. It may have continued in mediaeval Arabic
times as a popular sport; in 251/865, during the
disturbances at the ca.liphal capital of Sdmarra during
al-Musta®in’s time, citizens there hired musari%in to
defend their houses against the violence of the Turkish
soldiery (al-Tabari, iii, 1540, tr. G. Saliba, The crisis
of the “Abbasid caliphate, Albany 1985, 31).

However, it was in Persia that wrestling was
developed to a fine art, being associated with the
heroes of legendary times. Firdawsi’s Shdh-ndma con-
tains several episodes of wrestling and combat, often
illustrated in manuscripts of the national epic; three
centuries or so later, Sa‘di often cites the pahlawdan or
wrestler in situations where a moral of some sort can
be pointed. Above all, this national pastime from an-
cient Iran has survived in the often-described special
gymnasia for wrestling, the zir-khdnas [¢.v.], with
ritualistic methods of fighting and a special garb of
tight-fitting trousers [sec sSIRwAL in EJ'] and belt.

From the Persians it passed to the Turks and was
a significant element of the military prowess for which
the race was famed in the mediaeval Islamic world. It
was practised amongst the Mamliks of Egypt and
Syria as part of their military training, sir@® being a
skill ascribed to some of the great masters of furisiyya

lg.0.] (see D. Ayalon, Notes on the Furiisiyyc exercises and
games in the Mamluk sultanate, in Serista Hitrosolymitana,
ix, Jerusalem 1961, 57, 61-2, repr. in The Afomlik
military society, Variorum Reprints.

II). Turkish troops took these skills as far as the
Maghrib, and baklawéndt turkiyyc were found in the
entourage of the Beys and Pashas of Tunis up to the
19th century. In the Ottoman empire, wrestlers were
included in each Janissary company (oriz [¢.2.]). and
in 11th/17th century Istanbul, wresters were organis-
ed into a corporation of pefkizdns (sic, in this
metathesised form), on the evidence of Ewliya Celebi.

AL-Din, Atabeg of Adharbivdiin in the later
6th/12th century. His father Ddefiz fec] had in
course of time risen to be the real ruler in the Saldjik
empire; the widow of Sulian Toghril [g.z.] was
Pahlawan’s mother and Arslian b. Toghril [g.z.] his
step-brother. In the fighting between Ildefiiz and the
lord of Maragha, Ibn Aksunkur al-Ahmadil,
Pahlawin played a promment part [see MARAGHA].
From his father he inherited in 568/1172-3 Arran,
Adharbaydjan, al-Djibal, Hamadhan, Isfzhin and a]-
Rayy with their dependent territories and a few years
later he also took Tabriz, which he gave to his brother
Kizil Arslan. Like Ildefiiz, Pahlawin also became the
real ruler. Sultan Arslan b. Toghil was completely
under his control, as was also his voung son Toghril
[¢.v.], whom Pahlawan put on the Saldjik throne,
after Arslin had been disposed of by poison.
Pahlawan died in Dhu ’I-Hididja 581/February-
March 1186 or the beginning of 382/1186 and his
brother Kizil Arslan succeeded him.

Ibn al-Athwr (xi, 346) pays a high tribute to
Pahlawan’s statesmanlike qualittes, and during his
tenure of office peace and prospesity prevailed in his
governorship. After his death, however, bloodshed
and unrest broke out. In IsfahZn the ShifiSs and
Hanafis fought one another, and at al-Rayy the Sun-
nis and Shi‘ts, until order was gradually restored.

PA’I (Hindi ‘“‘quarter’”), English form “‘pie””, the
smallestcoppercoinof British India = ¥, of an
anna. Originally, in the East India Company’s early
experiments for a copper coinage. the pie. as its name
implies, was the quarter of an anna or pice [see
PAYSA]; after the Acts of 1835, 1844 and 1870, how-
ever, the pie was !/, of a pice.

