Freiherr von ‘Kremer, Alfred, born 13 May 1828 at Prenzig (Wien), he studied law and Orental
. languages at the Universitat Wien. Supported by a travel scholarship from the Orientalische Akademie,
Wien, he went in 1849 to Damascus by way of Constantincple to study Arabic and collect Arabic
manuscripts. From Constantinople he travelled in native costume to Aleppo, where he remained. for
three months, before going on to Damascus. Upon his retun to Wien in 1851, he became a professor
of colloquial Arabic at the Polytechnikum. In the following year, he entered the Austrian-consular
service, successively being assigned to Cairo (1852-59) and Galatz (Galati), Romania; in 1870 he
became consul-general in Beirut. Since 1872, he was posted to the Austrian Foreign Office in a
ministerial capacity. He was an Austrian representative on the Egyptian credit commission, 1876-80,
and subsequently served for a brief period as Austrian minister of frade and commerce. Considered
one of the founders of modern Islamic studies, his writings include Mittelsyrien und Damaskus (1853),
Geschichte der herrschenden Indeen des [slams (1868), its translation, Politics in Islam (1920),
Kulturgeschichte des Orients unter den Chalifen (1875-77), and its translation, The Orient under the

He became a merchant in
Labeck, Bremen, and Berlin. In 1894, he emigrated to Britain, becoming naturalized in 1911. For
many years he ran a factory in Beckenham, England. In 1921, he began to pursue an academic
interest. Soon after his arrival in England he had started to learn Persian in his spare time. Under the
influence of Sir Charles Lyall, he also studied Arabic, at first poetry only, but later including also
lexicography and biographical works. In the 1920s, he had become a recognized Arabic scholar,
honoured by membership in leamed institutions in Hyderabad, Deccan, Erlangen, and Damascus.
Upon the recommendation of August Fischer, the Universitdt Leipzig granted him an honorary
doctorate in 1929. In the same year, he was invited to teach Islamic studies at the Muslim University of
Aligarh. Allergic to the Indian climate, he retumned to Europe in 1930, teaching Arabic and Persian at
Bonn until 1935, when he seftled with his British wife at Cambridge, where he died on 7 June 1952. He
donated his private library to the Seminar fir Geschichte und Kultur des Vorderen Orients, Hamburg.

-work by Weil himself came out in 1864.) In his introduction to the Koran
Weil was the first to divide the Meccan surahs into three groups, a di-
vision later adopted also by Néldeke. After “Mohammed the prophet”
Weil also wrote a three-volume “History of the Caliphs” and, as its
sequel, the “History of the Abbassid Caliphate in Egypt.” For this too he
assessed Arabic source material independently.

A further important publication, of a dual nature, should be mentioned
in this context: “The Life and Teaching of Mohammed according to
sources mostly previously unknown’” by Arovs SPRENGER (1813—93).
This appeared in three volumes in Berlin in 1861—65 and a second
edition came out in 1869. (The first part of the work had already come
out in English in Allahabad, India, in 1851.) The author, a native of the
Tyrols, had a very active mind, was widely travelled and endowed with
untiring creative powers. He had the good fortune to be able to carry out
a programme of work which he had formulated early in life—"to devote
himself wholly to Asiatic studies, to visit the Orient, to make a contri-
‘bution there to the introduction of European culture and also to bring
back to Europe a true picture of the Orient and its literature”. During
a period of almost twelve years in India he worked as a teacher and
librarian and used the opportunity to read and study Islamic manu-
scripts and literature about the history of both Indian and Arabic Islam.
He managed to have some of it printed and where possible he preserved
a copy for his own personal collection. It was on his intiative that the
edition of Tisi’s “Fihrist kutub a$-¥i‘a” and Suyitl’s “Itqan” came out
in the Bibliotheca Indica series. He also had a hand in the edition of
Zambari’s “Ka$3af’ by W. N. Lees and of Waqidi's (fragmentary)
“Kitab al-Magazi” by A. von Kremer. He acquired a knowledge of
early Islamic literature which was unusual for his times. He himself
owned manuscripts of the “Sira” by Ibn Hidam with Suhaili’s commen-
tary and parts of the Annals of Tabari. He discovered the first volume of
Ibn Sa‘d’s Book of the Classes (Kitab at-Tabagat) in a private library in
«Cawnpore and further volumes in Damascus. He at least knew of Malik’s
“Muwatta’ ”, the “Sahihs” of Buhari and Muslim as well as the four other
canonical Hadit collections, Ibn ‘Abdalbarr’s “Isti'ab”, Ibn Hagar's
“Isaba” and the chronicles of Ibn al-Atir. When he finally returned
to Europe in 1856 he brought with him a collection of nearly 2,000
volumes, including over 1,100 Arabic manuscripts. Shortly afterwards
these were given to the Berlin Library. (After the end.of the Second
World War they were transferred to the University Library in Tiibingen
where they are accessible to the public.)

One might presume that Sprenger, with all the sources at his disposal,
would have written a water-tight biography of Mohammed. But the
work is disappointing in more than one respect and does notstand up
to the demands of an academic dissertation. The tendency to see Islam
as a creation of the spirit of the time leads him to discount the import-
ance of the Arab prophet and his historical achievement. From the
intrinsically correct assumption that all we know about him originated
from his venerators, he concludes that “the biographer must take on
the hateful role of a devil’s advocate and deduce something of the shady
side of his character from their praises”, and so he took every opportu-
nity to point out Mohammed’s human weaknesses. Despite these fail-
ings Sprenger’s biography remains an important achievement, and this
not only because it formed for many decades the conception that
educated circles in Germany had of Islam, but also because it was at
least a formally successful attempt to compile a perceptive picture direct-
ly from the sources in a broadly planned synthesis and bring it to the
notice of an extensive public. He was interested in investigating the
great influence that the cultural conditions which had emerged from
Islam exerted on Europe during the Middle Ages and he wanted to
open the eyes of the world around him to this. He was also of the
opinion that “too much stress was laid on the knowledge of classical
antiquity and too little on the antiquity of the Orient”. Also he wanted
“to confirm general historical laws using a reasoned philosophy of history -
and to distinguish the constant factors in history from the variable ones”.
With these aims he proudly claimed to follow the school of Ibn Halduin.

Alfred von Kremer, Theodor N 5ldeké and Julius Wellhausen

If one could say of Sprenger that he observed and assessed Islam from
the point of view of its cultural history, then this is doubly true of his
Austrian compatriot, Alfred von Kremer (1828—89). The latter travelled
widely in the consular service and in preparation for this in Turkey,
Syria and Egypt, and thus he was able to form a picture of the Orient at
first hand. Presumably it was this direct contact with the Orient which
awakened in both Sprenger and Alfred von Kremer the desire to inves-
tigate the achievements of medieval Islamic culture, whose effects,
though distorted, have left many clear traces today, and to discover the
relationships between them and the rest of the Oriental world. Von
Kremer said of himself that he had learnt to see that “present-day Islam.
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
