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Sibt Ibn al-Jawzl was a hugely influential figure in Syria, and particularly
Damascus, in the first half of the seventh/thirteenth century. His fame in his
lifetime and in the later medieval period was based primarily on his oratorical
skills as a teacher and preacher in the mosques and madrasas of Damascus,
and in his majalis al-wa’ (‘assemblies of exhortation’), which were extremely
popular. His renown in these fields echoed down the ages across the Islamic
world, and centuries later writers were still holding him up as amodel preacher.
His ability as a speaker also seems to have had an impact on the ruling elites
of Damascus, as he developed close relationships with a number of them over
the course pf his Jife. In addition to these main activities Sibt Ibn al-Jawzi was
also known in his capacity as a writer, although in this regard he was not as
prolific as others, as he seems to have written a maximum of only thirty known
works, just five of which are extant. As was typical for someone with his posi-
tion in the ranks of the ulama—the religious classes—his writings focussed
on religious issues, and so included Quranic commentaries, books on hadith, a
biography of Muhammad, and assessments of various aspects of figh (Islamic
law). Yet for modern historians of the crusading period and Islamic history
more widely, as well as for many of his contemporaries, Sibt Ibn al-Jawz's most
important text was his historical work Miriat al-zaman fi ta’rikh al-a‘yan (‘The
Mirror of the Age in the History of the Famous’), a universal chronicle run-
ning from the Creation until the year 654/1256.! This provides much unique,
inside knowledge of the Ayytibid states, and particularly Damascus, during the
fixst half of the seventh/thirteenth century, and consequently is a basic text for
studying events surrounding the crusader states and their Muslim opponents
during this time.

Qizoghluy, Sibt Ibn al-Jawzi was the city of Baghdad, which was the seat of the

‘Abbasid caliphate and hence the centre of the Sunni world, with all the politi-

cal, cultural and religious activity that went with it, where he was born around
the year 582/1186.2 His father, Qizoghlii b. ‘Abdallah, was originally a Turkish
slave whose own father had also been a slave to the vizier Ibn Hubayra in the
550s/1150s.3 Sibt Ibn al-JawzT's father had been freed by Ibn Hubayra when he
was still a fairly young age,* and the latter then arranged for him to be married
to Rabi‘a, the daughter of the hugely important Baghdad scholar and preacher
Ibn al-Jawzi (d. 597/1200).5 It was this union which produced Sibt Ibn al-Jawzi,
meaning that he was, as his name demonstrates (Sib¢ meaning ‘grandson’ in
Arabic), the grandson of Ibn al-Jawzl. This union also meant that Sibt Ibn
al-Jawzi was half Arab and half Turkish, which led to him occasionally being
referred to as ‘al-TurkT, although he seems to have been generally accepted as
an Arab, at least partially, one suspects, on account of the importance of his
Arab grandfather.

The family into which he was born was an extremely influential one. Ibn
alJawzi had been a famous preacher and scholar whose writings concerned
history, hadith, Quranic commentaries, Islamic law and many other fields of
enquiry. He wrote hundreds of works on these and many other subjects which

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EDITING ARABIC CHRONICLES:
A FEW SUGGESTIONS *

If we want to improve our knowledge of Islamic history, obviously
one of our main tasks is to publish the sources (1). Chronicles are by no
means the only sources to be considered (2), but they are of course one of
the first ones, and as they need some special treatment, of which sufficient
care has not always been taken, it will be convenient to speak more
particularly of them in the present article.

Naturally the first chronicles which have been published are those
which were most easily found in libraries. As European scholars had closer
contacts with Christians than with the Muslims, the first chronicle to be
published, among those written in the Arabic language, was that of the
Copt al-Makin ibn al-‘Amid (3); the first chronicle by a Muslim author
followed only a century later. It was the general history of the Muslim
World down to the beginning of the VIITth/XIVth century by Abda 1-
Fida (4), the prince of Hama (Syria). There is nothing to blame our
forefathers having proceeded that way. Knowing almost nothing of
Muslim literature, they had to bring to public knowledge first what
chance offered them. What is, however, to blame is the frequent con-
tinuation of kindred methods — if that may be called method — down
to our own times. What could casily be forgiven in centuries lacking an

Shams al-Din Aba al-Muzaffar Yisuf ibn
Qizoghlii Sibt Ibn al-Jawzi was a historian of
the Ayyubid period, known as ‘the grandson’
(sibt) of the famous Hanbali scholar Ibn al-

