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this line had become discontinued. By the end of the eleventh/seventeenth
century the Qasim-Shahi Nizdrl da‘wa bad been particularly successful in
Afghanistan, Central Asia and the Indian subcontinent. In South Asia the
converts became known as Khojas, who developed their own distinctive
tradition of Nizar Ismatlism, known as Satpanth (the ‘true path), as well as
a devotional literature, the gindns. The Qésim-Shahi Nizari imams and com-
munities have survived to the present time, and their last four imams have
enjoyed prominence under their hereditary title of the Aga Khan.

The Zaydis

Répresendng another major Shiite community, the general influence and
geographical distribution of the Zaydiyya, named after their fourth imam,
Zayd ibn ‘All Zayn al-‘Abidin, have been more restricted than those of the
Twelvers and the Ismailis.”* The Zaydi branch of Shitism developed out of
Zayd ibn ‘Ali's abortive revolt in 122./740. The movement was initially led by
Zayd's son Yahyi, who escaped from Kiifa to Khurasin and concentrated his
activities in that eastern region. Counted as one of the Zaydi imarms, Yahya
was eventually tracked down by the Umayyads and killed in 125/743. The
Zaydis were later led by another of Zayd's sons, ‘Is3 (d. 166/783), and others
recognised as their imams. In early ‘Abbisid times groups of Zaydis partid-
pated in a mumber of abortive ¢Alid revolts in the Hijaz and elsewhere. By the
middle of the third/ninth century the Zaydis had shifted their attention away
from Kiifa and concentrated their activities in regions removed from the
centres of ‘Abbasid power, namely the Caspian region in northern Persia
and Yemen, where two Zaydi states were soon founded.

The early Zaydis essentially retained the politcally militant and religiously
moderate attitade ‘prevailing among the early Kiifan Shia. However, the
Zaydiyya elaborated a doctrine of the imamate that clearly distinguished
them from Imami Shiism and its two siubsequent branches, the Ithna
‘Ashariyya and the Isma‘iyya. The Zaydis did not recognise a hereditary
line of imams, nor did they attach any significance to the principle of the nass.
Initially they accepted any member of the ahl al-bayt as an imam, though later
their imams were restricted to the Fatimid ‘Alids. According to Zaydi doctrine,
if an imam wished to be recognised he would have to assert his claims publicly
in a rising (khurilj) — sword in hand if necessary — in addidon to having

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ZAYDI ATTITUDES TO SUFISM

The relationship between the religious movement of the Zaydiyya
and organized Sufism has been predominantly antagonistic through-
out their history. At the root of the conflict was a clash about autho-
rity in religion. As a Shii sect, the Zaydiyya recognized the ultimate
rehglous authority of the Family of the Prophet (ah! al-bayt). The
7ayd1 imams demanded obedience from their followers not just as’

political rulers but also as teachers and guides in religious matters.

nlike the imams of the Twelver Shia and the Isma‘iliyya, however,
they were not endowed with impeccability and infallibilty (‘“isina)
and their religious authority could be challenged. The Sufi shaykhs,

who were mostly Sunni, demanded absolute personal obedlgnce .

from their disciples, though not from their community at large.
Apart from this clash concerning leadership, there were also pro-
found differences in religious motivation which were never bridged.
Zaydi Islam was essentially sober, sharia-oriented, legalistic, and ra-
tionalist. It lacked and repudxated any dimension of ecstatic intuition,

: esotem knowledge and gnosis, and any form of mystical approach to -

the world of the divine. The Twelver Shia and Isma‘iliyya shared
such features with Sufism, leading Henry Corbin to his view that
Sufism itself was in essence a Shii phenomenon. Zaydis vigorously
condemned antinomian and laxist tendencies in Sufism. They took

" offence at, and strictly forbade, Sufi practices which aimed at induc-

ing states of ecstasy, such as the samd‘, singing, music, dancing, and
gazing upon beautiful youths. They totally rejected the speculative
mysticism of Ibn al-°Arabi and his school. Rationalist, anti-mystical
Mu‘tazili theology was adopted by the Zaydiyya more consistently
than by the Twelver Shia and evidently suited them better. In agree-
ment with the Mu°‘tazila they generally restricted the possibility of
miracles to prophets and denounced claims of miracles by Sufi

_ shaykhs as sheer fraud.

There was, however, an aspect of Sufi piety which could be fully
appreciated by the Zaydiyya. Like early Sufism in particular, Zaydi
religious devotion contained a strong element of asceticism, i.e: re-
jection of this world — both its attractions and iniquities — and of a

