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ABSTRACT

There is a zaviye (a small Islamic monastery) belonging to Pir Saltuk, who is son of Haci Bektash
Veli in Khoy “Sancak” of Tabriz State (Iran). The information related to this “zaviye” was recorded in
property registration notebook prepared during Tabriz State “tahrir” in 1gth century by Ottoman
State. The notebook indicates that Pir Saltuk Zaviye was founded in the 15th century (Qara qoyunlu-
Agqgoyunlu) to host the passing travelers. Later, Safavids and Ottomans who reined Iran kept the
“zaviye” and foundation. The aim of this study is to get reliable information other than “menkibes”
(stories) about this Bektashi “zaviye” and foundation. In this regard, the conditions, income,
economic value, etc. about the zaviye foundation has been focused on. For this purpose, “tahrir”’
notebooks inscribed with “siyakat” writing were read and inspected. The obtained data shows that
the zaviye has an important function.

OzET

Iran’da Tabriz Eyaleti'nin Hoy Sancagrnda Haci Bektas Veli evladindan Pir Saltuk’a ait bir
zaviye bulunmaktadir. Bu zaviyeye ait bilgiler, Osmanli Devleti’nin 18. ylizyilda Tebriz eyaleti tahriri
sirasinda tutmus oldugu tapu-tahrir defterlerinde kayithdir. Defter kayitlarindan Pir Saltuk zaviyesinin
15. ylizyilda (Karakoyunlu-Akkoyunlu) bdlgeden gelip-gecen yolculari misafir etmek icin kuruldugu
anlagiimaktadir. Daha sonra Iran’a hakim olan Safeviler ve Osmanlilar zaviyeyi ve vakfini muhafaza
etmislerdir. Bu kayitlari de@erlendirilerek, bir Bektasi zaviyesi ve zaviye vakfi hakkinda, menkibeler
disinda, gergekgei bilgilere ulasmak arastirmanin amacidir. Bdylece zaviye vakfinin sartlari, gelirleri,
ekonomik degeri gibi hususlar ortaya konulmaya calisiimistir. Bunun icin “siyakat” yazisiyla kaleme
alinan tahrir defterleri okunarak degerlendirilmistir. Ortaya c¢ikan bilgiler, zaviyenin 6nemli bir
islevinin oldugunu géstermektedir.
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1-Introduction

The Aim and Importance of the Research: Most of the literature written on
and about Haci Bektash-i Veli, believed to be the master of Anatolian bards, and
his sons are based on the sources such as Makalat, Vilayet-ndme, Menakibdi’l-
kudsiyye and Menakibd’l-arifin which deal with historical events and people, in
narrative of legendary form and oral literature. Yet, Ottoman archives were rarely
used (Ocak, 1996: 14/458 Bibliography) in such researces. There are
considerable amount of documents in Ottoman archieves, however, informing
the socio-economic situation of the government of the time. From these
documents, it is possible to get information about Haci Bektash Veli as historical
figure and his Bektashi farigat (dervish order, dervish fraternity). Deed-Tahrir
notebooks are another source of information. During the studies on this sort of
info-notebooks, it is found out that a zaviye foundation in Khoy sanjak of Tabriz
state was run acrossed that belong to Pir Saltuk who was believed to be one of
the sons of Haci Bektash Veli. Evaluation of Pir Saltuk Zaviye Foundation
records will grant document-based history telling instead of legendary ones
about Haci Bektash Veli and his sons. Thus, with proved information about his
figure and his acquintance, history writing on and about Pir Saltuk zaviye will be
contributed.

Sources of the Research: The sources of the research are numbered
between 896 and 911 in tahrir notebooks which one can find in the Deed-Tahrir
notebooks classification (TD) in Istanbul Ministry of Ottoman Archieve (BA).
These notebooks came into existence in the era of Sultan Ahmad Il (1703-
1730), after a tahrir of Tabriz State between the years 1725 and 1728 (Bilgili,
2004: 20, 37). Hence, these notebooks are dated back to hijri.1140 (A.D.1728).
The book numbered 896 is bound and unmarbled in shape and its dimensions
are 55x20 cm. It is 69 pages in total. On the first page of the book there is Sheikh
Safuyiddin-i Ardabili foundations under the title of “evkdf-1 Seyh Safiyydddin
Ishak kaddes-Allahii sirrihu el-aziz...”; between the pages of 61-66, under the
title “Evkaf-1 mdteferrika der eyalet-i Tabriz,” where some zaviye and mosque
foundations are listed in Tabriz State (Urmia, Khoy, Gerger, Halhal and Tabriz
city). One of these registered zaviyes is accepted to belong to Pir Saltuk who
was claimed to be one of the sons of Haci Bektash Veli. Pir Saltuk Zaviye
Foundation is on the pages 62-63 under the title: “Vakf-1 zaviye-i Pir Saltuk an
evlad-1 Haci Bektas der kaza-i Hoy.” In the registrations, primarily the zaviye’s
income and then the contract of foundations which was maintained by Ottoman
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Empire were registered. The lenghty notebook numbered 911 is bound and
unmarbled in shape and its dimensions are 53x23 cm. It is 452 pages in total. It
contains population and land records of the regions of Khoy, Kapan and
Qaradag. Information about Pir Saltuk Zaviye is on the pages 72-73 of the
notebook in the registration, and zaviye’s income sections are mentioned in this
section. The information in this notebook is exactly the same with the one in TD
896; however the order of the foundation is unregistered in the former one.

2-Haci1 Bektash Veli and His Sons

The visionary dervish (Saint) of Horasan and Turkoman Sheikh, Haci
Bektash Veli was born in Nishabur in 606 (1209-1210), according to common
belief. He is considered to be one of the Yesevi or Haydari dervishes who
migrated to Anatolia because of the Mongolian invasion in the 13th century. If
his presence with his brother Mentesh in Anatolia during the Babai riot of 1239
is taken into consideration, it is possible that he arrived just before the
mentioned time above.

Haci Bektash who established his dervish convent in Sulucakarahdyik
(today called Haci Bektash) in the mids of the 13th century, most probably he
died in the same place in 669 (1271) and buried in a mausoleum near his dervish
convent. (Képriilli, 1993: 2 / 461-464; Ocak, 1996: 14/455-458; Oztiirk, 1986:
885-894; Tanman, 1996: 14/459-471).

Nonetheless the researchers who study on his life make a certain line about
his marriage and contunity of his generation, there is also disagreement
between Alevi-Bektashi societies on this issue, as well. Celebies and
Babas/Dedes (leadership ranks in Alevi-Bektashi community) who are in
patriarch status of the Alevi-Bektashi society have two different claims. Celebies
say Haci Bektash Veli marries Kadincik Ana and he has a son Seyyid Ali Sultan
(Timurtash) and they come from this root with the name “bel eviadr’ (heirs).
Babas/Dedes, on the other hand, say Haci Bektash had never married, had
always stayed single and they grew out of the breath of Kadincik Ana, getting
the name “yol eviadr” (followers). According to the latter belief, the ones who are
known as the sons of Haci Bektash Veli in history; heirs and the followers are
coming from the Kadincik Ana, and they are the real members of Bektashism.
(Koprill, 1993: 462; Gindogdu, 2007: 219-232).