Shamsuddia Eldignz

The founder of the Eldiguzid dynasty was Shamsuddin Eldiguz.
Originally he occupied a low office uander the Seljuks, but by diat
of his ability he rose to a high position, and came to be appointed
as a Governor of Azarbaijan. In-this office he became virtually
independent. When the Seljuk Sultan Tughril II died in 1132 C.E.
Shamsuddin Eldiguz married his widow, That added to his prestige
and power, and he came to be acknowledged as the most important
Amirs among the Seljuks. He espoused the cause of his wife on
Arsalan. When Arsalan became the Se¢ljuk Sultan in 1161 C.E.,
Eldiguz tecame the Seljuk Prime Minister and the power behind the
throne. Fldiguz proved to be a good administrator, and uader him
the State prospered.

Muhammad
Eldignz died in 1175 C.E. and was succeeded by his son Nusrat-

ud Din Pahlavan Muhammad. He acted as the Regent of the Seljuk
Suttan Tughril 11T who was a minor,

Qizal Arsalzn

Muhammad died in 1186 C.E. and was succesded by his brother
Qizal Arsalan. He planned to overthrow the Seljuk and usurp ths
throne. He conspired to kill the Sejuk Sultan Tughril 111, but the
day the Seljuk Sultan was to be killed, Qizal Arsalan himself died,
and the conspiracy to overthrow the Seljuks came to nought.
Abu Baky

Qizal Arsalan died in 1191 C.E. and was succeeded by his nephew
Abu Bakr. Qutlugh a brother of Abu Bakr revolted against his
authority. In the battle that followed Qutlugh was defeated. He
took refuge with the Khwarzam Shah, and prevailed upon him to
invade Azarbaijan to restore him to powsr. Before the campaign

Not undisputed is the interpretation of Herodotus 7.31,
a passage which leads into an entirely different context:
Somewhere in Lydia, Xerxes is said to have appointed a
man—thus in an unbiased translation—to be “immortal
custodian” (i.e., to be replaced in case of loss) of a plane-
tree adorned by the king with gold for its beauty. Other
scholars, linking the words another way, think of “an im-
mortal man,” who is (wrongly, I would say) supposed to
be “one of the Immortals,” detailed off as the custodian
(this being resolutely stated by Briant, pp. 246 ff.).

INANC (Inanj) KATUN, wife of the Atabeg Nosrat-
al-Din Jahan-Pahlavin Mohammad b. Sams-al-Din Eldi-
gliz (r. 571-82/1175-86), the Eldigiizid or Ildegizid ruler
in Arran, most of Azerbaijan, and then Jebal. She was the
daughter of the powerful Turkish governor of Ray, nomi-
nally for the later Saljugs, Hosam-al-Din Inané Songor,
who was killed at the instigation of Eldigiiz in 564/1169
(Ravandi, rev. ed., pp. 292-96; Ebn al-Atir, XI, p. 348).

Obviously an ambitious and forceful personality, Inan&
Katun played a leading role in the confused political and
military maneuverings in northwestern Persia after Jahan-
Pahlavan Mohammad’s death. The latter’s brother and
successor, Mozaffar-al-Din Qizil (Qezel) Arslan ‘Otman
(r. 582-87/1186-91), married his brother’s widow accord-
ing to the custom of the levirate (Hosayni, p. 179, tr. p.
464; Abu Hamed, p. 86; Ravandi, p. 363; Ebn al-Atir, XI,
PP- 525-26; cf. Bondari, ed. Houtsma, pp. 142-44). Jahan-
Pahlavin Mohammad seems to have made an arrange-
ment for his four sons to share out his personal lands
under the general supervision and overlordship of Qizit
Arslan (Hosayni, p. 173, tr. p. 455; cf. Luther, p. 396).
In the internecine squabbies which ensued, Inané Katun
supported the claims of her own two sons by Jahan-
Pahlavan Mohammad, Qutlug Ining Mahmud and Amir-
e Amiran ‘Omar, against her first husband’s two sons by
slave mothers.