Jawzi. Much of his contemporary fame stem- -

med from his eloquence, perhaps inherited
from his grandfather, as a popular preacher,
but his lasting fame comes from his great
universal history, the Mir'at al-zaman, in
which he followed the system of Ibn al-Jawzi
in his Muntazam of an annalistic listing of
historical information plus obituaries of promi-
nent people who had died during that year. For
the first three Islamic centuries (based on al-
Tabari) and for the sixth/twelfth century
(using Ibn al-Qalanisi, Ibn al-Jawzi and
‘Imad- al-Din al-Isfahani), he appears to
bring little new, but is valuable for the

Sicily, Siculo-Arabic poets

Among the Arabs who led the conquest of
Sicily (211/827) were famous men of culture,
like Asad ibn al-Furat, a judge from Qay-
rawan, and Mujbar ibn Sufyan, the conqueror
of Messina (228/843), who left the oldest
Arabic verses of Sicily. The spread of Islamic
culture and faith in Sicily did not meet with
strong opposition, due to the weakness of
local resistance and to the economic benefits
introduced, such as a new irrigation system
and new cultivation which brought a great
development of commerce. Both the patronage
of the Aghlabid rulers, who supported the arts,
and the immigration of many Malikis fleeing
from the spread of Shi‘ism in North Africa,
helped the introduction of Islamic culture.
Among the immigrants were famous jurists,
poets, lexicographers,.grammarians and men
of religion, who soon created schools of
thought known all over the Mediterranean.
Sicily became a halting-place for the pilgrims
to Mecca and a meeting-place for men of
letters.

From the tenth century Sicily was ruled by
the Kalbite amirs (336—445/947-1053), the
Shi‘i emissaries of the Egyptian Fatimids,
who were virtually autonomous in their rule
and therefore able to suppport the arts and
tolerate religious controversies with the
Sicilian Malikis. The patronage of these
princes aided the development of an auton-
omous cultural production that produced
Sicilian representatives in every field of sci-
ence. Poetry, earlier strictly linked to
traditional models, developed innovative
modes; much of this poetry has been preserved
in anthologies, like those of Ibn al-Qatta* and
al-Sayrafi. We know of the existence of more
than 170 poets, but little is known about more
than a dozen of them and a few thousand
verses (a part from several complete diwans)
that represent their production.

Along with the great poets we find the
names of secretaries, judges, princes, gram-
marians and viziers..Among the panegyrists of
the Aghlabids we find Ibn al-Qatta’, one of the
earliest Siculo-Arabic poets, an exponent of
the classical tradition. “Ali ibn Muhammad al-
Khayyat, the official panegyrist of the Kalbid
court, wrote encomia to Yusuf Thiqat al-
Dawla (381-8/990-8) and to his heir, the
prince-poet Ja'far (388-405/998-1014/15);
al-Khayyat was a modern poet who excelled
in describing reality. ‘Aba ‘Abd Allah

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until he ‘wgs set free in 595/1 198-9 on the intervention
of the caliph’s mother, a very devout woman whose
syﬁ)pathy bad been gained by one of the preacher’s
sons, the shkaykh Mubyi ’I-Din Yasuf, who was to
make his career in the service of the caliphate. But
soon after his triumphant return to Baghdad Ibn
al-Diawzi died, in 597/1200.

Ibn al-Diawzi was one of the most prolific writers
of Arabic literature. Ibn Radjab, in his Dhayl (1,
415-20), lists more than 200 works (cf. Brockelmann,
I, 659-66 and S 1, 914-20). Ibn Taymiyya, moreover,
when he was still in Cairo, had counted and been
acquainted with mmore than 1,000 works, varying
greatly in length, and later learned of still more.
All the great Islamic disciplines are represented in
this prodigious output, which includes some major
works.

His Munta;afﬁ, part of which has survived (ed.
Krenkow, Haydarabad 1357-9/1938-40, 6 vols.), is
an exceptionally rich source for the history of the
caliphate from 257871 to 574{1179. His Sifat al-
safwa (Haydarabad 1355-6/1936-7), which makes great
use of the work of Abi Nu‘aym al-Isfahani, is a
well-documented history of Siifism which aims to
demonstrate that the true Sifis in Islam were prim-
arily in fact those who set themselves to follow
faithfully the teaching of the great Comparnions.