SALIH 5 HAYY a1L-KOF1, Asv
ABD ALLAH, traditionist and Zaydi theologian of
whose life little is known. It seems that he was born
in 100/718-g and, after giving his daughter in marriage
to the son of Zayn al-‘Abidin, ‘Isi b. Zayd b. “All,
went into hiding with his son-in-law, so eluding al-
Mahdi’s search until his death which occurred at Kiifa
in 168/784-5. According to the Fihrist (178; Cairo ed.,
253}, he was the author of several works, among
which are mentioned: Kitab al-Tawhid, Kitdb Imamat
wuld “Ali min Fatima, al-Diami® fi’l-fikh, etc.
With his two brothers “Ali and Silih, who shared
his doctrine, he was regarded as the founder of the
Zaydi sect of the Salihiyya, which seems to be iden
tical with that of the Abtariyya (Butriyya), and only
differs from the Sulaymaniyya in points of detail.
Ibn Kutayba (Maarif, ed. “Ukisha, 509) places
al-Hasan b. Silih among the number of the ashdb
al-hadith, and Ibn al-Nadim remarks that the
majority of the muhaddithin are Zaydis; moreover,
the relations between the latter and the Mu‘tazila
are well known, and al-Mas®Gdi (Mwuridi, vi, 25)
makes it clear that al-Hasan b. $ilih is of the same
opinion as the Mu‘tazila on the question of the ima-
mate which, according to bim, can belong to any
family whatsoever, In fact, the main features of the
doctrine which is attributed to him are essentially
concerned with the imimate, which is elective and
can be conferred on the mafdal, even if the afdal
is known [see 1MAMA] at least insofar as the latter
gives consent; consequently the calipbate of Aba
Bakr and “Umar is legitimate, given that “Ali, who
was the best of the Muslims after the Prophet, agreed
to forego the office; unlike the other Shi‘ls, the
Salihiyya thus considered that the Companions were
not at -fault in not giving preference to ‘Al (cf.
Ibn Hadjar, Lisdn al-Mizan, iii, 8o, where he uses
the name al-Hasan b. Hayy, as does also al-Djahiz,
Tarbi¢, § 85). With regard to ‘Uthman, the Salihiyya
do not excommunicate him and, considering that on
the one hand heranks among the ‘ashara mubashshara
[g.v.] and is consequently mu’min, and that on the
other hand he performed actions which should earn
him the title of Rdfir, they refuse to take sides
ftawakkuf). In another connexion, this sect is in
(‘avour of the use of force (sayf) to compel recognition
of the imimate of any descendant of al-Hasan or
al-Husayn who is worthy of it, and admits ths possi-
bility that two fmdms may reign in two different
countries and be obeyed, even if they take contrary
decisions and one of themdeclares the murder of
his rival to be lawful. Al-Shahrastini adds that,
in his time, the adherents of this doctrine confined
themselves to the faklid and appealed neither to
ra®>y nor to idjtihdd. In regard to the wusul, they
followed the Mu‘tazila, whom they respected more
deeply that the masters of Shi‘ism, whilst, for the
Sfuri€, they adhered to the doctrine of Abit Hanifa,
except on certain points on which they followed
al-Shafi9 or the Shi‘a.

HASAN 8. USTADH-HURMUZ, Apg ALY, one
of the leading figures of the Biyid régim'e at
the end of the 4th/roth century. His father, Ustagy-
Hurmuz, one of the hudidiab of ‘Adud al-Dawla, is
said to have been born in about 300/912; on enter,ing
the service of the son and successor of the great
Buyid in Firs, Sharaf al-Dawla, he became govemrnor
of *Uman for him and then, wishing to transfer his
allegiance to the other son, Samsam al-Dawla, master
of ‘Irak, he had to return to private life (374/984).
The son, Hasan, who was born in about 350/961
had for some time been in the service of Samsam al.
Dawla in Baghdad. But some years later they changed
places: Samsim al-Dawla, evicted from ‘Irdk by
Sharaf al-Dawla, who was succeeded by Bahi’ al-
Dawla, became master of Fars (380/990), in addition
to Kirman which he already held. Hasan came there
to see him, and had the governorship of Kirman
given to his father, which he was to retain even after
the death of Samsim al-Dawla and the conquest of
Fars by Baha® al-Dawla. It was Hasan who, in Fars,
quelled the revolt of Samsim al-Dawla’s cousins,
the sons of “Izz al-Din Bakhtiyar [g.v.]; it was mainly
he who kept up resistance to Baha’ al-Dawla in
Ahwiaz. In 388{988, Samsam al-Dawla met his death
in a new revolt by Bakhtiyar’s sons. Hasan then
rallied his Daylami army to the cause of Bah3® al-
Dawla who, in 391/1001, restored to him the gover-
norship of Ahwaz. His administration there proved
to be so successful that Baha? al-Dawla now entrusted

-bim with the administration of ‘Irdk; which at that

time was racked by widespread disturbances (392f
1002); and despite setbacks in his struggle against
the lord of the Batiha, Ibn Wasil, and the Kurdish
prince Badr b. Hasanawayh (with whom he was later
reconciled), he retained this province until his death,
which took place unexpectedly in 4o1/1011, at the
age of 49 or 51. Though disagreeing about his birth,
the authors are unanimous in praising the impartial
energy of his administration, which restored order
and a sound financial system; for the sake of public
order, he forbade the celebration in Baghdad both
of the Shi ‘askidra® and also of the Sunni counter-
pilgrimage to the tomb of Mus‘ab b. al-Zubayr; and
there is a pretty story to illustrate his scrupulous
regard for the property of foreign merchants. His
obsequies were conducted by the celebrated sharif
al-Radi, who wrote a kasids on him. His father,
whom, when he himself was appointed to Irik, he
had enabled to succeed him in Ahwiz, survived him
until 405/1015. '

The Caspian Zaydi community being extinct in the early Safavid period, its literary heritage is
preserved almost exclusively by Yemeni Zaydis, the bulk of Caspian Zaydi writings being
brought to the Yemen by Persian Zaydi scholars visiting the country, as also however the other
way round. The history of Caspian Zaydism in the seventh/thirteenth century is particularly
obscure but much new information is made available in the excerpts published by Professor
Madelung from these Yemeni MSS., particularly for the period following the mid-fourth/tenth-
century Ibn Isfandiyar — in fact, after that, they are the only sources for ‘Alid rule in those parts.
The Zaydi community in its last phase in the early decades of the tenth/sixteenth century was
still quite vigorous but in 933/1526-7 Zaydism was finally extinguished. Seven well chosen
picces, three of them by Yemeni authors, cover the history of the lmams up to the
tenth/sixteenth century.