In Bektashism, dervishes’s life-style which was based on a single-life with no
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marriage was applied by Balim Sultan (dd. 992/1516) who was considered as
the second founder of the tarigat. It is vague that this attitude of Balim Sultan
was made on purpose to keep Haci Bektash Veli’s tradition alive and make it a
life-style, as manners of dignity. Besides that, the principle “a believer’s all life
means searching for right way,” and the way to reach the position of “fena-fi-I-
pir” (eliminating one’s all presence within Pir’s spiritual figure), which became a
belief in many other tariqats (e.g. Nakshibendism), could promote to follow the
Pir. However, a certain judgement cannot be made since the aim might have
been brought about to establish a certain conception or a unique manners of
dignity in Bektashism.

3-Pir Saltuk as Historical Figure

There is no information in sources about Pir Saltuk as historical figure6. The
unique information about Pir Saltuk exists in the notebook registration dated
1728. According to this registration Pir Saltuk is one of the sons of Haci Bektash
Veli. He lived in the zaviye which he founded in the village called Zaviye or with
its other name Zebun at the center corner of the Khoy Sanjak and he was also
burried in this village when he died. Although it is not pointed out in the
registration when Pir Saltuk founded the zaviye and when he lived as a historical
figure, having begun from lI-Khanids, it is possible to say that it was founded in
the era of Jalayer or Qoyunlu, depended on the registration from “...yedlerine
mdildk-1 maziyye-i Islamiyyeden miiteaddid senedatlar...” (the deeds given to
them by the Islamic sovereigns of the time), when the era in which Haci
Bektash’s life-time is considered. However, it is rather possible that the term
“mdildk-1 maziyye-i Isldmiyye” (the Islamic sovereigns) represents Qaragqoyunlus
or Aqgoyunlus, when the term is evaluated technically in the TD book, numbered
896 as the source. The expression, “from the days of the Islamic sovereigns
such as Jahansah and Sultan Hasan” (BA, TD 896, p.65) is distinctly mentioned
in the registrations of other zaviyes in this book. Acting from this expression, and
considering the dates of the lives of the emperors whose names are mentioned
above, and who fought on 1467, 841-872 (1438-1467) in which Qaraqoyunlu
Jahansah ruled as Sultan, and 857-882 (1453-1478) in which Uzun Hasan ruled

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as Sultan, it is possible to say that Pir Saltuk lived in the 15th century and
founded his zaviye roughly between the dates 1438-1478. Essentially, if the
great fondness Uzun Hasan reflected to dervishes in his own time, and his
opening 4000 tekkes and zaviyes all around the country are considered, it is
most probable that Pir Sultan’s zaviye is among them (Ersahin, 2002: 163;
Woods, 1993: 184).

Contrary to A.Y. Ocak (1992: 375; 1996: 457) who attempts to provide non-
sunni structure of Bektashism and Shiism as an evidence, and in contrast to his
idea that Haci Bektash Veli is not a classical Sunni sufi, and that Bektashi
doctrine has been highly influenced by Hurufism, and Shiah propagandas have
penetrated into Sufism since the 1450s, Pir Saltuk, one of his sons (caliphs) is
assigned as of “ehl-i stinnet ve’l cemaat’ (from Sunni community). Essentially,
Woods (1993: 183) writes that Aqqoyunlus ruined morally addicted dervish
groups such as Kalenderi and Haydari, which defused all around the nation
during the reign of the Qaraqoyunlus. It is understood from his emphasizing the
term “The Sunnis’ in documents that the Ottomans did not grant a privilige to
these kinds of groups. Because of its belief system features compatible with the
Islamic canon law, Zaviye is recorded with the imperal edict of the Ottoman
sultan, Ahmad lll; its legitimacy and its constitution are certified by the
government.

As for the name “Saltuk,” it is not a foreign one for Bektashism. For, one of
the most famous Caliphs of the Haci Bektash Veli’'s name is also Saru Saltuk
(Ocak, 2002; Kiel, 2000: 253). The term “Saltuk’ means “permitted to God’ and
“left to God’ around the Sufi circle.

4-Haci Bektash Veli and Pir Saltuk; the matter of inheritance

The record which was mentioned in the notebook dated 1728, “A person,
being from the sons of Haci Bektash, who is buried in a village called Zaviye ...
named Pir Saltuk” is not clear whether it states the sperm son or companion
follower, which is stated above. However, it can be said that Pir Saltuk is one of
the caliphs (baba/dede) educated in Bektashi tarigat and he has taken the
licence of establishing a zaviye in respect to his position since the common
acceptance is companion follower in “tarikat-1 Bektasiyye’ (the dervish order of
Bektashism). Essentially, it is known that Aqqoyunlus and the Ottomans are in
such a relation with Sufism and tarigats that they would not give the right to find
a zaviye to such a person who has not got a talent like cliphate.
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In foundations notebook, the names of the members are also registrated who
are described as Pir Saltuk’s sons (an eviad=his sons). Since 1728, the zaviye’s
Sheikh had been Seyyid Han’s son, Mir Haci, who was from Pir Saltuk’s
grandchildren. Brothers of Mir Haci who are named Pir Muhammad and Aga
Muhammad also live in the zaviye. And Shah Budak’s son Kadi, who is also from
Pir Saltuk’s descendants, Mirza Han's son, Sheikh Muhammad, Shah
Muhammad’s son Abdullah, Kelb Muhammad’s son Muhammad Hasan and Mir
Cafer and Ibrahim’s son Haci Muhammad are the inhabitants of the zaviye at the
stated time.

Onomastik exmination of the Zaviye’s inhabitants’ names shows that they
have been under the influence of Safavids. As a matter of fact, nobleness, and
reputations such as Shah, Mir and Mirza are extremely common in Safavids
culture and likewise in Turk-Islamic world. The term “Kelb” means dog and is not
used as Ottoman name but is a common name in Safavids. In Ottoman
geography the word dog is mentioned as some tribe names such as “Kdpeklti
Avsar’, on the other hand, as it can be seen in these examples such as Kelb
Riza Sultan-1 Zenuzi, Kelb Ali Beg-i Imanlu Afsar, Kelb Ali Beg-i Samlu (Iskender
Beg Turkméan,1334-35:1160) it is commonly used in Safavids.