Meanwhile, the last of the Great Saljugs of the west,
Togril (IT) b. Arslan, was attempting to break free from
Qizil Arslan’s tutelage. He allied with Qutlug Inand
Mahmud against Qizil Arslan and the latter’s son Nosrat
al-Din Abu Bakr, but after failing to secure outside help -
had to surrender to Qizil Arsian in 586/1190 and suffer
imprisonment at the Atabeg’s hands (Bondari, pp. 301-2;
Ravandi, p. 362; Ebn al-Atir, X1, p. 560, XII, p. 76; cf.
Houtsma, pp. 145-50). However, Qizil Arslan, who had
now assumed for himself, with the Abbasid caliph al-
Nager’s approval, the title of sultan, was murdered in mys-
terious circumstances in Sa‘ban 587/August-September
1191, apparently by one of his own goldms, but possibly
at the prompting of his wife Inan¥ Katun (Hosayni, p. 181;
tr., pp. 467-68; Abu Hamed, p. 89; Ravandi, p. 363; Bon-
dari, ed. Houtsma, p. 302; Ebn-al-Atir, XII, pp. 75-76).
Togril, now released from captivity by the amirs of Az-
erbaijan, quickly defeated Qutlug Inan& Mahmud and
Amir-e Amiran ‘Omar near Qazvin and drove the former
to seek security in the citadel of Ray (Ebn al-Atir, XII,
pp- 94, 106). Inand Katun surrendered to Togril and mar-
ried him, probably in 588/1192 (Abu Hamed, p. 90; ac-
cording to Ravandi, pp. 366-67, in the following year),
but died at Hamadan shortly afterwards (Hosayni, pp. 183-
84, 189-90; tr. 471-73, 481, according to whom her son
Qutlug nané Mahmud suspected the Saljuq sultan of
killing her; Ravandi, pp. 366-67, specifically says that
Togril had her strangled).

) ILBIRA, Sp. ELvira, town and the associa-
ted province, near or identical with Granada. The
Liberri/Iibira/Granada question has been much dis-
cussed and may be summarized as follows: The
Roman town of Iliberri occupied part of the present
site of Granada. The Arab governors of the region at
first resided there, Arabicizing the name into Ilbira,
but about 130/747 founded, 12 kin north-west of
modern Granada, a new capital which was called
Kastalla, Kastila, or Ivastiliyva. This however soon
becamne known by the name of its predecessor, Elvira.
The original Elvira continued to be populated,
largely by Jews and Christians, but in time came to
be known as Granata/Gharuita. In 4o01/1010, during
the Berber insurrection, new Elvira was sacked by
the Sanhidia troops of Zawi b, Ziri and the inhabit-
ants emigrated to Granada. In yo3/1o12 Zawl declared
his independence and made Granada his capital.
Henceforward Elvira declined though there was still
a fortress there as late as 891/1486. The ruins are still
visible and the name survives in the Sierra de Elvira
and the Puerta de Elvira at Granada,

The name Ilibira as that of the region of which the
capital was Granada continued in use long after the
decline of Elvira town. Sce further GHARNATA.