But his best historical work, inseparable from his
sermons, is found, as Ibn Taymiyya emphasized,
in his laudatory biographies (mandkib); even the
choice of subject is in itself instructive: the first four
caliphs and the Umayyad “Umar b. ‘Abd al-Aziz;
al-Shafi‘i and Ahmad b. Hanbal {with some Hanbali
tabakat); also several ‘ubbid or zuhkad such as
al-Hasan al-Basrj, Fudayl b. ‘Iyad, Ibrahim b.
Adhain, Sufyin al-Thawri, Bishr al-Hafi, Ma%af
al-Karkhi and Rabi‘% al-‘Adawiyya,

His zeal as a cataloguer of heresies and as a pole-
micist, which appears throughout his work and
prompted him to write refutations of al-Halladj
and of ‘Abd al-Kadir al-Djili, appears with particular
intensity in one of the major works of Hanbali
polemic, Talbis Iblis (Cairo 1369/1950; Eng. tr. by
D. S. Margoliouth, The Devil's delusion, in IC, ix
(1935)-x1i (1938)), in which he attacks not only the
various sects more or less outside Sunnism (Rhawarid,
rawdfid, mu‘tazila, falisifa, batiniyya, etc.), but also,
within Sunnism, all those whom he considered re-
sponsible for having introduced into the dogma or
the law of Islam innovations which were to be
condemned {bida): fukaha®, traditionists, statesmen
and, above ali, s#ftyya, among whom men such as
Abu Talib al-Makki, al-Kushayri and al-Ghazali,
with many others, are vigorously attacked. Ibn
al-Djawzi left, together with an excellent manual
of Hanbali fikk, several collections of Sermons,

Ibn al-Djawzi had very many disciples and his
influence on the Hanbalism of the Ayyibid period
was considerable. The traditionist ‘Abd al-Ghani
al-Makdisi (d. 600/1203-4) and the jurisconsult
Muwaffak al-Din b. Kudima (d. 620/1223) went to
Baghdad to study under him or his disciples. Ibn
Taymiyya (d. 728/1328) also had a profound know-
ledge of his works.

Although he abandoned ti)e
Hanbalism of his grandfather for Hanafism, the
juridical school to which the Turks in general
belonged, and in particular (an exceptional thing for
Ayyubids) al-Mufazzam and al-Nisir - Dawiid, he
nevertheless inherited Ibgp al-Djawzi's eloquence as
2 preacher and it was essentially for this that he
was known during his life-time, moving crowds and
princes to tears, urging them to take part in the
Holy War, protesting - against the giving up of
Jerusalem to the Franks, ete, However, his fame
now rests primarily on his historical works,

Sibt Ibn al-Djawzi is the author of an immense
Universal History, the Mijr’at al-zaman, in which,
while he borrowed from his grandfather’s Muntazam
the practice of adding for each year to the chronicle
of events a section of obituary notices, he far sur-
passed it in the fullness of his documentation and
the scope of the work. It is true that in this respect,
and because of the simple information given in his
account, he falls far short of his near contemporary

i

Ibn  al-Athir, but, because he Preserves in’ extenso
and without criticism the versions of sources which
often no longer survive, he is in these cases of
inestimable value. Although (but this point might
well be established more conclusively) his work is of
little interest for the period covered by al-Tabari,
and for the 6thfrath century, where his sources (Ibn
al-Kalanisi, Ibn al-Diawzi, ‘Imad al-Din al-Isfahini
and some other minor writers) are preserved, on the
other hand it is of the greatest value not only for his
own period but also for the 4th-5th/roth-r1th
centuries, for which he depended first on the almost
completely lost history of Hilal al-Sabi’, then,
particularly for the years 448-79/1056-86, on the
detailed continuation of this work by al-$ibi>'s son,
Ghars al-Ni‘ma Muhammad, which Sibt reproduces
alinost verbatim. Unfortunately the Mir’df al-zamdn
survives only in two forms which each contain slight
alterations: it appears that the author's drafts cannot
have been re-written in a definitive fair copy before
his death, with the result that one whole group of
manuscripts, which reproduce the full text of the
passages which they preserve, contain lacunae, often
actually in the middle of an account, and some
confusions which make them difficult to use on their
own. A complete and systematic edition, preserved
in the other, more numerous, group of manuscripts,
was made by the same Kutb al-Din al-Yanini who,
at the beginning of the 8th/r4th century, wrote a
continuation of it;in this edition, however, al-Y iinini
has on the one hand inserted a number of additions
(easily recognizable) and on the other hand cut out
some lengthy passages (of little importance except
when they contained the names of sources). 1t is
much to be regretted that so far there exist only
editions limited ‘to the years 495-658 {the date of the
end of the work) and these very mediocre: that of
Jewett (Chicago 1907), which covers this period, is
the' facsimile of a manuscript of the group with

In a few previous studies 1 have presented various problems pertaining to an
important adab work, of which [ am preparing the editio princeps. namely the
comprehensive mirror of princes entitled Kitab al-Jalis as-salih wa-l-anis an-nasih
(sce the adjacent bibliography: Kronholm 1984-1986; Kronholm 1990 Kronhoirﬁ
1991).