Much of the earlier history, at least, is taken up with fighting the ‘Abbasids and their troops
“ai-Musawwidah al-Khurdsaniyyah™, whose slogan (shi'ar) was al-sunnah wa-taswid al-a‘lam
and that of the Zaydis al-tashayyu* wa-tabyiq al-a'lam. Later it is battle with their inveterate
foes the Isma ‘ilis/Baginiyyah. There is an account (p. 146) of the murder, by a hushishi sent from
Alamait, of an ‘@lim of Lanji because of his anti-Isma‘ili pronouncements. Even in the fourth
Islamic century the people of al-Jil and Daylaman ure said to have been pagans (kuffdr)
worshipping trees and stones (p. 74), but the loyalty and liberality of the Daylamis are extolled
and the Arabian quality of their hospitality (diyafuh)— 10 the extent that they have neither bakers
nor bultchers lest the stranger should resort to them for provision and not to Daykami hosts!
Islamization of the area is stated to have really got under way at the hands of al-tHasan b. Zayd
(p. 21), i.e. ca. 250/864.

When al-Hasan b. "Ali, described as Shaykh al-Tilibiyyin, assumed the imamate and the title
al-Nasir li-'1-Haqq he donned the galansuwah following a practice of those before him - in the
fousth hijri century this is described (p. 23) as being of red wool, lined and stuffed with cotton -
over this a small turban was worn; he also wore socks of patches sewn together and heel-less
sandals! Another imam (p. 31) when paid allegiance, dons the galunsuwah and assumes the title
of Da ‘i {cf. pp. 33, 37). To counter the rainy weather of the Caspian region an imim wears a rain-
proof cloak (mimpar (p. 264). Revealing also of the manners of the day is that an ‘Alawi,
presented to the Buwayhid Mu ‘izz al-Dawlah to fill the office of nagqib of the "Alawis at Baghdad
(p. 109, cf. p.125) made his acceptance of the post conditional that he should not take a khil‘ah
from the Caliph al-Muji' (which it was the custom to give those assuming high office in
Baghdad), because it was black, Since he refused to wear black, in which colour it was official
custom to attend the Caliph, Mu ‘izz al-Dawlah sent him a white khil‘ah. He refused also to kiss
the ground before the Caliph and made other conditions to all of which Mu'izz al-Dawlah
agreed. Itis interesting that in the Yemen today black was worn by the Imam and ulema, though
perhaps white on ceremonial occasions ~ the latter still continue Lo wear it under the Republic.

Quite close relations often oblained between the Caspian Zaydis and the Yemen. The
Daylami Imim encouraged people to suppost al-Hadi ila "l-Haqq 1n the Yemen, declaring thisa
duty (p. §9), and indeed families bearing the nume al-Daylanu are still 10 be met in the Yemen
today. A curious letter of the Imam Abi Talib al-Akhir is given in extenso this imam emerged
in Jilan in 502 H and his du‘wah reached the Yemen in 511 H. (p. 335). The letter appoints a
certain Sayyid, al-Husayn b. al-Hadi, when the Imam ordered him to go to the Yemen, to the
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khildfah and gadd’ of the regions between Mecca and Aden. Yet, the Ghayat al-amani, tor
example, merely states that in 511 H. “the da 'wah of the lmam Abu Talib al-Akhir . . . arrived
from al-Daylam and the Amir Muhsin ... b. al-Hadi ila -Haqq received it with compiete
acceptance”, but the author makes no allusions to Sayyid al-Husayn b. al-Hadi at all. Aba Tilib
al-Akhir is also stated to have corresponded with the Lord ($dhib) of 'Umin who was a Zaydi
supporting him.

The Yemeni title of the oath
therefore would seem (o be over eleven centuries old.

Curiously in his preface (p. 20) Professor Madelung renders the term sabigin applied to imams
hostile to the Isma 'Hlis us **full” imams, and mugtagidian as “restricted” imims. Sahig however is
defined by Zayn b. ‘Ali al-Wazir in notes to Muhammad b. 1sma ‘il al-K ibsi, Jawahir al-durr al-
makniin wa-'aja‘ib al-sirr al-makhzan (Beirut, 1408/1988), 527, “man sabagat da'watu-hu wa-
mubaya ‘atu-hu fa-lahu “l-awwaliyyah “ala ‘I-akhir”, adding that it also means ol~-mutafawwiq aw al-
awwal. The sense would seem to be nearer “the outstanding and the more moderate™ of the
imams.