5-Pir Saltuk’s Zaviye foundation

The Khoy and its vicinity where Pir Saltuk’s zaviye was located was invaded
and added to Islamic lands by Utbe bin Ferkad es-Sulemi in 641. Since this
region was in junction of varios roads, it was used as a military installation by
Umayyads and Abbasids. After invaded by Seljucks, llkhanids ans Qara
Qoyunlus, this region was conquered by Aggoyunlus (Yazici, 1998:18/258). A
great majority of Aggoyunlu populatin settled in Khoy-Alincak region7. This
region was first added to Safavid lands by Shah Ismail at the beginning of 16th
century but later conquered by Sultan Selim | in Caldiran war. After awhile it was
again controlled by Safavids but later it was conquered by Sultan Sileyman |
and controlled by the Ottomans in 1548. The region which had also changed
hands between Ottomans and Safavids between 1585 and 1635 was again
under the control of the Ottomans on 6 May 1724. Just after the Ottomans
captured the region (Khoy, Kapan, Qaradag) they began to evacuate it. Because

of the region’s extensiveness, evacuation is completed in 1728 (BA, TD 911; BA,
MD 133, hnr. 1, p.76, date; Evahir-i Cemaziyelevvel 1138/February 1726). The
zaviye of Pir Saltuk is registered in the notebook at that time. The Ottoman reign
in the region lasted until 1739 when Shah Nadir-i Afsar captured it (Bilgili, 2004:
35-37).

The zaviye of Pir Saltuk is in Zaviye village that is located in the central
corner of Khoy. The reason of the location of zaviye at this district should be
closely related to the policy of Turkoman, who were coarsely living there just as
Haci Bektash’s tarigat had been situated in Sulucakarahdyik where the
population of Turkoman were extensive (see Bilgili, 2002: 36). It is certain that,
the village was named as “Zaviye” since Pir Saltuk’s zaviye had also been
established there. Another name of Zaviye village is “Zebun” meaning “weak,
powerless and impotence.” This name is also related to Zaviye and Sufism
(weakness, humbleness in the presence of the God).

The Order of the Foundation: Zaviye had been established by Pir Saltuk
when he came and settled to the village. From the time of establishing zaviye
had the functions as to shelter the passersbys (ayende and ravende) and give
food and drink (itam and ta’am) to them. Khoy (Zaviye) was at the crossroad
where people could go to Anatolia (Van-Erzurum-Trabzon) from Qazvin, Gilan,
Ardabil, Maraga and Tabriz and also to Caucasia from Urmia, Kirmansahan,
Musul and Baghdad, and so it had always passersbys. By these conditionals to
look after passersbys zaviye was given permission to establish, protect and to
spend the incomes of their land and to inherit its authority from father to son.
Also M. F. Koéprili (1993: 462) explained that at the tariqat of Bektashism after
the increase of Babas’s authority the effect of the system on avoiding marriage
which was established by Balim Sultan decreased. And M. F. Kopriili explained
that in some tekkes (the place where dervishes live) the Sheikh had inherited
authority and property from father to son. The Ottoman also accepted the
regulations of the zaviye and its inheritance of the authority from father to son.
In addition to this the Ottoman gave the incomes of the villages; Zebun, Sireki,
Certava and Zir-i rud to zaviye in order to continue its responsibilities. And these
villages were free of the taxes as tekalif-i orfiye (6rfi tax), sakka, sencivat and
other 6rfi taxes. (see Document.1/a-b). Yet the sons of Pir Saltuk had to give the
taxes bennak (half- landholding tax), caba (non-field possession tax) and
mlicerred (bachelor taxpayers) nevertheles to the general rule about taxes for
villages and zaviye. Even the reason of the opposition between the regulations
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of the zaviye and the records of the taxes is not known it maybe because of the
taxes of avariz-1 divaniye (the payment of a number of taxes given especially in
war times). (BA, TD 896, pp.62-63)

The Incomes of the Foundation: Hums-1 gallat (1/5 of the product tax), dsr-
i hububat (1/10 of the grain tax), badiheva (extraordinary tax) were the taxes
taken from the villages Zebun, Sireki, Certeva and Ziri-rud, that constitute
incomes to the foundation. These were as follows:

1-The landholding tax and its links: Some kind of classical Ottoman land
system taxes were applied and required from the peasants who lived in zaviye
foundation lands according to their status; 50 akce ¢ift resmi (landholding tax) as
a deed from those who use a full area of plantation; 18 akce bennak resmi (half-
landholding tax) from those who use less than half of a plantation; 12 ak¢e caba
resmi (non-field possession tax) as a deed from those who did not have any land
but rent some; the employed single men also had to pay 6 akg¢e as a mdicerred
resmi (bachelor taxpayers). Those who are being registered as c¢ift, bennak and
caba are married reaya (couple). 200 akce from 4 married couples, 180 akce
from 10 bennak houses, 48 akge from 4 caba houses and 12 akce from 2 single
ones- totally 440 akce from married couples and their links- are registered as
income in foundation. According to the numbers above 18 houses and 2 single
ones- about 100-120 people are working for the foundation of Pir Saltuk Zaviye.

2-Agricultural Products; Barley, wheat, millet, black vetch, flax seed,
cotton, trefoil and melon, cucumber were being grown in the above mentioned
villages. The tahrir prices of the products were: 100 akce for a kile of wheat, 30
akge for a kile of barley, 20 akce for a kile of millet, black vetch and flax seed,
100 akge for a mann of cotton. It is understood that the taxes were being paid;
1/5 according to the term hums-i galldt and 1/10 to the term of dsr-i hububdt that
were registered in the notebook. According to these information; 4000 akce
equal to 100 kile of total 1000 kile of wheat, 1500 akc¢e from 50 kile of total 500
kile of barley, 400 akce from 20 kile of total 200 kile of millet, 200 akce from 10
kile of total 100 kile of black vetch, 200 akg¢e from 10 kile of total 100 kile of flax
seed, 1000 ak¢e from 10 mann of total 100 mann of cotton are taken as tax for
the foundation. However, 120 akge from gardening, 100 akge from linen and
trefoil and 160 akge from straw were taken under the name of baha-i kdh (taxes
of the straw) that is used for constructing buildings and feed for animals. The
total income taxes of the foundation are 7680 akce.
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3-Beekeeping and stockbreeding; 200 akce from beekeepers, 210 akce from
those feeding sheeps/goats, 510 akge from those coming out of the land of the
timar were taken as taxes. The total of the taxes coming from agriculture is 920
akce.

4-Badiheva type of taxes: Badiheva (taxes of extraordinary situations) is the
general umbrella name used for taxes; resm-i arussiye (taxes of marriages),
ctirm-u cinayet (crime and murder deed), yava (taxes of the harms of animals),
abd-1 abik (escaped servant tax) etc. 360 akce from arussiye (marriage tax), 500
akce from tapu-y1 zemin (title-deed), 1000 akce from other kinds of taxes belong
to badiheva (1860 akge) are registered as taxes in foundation (see Table.1).