XILDENIZ, Suaws au-Din (d. ? s7ifixys-o),
Atabeg of Xdharb3idiin ahd founder of the short-
lived dynasty of the Ildefiizids (see next article).
By birth a Kipcak Turk, lldefiiz began his career
as a slave of the Saldjiik sultan Mabhmiid’s vizier
Kamal al-Din al-Simnirdmi (assassinated 515 or 516/
1121 or 1122); he then passed into the service of
S}Jlmn Masad (5256/1154-547/2152), who appointed
him governor of Arrin. In this remote province,
where incursions from Georgia made essential the
maintenance of a strong army, Ildeiiiz became one
of the most powerful emirs of the Saldjiks, and by
about 5401146 had made himself the virtually in-
dependent ruler of Adharbaydjan. Sultan Mas‘id
gave him in marriage Mu’mina Khatun, the widow
of his brother and predecessor Toghril, and this
marriage led him to intervene, in the quarrels over
the succession to the sultanate after Mas‘dad’s death
(547/1152), on behalf of his stepson Arslan b. Toghrll.
In 556/1161 he marched from Hamadag, deposed
Sulaymin Shah, and installed Arslan as sultan. The
grateful Arslin accorded the rank of Atabak-i a‘zam
to lldefiiz, who now turned to securing the position
of his protégé. The amir of Rayy, Inang, was tempo-
rarily won over by the marriage of his daughter to
Ildefiiz’s son (and successor) Pahlawin, but later
attempted, in alliance with the amirs of Fars and
Kazwin, to depose Arslan in favour of his brother
Mubammad. The dissidents were defeated by lidediz,
but Inané made his escape to Rayy; he gained the
support of the Kh*irazmshah Ii-arslan, but in 564/
1169 was forced to flee upon the approach of Ildediz,
who, with the help of Inand’s vizier Sa‘d al-Dm al-
Ashall, procured his assassination. Iidefliz then ac-
companied the Sultan to Isfahdn and obtained the
submission of the atabeg of Fars, Zangi. He was
obliged to return to Adharbaydian by the news that
the Georgians had sacked Dwin [q.v.] (557/3162),
whercupon a coalition of Muslim rulers, led by Ildefiiz,
invaded Georgia and defeated King Giorgi [sce
kurpg). Back at Hamadin, he received word that
the Kh*arazmghih was planning to invade Khurasin;
in spite of a warning from Ildediz that these terri-
_tories belonged to the Saldjik sultan, 1l-arslan
marched against Nighapir; Ildeiliz confronted him
at Bistam, but no open hostilitics occurred and I1-
arslan withdrew. The death of Il-arslan in 5681172
removed the threat from that quarter; so that by
his death, probably in 571/11756, 1idehiz was the
undisputed de facto master of the ¢Iraki territories
of the Saldjikid empire. Hgywas buried at Hamadan,
beside a madrasa which he had founded.

(MirzA BALA)
(NILDENIZIDS or ELDIGUZIDS, a line o
Atabegs or Turkish slave commanders whe
governed ost of northwestern Persia
including Arrin, most of Adharbaydjin, and Dijibal
during the second half of the 6th/12th century ant
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Men’s and women's activities are spatially
regulated. Women traditionally perform their duties
of cooking, deaning, sewing, bread making and
animal care in the private space of the household
courtyard while men work in the public area of the
marketplace or fields. This division is adhered to most
strictly in urban areas in northern Afghanistan, where
traditional Ozbeg women begin wearing the veil
around the age of puberty. In the former Soviet
republics, ()zbcg women work outside the home in
factories, offices and agriculrare. However, they re-
main the primary homemakers.

Historically, tax-farming was the primary land
tenure system, especally north of the Ami Darya
{[g-2.]. In the khanate of Bukhira [g.0.], provinces
were divided into tax districts administered by ap-
pointees of the om#r of Bukhdra. Fach beg retained the
amount of revenue which he considered necessary to
maintain his court and forwarded the rest to the amir.
The situation of the common people was not substan-
dally altered after the Russian annexation of Central
Asia except in Farghina [¢. 2 |, where the Russians in-
stituted cotton mono-cropping and eliminated the
traditional bureacracy.

In the late 1920s 10 1930s, agriculture was collec-
tivised in Turkistin. Despite Sovietisation, many
Ozbegs continued to market some of their own crops.
Increasing corten production in the late 19th to 20th
centuries has led to integration into the world market.
Depending on location, one-third to one-half of urban
Ozbegs in the former Soviet republics currently own
their own households. In northern Afghinistin the
most important land tenure system is currently
freehold or private ownership which entails full rights
and disposal through sale and inheritance. Most of the
holdings are small, rypically 3-10 acres.