This work was brought to my notice several years ago by courtesy of professor
Giosta Vitestam of Lund, who had consulted the Gotha manuscript thercof on
preparing his edito princeps of Kanz al-mulitk fi kaifiyyat as-sulitk. The treasure of
princes on the fashion of behaviour, ascribed to Sibt ibn al-Djauzi. Now edited for
the first time from the two MSS Aya Sofya 2021, Istanbul, and Bibliotheque
Nationale 3515, Paris. With an introduction and critical, philological and historical
notes (1970).

It is, accordingly. most natural to treat a new problem related to this work in a
tribute to my teacher, colleague and intimate friend professor Vitestam on the
occasion of his 70th birthday, in recognition of his dedication and devotion to
classical Arabic literature, likewise in appreciation of his constant and generous
endeavours to bring Scandinavian colleagues in the field of Semitic languages |
together in scholarly co-operation and understanding.

The problem under consideration is that concerning the dedication and devotion
speaking out of the introduction to Kitib al-Jalis as-salih wa-l-anis an-nasih. True,
the formal dedication of the work as represented by MSS A-C and MS D.respec—
tively, has been treated in a previous investigation (Kronholm 1991). Here the
introduction by Sibt ibn al-Jauzi according to MSS A (fol. 1b//-4b/8; mainly

In a tribute to an orientalist who has devoted a considerable amount of his energy
and skill to elucidating various aspects of communication in the field of Arabic
studies, it might be considered appropriate to discuss an example of transmission
of Islamic tradition. This particular case concerns a grandfather and a grandson.

The grandfather in question is the renowned preacher, traditionist, historian,
voluminous writer etc.,' “Abd ar-Rahman ibn “All ibn Muhammad ibn “Alf ibn
“Ubaid Allah ibn Hammadi ibn Ahmad ibn Muhammad ibn Ja“far, al-Quragi, at-
Taimi, al-Bakri, al-Bagdadi, al-Hanbali, mostly known as Ibn al-Jauzi (Abu 1-
Faraj, Jamal ad-Din), who was born in Bagdad sometime between 507/
1113-512/1118 (cf. Ibn Rajab, ad-Dail 1/400) and died there at the age of 86 or 87
(cf. Sibt ibn al-Jauzi, Mir’at az-zaman 499f.). Accordmg to the longest extant
list of his works (op. cit. 4831f.), 1bn al-Jauzi was the author of more than 215
books on Koranic exegesis, tradition, law, geography, history, grammar, philo-
logy, poetry and medicine (for sources and biographical/literary discussions, see
e.g. GAL? 1/659-666; S 1/914-920; EI? 3/751-753 [H. Laoust]; Kahhala
1957-1961: 5/157-159; 13/396; Swartz 1967; Hartmann 1975: 186-189; Laoust
1977: 213.240-243; Leder 1984: 15-42; further the introductions to some modern
editions of Ibn al-Jauzi's works, spec. to Said al-kitir by “Ali at-Tantawi, 1960; to
Akbar az-ziraf by Muhammad Bahr al-“Ulim, 1967; to al-Qussas by M. L.
Swartz, 1971; to al-Misbah al-mudi® by Najiya ‘Abd Allah Ibrahim, 1976—1977
and to Fada’il al-Quds by Jibra?il Sulaiman Jabbir, 1979).

The grandson in this case is the mﬂuentlal preacher and prolific writer in the
areas of hadit, tafsir, figh, hlStOI‘y, Spmtual exhortation (wa®z) etc. Yisuf ibn
Qizogli (some sources have gz>wgly or even grgly) ibn “Abd Alldh, al-Bagdadi,
later ad-Dimasqi, commonly known as Sibt ibn al-Jauzi (Sams ad;Din, Aba I-
Muzaffar). He was born in Bagdad in 581/1185 or 582/1186 to a daughter of Ibn al-
Jauzi and a Turkish freedman of the vizir Ibn Hubaira. Apparently the father died

i~ soon afier the birth of Sibt, sgnce the boy was brought up by his maternal

grandfather until the latter’s death (cf. Sibt ibn al-Jauzi, Mir>at az-zaman 4811.),
i.c. at ‘the best imaginable school for a future historian and author of educanonal
tracts’.! After the death of his gr andfather, Sibt settled in Damascus, where he
joined the Ayyiibid al-Mu‘azzam and his successors an-Nasir Dawtd and al-
Ajraf Misa (for some time Sibt lived with an-Nasir Dawad in Karak, c.
626/1230-633/1237). Having obviously inherited the eloquence of his grandfather,
Sibt was soon to become a prominent figure in Damascus, not merely in literary
circles, but also as a popular speaker who moved the crowds to tears, who