Professor Madelung has confined himself to the production of a well edited text, demanding
the work of many years; this could clearly form the basis of further revealing studies on Zaydism
to add to his existing valuable contributions in this field.

Shirazi (d. 476/1083), the famous Shafi ‘ite legal scholar and head of the Nigimiyya madrasa in
Baghdad. The firsL one, Kitab al-Ishéira ild madhhab ahl al-haqq, is a defence of Ash ‘arite doctrine
against traditionalist and other critics. After discussing the major points of Ash ‘arite doctrine,
the author affirms that anyone deviating from the beliefs of the followers of al-Ash ‘ri is an
infidel. He ridicules those Shifi‘ites who say “We are Shafi‘ites in positive law {(furig?) and
Hunbalites in legal methodology and theology (wgiif)”, since Ibn Hanbal did not compose any
book on theology. The second text, ‘Agidat al-saluf, contains an Ash arite creed, in spite of its
title which would rather suggest a traditionalist outlook. 1t opens with a lengthy section of
definitions of terms and continues with a brief treatment of theological questions beginning with
predestination. There may well be a gap between the two sections (p. 68,1. 17) since a discussion
ul‘.Gpd and hisatributes, which would normally be expected in an Ash ‘arite creed, is completely
missing. There is also some disparity in the manner of presentation between the two parts and it
1s not to be excluded that they onginally came from ditlerent works.

Abu Ishaq al-Shirazi was, as is known, personally involved in the contlict between Hanbalism
and Shafi‘ite Ash‘arism in Baghdad and his own position appears somewhal ambiguous in the
accounts of the chronicles. It has been argued, on the basis of rather weak evidence, that he was

Chacun prenant le parti d’en juger de facon parcellaire, cette
entreprise de ligotage, singuliérement lilliputienne, fait plutot sourire(?).

H fallait évidemment prendre les choses dans I'autre sens et é¢lucider
historiquement les contextes mentaux qui caractérisaient ces temps bénis
de la jahiliya des seiences sociales. La voie en était tracée par la
pénétrante étude de R. Bevis («Spiritual Geology : Doughty and the Land
of the Arabs», Viclorian Studies, n° 16, 1972), auteur d’une contribution a
ce recueil ... mais au titre de la partie littéraire.

On aurait de la sorte évité de manquer le génie propre de Doughty, qui
tient précisément & une certaine fagon de se moquer des edisciplines».
Qu’on y repense : voici un diplomé de géologie (spécialiste des glaciers!)
qui entreprend une périlleuse aventure dans le désert d’Arabie, pour
recueillir (avec quel soin!) des inscriptions épigraphiques dans une langue
nabatéenne qu’il ne connait point; et qui en tire finalement un livre qui a
pour prétention ultime d’ceuvrer a la réforme de la langue anglaise ...

Doughty est un titan. Il défie nos catégories, n’a pas fini de nous en
apprendre, et pas seulement comme «source», registre ou on le cantonne
trop volontiers. L’anthropologie, par exemple, peut toujours prendre
modéle sur la richesse d'une démarche qui met aussi pleinement
'observateur en scéne et parvient a témoigner, avec une parfaite probité
et sans jamais confondre les faits et leur interprétation, a travers un
formidable travail d’écriture.

The Zaidis get their name from Zaid, a grandson of Imam
Hussain, the martyr of Karbala. The oaly soa of Imam Hassain to
survive the tragedy of Karbala was Zain-ul-Abdia. Zain-gl-Absdin
followed the quistist policy, and acknowlsdged the caliphats of the
Umayyads de facto though not de jure. After his death Zain-ul-
Abedin was succeeded by his eider son Imam Baqir, He centinusd
the quietist policy of his father. Zaid, a brother of Imam Bagqir
struck a different line and sfood for wresting power from the
Umayyads by forcs, if necessary. Hs gathered a considerable follow-
ing and made large scale preparations to measure strength with the
Umayyads. The people of Kufa offered him support and invited him
to come to Kufa. Zaid went to Xufa where he proclaimed himself
as the Caliph in 740 C.E. The Umayyads despatched a force from
Syria. In the confrontation that followed history repeated itself.
The people of Kufa betrayed the cause of Zaid as they had betraysd
the cause of his grandfather Hussain.

After the death of Zaid his sons and other family members
found refuge in Persia. In the time of the Abbasid Caliph Harun us-
Rashid, Yahya a son of Zaid raised the standard of revolt in
Khurasan. The revolt failed. Yabya was carried to Baghdad where
he was lodged in prison and died in captivity.