Total income of the foundation: The incomes mentioned above are 10900
akce and belong to Zebun and Sireki villages and Zir-i rid hamlet. The income
of Certava village is not given in detail but it is registered as 1000 akge under
the name of “hasil hums-i gallat and dsr-i hububdt and risdmét-1 saire.” With
these taxes, the total income of the Pir Saltuk foundation reaches 11900 akcge
(see Table.2).

6- Conclusion
Below results are reached after the research:

1-Pir Saltuk Zaviye is in the center corner of the province of the Khoy Sanjak.
The Bektashi Tekkes expanded from Iran towards al-Cezire, Iraq, Egypt, the
Balkans and East Europe (Ocak, 1992: 379). As long as the researches deepen,
new tekkes and zaviyes could be reached in other regions of Iran.

2- Since they contributed a lot to social, economic, religious and educational
life, the Ottomans supported religious interpretations that were acceptable in
terms of Islamic canon law and zaviyes and dervish lodges that acted in
accordance with the religious rules mostly through foundations. That Pir Saltuk
Zaviye is supported through the foundation shows its vital role in religious,
educational and socio-economic life in Iran and Azerbaijan district.

3-The roots of the Bektashi Zaviyes and Tekkes were in Anatolia, basically in
Ottoman lands, and Ottoman Empire was on good terms with Bektashi dervish
convent like Ocak (Janissary). Because of that Ottoman authority did not differ
this zaviye, founded by Pir Saltuk, or apart it from the other tekkes that are in
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Anatolian region and/or Rumelia. Not only the Ottomans but also Qoyunlus and
Safavids respected Bektashi zaviye. This respect is appreciated if it is taken into
consideration that the zaviye had been established roughly at the time of
Qoyunlus and maintained by Safavids. The great importance that these nations
had given to this small zaviye is also seen until the tahrir, 1gth century, which
means the appreciation, continued on 250-300 years.

4-The total income of Pir Saltuk zaviye is 11900 akge. This income is the
average income that we maintain among the foundations in Iranian geography,
according to the result of our study.

Document.1/c: The abbreviated text of the document which shows the
requirements of the foundation of Pir Saltuk Zaviye.

Pir Saltuk, one of the sons of Haci Bektash, and from Ehl-i Sunni (Sunnis)
had been buried in the village named “Zaviye,” where his mausoleum exists.
Pir Saltuk founded his zaviye in the Zaviye village. Zaviye was consecrated
to his son on condition that he dines the travelers with the income of the yield
and tax obtained from Sireki and Certava villages and Zeri-rid field.
According to the agreement of the foundation, this place has always been a
foundation. Since, they were not disturbed by the village and rural areas and
people living on these lands afterwards (during the tahrir times); since a
number of deals and deeds given to them by Islamic leaders and according
to the registry of courts; and since they avowed up the written orders of Shah
who announce that it should remain as it was; they were freed from all kinds
of traditional taxes and measuring principles. The foundation of these people
who were Muslim was redonated, and this foundation was freed from all
kinds of traditional taxes and measuring principles according to the written
orders of the Sultan (Sultan Ahmad Ill). These were written on the notebooks
in occasion that the trevelers are supposed to be served well and this was
given as a duty to the sons on the agreement.

iran’da Tebriz Eyaletinin Hoy Sancagr'nda Haci Bektas Veli evladindan Pir Saltuk’a ait bir zavi-
ye bulunmaktadir. Bu zaviyeye ait bilgiler, Osmanli Devleti’'nin 18. ylzyilda Tebriz eyaleti tahriri si-
rasinda tutmus oldugu tapu-tahrir defterlerinde kayithdir. Defter kayitlarindan Pir Saltuk zaviyesinin
15. ylizyilda (Karakoyunlu-Akkoyunlu) bdlgeden gelip-gecen yolculari misafir etmek icin kuruldugu
anlagiimaktadir. Daha sonra Iran’a hakim olan Safeviler ve Osmanlilar zaviyeyi ve vakfini muhafa-
za etmiglerdir. Bu kayitlarn degerlendirilerek bir Bektasi zaviyesi ve zaviye vakfi hakkinda, menkibe-
ler disinda, gercekgi bilgilere ulasmak arastirmanin amacidir. Béylece zaviye vakfinin sartlari, gelir-
leri, ekonomik degeri gibi hususlar ortaya konulmaya calisiimistir. Bunun i¢in “siyakat” yazisiyla ka-
leme alinan tahrir defterleri okunarak degerlendirilmistir. Ortaya ¢ikan bilgiler, zaviyenin énemli bir
islevinin oldugunu gdstermektedir.

ABSTRACT

There is a zaviye (a small Islamic monastery) belonging to Pir Saltuk, who is the son of Haci
Bektash Veli in Hoy “Sancak” of Tebriz State (Iran). The information related to this “zaviye” was
recorded in property registration notebook prepared during Tabriz State “tahrir” in 1gth century by
Ottoman State. The notebook indicates that Pir Saltuk Zaviye was founded in 15th century (Kara
Qoyunlu-Ag Qoyunlu) to host the passing travelers. Later, Safavids and Ottomans who reigned Iran
kept the “zaviye” and foundation. The aim of this study is to get reliable information other than
“menkibes” (stories) about this Bektashi “zaviye” and foundation. In this regard, the conditions,

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income, economic value, and about the zaviye foundation has been focused on. For this purpose,
“tahrir” notebooks inscribed with “siyakat” writing were read and inspected. The obtained data shows
that the zaviye has an important function.

1-Giris

Arastirmanin amaci ve 6nemi; ROm (Anadolu) abdallarinin piri olarak kabul
edilen Haci Bektas Veli ve evladi hakkinda yazilanlarin ¢cogunlugu Makalat, Vi-
ldyet-name, Menakibl’l-kudsiyye ve Menakibii’l-arifin gibi tarihi olaylar ve kisi-
leri menkibevi ele alan kaynaklara ve sdzli gelenekten gelen anlatima dayanir.
Osmanl arsiv kaynaklar ise pek kullaniimamistir (Ocak, 1996: 14/458 Bibliyog-
rafya). Oysa Osmanli arsivlerinde, devletin sosyo-ekonomik yapisini ortaya ko-
yan pek cok belge bulunmaktadir. Bu belgelerden Haci Bektas’in tarihi sahsiye-
ti ve Bektasiyye tarikati hakkinda bilgiler edinmek mumkuandur. Bilgi saglanabi-
lecek belgelerden biri de tapu-tahrir defterleridir. Bu nevi defterler Gzerinde ya-
pilan calisma esnasinda, Tebriz eyaletinin Hoy Sancagi'nda Haci Bektas evla-
dindan oldu@u belirtilen Pir Saltuk’a ait bir zaviye vakfina rastlanmistir. Pir Sal-
tuk zaviyesi vakif kayitlarinin degerlendiriimesi, Haci Bektas ve evladi hakkinda
menkibevi tarih anlatimi yerine, belgeye dayall tarih anlatimini saglayacaktir.
Bdylece sahsiyeti ve mintesipleri hakkinda gercekgi bilgilerle tarih yazimina kat-
ki saglanacaktir.