The basic kin group is known as the fawm (other
terms are also used), which in its basic sense consists
of related households comprising a community. The
kawm contains several groups of parrilineally-related

" families who regard themselves as descended from a

common ancestor. However, kawm is a structural
category which is adjusted by the people to suit their
own social situation. The word is used to include not
only agnates, but also persons who assist each other,
share goods and live nearby, including affinal
kinsmen and even unrelated people who marry in and
become viewed as part of the group. Ideally, the
nearest houscholds in the village or urban
neighbourhood whe have dose co-operative relation-
ships and who may have their own mosque or other
common interests form a fmem. A village may be
composed of one or more kxems. An urban kawm is
often associated with a craft or occupation. An impor-
tant fearure of kinship terminologies is the emphasis
on special terms for older brother, aka, and older
sister, apa.

In the traditonal marrizge system, marriage
preference is for one 10 whom a kin connection can be
traced. There are norms zgainst marriage with
members of other ethnic groups. Although polygamy
has become rare. parental arrangement and consent
to marriage have been retained. A cash payment from
the groom’s side to the bride’s is part of marriage
negotiations, part of which may be used to buy
household items for the bride. Divorce is governed by
Islamic law or by the laws of the country, although
community pressure Lmits its use.

The ideal is the patrilocal extended family with the
senior married couple. their sons, the sons’ wives and
children and the unmarried daughters of the senior
couple all residing in the same household compound.

Nuclear families are also common, since extended
families may bréak up as the sons mature and the
senior pair ages.

Ozbegs generally favour large families. In northern
Afghanistin, the baby is strapped into a special
wooden cradle on rockers beginning forty days after
birth. Qutside of the cradle, the baby is swaddled,
Circumcision of boys, practiced by all Ozbegs, is
generally done at some time between the second and
fourth year. A Kur’inic education was traditional,
but now public high school and university education
are increasingly common, especially for boys.

The ruling dynasties in the Central Asian khanates
from the end of the 18th to the 20th centuries were the
tribal groups of Mangit [¢.0.] in Bukhira [g.0.} and
Kungrét [g.0.] in Kh“arazm [q.0.], which came to be
called Khiwa [¢.2.]. The leaders of the Khokand
khanate were from the Ming tribe. Some Ozbegs still
remember a tribal designation and may use this as
part of their personal identity. Important tribes are
Kungrit, Mangit, Kipak, Kangli, Na’iman, Khitay,
Dirmen, Caghatay," Ming, Kenikas and Lakai.
Other “‘non-tribal”’ Ozbegs use either a district or
town as an identity marker. Gender, age, dialect and
Islamic observance are important components of per-
sonal identity and status.

The Ozbegs are Sunni Muslims who follow the
Hanafiyya [¢..] legal tradition. N akshbandiyya [g.0.]
Sifism has been a social and political force. For some,
folk beliefs like the evil eye and harmful possessing
spirits, djinn [g.0.] or pari {q.0.], are part of daily life
and necessitate the use of arhulets or written verses of
the Kur’an. Diseases may be classified as “hot’’ or
“‘cold,”” with oppositely-classified foods used in their
curing. The “ulamd?, religious scholars and teachers,
traditionally were very influential, since Bukhira was
for long a centre of Islamic learning. Shamanistic
healing, especially the removal of spirits, was done by
a practitioner called a bakhshi, parikh®an or du‘akh¥an,
often a mulli learned in the Kur’an. In the folk tradi-
tion, there is also belief in afbastz, a witch-like diinni.

In addition to the celebration of Islamic festivals
and holy periods such as Ramadan, a non-Islamic
holiday, the New Year, held at the beginning of
spring, is celebrated by the distribution of a pudding-
like food made of sprouted wheat, sumalak, to f%xiﬁ'
and friends. Ozbegs are known for their cuisine,
which includes many noodle dishes such as manti, a
steamed dumpling. The musical tradition includes in-
digenous instruments such as the two-stringed ditar
and the da’ra, a tambourine, for use in public and
private entertainment. To celebrate weddings and cir-
cumcisions, men play alaf, a sport in which men on
horseback battle to carry the carcass of a cow to a goal.