The descendants of Zaid settled in various cities of Persia,
carried on propaganda against the Abbasids. Such propaganda was
most effective in Tabaristan a mountainous tract south of the Oz 55
Sea. Tabaristan was then under the Tahirids. The Abbasid O
assigned an estate in Tabaristan to Muhammad b Abdali ah b Ta

This is a collection of eight texts (not seven, as the
misprinted table of contents seems to show) from manu-
scripts of Yemeni origin, spanning slightly less than four
centuries. They are from the following works: (I) K. al-Taji
of Abii Ishag al-Sabi (d. 384/994); (II) K. al-Masabih of
Abl al-“Abbas al-Hasanl (fl. mid-4th/i0th ¢.); (III) K. al-
Ifada of Imam Aba Talib al-Natiq bil-Haqq (ca. 424/1033);
(V) K. Jala® al-Absar of al-Hakim al-Jushami (494/1101);
(V) a letter of Yusuf b. AbT al-Hasan al-J1lanT received by a
Yemeni Zaydi scholar in 607/1210-11; (V1) al-Risala al-
“Alima bil-Adilla al- Hakima of the Imam al-Mansiir bil-Lih
‘Abd Allah b. Hamza (614/1217); (VII) K. al-Had@iq al-
Wardiyya of Humayd b. Ahmad al-Muhalli (652/1254);
(VII) K. Rawdat al-Akhbar of Abi Muhammad Yusuf al-
Hajuri (writing in 627/1230). The editor’s introduction in-
cludes a sketch of the history of the Zaydi imams of the
Caspian region and of Yemen, and the links between them.

Most of these histories are framed as biographies of the
Caspian imams: four each for Yahya b. “Abd Allah and al-
Nasir lil-Haqq; three for al-Mahdi 1i-Din Allah and al-
Mu’ayyad bi-Llah; two for al-Hasan b. Zayd and his
brother Muhammad (both called “al-Da%i ila al-Haqq™), al-
Natiq bil-Haqq, and three later imams; and one for al-Tha’ir
fi 1-1.ah and al-Mahd7 al-Huqayni. Doctrinal issues include
the Zaydi da‘wa in the Caspian regions, the proper relation-

ship between ZaydTs and Batinis, and qualifications for the
imamate; Mu‘tazilite theologians appear as both actors and
narrators. It is politics, however, that produces striking
vignettes: Hartin al-Rashid quizzing shamefaced jurists until
he finds one who will void his amdn to Yahya b. “Abd Allzh;
al-Nasir lil-Haqq in the majlis of Muhammad al-Da‘i
unwisely quoting poetry which fuels accusations that he is

. actively seeking the caliphate; al-MahdT li-Din Allah accept-

ing the office of nagrh of the “Alids in Baghdad provided that
he not be required to wear the “Abbasid black, and so never
entering the presence of the caliph. It was he of whom the
Buyid Mu‘izz al-Dawla once remarked to some Imamis,
“This is my imdm,” reminding us to consider its Zaydi
origins when contemplating the unique nature of the Buyid
regime.

With his customary attention to detail, Prof. Madelung
has given us complete manuscript histories including atten-
tion received in secondary sources. Unfortunately, the stan-
dard references to manuscripts actually in Yemen cannot be_
coordinated with those used in the latest manuscript cata-
logue of the Great Mosque in Sana (Fihrist Makhtiiit
Maktabat al-Jamic al-Kabtr, Sand. A. A-R. al-Ragqihi, A-
A. M. al-Hibshi, and A. W. al-Anisi. San®a: Wizarat al-
Awqaf wa-al-Irshad, 1404/1984, vol. 1, parts 1-4) because of
a new, sequential numbering system described in the intro-
duction to that catalogue; researchers are now faced with the
task of coordinating the two systems. The catalogue is still
incomplete, but two additions can be made to the data on
the manuscripts edited here. The unique fragment which
appears as selection I above is now numbered History 1090
(vol. 1, part 4, p. 1816); manuscript C of selection II is now
History 2185 (1, 4, p. 1808).

The only serious defect in the collection under review is that
it lacks “Alid family trees, such as appeared in Prof. Made-
lung’s Der Imam al-Qdsim b. Ibrahim (Berlin, 1965). Besides
Hasanid or Husaynid branches and dates, such trees or charts
should designate which imams held temporal, which only
spiritual, authority; and by which names—personal, patro-
nymic or regnal—they were known. We are now so far
removed from “Alf b. Abi- Talib that the full genealogies are
unmanageable and the shortened ones are useful only to those
who, like “Alids, carry the family tree in their heads.

Though the editor began collecting texts in 1966, publica-
tion was delayed until 1987; nevertheless, readers of the
Cambridge History of Iran (Cambridge, 1975) and audiences
of Prof. Madelung’s Columbia University lectures now col-
lected under the title Religious Trends in Early Islamic Iran
(Persian Heritage Foundation, 1988), have already benefited
from the research. They are fortunate at last to have the
texts themselves.

Die Arbeit an dem ersten der beiden hier zu besprechenden Binde begann
schon im Friithjahr 1964, unmittelbar nachdem M. — in der Nachfolge R. Stroth-
manns — seine grundlegende Arbeit ,Der Imam al-Q&asim b. Ibrahim und die Glau-
benslehre der Zaiditen“ (erschienen 1965) abgeschlossen hatte. Zunichst stand nur
die Miinchener Hs. des Textes zur Verfiigung. Die Entdeckung einer zweiten, sehr
viel umfangreicheren Hs. in der Bibliothek der Moschee von $an‘a’ — die dann 1968
unter schwierigen Umstiinden kopiert werden konnte — erforderte praktisch einen
villigen Neubeginn, und schlieBlich zogerte der Biirgerkrieg im Libanon die Druck-
legung immer wieder hinaus, so daB das Werk erst nach mehr als zwanzig Jahren
erscheinen konnte. Die wohl zwischen 307/919 und 3157927 verfaBte theologische
Schrift des Imams Ahmad an-Nagir (gest. 322/934), des zweiten Schnes des
Begriinders des zaiditischen Imamats im Jemen und Urenkels des Imam al-Qasim —
ist nicht nur eine wichtige Quelle fiir die Theologie der frihen Zaidiya Hadawiya.