Aragtirmanin kaynaklari; Arastirmanin kaynaklari Istanbul Bagbakanlik Os-
manli Arsivi'nde (BA) Tapu-Tahrir Defterleri (TD) tasnifinde yer alan 896 ve 911
numarall tahrir defterleridir. Bu defterler, Sultan Ahmed Ill déneminde (1703-
1730), 1725-1728 yillari arasinda yapilan Tebriz eyaleti tahriri sonucunda mey-
dana gelmistir (Bilgili, 2004: 20, 37). Bunun icin defterler h.1140 (m.1728) tarih-
lidir. 896 numarali defter sekil itibariyle ciltli ve ebrusuz, 55x20 cm ebadindadir.
Toplamda 69 sayfadir. Defterin birinci sayfasinda “evkéf-1 Seyh Safiyytiddin Is-
hak kaddes-Allahd sirrihu el-aziz ...” bashgi altinda Seyh Safiyyiddin-i Erdebill
vakiflari, 61-66. sayfalar arasinda “Evkaf-1 miiteferrika der eyalet-i Tebriz’ basl-
g1 altinda Tebriz eyaletindeki (Urmiye, Hoy, Gerger, Halhal ve Tebriz sehri) ba-
z1 zaviye ve camil vakiflar siralanmistir. Kaydedilen zaviyelerden biri de Haci
Bektas Veli evladindan oldugu belirtilen Pir Saltuk zaviyesidir. Pir Saltuk zaviye-
si vakfi, “Vakf-1 zaviye-i Pir Saltuk an evldd-1 Haci Bektas der kaza-i Hoy’ basli-
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g1 altinda defterin 62-63. sayfalarinda yer almaktadir. Kayitlarda énce zaviyenin
gelir kalemleri, sonra da Osmanli Devleti tarafindan ibka kilinan vakif sartname-
si kaydedilmistir. 911 numarali mufassal defter sekil itibariyle ciltli ve ebrusuz,
53x21 cm ebadindadir. Toplamda 452 sayfadir. Hoy, Kapan ve Karadag livala-
rinin nGfus ve arazi kayitlarini ihtiva eder. Pir Saltuk zaviyesine ait bilgiler, def-
terin 72-73. sayfalarinda kayithdir. Kayitta zaviyenin gelir kalemleri verilmigtir.
Bu defterdeki bilgiler, TD 896’daki bilgilerin aynisi olup yalnizca vakfin sur(tu
kaydedilmemisgtir.

2-Haci Bektas Veli ve Eviladi

Horasan ereni ve Turkmen seyhi Haci Bektas Veli, yaygin kanaate goére 606
(1209-1210)’da Nisabur'da dlinyaya gelmistir. 13. ylzyilda bas gésteren Mogol
istilasi sirasinda Anadolu’ya gé¢ eden Yesevi veya Haydari dervislerinden oldu-
gu tahmin edilmektedir. 1239 Babal isyani sirasinda kardesi Mentes ile birlikte
Anadolu’da oldugu dikkate alinirsa, zikredilen tarihten az énce Anadolu’ya gel-
digi soylenebilir. 13. ylzyil ortalarinda dergéhini Sulucakarahdytk (Hacibek-
tag)’de kuran Haci Bektas, muhtemelen 669 (1271)'de burada vefat etmis ve
dergahinin yanindaki tirbeye defnedilmistir. (KOprill, 1993: 2/461-464; Ocak,
1996:14/455-458; Oztiirk, 1986: 885-894; Tanman, 1996:14/459-471).

Haci Bektag’in evliligi ve neslinin devami hususunda onun hakkinda calisma-
lar yapan arastirmacilar kati bir fikir beyan etmez iken, Alevi-Bektasi cemiyeti
arasinda da ihtilaf vardir. Alevi-Bektasi ictimai tesekkilinUn piri konumundaki
Celebiler ile Babalar (Dedeler) iki farkli iddiada bulunurlar. Celebiler; Haci Bek-
tas’in Kadincik Ana (Kutlu Melek) ile evlendigini ve ondan Seyyid Ali Sultan (Ti-
murtas) adli bir gocugun diinyaya geldigini, kendilerinin de “bel eviad/” olarak bu
soydan olduklarini séylerler. Babalar ise, Haci Bektas’in hi¢ evienmedigini ve
mucerred (bekar) kaldigini, kendilerinin de Kadincik Ana’dan gelen nefes ile “yol
eviadr’ olduklarini sdylerler. Bu ikincilerin gériisiine gore, tarihte veya giinimuz-
de Haci Bektag’in evladi olarak bilinenler, Kadincik Ana’dan gelen yol evlatlari
ve Bektasiligin hakiki mensuplaridir (Képrali, 1993: 462; Gindogdu, 2007: 219-
232).

Tarikat-i Bektasiyye’'de derviglerin evlenmeyerek tekkelerde micerred bir ha-
yat yasamalari usuli, tarikatin ikinci kurucusu olarak nitelendirilen Bahm Sultan
(6Im.922/1516) tarafindan getirilmistir. Balim Sultan’in bu usuld, tarikatin kuru-
cusu ve piri Haci Bektas’in ananesini yasatmak ve adab-1 erkén olarak onun ani-
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sina kurallastirmak icin yapip yapmadigi belli degildir. Bununla birlikte bircok ta-
rikatta (Mesela; Naksibendilik) inan¢ halini alan “mdiridin hayati-memdati mdirsid-
dir’ ilkesi geregi ve “fena-fi-I-pir’ (bUtdn varhg@ini pirin manevi sahsiyetinde yok
etme) makamina ¢ikma yolu olarak piri taklit icin bu usuli getirmis olabilir. An-
cak, yine de kesin bir hikme varilamaz ve kendi tasarrufu veya tarikat adab ve
erkanini olusturmak maksadi gitmds olabilir.