The Early History of Zaydi Shiism
in Daylaman and Gilan '

By M. 8. Kuan, Calcutta

I

The history of Zaydi Shi‘ism? in Daylaman and Gilan is intimately
connected with the spread of Islam in the major parts of the south
Caspian area and the establishment of ‘Alid rule in it.

The people of Tabaristan were partly pagans and partly Magians.
Al-Mas‘tdi remarked that there were people in the mountain regions of
Daylamdn who were ignorant of all established religions.? Islam was
first propagated in Tabaristanin the beginning of the second century Hijra
by the Arab governors who were all Sunnis. According to al-Baladhuri3
some four thousand soldiers from Daylaman decided to embrace Islam
and join the Arabs whom they aided in the conquest of Jalula after
which they settled in Kafa with the Muslims. Amin Ahmad Razi makes
a sweeping statement? that the Daylamites embraced Islam in 22 A.H.

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In 1871 Turki b. Sa‘id re-established the sultanate
with a Ghafiri tribal army, encouraged by the
British and financially aided by his brother Madiid
from Zanzibar. ‘Azzan was killed in the siege of the
capital and Sa‘id b. Khalfan al-Khalill murdered
after he had eventually been persuaded to surrender
by the British Agent in Muscat. From then onwards,
Salih directed the Ibadi movement until his death in
1896.

In the Ibadi literature Salih is described as al-
Imam al-muhtasib, that is, an ‘alim with the de-
pendability and integrity to lead and advise the
Muslimn community until such time as an Imdsm can be
properly elected. It was in this guise that he con-
tinued his attacks, with thesupport of the Sharkiyya
Hinawis and their badw Wahiba allies, on the sultans
in Muscat (1874, 1877, 1895), and against dissident
tribesmen, notably the campaign in 1894 against the
Bani Shuhaym of the Wadl Dama, who were the
shaikhly clan of the Masakira, the Hirth's great rivals
in Ibra, and in 1896 against the Banid Djabir, leaders
of the Ghafirl confederation of central ‘Uméan who
were harrying the Rahbiyyan allies of the Sharkiyva
Hinawis. It was during the latter attack that he met
his death, struck by a bullet in the thigh at al-Diayla.

During the first part of this period, $alih’s main
aimn seems to have been that of undermining the
position of Turki b. Sa‘ld (Sultan 1871-88), but after
the failure of the 1877 attack he largely confined
his activities to iptriguing against the régime at
Muscat and in maintaining his political authority in
the interior. In Faysal b. Turki’s time, on the other
hand, he does seem to have had ideas of sponsoring
Sa‘id, a son of “Azzan b. Kays, as a candidate for
the Imamate. Salih was succeeded by his eldest son
Isi (d. 1946) who, with another of his former pupils,
‘Abd Allah b. Humayd al-Salimi (d. 1914), were to
play a major part in restoring the Imamate in cen-
tral ‘Uman in 1913.

Salih’s surviving literary work is a collection of
diswabdl, arranged in 1916-17 by A. Walld Sa‘ld
b. Humayd b. Khalifayn al-Harithi, later 24di of the
Imdm Mubhammad b. ‘Abd Allih al-Khalill (Imam
1920-54), under the title ‘A yn al-masalih (see Bibli-
ography).

ZAYD B. AL-Hasan B. ‘ALl B. ABI TALi1B, AL-DA‘T
lra 'L-Hakx ABU Munammap, Zaydi ruler of
Tabaristan, was born in 263 or 264/876-8, probably
in north-western Iran. ’

Nothing is known about his life before he joined the
Zaydi imdm al-Hasan al-Utrash {g.v.] al-Nasir U 'I-
Hakk while the latter was active in converting the
Daylamis and Gilis east of the Safid-rad to Islam.
He was commander of the vanguard of al-Nisir's
army in the great victory over the Samanid arniy
under Abu ’l-Abbas Su‘lik on the river Burradh,
west of Shallis in Djumada 11 301/January 914 which
led to the conquest of Tabaristan by al-Nasir. Al-
Hasan b. al-Kasim pursued the fleeing enemy and
on his return ordered the massacre of some 3,000
Khurisanian soldiers descending from the fortress of
Shalds, denying knowledge of a promise of safety
which al-Nasir hdad given them. During the reigu
of al-Nasir in Tabaristan, he remained in control
of the army, though a rivalry and enmity developed
between him and al-Nasir's son Abu ’l-Kasim Dja‘far,
especially after the latter was appointed governor
of Sariya in 302/914-15. Al-Hasan conspired to
depose al-Nasir with some Gili and Daylaml chiefs,
whom he had been sent to recruit with their tribes.
When they arrived in Amul, he arrested al-Nasir and
imprisoned him in a castle in Laridjan. Shortly after-
wards, however, the Gili chief Lili b. al-Nu‘min
arrived from Sariya calling for support of al-Nasir,
and al-Hasan was deserted by most of his supporters.
As al-Niasir was restored to the rule, he tried to flee
but was apprehended and brought before the imam,
who pardoned him and permitted him to leave for
Gilan. Some time later al-Nasir, upon the intercession
of his son Abu ’l-Husayn Ahmad, recalled him,
granted him the title al-Dd‘i ila ’I-Hakk and married
a daughter of Ahmad to him. Earlier he had apparent-
ly been married to a daughter of al-Nasir. Then al-
Nisir appointed him governor of Gurgan and ordered
his son Dia‘far to assist him. The latter, however,
worked against him and deserted him when he was
attacked by a (Samianid?) army of Turks. Al-Da9
was forced to retreat and then besieged in a fortress
near Astaribad, probably in winter 304/916-17.
Eventually -he es.aped with a handful of men and
went to Amul and from there to Gilan.