3-Pir Saltuk’un Tarihi Sahsiyeti

Pir Saltuk’un tarihi sahsiyeti hakkinda kaynaklarda bilgi bulunmamaktadir3.
Pir Saltuk hakkinda yegéne bilgi, 1728 tarihli defter kaydinda bulunmaktadir. Bu
kayda goére Pir Saltuk, Haci Bektas Veli evladindandir. Hoy Sancadrnin merkez
nahiyesinde Zaviye veya diger adiyla Zebun kdylnde insa ettirdigi zaviyede ya-
samis ve vefat ettiginde de yine bu kdyde defnedilmistir. Kayitta Pir Saltuk’un za-
viyeyi hangi tarihte kurdugu ve tarihi sahsiyet olarak ne zaman yasadigi belirtil-
memekle birlikte “... yedlerine miilik-1 maziyye-i Isldmiyyeden miiteaddid sene-
détlari ...” kaydindan ve Haci Bektag’in yasadigi dénem dikkate alindiginda II-
hanlilardan baslayarak, Celayir veya Koyunlu déneminde kuruldugu séylenebi-
lir. Ancak, kaynak olarak kullanilan TD 896 nolu defterin kullandigi terimler tek-
nik olarak degerlendirildiginde “mdilik-1 maziyye-i Islamiyye” deyim/teriminin da-
ha ziyade Karakoyunlu ve Akkoyunlulari ifade ettigi gértlmektedir. Nitekim def-
terde baska zaviyelerin kayitlarinda agik¢a “mdillik-1 maziyyede Cihangah ve Ha-
san Padisah zamanlarindan” (BA, TD 896, s.65) ifadesi gecmektedir. Bu ifade-
den hareketle, birbiriyle 1467’de savasan adi gecen hukimdarlardan Karako-
yunlu Cihansah’in saltanat strdigu 841-872 (1438-1467) ile Akkoyunlu Uzun
Hasan’in hdkimdarlik yaptigr 857-882 (1453-1478) tarihleri dikkate alindiginda,
Pir Saltuk’un 15. ylzyilda yasadigi ve zaviyesini tahminen 1438-1478 tarih ara-
hdinda bir tarihte kurdugu soylenebilir. Hatti zatinda Uzun Hasan Bey’in tasav-
vuf ehline gdsterdigi buyuk muhabbet ve Ulke sathinda yaptirdigdi veya actig

A. Y. Ocak (1992: 375; 1996: 457), kaynaklar ile Bektasilik ve Aleviligin gay-
ri SUnni yapisini delil gdstererek, Haci Bektas’in klasik anlamda Sunni bir safi
olmadigini ve 1450’li yillardan baslayarak Bektasi doktrinin genis ¢apta Hur(fili-
gin tesirlerinde kaldidi ve Sii propagandasinin tarikata niifuz ettigi yénindeki gé-
ristine karsilik, onun evladindan (halifelerinden) Pir Saltuk, defter kaydinda
“ehl-i stinnet ve’l-cemaatten” gOsterilmistir. Hatti zatinda Woods (1993: 183), Ak-
koyunlularin Karakoyunlu déneminde Ulkede yaygin héle gelen Kalenderi ve
Haydari gibi ahlak diskinG dervis gruplarini dagittigini yazar. Osmanlilarin da
bu tir gruplara imtiyaz tanimadigi, belgelerde “ehl-i siinnef’ terimine vurgu yap-
masindan anlasgilmaktadir. Zaviye Islam fikhina uygun inang sistemi 6zelliklerin-
den dolayi, Osmanli Sultani Ahmed III'Gn fermani (ferman-i alisdn mucebince)
ile resmi kayda alinmis; mesruiyeti ve mesrdtiyeti devlet tarafindan tasdik edil-
mistir.

Saltuk ismi, Bektasilik icin yabanci bir isim degildir. Zira Haci Bektas’in hali-
felerinden en meshurlarindan birinin adi da Saru Saltuk (Saltik)’tur (Ocak, 2002;
Kiel, 2000: 253). Saltuk kelimesi, tasavvuf gevrelerinde “Allah’a salinmis’ veya
“Allah’a havale edilmis’ anlamlarina gelmektedir.

4-Haci Bektas Veli ve Pir Saltuk; Evlatlik Meselesi

1728 tarihli defterde gegen “mezkdr Zaviye nam karyede medfin Haci Bek-
tds evlddindan olub ... Pir Saltuk nam kimesne ...” kaydi, yukarida bahsedilen
bel veya yol evlathgindan hangisini ifade ettigi acik degildir. Ancak, tarikat-i Bek-
tasiyye’de umum kabul yol evlatligi oldugundan, Pir Saltuk’un Bektasiyye derga-
hinda yetisen halifelerden (baba/dede) biri oldugu ve bu makamu itibariyle zavi-
ye kurma yetkisi aldigi séylenebilir. Hatti zatinda gerek Akkoyunlular ve gerek-
se Osmanlilar, halifelik gibi bir istidadi olmayan bir zata, zaviye kurma hakki ta-
nimayacak kadar, tasavvuf ve tarikatlarla iligki i¢cinde oldugu bilinmektedir.

Vakif defterinde Pir Saltuk’un evladi (an evlidd=evladindan) olarak nitelendi-
rilen kisilerin adlari da kaydedilmistir. 1728 yili itibariyle zaviyenin seyhi, Pir Sal-
tuk ahfadindan Seyyid Han’in oglu Mir Hacr’dir. Mir Hacr'nin Pir Muhammed ve
Aga Muhammed adli iki kardesi de zaviyede yasamaktadir. Yine Pir Saltuk’'un
neslinden Sah Budak’'in oglu Kadi, Mirza Han’in oglu Seyh Muhammed, Sah
Muhammed’in oglu Abdullah, Kelb Muhammed’in ogullari Muhammed Hasan ile
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Mir Cafer ve Ibrahim’in oglu Haci Muhammed zikredilen tarihte zaviyenin sakin-
lerdir.

Zaviye sakinlerinin isimlerinin onomastik incelemesi, bunlarin Safevi tesirin-
de kaldiklarini géstermektedir. Nitekim “Sah”, “Mir” ve “Mirza” gibi asalet unvan-
lari, Turk-Islam diinyasinda bulunmakla birlikte, Safevi kultiirinde ziyadesiyle
yaygindir. Keza “Kelb” kelimesi kdpek manasina gelip, Osmanl kisi adlarinda
kullaniimayan, Safevilerde ise yaygin bir isimdir. Osmanli cografyasinda kdépek
kelimesi “Kdpekli Avsar’ gibi bazi agiret isimlerinde ge¢cmektedir. Buna karsilik
Safevilerde “Kelb Riza Sultan-1 Zenuz?”, “Kelb Ali Beg-i Imanlu Afsar’, “Kelb Ali
Beg-i Samiu’ (iskender Beg Tirkman, 1334-35: 1160) gibi drneklerde de goriil-
digu gibi yaygin bir sekilde kullaniimaktadir.