After the death of al-Nasir in Shaban 304/February
917, Ahmad, in accordance with the wishes of his
father, recalled him from Gilan and surrendered the
rule to him. Diafar, however, reproached his brother

for this and defected, first joining the Samanid “govaTT

ernor of Rayy and théen going to Gilan to gather sup-
porters. ‘Ahmad remained loyval and subdued the
Biawandid Ispahbad Sharwin b. Rustam and the
Karinid Shahriyar, rulers of the highlands of Taba-
ristin, forcing them to pay a higher tribute to al-
Da‘i, but he prevented him from putting them to
death. Then he was sent against the Simanid general
llyas b, Ilyasa®, who had seized Gurgén, and defeated
him.

ABU ISHAQ AL-SABI ON THE ALIDS OF
TABARISTAN AND GILAN ]

WILFERD MADELUNG, University of Chicago

OWING to the vicissitudes of sectarian history the literary heritage of the
Zaydi community of the coastal regions south of ‘the Caspian Sea has partially been
preserved in Yemen. When the Caspian community in the sixth/twelfth century began
to decline many of the scholurly works produced during its heyday found their way into
the libraries of the Yemenite Zaydis. Some of these works, dealing with the lives of the
Caspian Zaydi imams and pretenders, are of major interest for the political history of
these regions, Whilp most of them were written by Zaydi nuthors as part of a strictly
sectarian literature and remained quite unknown to non-Zaydi historiography, recent
search of the treasures of Yemenite librarics has also brought to light a fragment of a
waork which for centuries enjoyed considerable literary fame but had been considered
completely lost by modern scholars: the history of the Biiyidys cntitled Kitgh al-taji of
the Sabian Abti Ishaq Ibrahim b, Hilal (313-384/925-994). The fragment recently has
been described in an article by M. S. Khan,! who also hus promised an edition of the text
in the near future. Here it is intended to present an analysis of the historical contents of
the fragment in relation to the other extant sources and a partial translation of the most
interesting sections,

Abt Ishaq al-$ibi had a suceessful carcer in Baghdud as o seeretary in the chancelleries
of the caliph al-Muti® and of the Biiyids Mutizz al-dawla. ‘lzz al-dawla, “Adud al-dawla,
Samsam al-dawla, and Bah3® al-dawla.? Only his refusal to convert to Islam kept “Izz |
al-dawla from making him his vizier. He became famous above all as a writer of letters
(ras@il), of which some collections are extant.® Hig poetry also was admired and fre-
quently quoted. He showed an active interest in geometry and astronomy and wrote some
treatises in these sciences. In history, on the other hand, he apparently diEl not have the im-
medinte coneern which prompted his grandson Hilil to write his famous history, although
Le is reported to have written a chronicle of his family.* The Kitab al-tdji, inany case, was
not written on his own initiative but upon the order of his Buyid master ‘Adud l;LdBW]IL

About the circumstances that oceasioned the compasition of this work Hilal, Abd
Ishaq’s grandson, relates the following: Abti Ishiq served “Adud al-dawla already while
the latter still was in Fars, writing poctry and correspondence for him and representing
his interests in the capital. When ‘Adud al-dawly conquered Baghdad for the first time
from his cousin ‘Izz al-dawla in the year J64/975, Abt Ishiag became even more closely
associated with him. He therefore intended to accompany “Adud al-dawla on his return
ta Firs but then, fearing for the safety of his family and children, decided to stay.

Gilan'm Biyepls bolgesinde (Lihican'da) hilkiim stirmistir. Hz. Ali neslinden
olan ybneticileri baslangigta Zeydiyye mezhebine mensuptular.

ABSTRACT
The Last Zaydi Dynasty in Gilan

The dynasty of Al-i Karkiya (760-998/1359-1590) reigned in the region of
Biyapish in Gilan which is located at northwest of Caspian Sea. In the beginning,
the governors of this dynasty that belong to the governers of Ali’s descent were
members of Zaydiyya sect. Shah Ismail, the founder of Safavids was protected by
them indeed. It is written in some sources that Al-i Kérkiyd's govemors accepted
Ithna Ashariyya sect under the influence of Safavids. In some Ottoman sources
they are called as “Sunni/Shafi’t”. In this article, the various ideas on this dynasty
were studied on the light of political concers of the period.