5-Pir Saltuk Zaviyesi Vakfi

Pir Saltuk zaviyesinin bulundugu Hoy ve havalisi, 641 yilinda Utbe bin Fer-
kad es-Silemi tarafindan islam topraklarina katilmistir. Muhtelif yollarin kavsa-
ginda olmasi sebebiyle Emevi ve Abbasi dénemlerinde askeri Us olarak kullanil-
mistir. Selguklu, ilhanli, Karakoyunlu hakimiyetlerinden sonra Akkoyunlularin eli-
ne gecmistir (Yazici, 1998: 18/258). Akkoyunlu Turkmenlerinin mihim bir nifu-
su Hoy-Alincak bdélgesine yerle§mi§ti4. Sah Ismail | tarafindan 16. ylzyil basla-
rinda Safevi topraklarina katilan bdlge, Caldiran savasindan (1514) sonra Sul-
tan Selim | tarafindan Osmanli hakimiyetine alinmigtir (idris-i Bidlisi, 2001: 195).
Bir middet sonra Safevilerin eline gegmis ise de, Sultan Suleyman | tarafindan
21 Temmuz 1548’de tekrar Osmanli idaresine sokulmustur. 1585-1635 tarihleri
arasinda Osmanlilarla Safeviler arasinda sirekli el degistiren bdlge, 6 Mayis
1724’de tekrar Osmanli idaresine ge¢mistir. Osmanlilar bélgeyi (Hoy, Kapan ve
Karadag) zapt ettikten hemen sonra mutad usulleri geregi tahrir etmeye basla-
miglardir. Bélgenin genisligi sebebiyle tahrir 1728’de tamamlanabilmistir (BA, TD
911; BA, MD 133, hnr.1, .76, tarih; Evahir-i Cemaziyelevvel 1138/ Subat 1726).
Pir Saltuk zaviyesi bu tahrirde deftere kaydedilmistir. Bélgedeki Osmanli hakimi-
yeti 1739'da Sah Nadir'in bdlgeyi zaptina kadar strmustar (Bilgili, 2004: 35-37).

Pir Saltuk zaviyesi, Hoy’'un merkez nahiyesine bagli Zaviye kdylindedir. Za-
viyenin bu bélgede kurulmasi, tipki Haci Bektas’in tekkesini Turkmen nufusunun

4 safevilerin tarih sahnesinden sildigi Akkoyunlu Devleti'ne mensup asiretlerden bazilari, Akkoyun-
lu adiyla 18. yuzyilda dahi yine bélgede mevcudiyetlerini devam ettiriyorlardi (BA, TD 911, s.148).

iran’da Haci Bektas Veli Evladindan Pir Saltuk Zaviyesi Vakfi

yogun oldugu Sulucakarahdyik de kurulmasi gibi, bélgede de yogun bir sekilde
yasayan Turkmenlerle (Bkz. Bilgili, 2002: 36) ilgili olmahdir. Pir Saltuk zaviyesi-
nin burada bulunmasi sebebiyle kdye de “Zaviye” isminin verildigi muhakkaktir.
Zaviye kdyunun diger bir ismi de “zayif, gligstiz, aciz’ manalarina gelen “Ze-
bun”dur. Bu isim de zaviye ve tasavvufla (Allah katinda acizlik, zayiflik) ilgilidir.

Vakfin mesriitu; Zaviye, Pir Saltuk’un kdye gelerek burada yerlesmesi ve bir
zaviye ingaslyla kurulmustur. Kurulusundan itibaren gelen-gecen (ayende ve re-
vende) yolculari barindirma, yedirme ve igirme (it'dm ve tadm) islevi yiklenmis-
tir. CUnkd Hoy (Zaviye), Kazvin, Gilan, Erdebil, Meraga ve Tebriz’den Anado-
lu’ya (Van-Erzurum-Trabzon), Urmiye, Kirmansah, Musul ve Bagdat'dan Kafkas-
ya’'ya gidip gelen yol zerinde bulundugundan misafiri eksik olmuyordu. Iste bu
misafirleri agirlamasi sartiyla zaviyenin kurulusuna, muhafazasina, vakfedilen
topraklar tasarrufuna (mahsul ve riisim) ve vakfin evladina intikaline izin veril-
mistir. M.F. Koprall (1993: 462) de, Bektasi tarikatinda Babalarin nifuzunun art-
masindan sonra, Balim Sultan’in dizenledigi mucerredlik teskilatinin eski sikili-
gini muhafaza edemeyerek bozuldugunu ve kurulan bazi tekkelerin evlada vak-
fedilmek suretiyle, seyhligin ve vakfin babadan ogluna gectigini belirtir. Osman-
hlar da zaviyenin kurulusta koyulan kurallara uyulmasi sartiyla, vakfin eskiden
beri gelen mesritunu kabul etmis ve evladlik vakif olarak ibka’ etmistir. Bunun-
la birlikte zaviyenin hizmete devam edebilmesini saglamak maksadiyla Zebun,
Sireki ve Certava koyleri ile Ziri-rGd mezraasi hasilini (mahsdl ve rusdmi), vak-
fa gelir kaydetmislerdir. Yukarida isimleri zikredilen zaviye miintesiplerini de, es-
kiden oldugu gibi ayende ve revendeye hizmetlerine karsilik, tekalif-i 6rfiyye ve
sakka ve sair orfi vergilerden ve sencuvatdan (tarti, 6lcu) muaf tutmuslardir.
(Bkz. Belge.1/a-b) Sartnamedeki bu muafiyete ragmen, Pir Saltuk’un evlatlarin-
dan doérdu ¢ift, Ggl bennak, biri caba ve biri de micerred olmak Uzere cift resmi
ve baglantilari vergilerini vakif reayasi gibi 6demekle mukellef tutulmuslardir.
Vakif sartnamesi ile defter kaydi arasindaki bu tezadin sebebi tespit edileme-
mekle birlikte, vakif surGtunda bahsedilmeyen avariz-1 divaniyye vergisiyle ilgili
bir durumdan kaynaklaniyor olabilir (BA, TD 896, s.62-63).

Vakfin gelirleri; Zebun, Sireki ve Certava koyleri ile Ziri-r0d mezraasi ¢ift
resmi ve baglantilari, hums-1 gallat, hububat 6sri ve bad-i heva vergileri vakfin
gelirlerini olusturmaktadir. Bunlar;

1-Cift resmi ve baglantilar;; Osmanli klasik cift-resmi sisteminin uygulandigi
Zaviye vakfi topraklarinda yasayan kdylulerden statllerine gore; bir ciftlik yer ta-
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sarruf edenler 50 akge cift resmi, yarim ciftlikten az yer tasarruf edenler 18 akce
bennak resmi, tapu ile tasarruf yeri olmayan, baskasinin veya sipahinin tapusuz
olarak verdigi topraklari isletenler 12 akge caba resmi ve is ve kazang¢ sahibi
olan bekérlar 6 akce mucerred resmi 6demekle mukellef tutulmuslardir. GCift,
bennak ve caba kaydolunanlar evli reayadir. Bu meyanda 4 ¢ift haneden 200 ak-
ce, 10 bennak haneden 180 akce, 4 caba haneden 48 akce ve 2 micerredden
12 akge olmak Uzere, ¢ift hane ve baglantilarindan toplam 440 akge resim vak-
fa gelir kaydedilmistir. Yukaridaki rakamlara gére 18 hane ve 2 bekar olmak uze-
re yaklasik 100-120 kisi Pir Saltuk zaviyesi vakfi icin calismaktadir.