Iranian libraries hold only few manuscripts that testify to the extended
and intensive Mu‘tazilite past in the various centres of Zaydi scholarship
in Tabaristan, Daylaman and Gilan in the Caspian region, in Bayhaq
and, most importantly, in Rayy. With gddi I-qudatr “Abd al-Jabbar al-
Hamadhani’s move to the capital of the Iranian province of Jibal in
Muharram 367/August-September 977, Rayy largely replaced Baghdad
as the main intellectual centre of Mu‘tazilism. “Abd al-Jabbar taught
there even after his dismissal from office in 385/995 until his death in
415/1025!, and the city continued to be an important centre of Zaydi
Mu'tazilites during the 5%/11% and 6%/12 centuries?. Gradually, the Zayd? -
communities in Iran experienced a decline and most of their literary leg-
acy was lost. Had it not been for the massive transfer of Zaydi religious
literature from Iran to Yemen following the political unification of the
Caspian and Yemeni Zaydis that began by the end of the 5%/11™ century,

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brain”. The Persian for cucumber, khiydr, also evinces this vegetable’s
origin, or more precisely the route it took from Asia to the Middle East
through Persia.’Al-Biriini attests that khiydr is a common name for the
cucumber in Iraq; however, in Khurasan its name is khiydr badhrnak.>

SUMMARY

This article has reviewed the history of certain vegetables of the Cucurbitaceae
family, and the change they underwent in their cultivation and distribution from
antiquity to the Middle Ages. The watermelon, the melon, and the chate melon
were undoubtedly well established in Levantine agriculture and diet from biblical
times to the Classical period. Because of the Islamic conquests, new types of
sweet and fleshy watermelons similar to our own were developed and distributed.
The cucumber, a new vegetable, joined them and was added to the diet. These
are but a few examples of many crops, medicinal substances and spices that were
distributed and dispersed during the Middle Ages from South and Fast Asia to
the Middle East, and thence to Europe.

RésuME

IRANIAN ZAYDISM DURING THE 7%/13% CENTURY:
ABU L-FADL B. SHAHRDAWIR AL-DAYLAMI AL-JILANI AND
HIS COMMENTARY ON THE QUR’AN*

From the 3'4/9" through-the late 6%/12% century, the leading intellectual
centres of Zaydism were located in Northern Iran; namely in Tabaristin,
Daylamin and Gilan in the Caspian region, as well as in Rayy during and
after the Buwayhid age and in Bayhaq in Khurasan. Gradually, the Zaydi
communities in Iran experienced a decline and most of their literary leg-
acy was no longer transmitted. Had it not been for the massive transfer
of Zaydi religious literature from Iran to Yemen following the political
unification of the Caspian and Yemeni Zaydis that began by the end of
the 5%/11% century, most of the Iranian Zaydi literary heritage would have
been lost. Following the death in 614/1217 of the Yemenite Imam al-
Mansiir bi-llah, during whose reign the cultural transfer from Iran to
Yemen reached its peak, relations between the Iranian and Yemenite Zaydi
communities became more tenuous and the transfer of literary sources
from Iran to Yemen which had by now replaced Northern Iran as the intel-
lectual centre of Zaydism had mostly ceased.’

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ALIDS OF TABARESTAN, DAYLAMAN, AND GILAN.
From its beginnings in 250/864 until the early Safavid
age, “Alid rule in the coastal regions south of the
Caspian Sea was based chiefly on Zaydl Shi ‘ite sup-
port. There is nc evidence that the brief stay of the
Hasanid rebel Yahya b. Abdallih with some Kufan
Zaydi supporters in Ridbar under the protection of the
Jostanid king of the Daylamites during the early reign
of Hiriin al-Rasid (170-93/786-809) opened the area to
effective Zaydi influence. Zaydism was spread, how-
ever, during the lifetime of the Medinese Zaydi Imam
Qasem b. Ebrahim Rassi (d. 246/860) by some of his
followers in western Tabarestdn, the region of Rilyan,
K alir, and Calids. In 250/864 the people of this area
revolted against the Taherid government and, on the
advice of a local “Alid, invited the Hasanid Hasan b.
Zayd from Ray to assume their leadership. Hasan, who
adopted the regnal name al-Di ‘i ela’l-Haqq, quickly
wrested control of Tabarestin from the Taherid
Solaymin b. ‘Abdallah and transferred the capital
from Sari, where the Taherids had resided, to Amol,
close to the regions from which came most of his
support. Three times during his reign he was expelled
from Tabarestan by invaders, first in 251/865 by a
counterattack of the Taherid Solaymdn, them in
255/869 by the “Abbasid general Mofleh, and again in
260/874 by the Saffarid Ya“qib b. Layt. Each time
ne found refuge in the inaccessible mountains of the
Daylamites and, with their support, soon regained his
domains. Outside Tabrestdn, he succeeded in adding
Gorgan to his territories. First conquered in 253/867,
the town changed hands several times but eventually
came safely under his sway and, during the last years of
his reign, was governed by his brother Mohammad.
Attempts to expand south of the Alborz mountains,
carried out by other “Alids with his backing, ended in
failure. Ray, first taken in 250/865, was definitely lost in
257/871. Qazvin, Zanjan, and Qiimes were also held for
a few years.

Hasan died in Amol in 270/884, having named his
brother Mohammad al-Di 1 ela’l-Haqq in Gorgan as
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