2-Tarim uranleri; Zikredilen kéylerde, arpa, bugday, erzen, kusne (karabur-
cak), zekerek (keten tohumu), penbe (pamuk), yonca, keten ve bostan tarimi ya-
pilmaktaydi. Bélgede mahsuliin tahrir kiymeti; bugdayin kilesi 40 akge, arpanin
kilesi 30 akge, dari, zekerek ve kugnenin kilesi 20 ak¢e, pamugun manni 100 ak-
cedir. Defter kayitlarindaki hums-i gallat tabirinden beste bir, 6sr-i hububat tabi-
rinden onda bir nispetinde vergi alindigi anlasiimaktadir. Buna goére, Gretimi ya-
pilan 1000 kile bugdayin vergi olarak alinan 100 kileye tekabul eden onda birlik
kismindan 4000 akge, 500 kile arpanin 50 kilesinden 1500 akge, 200 kile erze-
nin 20 kilesinden 400 akge, 100 kile kusnenin 10 kilesinden 200 akge, 100 kile
zekeregin 10 kilesinden 200 akce, 100 mann pamugun 10 mannindan 1000 ak-
¢e vergi vakif igin al|nm|§t|r5. Ayrica bostandan 120 akge, keten ve yoncadan
100 akcge ve bina yapim malzemesi ve hayvan yemi olarak kullanilan samandan
baha-i kdh namiyla 160 akge vergi alinmistir. Tarim Urinlerinden vakfa gelen
gelirlerin toplami 7680 akgedir.

3-Aricilik ve hayvancilik vergileri; Aricilik faaliyetlerinde bulunanlardan 200
akge kevvare (kovan), kiicikbas hayvan besleyenlerden 210 akge adet-i agnam,
harigten bir sipahinin topragina gelen kimselerin sahip olduklari koyun/kegiler-
den 510 akge kiglak, agil, otlak ve ¢ayir vergisi alinmistir. Aricilik ve hayvancilh-
ga dayali gelirlerin toplami 920 akgedir.

4-Bad-1 heva turl vergiler; Bad-1 heva, resm-i arusiyye, clirm U cinayet, tapu,
yava, kagcgun, destibani, abd-1 abik v.s. vergiler icin kullanilan genel bir addir.
Arusiyyeden 360 akce, destibani ve tapu-y1 zeminden 500 akge, diger bad-1 he-

5 TD 896'DA kullanilan kile ve mann dlci biriminin degeri belirtimistir. Kilede Istanbul kilesi, mann-
da Tebriz manni 6lci olarak alinmistir (BA, TD 896, s.57). Glniimiiz élgiilerine gére, 1 istanbul kile-
si 24,215 kg., 1 Tebriz manni 3 kg’dir.
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va turlerinden 1000 akge olmak Uzere toplam 1860 akce vakfa gelir olarak kay-
dedilmigtir. (Tablo.1)

Vakfin toplam geliri; Yukarida bahsedilen gelirler Zebun ve Sireki kdyleri ile
Ziri-rid mezrasina ait olup toplami 10900 akgedir. Certava kdyinln gelir doku-
mu ise ayrintisiyla verilmemis, “hdsil hums-i galldt ve 6gr-i hububdt ve ridsdmat-
1 saire” bashgr altinda 1000 akge gelir kaydedilmistir. Bununla birlikte Pir Saltuk
zaviyesi vakfinin toplam geliri 11900 akgeyi bulmaktadir. (Tablo.2)

6-Sonuc
Arastirmada asagidaki sonuglara ulagiimistir.

1-Pir Saltuk zaviyesi, Tebriz eyaletinin Hoy Sancagdi’nin merkez nahiyesinde-
dir. Buna gore Bektasi tekkeleri, el-Cezire, Irak, Misir, Balkanlar ve Dogu Avru-
pa’dan (Ocak, 1992: 379) bagka Iran’a kadar yayilmistir. Aragtirmalar ilerledikge
Iran’in bagka bélgelerinde de yeni zaviye ve tekkelere ulasilabilir.

2-Osmanlilar Islam fikhi agisindan bid’at olarak gérmedikleri dini-mezhebi
yorumlari, dini kurallara uygun davranan zaviye ve dergahlari, sosyal, ekono-
mik, din ve egitim hayatinda gosterdikleri énemli yararliliklar sebebiyle cogunluk-
la vakiflar kanaliyla desteklemislerdir. Pir Saltuk zaviyesinin vakif kanaliyla des-
teklenmesi, bu zaviyenin iran-Azerbaycan cografyasinda gerek dini, gerek egi-
tim, gerekse sosyo-ekonomik hayatta énemli bir rol Gstlendigini géstermektedir.

3-Bektasi dergahinin kdkleri Anadolu’da, yani Osmanli topraklarindadir. Os-
manli Devleti, Yeniceri Ocagdi 6rneginde oldugu gibi Bektasi tarikatiyla iyi iligki-
ler icerisindedir. Bu ylzden Pir Saltuk’'un kurdugu ve seyhi oldugu bu Bektasi
dergahini Anadolu ve Rumeli’dekilerden ayri tutmamis ve vakfiyesini tanimigtir.
Osmanlilarin Bektasi zaviyelerine gosterdigi saygiyi, Akkoyunlular ve Safeviler
de gostermistir. Zaviyenin tahminen Akkoyunlular zamaninda kuruldugu ve Sa-
feviler zamaninda da muhafaza edildigi dikkate alindijinda, bu saygi anlasilir.
Ayrica zaviyenin tahririn yapildigi 18. yuzyila kadar, yani 250-300 yil devam et-
mesi, zikredilen devletler tarafindan buyik énem verildigini géstermektedir.

4-Pir Saltuk zaviyesi vakfinin toplam geliri 11900 akgedir. Bu gelir, iran cog-
rafyasindaki vakiflar Gzerine yapmakta oldugumuz ¢alisma (yayinlanacak) so-
nuclarina gore, orta dereceli gelirlerdendir.

Adi gecen “Zaviye” isimli kdyde Haci Bektas evladindan ve Ehl-i Stnnet-
ten olan Pir Saltuk defnedilmistir (tlrbesi vardir). Pir Saltuk, Zaviye kdylinde
bir zaviye yaptirmistir. Zaviye, Sireki ve Certava kodyleri ile Zeri-rid mezrasin-
dan elde edilen mahsul ve vergi gelirleri, zaviyeye gelen gideni (yolcular) ye-
dirmek ve icirmek sartiyla evladina vakfedilmistir. Vakif sarthamesine goére,
burasi eskiden beri vakiftir. Kby ve mezraa arazilerine ve buralarda yasayan
